fir. Foster Takes Excoption'to Their Issuing
©.. Govermor-Gemeral's Warrantsand |
Ignoring the Noase. ¢

Ottawa, Sept. 8.—(Special)—On the
opening of the House this afternoon-
the Speaker announced that a meeting
of the Internal Economy Com-
mittee had been held this morning, at
which it was unanimously decided to
abolish the bor of the House of Com-
mons. §

. Mr. Charlton introduced & bill to
amend the Seduction Act.

Mr. Hackett called the attention of
the House to a disastrous conflagration
at Tignish, P.E.I, in which nearly
the whole of the town had been de-
stroyed. He urged that the Govern-
ment should come promptly to the re-
lief of the town, as was done in the
case of the City of Hull a few years
ago.

An Abuse o Power.

On motion to go into supply, Mr.
Foster called attention to the abuse of
power by the present Government to
viesue  Governor-General’s warrants.
Mr, Foster quoted from Hansard the
ppinions of Alexander Mackenzie,David
Mills and L. H. Davies in support of
his contention that a warrant should
only issue when the expenditure was
unforesecen. Mr, Davies laid down the
principle in 1887, that it first should be
shown that the expenditure was unfore-

seen; second, that it was urgently and
immediately required. (Laughter,) Mr.
McMullen, too, nad declared that Par-
liament was not going to have its
rights thus abridged, and a system of
raising . money by Governor-General's
warrants must be put a stop to. Mr.
Foster also quoted Sir Richard Cart-
wright's resolution in 1891 denouncing
the issue of a Governor-General's war-
rant. to cover an expenditure, as the
Government “ought” to have foreseen.
Now, on 16th of July, the very day on
which Parliament had been originally
summoned, a Governor-General’s war-
rant was obtained for §1,067.667; on 18th
of August, the day before Parliament
did meet, another was obtained for
$935,661, and other ‘smaller ones sub-
sequently, totalling $2,600,022. All these
were for departmental expenditure and
contingencies which ;, were not only
foreseen but which =~ Parliament last
session was asked to vote, and in ex-
ercise of its good pleasure declined.
The later incident was, he continued,
a still further argument against the
resort to a Governor-General's war-
rant. Agair, there was an imprudent
haste to forestall the privileges and
prerogatives of Parliament., ** Who,”
asked Mr. Foster, “signed the applica-
tion, and on his word as a Minister
of the Crown declared that all this
was urgently required?’ and “Who
passed it through for the sum of $7000
and declared that it was necessary for
salaries for the printing bureau for the
month of ‘September?”’ Evidently the
party; for ‘party-advantage declined to
vote two or three months’ supply last
session, Yet this was no excuse for
subsequent miduse of the = Governor-
General’s authority. Neither necessity
nor prudence was-an,excuse.. It was,
‘the diity of évery member, irrespéctive
of party, to guard zealously the prin-
ciple of parliamentary control. To ¢on-
done the present usurpation ‘would be
to give the new Government & warrant
to disregard this vital principle. Mr.
Foster concluded by moving a resolu-
tion in amendment to motion to go
into supply, setting forth the eirgam-
stances under which  the Govefnor-
General’s warrants in question were is-
sued, and concluding, *“That -under
these circumstances this House is of
opinion that the issue of these war-
rants was in contravention of the
well-understood principle of parliamen-
tary control, “and an abuse of the
power vested in the Governor-General
in council by the act, and a usurpa-
tion fraught with danger to public
liberty and to constitutional govern-
ment.”

Sir Richard Excuses.

- Sir Richard Cartwright did not re-
gretthat the matter had been brought
to the attention of the House. He
admitted that the present Government
had assumed a great responsibility, for
which they might be righttully called
to account, in issuing the Governor-
General’s warrants in question.. Pre-
cedents were all very well when the
cases were 'precisely similar. ‘“But,”
he added, ‘‘this is pre-eminently a case
where one ounce of common-sense is
worth a ton of precedents.” Sir Rich-
ard contended that the contingencies
were there under which Governor-Gen-
~ral’'s warrants could legally issue,
{namely, in case of accidents or- for
'things unforeseen, and for things not
provided for, but which must be pro-
vided for to prevent great injury to
the pubdc weal. Would the hon. gen-
tleman have had the Government close
idown its canals and close up its rail-
ways for a couple of months?

Mr, Foster : I would have you close
nothing, but open Parliament.

Sir Richard pointed out that under
the- circumstances it was impossible
for Parliament to have . been called
earlier. It would have béen impracti-
cable to try and carry on canals, rail-
ways and the post-offices without
money to pay the employes, “al-
though,” he admitted, *‘the civil ser-
vice at Ottawa might have continued
to bhorrow at very usurious rates
cnough to keep them going.from day
to day until Parliament met.”” He ad-
mitted that in the $7000 for the bureau,
a mistake had becn made but the money
would not be spent. In conclusion, he
himself justified the refusal of the Op-
positon of last session to grant sup-
plies and appealed to the common sense
of the House for justification of the
Government’s course in resorting to
{ warrants under circumstances which,
{he claimed, were extraordinary, had
never occurred before and-would never
occur again.

After Recesss

Mr. Borden (Halifax) resumed the de-
bate after recess. Replying to Sir
Richard Cartwright’s question: “What
else were the Government to do?” he
said they should have thought of that
last session, when they were so busy
obstructing the business of the coun-
try. (Hear, hear.) ;

Mr. Lister began by jollying the
member for Halifax upon his once hav-
‘ing been a Liberal. *But,” said Mr.
Lister, “commend me to a convert for
bitterness; he must needs vilify and
abuse his late companions in order to
prove to his new associates that he is
true.”
