Nicknames of Rlgementa.

Almost every regiment In the British ser­
vice Rpssesses besides Its official designa­
tion ofie or more nicknames. The origins 
of these sobriquets are "both curious and 
amusing, some being taken from tbe color 
of the clothing or facings, more front In­
cidents in the history ot the corps, and a 
few from puns or bon-mots on the num­
ber or name'of the regiment. Tbe Royal 
Horse .Guards are known ns tbe "Oxford 
Blues," the first part of the name origin­
ating from Aubrey de Vere, Earl ot Ox­
ford, who commanded the regiment on its 
formation In 1661. The 5th Dragoons are, 
or were, known as the "Green Horse,” and 
the 7th Hussar* as tbe "Black Horse." 
from tbe dark color of their clothing. 
Early In tlit*present century the Life- 
Guards obtained the unenviable name of 
the "Piccadilly Butchers," from the follow­
ing Incident: In 1810 Sir Francl* Burden, 
member for Westminster, declared in a let­
ter to hls constituents that the House of 
Commons bad illegally committed to New­
gate one John Gale Jones, for being con­
cerned In the production of a libellous 
pamphlet, Tbe publication of this letter 
was held by the House to be a breach of 
privilege, and a warrant was Issued for 
the committal gf Sir Francis to tbe Tower. 
He barricaded hls hon*e at the corner of 
Stratton-street, Piccadilly—now the resi­
dence ot Lady Burdett Courts, hls daughter 
—and for two day* defied the authorities; 
but ultimately, on April 0, the Hergeant-at- 
Arms, accompanied by police officer* and n 
military force, obtained an entrance, ar­
rested him. and took him to tho Tower. In 
the riots that ensued In consequence of hi* 
Imprisonment, tbe military were attacked 
hy the people, and. In defence of them­
selves, the Life Guards charged the mob, 
killing one man and wounding several 
others.

The Royal Colonial Institute la doing 

good service In the cause of Imperial feder- ^mnian has 
atlon. The papers that are rend there never 
from time to time are for the most pact-Hmown 
right ffp-to-date, and deal with the subject 
of Imperialism in an Intelligent, practical 
way. A paper read by Hon. Sir John Rob­
inson, late Premier of Natal, on May 8 last,
Is a resume of the history of the colonies 
during the century, with some suggestions 
as to the possible changes In the constitu­
tion that will take place during the cen­
tury that Is at hand. The nuthof of the 
paper believes that Imperial oglty Is a sine 
qua non of the future existence of the Em­
pire. Unless the tie that binds the Empire 
together now Is drawn closer, It mtfXt In the 
nature of things relax and weaken. We 
are at the parting of the ways, and the 
course of events must tend towards either 
closer union or ultimate disruption. So 
says Sir John, and we commend hla re­
marks to the serious consideration of Mr.
Joseph Chamberlain and (he British Gov­
ernment. It is to be hoped the latter will 
speedily undo the mischief it has already 
made In ita action towards the Pacifiera 
Instead of quibbling over details, the Brit­
ish Government should have Jumped at the 
opportunity of helping on a project that 
means so much towards the’consummstlon 
of a federation that every Briton Is longing 
to see accomplished. , Speaking of Impeml 
federation, Sir John fiobnlson thinks It will 
not be undertaken In a practical way until 
Australasia and South Africa have formed 
confederations similar to the union of the 
Canadian colonies. That the former will be 
federalized before long there is no doubt, 
while In South Africa the movement has al­
ready, so -far as fiscal union Is concerned, 
become an accomplished fact. ^The creation 
of these consolidated political' fabrics In 
North America, In Australasia and South 
Africa will enormously simplify the tank 
of statesmen In combining them all within 
the encircling shelter of a representative 
Imperial system. The confuted and often 
conflicting voices of maiy separate colo­
nies will then be confined-to the stronger 
and deeper utterances of a iftw united Pro­
vinces. Strictly Imperial Interests and ques­
tions can then be dealt with Intelligibly 
and effectively, and with a clear conception 
of claims that have to be reconciled and 
ends that have to be attained.

Two 'possible methods are suggested by 
Sir John for securing representation for the 
colonies in the Imperial Administration. One 
Is the creation of a new consultative, It not 
governing, body, as a Council of Empire, In 
which the Mother Country and the colonies 
shall be proportionately represented. The 
other Is the very simple process of adding 
colonial representatives to the House of 
Commons. Precedents for both courses may 
he said to exist In the former existence of 
the East India Council, and In the appoint­
ment ot colbnlal members to the Privy 
Council. Already the nucleus of the ma­
chinery required for the constitution of on 
Imperial Council exists In the present 
Agent-Generalships, the tligoj/ty and Import­
ance of wblolLdevelop yeHTty yehr.

The governors of the Newjd'ork Stock

This meaua a cessation 
of business from Saturday at 12 o’clock to 
Wednesday at 10 o'clock.

Prices of stocks drifted to a lower level 
to-day In the udeertala and irregular man­
ner which Is characteristic of a dull and 
undecided market. The dulness of tne 
market Is entirely norma! to this time of 
year, when the fate of the coming crops, 
on which so much depends, Is still In the 
bnlntfce. "Now that the market has settled

to Its normal quiet It has several
vorahie factors to contend with. In the 

first place there Is evidently hanging over 
the market still some of the large holdings 
that were taken on for the purpose of 
chocking tbe panic and which arc offered 
for realizing purposes at a certain point 
In any advance. In to-day's market, also 
It was rather obvions that some of the 
newly floated Industrials were not having 
an easy time. This was especially true 
of tbe Various companies which were to 
have been aggregated In tbe projected 
great steel combination, the plan for which 
seems to have been materially altered. 
American Hoop, Tin Plate, Hteel and Wire 
and National Hteel were all quite acutely 
affected, and In the late dealings Federal 
Hteel and Colorado Fuel also succumbed to 
attack. The continued heaviness of Abalga- 
n:»ted Copper In tbe outside market a e> 
gave evidence of tbe saturated state of the 
public demand for new Industrial securities. 
Added to incidents of weakness was fear 
that the coming crop would turn out badly 
and the bears had a good field for opera­
tions; there was very little resistance 
offered to their manipulation, but their 
operations were not very bold and not on 
a very large scale. The early strength In 
Sugar served to deter them somewhat. 
The failure of the foreign wheat market 
after the recent holiday to be Impressed 
with the fears expressed In the domestic 
market regarding the crops also had Its 
Influence In restricting the operations of 
the bears. The break In Sugar, however, 
and the persistent weakness of the steel 
and the rally In wheat stocks encouraged 
a late attack oh the market, which was 
directed prluelpally against the so-called 
Gould Sqtithwestems and Brooklyn Transit. 
The whole railroad list -showed the effect 
of the raid, but the Grangers and Atchison 
preferred showed the best resistance. Net 
loses are tbe rule, but lu the railroads sre 
restricted to fractions except ’for a few 
cases. Huggr was tbe leaderxlu point of 
activity, and after covering 8% points clos­
ed 1% lower. The Tobacco stocks and 
Anaconda were also generally weak, the 
latter on London selling accompanied by a 
further decline In tbe- price of copper. Air 
Brake lost 11% points.
