But it would be a great mistake to re-
gard Canadian feeling at the presenc
time as a mere fit of pad temper. It
will be found that there has been a
very perceptible growth in sound.
healthy ' Canadian gentiment. Apart
¢rom the territorial question, there s
a feeling of satisfaction that the Cana-
dian jurists had character and back-
bone enough not to be overawed oy
Lord Alverstone and the Americans, or
to be coaxed away from their duty
by the blandishments that London $0-
ciety has to offer. And this impres-
siont will remain, no matter what may
be thought of the legal aspects of the
boundary award,. We fancy that our
rapresentatives would be forgiven even
if a little partiality for Canada di4
sway their judgment, Goodness knows,
we have not suffered much from that
7ault in the pas<t.

Nor are Canadians put out of counte-
nance by those who ask them, with
an air of s:ttling the whole matter,
whether they want to go to war with
the United States. Some very difficult |
problems have been solved 'in Canada
as they could not have been solved by
weak, peevish or foolish people, Cana-
dlans solved the problem of colonial sel’-
governmint without separation. They
have settled a rgce question which in
the hands of \geuk and passijonate peo-
ple might easily have led to a race
war, Public men on both sides of poli-
ties, with all their faults, have shown
a good deal of statesmanship in handl- |
ing questions of this kind. Our disap-
pointments, our difficulties, our resent-
nients, have been turned to good ac-
cdunt. We are told that Deadlock was
the father of Confederation. There s |
nothing discreditable in the admission |
that ‘confederation dld spring from
deadlock., from the defects of the old
legislative unjon, from the dangers in-
cident to race and s:zctional ‘jealous-
jes .and fromi the desire for expansion.
We made our instrument of government
more elastic that #t might bind all
Canada from sea to sea. It is true also
that a strong impulse was glven to
confederation by the abrogation of the
reciprocity treaty by the United Statds,
There is a good deal of strength in a
national character to which loss and
difficulty and sense of injury are in-
centives to nation-building.

We belleve, therefore,” that the Pa-
cific coast award will leave its mark,
and that its permanent result will be a
powerful impulse to Canadian sentl-
ment.

THE SHEEP AND CATTLE TRADE.

Ovctober will be a memorable month
in the annals of ‘the live stock in-
dustry centring around Toronto, The to-
tal number of cattle was 22,503, an in~
crgase of 5700, over the correspond-
ing time last year, and the increass is
slightly over 33 per cent. for the month,
This is an inkling of the possibilities
of the Canadian cattle trade., From
this mumber fully 12,000 have gone into
the disfillery byres and farmers’ feed
stalls to come again upon our market
for sale for export and home consump-
tion.

A very comforting feature of the hog
market in the past month has been
the price pald for ‘‘selects.” Several
times. during the month the Toronto
price has exceeded the Chiecago price;
and altho 8051 were for sale last Tues-
day the price was steady- The month's
total reached 22,012, an increase of
2083. From present indications the
iperease will be still larger in the com-
ing two months.

The sheep pens show a remarkable
increase. Last year the total for the
month was 18,985. In the past month
the total was 26,112, a splendid in-
crease of 7127. Many of these sheep
and lambs were in @xcellent condition
and brought top prices in the British
market. Lately many Icelandic sheep
reached the British ports; they were
inferior to the Canadians, and sold
generally $2 per cwt. less. 3

The record day for sheep and Jambs
was last Thursday, when the total on
the two markets reached 5203. We
cannot boast when we compare it with
the record rin of the Chicago market,
59,362; still we venture the assertion
that within five years from.now the
aifterence will mot be so great. It is
pleasant to record that some farmers
in our older counties are this season
purchasing the thinner lambse that have
come -from the northern townships,and
will in a few weeks prepare them for
the export trade.

The deluge of cattle and sheep poured
upon the United States markets dur-~
ing the month has lowered the prices
pelow a profit to the feeder. "Their
hog receipts were much lower than
last season, yet the price took a sud~
den and sharp drop during the month.
