BY A HUNDRED MILLION

Hon.W. T. White Pafticularly Grafeful Wifh Large
Number of Small Subscriptions—Canada’s Great-
est Achievement Next to Mobilizing Army.

By a Staff Reporter. )
Ottawa, March 26.—The third Can-
adian ‘war loan has been a third mag-
nificent success. It has‘ been, over-
subscribed by one-hundred million dol-
lars. The loan was issued on March

reached the minister of finance. As a
result the banks will not. receive any
part of their sixty millions of sub-
seriptions. ‘ .

The folivwing official statement was
issued by the iainister of finance:
“While it will be some. days before
all applications in the mails and now
on their way irom all parts of Canada
will come to hand, we are able to an-
nounce officially: that the loan has been
oversubecribed by onz hundred million
dollars. This means that the banks
will receive no part ef their sixty mil-
ubscriptions, and that the
other large subscriptions will be sub-~
stantially scaled down on allotment.
This will make for a very strong finan=-
cial and market situation as Canadian
liquid bank funds will be conserved
for the general purposes of the com-
munity and the unsatisfied demand for
the loan should more than maintain
the issue price.. Applications will ag-
gregate over forty thousand, and it is
particularly gratifying to npote the in-
creasing number of small subscrip~

tcns.

Needed-—Inspector Here From
Ottawa.

The congestion at, the express de-
partment of the locai custom ~house
and the inadequate facllities for hamd-
ling and examining, combined with an

entire lack of system, has caused the
Ottawa authorities to make investiga-
tion, Yesterday Inspector Busby from
Ottawa was in conference with the
customn officials and the managers -of
L ion Express
to. remedy ex-

tly the old
Great Western station, now known as
the fruit market, at the foot of Yonge
street, has been utilized for storing
express packages, as the Front street
buildings dre filled to capacity. In-
spectors and the public are not san-
guine that Ottawa officials can solve
the problem of congestion unless there
is a radical departure from the use-
less red tape regulations which now
obtain, and are being stringently en-
forced by the department. The board
of trade will likely take . the madtter
up-with the minister of customs di-
rect, and insist upon common sense
methods being applied instead of the
obsolete rules which inspectors from
Ottawa instruct the local officials to
carry out to the/letter. Modern busi-
ness methods demand a revision of
custom laws and regulations, and Ot-
tawa officials are behind the times,
and harassing importers with inter-
pretations not in sympathy with pres-
ent-day requirements.
