An able lecturer would infuse 
fresh vigor into the Order multiply our forces, and cheer us on to victory, 
Several Deputies in reply to the question, have you anything to propose for 
the go id of the Order in your District ? have written, “ Send us a Lecturer." 
Let us, if possible, respond to the call at once, and in due time the Med thus 
scattered will produce an abundant harvest.

Allow me in connection with this subject, to impress upon Deputy G. W 
P’s. the responsibility of their position. Each ought to consider himself as 
an active snbsitute forthe^G. W. P. within his District, and andeaver to 
exercise a Missionary spirit, a self sacrifice, and liberality that will inspire 
those under his supervision with like virtues. Many perform their part nobly, • 
but there are others, I fear, who are content to whistle for a fair wind, while 
resting upon their oars, the enemy, meantime, bombarding their forts.

I would also take the liberty to enjoin upon those elder brothers who 
absent themselves from the Division Rooms, on the plea sometimes urged, 
that they have served their time or some other equally weighty and oon- 
stintional apology, to return to their duty. Their presence is needed at the 
weekly meetings, to encourage younger members by their example, counsel 
and admonitions. What whould be thought of any military power whose 
oldest and most experienced officers should withdraw from the camps, and 
leave the management of a defensive and aggressive warfare to youthful 
aspirants and raw recruits? The answer audits application are too obvious 
to require further remark.

The salutary influence of Lady visitors is everywhere acknowledged. 
There is no indication of any desire to modify the relation which they now 
bear to the Order. Our policy of exempting them from the labor of certain 
offices in the Di**':ion Room is, I think, wisely shaped. I believe that our 
government, differing in this respect from an Order somewhat similar to our 
own, will bear the test of time and experience.
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We are sometimes accused of a less liberal regard for the rights of the 
gentle sex than is exercised by the Order referred to. The charge is built on 
sand. The moral strength of the fair sex has a sphere and mode of manifesta­
tion peculiar to itself. This sphere is not tiw public platform, and this mode 
is not the demonstrative and dominant boldness that becomes masculinity. 
We cannot, therefore, be farly accused of any lack of concession or gallantry 
towards the angelic sex. We think, on the contrary, that we are more worthy 
their esteem, inasmuch as we exhibit a larger degree of scrupulosity in 
guarding the saoredness of that inestimable gem which has ever shone in the 
coronet ol Woman’s Character as her chiefeat adornment, namely, her 
modesty. May the smiles of the Lady Visitors continue to be reflected on 
our banner till It waves over the ruins of the last rum-shop in the land.

Cowausville, January 10tb, 1866.

To the G. W. P., Officers and Brothers of Grand Division of C. E.
Wè, yonr Committee of Good and Welfare,to whom was referred the report 

of the G. W. P., G. 8., Lecture Committee, D. G. W. P. of Quebec on 
National Division Session, and other communications, beg to report as follows.

1st. With refermée to the Great Convention held at Saratoga last 
August, yonr Committee notice with pleasure the fact that men of letters, 
wealth and influence there renewed and proclaimed their devotion to our prra- 
icles, and regret that in tbe cities of Lower Canada, at least the great 
•iaiority of such men have 80 far held aloof from the temperance cause, and 
gnored the duties that devolve upon them, and we caenot bold them guiltless

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of the pauperism and crime produced by the liquor traffic, which it is their 
duty to suppress.

2nd. With regard to “ Dunkin’a Bill,” your Committee are of opinion that 
it fully meets in its spirit the wants of the community, but that such a bill from 
the fact of its newness and non-adoption throughout the whole land cannot be 
expected to produce the same effects and command the same respect as a law 
that is universal and has been handed down from generation to generation 
We are glad that it has been adopted in sq many localities, but regret, that in 
some of these places it has been largely inoperative, owing tn the lack of sup­
port from temperance men and the want of a public prosecutor, all private 
informers not personnlly interested, bring np«m themselves much odium 
and your Committee are of opinion that the appointment by the town, city or 
county council of a public prosecutor, and the appointment of only one 
place in each locality where alcoholic liquors can be sold for specific 
purposes, and that it should not he sold eithrr in five gallons or any other 
quantity for any other purposes, would contribute largely to its usefulness 
w« would also recommend that this Grand Division communicate to Mr 
Dnr.kin its sense upon these points.

3rd. With regard to a lecturer your Committee are of opinion that 
from the low state of other temperance organizations in Lower Canada, the 
present atfords an opportunity for labor in our own Order, such as we have 
not bad for years. The field being, to a great extent, at present unoccupied, 
we consider it absolutely necessary that a lecturer be at once put in the 
field, for three months at least, for the purpose of resuscitatiog old Divisions 
and establishing new ones, and if such were done, we are confident that our 
numbers could be doubled this year. And we recommend that the various 
deputies guarantee certain amounts to be paid to the lecturer on visit to them. 

4th. XV itb regard to the abolition of semi-annual meetings your'Committce 
not prepared to recommend such abolition, as our sessions have so fitr 

been pleasant ana successful, and we prefer to await the working of the 
scheme in the Upper Province.

6<h. With regard to the privilege of Lady visitors, we fully concur with 
the sentiments of the G. W, P., aud we believe that the Lady visitors of 
Divisions now occupy a really more erhalt^d and honorable position in go-‘ 
verning our hearts, than in filling onr offices to govern our proceedings.

6th. We are glad to notice the visit made by our G. W. P. to the G. D 
of Upper Canada, as such visit cannot fail of good results.

7th. The progress of the Order in Great Britain is pleasing and we feel 
tbajt when Britons get hold of it well they wilt put it through with their usual 
pertinacity.

8*b. We are sorry to learn that some old members of the Subordinate 
Division» attend so irregularly and think with the G. W. p., that these 
least of all be spared, as their age and experience eminently qualify them for 
usefulness in the Order.

9th. We are pleased to notice that the matter of entertainment of the 
National Division bf s received some attention, and the sum of $205 baa been 
already suscribed by the members of the Howard Division, not from its funds, 
and also a sum from Quebec, and would recommend that each Division should 
collect private subscriptions for that purpose and forw«rd the same to the G. S., 
before 1st April next. G. S. to issue circulars to this effect to each Division.

10th. We are glad to notice the formation of a Division in Lennoxville, 
mainly through the exertions of our brother Rev. A. Duff, P. G. W. P., and are 
sorry that all the Christian ministers of the land are not found in the same 
active manner advocating total abstinence, but some rather supporting mode­
rate drinking by their example and prec pt, and thus upholding and perpe­
