The statement follows :—
There was considerable artillery fighting on both sides 

of Epehy. Bodies of hostile troops assembling in this area 
our fire. We made a successful raid last night southwest cf Alabasse; much 
damage was done to the enemy’s trenches and mine galleries, 
oners were captured. Parties of our troops also raided Gen 
of Vermelles and south of Armentieres.They inflicted casualties on the enemy. 
Our own and the enemy's artilery showed great activity. ft

“Our line has again been advanced slightly south of Me^tines.’’
Paris, June 11—There was active ar­

tillery fighting last night north of the 
Somme. A German raid west of Cemy 
was repulsed. The war office announce­
ment follows :—

“There was rather unusual activity of 
the artillery on both sides north of the 
Somme and in the region of Cerny. To 
the west of this village the enemy at­
tempted a new surprise attack and was 
repulsed. Patrol encounters occurred 
near Hill 804 and in the Woevre. The 
night was calm on the remainder of the 
front.”

Sofia, via London, June 11—Consider­
able artillery activity on the Macedon­
ian front is reported in the official state­
ment issued by the war office on Sun­
day. It says: “There was a hurricane 
fire of short duration by the enemy ar­
tillery at intervals in the Coma bend.
During the night the artillery fire was 
fairly violent. German detachments re- 
connoitering successfully bringing back 
prisoners.

Another day has passed without the demoralized Germans along the Ypres 
fropt making an effort by counter attacking to regain the ground they lost in 
the Titanic drive of Field Marshal Haig’s men on last Thursday. South o£ 
Ypres, however, the Teutons heavily bombarded the British positions, where 
additional terrain was taken from them on Saturday night on several sectors. 
Aerial activity between the German and British fliers continued on Saturday 
and numerous battles in the air were fought. Nine enemy machines were ac­
counted for by the British, who them selves lost three.

There has been no fighting along that part of the line where the French 
are facing the Germans rising above the character of small surprise attacks. On 
the Chemin des Dames the Germans early on Sunday morning penetrated a 
small salient west of Cerny, but almost immediately were driven out, with the

Conscription of All Men Between

Toronto, June 11—Detectives and plain 
clothes men yesterday afternoon raided 
Lodge 52 of the Socialist Democrat 
Party of Canada, which was holding a 
meeting in the Occident Hall here. 
Eighty or more alien enemies who have 
accepted an undertaking from the regist­
rar, under which they were given their 
freedom with certain restrictions, were 
taken into custody. All men in the room 
who had become naturalized citizens 
were not questioned after they had 
shown their papers.

Montreal, June II.—The Star’s Otta­
wa correspondent says the resignation
of Hon. E. T. Patenaude, secretary of 
state and acting postmaster-general, 
which was tendered to the premier on 
Saturday afternoon is in the hands of 
the governor-general today.

NORÎHCUFFE REACHES STATES
An Atlantic Port, June 11—I-ord 

Northcliffe, on an errand to America to 
co-ordinate British activities as a com­
mercial respresentative of the British 
government, arrived in the United States 
today on the American steamship SI.

As virtual head of the British war 
mission in this country, Lord Northcliffe, 
owner of the London Times and other 
English newspapers, comes not, it is un­

high commissioner in the United States.

Lord Northcliffe issued the following 
statement:—

“The war cabinet has designated me 
head of the British war mission to the 
United States and I have been instructed 
to try to co-ordinate the work of the 
various British organizations already es­
tablished here. Until I present creden­
tials at Washington It is impossible, of 
course, for me to make any further 
statement.

“I can, however, express my very 
personal pleasure at being again in 
America, which I have so often visited 
and which has many delightful associa­
tions and friendships for me. Nor is 
it saying too much when I add that the 
whole British people have a profound 
sense of grateful appreciation of the 
magnificent welcome accorded Mr. Bal­
four and his associates and the complete 
success of Ms mission.”

I regret very much that on placing 1 
all these matters before you and ex-* 
hibiting the books and cards from!, 
the St. John office, that troubj# j 
should have been brought on tfic 
head of the secretary, but the general 
state of the books and records was. 
so bad that I was compelled to do 
this, and to prevent further trouble 
on the same fines suggested that you 
take the work of the weekly report 
sheet and details of keeping the card 
system to date out of the hands of 
the secretary.

