“Within a week King Constantine of 
Greece will be an exile, deposed from 
his throne by the Allies and M. Veni- 
zeloa will be in charge of the Greek 
government The Greek army also will 
be disarmed. This is the expectation
here.

“King Constantine has brought hla 
upon himself by persistently in­

triguing with the Kaiser. Despite re­
peated warning from the Allies, he r 
lariy sends and receives messages from 
the Kaiser through neutral diplomatic 
channels. Some of these messages have 
been intercepted and are now in the 
hands of the Allies.

“The Kaiser has urged King Constan­
tine to declare war upon the Allies and 
join the Central Powers in a great cam­
paign to sweep the Allies from the Bal­
kans, according to a Rome wireless de­
spatch, which says the Greeks were to at­
tack General Sarrail’s army in1 the reaq 
while the Teutons attacked in front.”

Prompt and Firm Handling

London, Dec. 9.—The Times’ military 
correspondent says in an article that the 
contractions of the front of the Teutonic 
Allies in Roumania wdll naturally cause 
them to pass part of their armies into 
reserve and says that in view of the po­
sitions occupied by the Central Powers 
on the 'Salonikl front and the possible 
expectation that the Greeks may attack 
the Entente Allies from the rear, the 
Entente must face the contingency of a 
concentric attack upon General Sarrail’s 
army within the next few weeks.

“The particular course which com­
mends itself to us in these circumstan­
ces,” the correspondent adds, “is written 
very plainly on the map and the only 
thing that will never be forgiven is in­
decision in a situation which needs 
prompt and firm handling. The safety 
of our troops forbids us to pander any 
longer to a political objective which has 
no basis in sound strategy.” 
respondent contends that the general 
military situation is not so altered by 
the successes of the Central Powers in 
Roumania as to justify the depression of 
the Allies and he sees no reason to 
doubt the successful reconstruction of 
the Russo-Roumanian left wing in a 
strong position which will compel 
Marshal von Mackensen to halt, 
assumed that for this purpose the Rus­
sian offensive in the central Carpathians, 
which he says came top late, will now 
be abandoned.

860This scale of pay, I feel assured, 
would be satisfactory to the men, and 
would give them an incentive to hold 
their positions and qualify to become 
capable officers ; and although this scale 
of pay docs not compare with some of 
the larger cities in Canada, it is a med­
ium that should be adopted, so as to 
allow the men a living wage. Here I 
woidd point out that .whereas out'men 
wont at the rate /of ten hours per day 
for seven days in the week, practically 
aU other forces in Canada only work 
eight hours per day with one day’s rest 
in seven. The difference is that our 
men, in hours, are working practically. 
9% days for six days pay, as compared 
with other forces.

It wiU thus be seen that the city pol­
ice are very much underpaid, but al­
though they do not get a day’s rest in 
seven,' as other forces do, and have to 
work a little longer hours, I cannot think 
of making any change in that direction 
during war conditions, as every man is 
required for the protection of life and 
property every day in the week, and 
therefore If even successful in having the 
force augmented to a minimum strength 
as named, it would not afford any lati­
tude for reduction in hours of duty or 
in time off. Where a number of men 
have to be dealt with, such reductions 
as sickness and injuries are also to be 
contended with, and I would be quite 
satisfied to have the foregoing consider­
ations come into effect.

Commercial interests In the city of 
all kinds have increased considerably, 
and the munition factories and others 
making war commodities have contri­
buted to increase the population, which 
makes It impossible to do without cer­
tain traffic men.

•In the aforegoing schedule I have 
taken all these matters into consideration 
with the object of giving fair police pro­
tection throughout the city.

I am very anxious to have a police 
force composed of men capable of be­
coming police officers, but unless an Im­
provement in our scale of pay is obtain­
ed It is impossible to get eligible men.
I would add here that one of the recent 
members of the department, a discharged 
soldier, complains that he is unable to 
support his family of six children, that is 
eight in all, on the police wages, and 
that only on Saturday last he had to 
draw from the bank sufficient to pay his 
house rent from his earnings saved 
whilst soldiering. This ‘is not an iso­
lated case, but ranks amongst many that 
have previously resigned from the serv­
ice on this account, and those who are 
still lingering in the department in the 
hope that their petition may have the 
consideration it deserves.

I am attaching herewith for your per­
usal copies of statistics from other cities 
In Canada and the United States, show­
ing the pay given jn the places men­
tioned, and trusting that I have explain­
ed the position satisfactorily, I will now 
leave the matter entirely in your hands, 
anticipating your favorable considera­
tion of our application.