The bookkeeper had been permit­
ted to take the books home for night 
work, and without any knowledge of 
the daily happenings, made entries 
for the interest on the debtor side, 
without any regard to the receipts 
given by the secretary, or even to 
the payments made, whether on prin­
cipal or interest, and dates to or 
from, so that when it became neces­
sary to check up the interest and 
deduct it from the principal paid, 
no agreement oould be made be­
tween the cards and ledger, and the 
receipts could not be reconciled with 
the entries made. I was therefore 
compelled to revise and rewrite a 
new card for every purchaser of 
farms, and work out separately every 
item of interest received during the 
four years from October, 1912, to 
October, 1916. I have caused to be 
printed a form of weekly report, 
which is sent to me from St. John, 
every transaction being recorded 
thereon, and all in agreement with 
the card system on file, both as to 
interest and principal. The books 
are now kept in Fredericton and 
the card system in St. John.
I am attaching herewith four state­

ments.
Important Records Lacking

Since writing above I find that the 
statements may have to be held for the 
moment, as the Farm Settlement Board 
account in St. John contains no record 
of $L’0,608.71 remitted from Fredericton 
in 1914; neither can a warrant for pay­
ment to the bank of $114,967.88 in June, 
1914, be located, and as this amount in­
cludes the interest charged by the bank 
at six per cent, for about eighteen 
months and five and a half per cent, for 
about three months, I am unable to 
complete these statements without these 
data.

Deer Sir,—In making my final report 
and on presenting the financial statement 
for the four years ending Oct. 31, 1916, 
it has occuired to me that perhaps it 
would be better if I go over the ground 
again and in the form of a recapitula­
tion sum up all the reports presented to 
you or the premier, after examining very 
closely all transactions since the incep­
tion of the board in October, 1912.

In this connection, then, I would like 
to remind you that an audit and exam­
ination of tlie Farm Settlement Board 
accounts was mode for the first lime in 
jTpril, 1914, practically allowing a fund 
amounting to over $100,000 to be ad­
ministered by the secretary (and board) 
without any control or supervision what­
soever. As the report by J. H. Maxwell 
in May, 1914, showed, checks were fre­
quently drawn to bearer and many were 
not endorsed. In verifying the above re­
port May, 1914, to the auditor-general, 
thence transmitted to the minister of 
agriculture, I would remind you that as 
stated, when it was discovered early in 
April, 1914, that the overdraft at the 
bank hud exceeded the $100,000 granted 
by the legisltion in 1912, 2 George 5, 
chapter 2b, bonds for $14,000 were sold 
and the proceeds, $13,300, remitted to 
St. John to reduce the overdraft. In­
stead of doing this, however, more farms 
were purchased, with the result that the 
act was amended and a further sum of 
$50,000 provided, making in all $150,000.

(Winnipeg Free Press)
A perusal of the subjects up for dis­

cussion before the National Council of 
Women meeting here this week and of 
the methods of their handling bids fair 
to give the lie alike to those who hold 
or have held that women have not the 
capacity for consideration of questions 
ol national import, and to that other 
tion of extremists who expected drastic 
action the moment the power of the bal­
lot was put into the hands of the fem­
inine half of the community. Including 
as it does practically all the organized 
womanhood of Chnada, and knowing in 
its ranks no distinctions of creed or 
caste, it may in all fairness be described 
as representative of the women of the 
nation. Indeed in the past it has won for 
itself the title of “Parliament of Wo­
men,” and now that such polite phrases 
have been given a meaning in five of 
the provinces of this dominion, the des­
ignation take? on an added force.

Individually the gathering is a notable 
one, so much so in fact that any attempt 

j at personal mention could only end in 
I giving a list of the delegates. But, taken 

as a convention, some features are es­
pecially noteworthy.

As might be easily prophesied, the 
questions under consideration will be 
found in their first or last analysis to 
have a profound bearing upon home life, 
varying from the desirability of union 
labels to child welfare. They all, no 
matter how far afield they may have got 

| into the wastes of political economy, 
swing back like an iron to the magnet 
of the home life of the nation.