Although the circulation of the chart­
ered banks in Canada expanded to more 
than $145,000,000 at the end of Oc­
tober, there was still left a possible mar­
gin of about $87,000,000. The actual 
paid-up capital of the banks, toge 
with 15 per cent of the combined cap­
ital and reserve, makes a total of $147,- 
000,000, which .barely covered the 
amount of circulation at that time out­
standing. But, in addition, the banks 

empowered to issue notes against 
deposits in the gold reserve, which at 
the end of October stood at $35,660,000. 
During October the notes destroyed 
amounted to $6,017,833.

The former premier,who 
looked remarkably well, said there had 
been a carefully engineered campaign 
against him, but he acquitted Lloyd 
George and his other associates in the 
retiring government of complicity there­
in.

On Friday of last week, Mr. Asquith 
said, he received Lloyd George’s pro­
posal for a smaller war council The 
same day he replied that the prime min­
ister must preside over such a body. 
Lloyd George did not agree to this, and 
on Sunday the Unionist members in­
timated they had a meeting at which 
they decided they could not remain in 
the government if he did, and that if 
he did not resign they would. He saw 
Lloyd George later and, being desirous 
of maintaining unity of the government, 
appealed to Bonar Law to remain in of­
fice.

ffhey had a conversation and attempt­
ed to accommodate their views as to the 
relationship between the premier and the 
war council and as to the personnel of 
the council. On these two points they 
differed, and the difference of opinion 
was strong and sharp.

An arrangement was then suggested 
that the premier should control the war 
policy of the government, that the war 
council should submit its decisions to 
him, and that the agenda of the war 
council should be submitted to him. No 
agreement was reached, and he under­
took to write Lloyd George the next day, 
giving him his decision in the matter.
Someone Broke Faith. "

The next morning he found a state­
ment in the newspapers that the premier 
was to be excluded from the war coun­
cil. He believed there had been a breach 
of confidence, although he accepted Lloyd 
George’s disclaimer. He wrote Lloyd 
George that he was not prepared to re­
main in the cabinet, as a spectator of 
the war, and that it was not possible to 
have a war council without the premier 
as chairman. A,fter consulting with his 
friends he resigned.

He has since been asked, he continued, 
why he did not accept a subordinate 
position. His colleagues were unanimous 
in advising against it. It was pointed 
out that if he joined the government, 
which he wished complete success, the 
attacks would continue.

Mr. Asquith said he was of the opin­
ion that he could serve the government 
to better advantage outside the cabinet, 
with “the sole object of leihling such 
help as I can to the new government in 
the great task confronting them.”

He had advised his colleagues to exer­
cise their own judg*n 
of joining the cabinet, 
no pressure to bear on them. It was 
humiliating to think that anybody should 
suggest that he was trying to restrain 
his colleagues from serving the new gov­
ernment. i

“Above all,” Mr. Asquith continued, 
“I shall do whatever I can to facilitate 
the task which has fallen into other 
hands.”

As most wood is very much lighter than 
coal it means to get the same heat that 
coal would produce rather frequent stok­
ing of the furnace. However, it means 
fuel at less cost. ,

Approximately, oàe cord of dry hick­
ory wpod is the equivalent of a ton of 
coal. A cord of such wood cut, ready 
for use, can be had at from 87 to $8 i 
çord. The next best wood is red oak, 
which sells for about $6 a cord, and per 
cord Is equivalent to three-quarters of a 
ton of coal. Beech, birch and maple at 
from $5 to 86 a cord are next In value, 
and are the equivalents of from two- 
thirds to three-quarters of a ton of coal. 
Gray birch, of which there is a good deal 
in new Hampshire, is equivalent to two- 
thirds of a ton of coal and costa from $4 
to 8 8a cord- A mixture of all of these, ' 
usually sold under the term “hard wood," 
is worth $5 a cord and is the equivalent 
of two-thirds of a ton of coal Pine is 
the equivalent of only two-fifth» of a 
ton, but costs only $8 to 86 a cord.

One need not have any conscientious 
scruples about using the wood as, with 
the right kind of forest management, a 
great supply is available which can be 
had without doing the forests any harm.

Cordwood can be procured from trees 
that are the weeds of the forest and 
which may be cut down and burned not 
to the detriment but to the actual bene­
fit of the more available trees.