The women are not afraid to say that 
they do not know all there is to know 
about a subject and to ask for further 
light before they give an opinion. Coupl­
ed with this is the determination to 
follow out a question as far as possible 
without pausing because of the labor or 
trouble involved. The world has suf­
fered too long from the crime of silence. 
No danger here of pressing for hasty 
or ill-considered legislation.

Abroad, too, is a manifest desire for 
fair play. Each is anxious, or appears 
to be so, of doing justice to the view­
point of the other and when “Question” 
or “Division” is called the vote is taken 
accurately and with the minimum of 
disturbance.

But underneath all other currents', 
of feeling^ is one of solidarity. They 
may not See eye to eye on every subject, 
but each delegate seems imbued with 

! the idea of service to her nation to 
womanhood, and to humanity. The Na­
tional Council of Women of Canada is 

of similar institutions organized in 
practically every educated nation in the 
world. The brotherhood of man has 
been preached for years, but its apostles 
are still crying in what today, seems 
more than ever a wilderness of a world. 
Perhaps the ultimate friction of this 
tremendous ideal will dwell among us, 
when correlating with it 
quieter
sisterhood of woman.

“This is at least a cowardly attitude 
and one which I am happy to say is 
not supported nor condoned by the large 
majority of St. John car owners. The 
head light trouble is different, it comes 
from carelessness and is common to fully 
90 per cent of our drivers.

“I have motored over many portions 
of the United States, and over practic­
ally every part of Canada,from 
to east during the past ten years, and I 

safe in saying that right in this city 
of St. John there is a smaller percentage 
of drivers who show courtesy in the 
matter of dimming the head lights than 
anywhere else.

“As a concrete example let me say 
that about a week ago 1 motored to 
Rothesay and back after nine o’clock one 
evening. We kept account of the num­
ber of ears we met during the entire 
trip. They numbered thirty-seven and 
only two of them made any attempt to 
dim their lights on meeting my car, al­
though I dimmed mine on every 
ion. I have found in many instances 
that when I dim the lights on meeting a 
team the driver will call out and thank 
me for so doing.

“The evil is so easily remedied by a 
little courtesy on the part of all con­
cerned that it seems a pity the attention 
of the authorities should be needed to 
be directed to it. Howver, one thing is 
ertain; if the drivers won’t dim their 
lights voluntarily they must be made to 
do so. and it is up to the authorities to 
get after them "before some 
eident occurs.”

The seventy-sixth annual meeting of 
the Ludlow street Baptist Sunday school, 
West St. John, was held yesterday after­
noon following the regular classes. Sta­
tistics submitted showed that the school 
is flourishing and the various depart­
ments arc making favorable progress. 
The patriotic work accomplished 
also a matter of gratification to the 
workers.

Iieade, guardian; Mrs. George Gib­
bon, missionary treasurer; Mrs. Amos 
Horton, librarian; Miss Hazel Sharpe 
and Edgar Carvell, assistant librarians; 
Miss M. E. Mullin and Miss Jennie Col­
well, pianists; Miss E. G. Cochrane, 
superintendent primary' department ; 
Mrs. M. E. Colwell, superintendent 
home department, and Deacon John F. 
Ring, honorary superintendent.

Tlie school’ has an enrollment of 336 
pupils with an average attendance of 
300 for the year. The class over which 
Miss Sharpe presides supports a native 
teacher in India, while the men’s Bible 
class and Mrs. Colwell’s class are self 
supporting in the case of native students 
in India.

The total amount of money raised by 
the school during the years has been 
$963.08. Of this amount, the sum of 
$190 was contributed for missions ; $50 
for the Belgium Relief Fund, and $100 
for the Patriotic Fund. The sum voted 
for the latter cause was mostly raised 
by the Ladies’ Sunshine class.

There are now twenty-two classes in 
the school and seven classes of the school 
are graded. Superintendent R. Hunter 
Parsons, presided over the meeting.

It was brought to notice that some 
former attendants at the Sunday school 
are now fighting in France, and alto­
gether that the patriotic showing of the 
school is a most creditable one.
