‘Munitions Act Does Not Change
Their Purpose

In Danger of $15 a Day Fine or Term in
Prison — Practically no Coal Being
Raised in Wales Today—First Test of

the New Legislation

London, July 15—Out of the variou s manifestations of unrest in the British
fabor field, shown since the outbreak of the war, developed today, what may
prove, unless an early solution is found, one of the most serious strikes in the
history of the country, More than one hundred and fifty thousand men already
have laid down their tools, thereby shutting down virtually all the mines in the
Welsh coal fields, which supply steaming coal for the British navy.

The British government, using for the first time, the authority granted by
the so-called munition measures, ruled that the miners must not strike, a roy-
al proclamation to this effect having been issued yutcrday. The miners ans-
wer to this proclamation was to go on strike.

Though subject to a heavy daily fine for strikine and though urged by
their leaders to allow their demands for higher pay to be arbitrated, the min-
ers threw aside all advice and today refused to take up their picks, thus not
only stopping the mines, but leaving idle the mine railways and some ships en-
gaged in coal transport,

:°  Theoretically the government is empowered to check the strike forthwith,
but it is a puzzling problem how the fines authorized under the muniuonl
measure are to be enforced.

No rioting in the strike district has been reported.

The men’s leaders have called a conference in the hope of reaching a settle-
ment and the whole country is watching the outcome of the case, which is to
be a test of the government’s power to force labor to arbitrate in the face of

BIG CATCH OF 0D
BUT SALT SCARCE!

Newfoundland Importers Had Or-
'#- dered Less Because Fishery Had
Been Falling Off

St. John’s, Nfid,, July 15—A scarcity
of salt threatens to offset, to a large ex-
tent, the benefits to be derived by New-
foundland fishermen from the unusual-
ly large catch of cod along the northern
and eastern coasts and on the Grand
Banks this summer. Because of the
_small catch during the last two or three
;ea.rs, the importers this season reduced
their orders for salt, “which comes from
Trapani(, Sicily, and Cadiz, in addition
the war has caused delay to steamers
bringing the salt.

Practically all the salt in the island
has now been distributed to the fishing
ports.  Although at least 15,000 tons ad-
ditional is expected to reach this city
during the next month, it will arrive too
late to save a large amount of cod which

GERMARY GETS
COTTON SUPPLY

‘More Than Thirty Thousand Tons
Eatered Through Holland Last
Month — Necessary For Ex-
plosives

London, July 15—The Chronicle in an
editorial discussing the question in par-
liament affecting cotton says:

“All who appreciate the importance
of preventing Germany from getting
cotton for the manufacture of explos-
ives will regret the confession of fail-
ure implied in the government’s admis-
sion yesterday that more than 30,000
tons of cotton entered Holland last
month. Holland has a cotton industry
of her own, but the number of its spin-
dles' appears to be about 1 per cent of
the spindles in the British cotton indus-
try, whereas thirty thousand tons is
nearly a half average of the British
monthly imports of American cotton in
peace times.

“The inference is almost irresistible
i1at a large part of the huge import had
. German destination and if, as we sup-
pose, it was consigned to the Nether-
lands Trust, which is pledged to see the
consignments are for Dutch use only, it
looks as if either the good faith of the
efficiency of that body was most seri-
ously lacking.

“The highest estimate which we have
seen computes that Germany needs one
thousand tons of cotton a day for the
explosives. If the whole 80,000 tons went
to Germany, it would therefore be a
month’s supply.

“In discussing this matter, let us
avoid the elementary mistake still too
often made, asking that cotton shall be
declared contraband. The demand is
founded on substance, but absurd in
form. because contraband only affects
goods consigned to an enemy port, and
the whole trouble now is over goods
ronsigned to neutral ports.

“By the order-in-counéil of March 11
we have gone a step further than any
declaration of contraband could take us,
and claim the right to stop all goods
conisgned to neutral ports. If their ulti-
mate destination is Germany, no large
claim could be advanced, as the difficul-
ty now before us is not legal, but ad-
ministrative. To ascertain in each case
whether cotton or other goods consign-
=d to Holland and Scandinavia is on its

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LABOR'S TESTING TIME.

With the fate of the Empire in the
balance, 150,000 Welsh miners are out
on strike today. Fortunately some of
the leading union labor organizations
have refused to sanction this strike, and
many labor leaders are opposed to all
strikes at this time. But practically
every mine in Wales was idle this
morning—and coal,; a constant supply of
it, is absolutely necessary if the war is
to be carried on successfully. It is the
life-blood of the navy and of industry.

Under the new legislation these strik-
ers are subject to a fine of $15 a day,
in default of which they may be im-
prisoned for a considerable period. The
government, which passed this drastic
legislation as a matter of necessity in
time of war, and which aims it not only
against . miners but a,gainst ai! citizens
who obstruct the cause of the Empire
by acts of omission or of commission,
must take a grip upon the present situ-
ation, no matter what may follow its
action.

This is not a time to be discussing
labor questions. The first thing to be
done is to beat down German - militar-
ism. After that has been accomplish-
ed, labor and capital will have an op-
portunity of settling their disputes, and
the by-standers will see fair play. Strikes
under present conditions are offences
against military law. If they were to
be permitted the nation might not only
lack coal, but shells, rifles and uniforms,
and a hundred and one other things,
not to mention soldiers. A prolonged
strike now would be a very great calam-
ity, and it probably would be followed
not only by compulsion in the industrial
field during the period of the war, but
by conscription as well.

The British Empire is the freest
country in the world, but its people
must prove that they are worthy of
freedom. If they are not fit for it, they
cannot retain it. Most countries have
recognized the right of the laborer to
strike, that is to desist from work, in
time of peace. But in time of war the
right to strike disappears. The miners
who will not mine coal to keep the great
fleets of Britain ift condition for instant
action are in the same position as a*re-
giment which refuses to advance upon
the enemy.

THE PESSIMISTS.

Now comes a London journalist who
says the English newspapers are not
only ignorant concerning way matters
but that their pessimism is without any
solid basis. Recent information from
Great Britain gives some ground for
hoping that our rather severe London
friend may be justified in at least a
portion of his optimism. Writing in the
New Age he says:—

“Apart from an utter ignorance.of
military things, of strategy, of tactics,
of geography, of the governance of men
. . . . they have not the moral quali-
ties of a good lance-corporal. They are
unduly elated in success, and in ill-suc-
cess, or, still worse, in times of sus-
pense, they go to bits and start howling
for someone’s blood. They #fll their
wretched rags with letters from scared
privates, novelists, and episcopal digni-
taries to prove that the judgment of
Lord Kitchener has been at fault in the
highly technical matter of the supply of
shells—a matter upon which there are
perhaps twenty people in the United
Kingdom capable of speaking, and not
one of them the editor of a newspaper.
At a time when every military critic of
honesty and repute is assuring us that
victory is certain if we only have the
courage and the patience for a waiting
game, they yelp and gibber because the
Russians are driven out of Western Gal-
icia, or because we ourselves have not
yet walked over Western Germany with
bands playing; at a time when every
day increases the numerical dispropor-
tion in our favor, and when every trench
affair from Switzerland to the sea is
wasting the Germans in a ratio of almost
two to one to the Allies, they moan be-
cause the only apparent geographical
result which they can show their readers
in the wretched little maps thev print,
is one of a few miles to or fro. With no
consciousness of the absurdity of such
a prophecy they foretell a German resist-
ance of this sort mile by mile back to
Berlin, and calculate how many yearg
it will take to accomplish that advance!
There is no enormity upon this earth
" of which they are incapable.”

ANYTHING TO GET BACK

In their eagerness and anxiety to re-
pair their shattered fortunes, the Con-
servatives of Manitoba are in mood to
promise anything that might give them
another lease of power. But they over-
1 do it. In provincial convention in Win-
nipeg last night they adopted a resolu-
tion pledging elimination of the spoils
system in their province. Imagine Con-
servative politicians in power and no
loaves and fishes!

The resolution, in light of the party’s
record in provincial as well as Domin-
jon rule, marks their convention with
the brand of insincerity. They are again
“playing the game,” and are prepared to
pledge themselves to almost anything.

The large sum paid into the city treas-
ury in taxes previous to the close of
the discount period may mean that the
war has thus far affected us little or
that, in days of economy, mone who
could pay and save five per cent neglect-
ed to do so.

The following, from the Toronto
Glébe’s military observer gives us some
idea of Germany’s terrific battle losses:

~A flash of light is thrown upon Ger-
many’s war losses by a statement in a
Berne despatch giving the total Prus-
sian casualties to July 1 as 1,504,523.
This total does not include the losses
of Saxony, Bavaria, Wurtemberg or the
German navy. which will total consider-
ably over a third of those of Prussia.
The despatch adds: “Of 40,000 German
national school teachers under arms
4,900 have been killed in battle.” This
affords some meaps of getting at the
true losses of Germany. It is fairly cer-
tain that the lists published do not con-
tailn the names of all the Germans
wounded, but only those killed and seri-
ously wounded. The teachers of Ger-
many were not mobilized in any par-

ticular corps which has had more than|§

its share of fighting and losses. They
were scattered through all the regiments
and corps of the various armies. If one
teacher out of every eight* engaged in
the war has been killed in action it is a
reasonable assumption that one in eight
of all other German soldlers mobilized
has been killed also. How many men
has Germany called out? Not less than
6,000,000, of whom, if the figures as to
teachers hold good, 750,000 have been
killed in battle and hundreds of thous-
ands have been permanently disabled.
France’s admitted loss in killed is 400,-
000, and that of Britain about 60,000.
Germany is bleeding more freely than
the western Allies, and while the stage
of exhaustion has not been nearly
reached the fearful death roll must be
making a profound impression on her
people. The losses of Austria and Rus-
sia are largely a matter of guesswork,
but it would not be surprising were the
Austrian list of killed and permanently
disabled to prove up to the present al-
most as great as those of Germany. In
the Serbian and Carpathian campaigns |
Austria’s losses were very great indeed.

:Effect of Vast Imports of Food,

Says Atterney-General — Prize
Court Will Condemn Ships to
Break up Traffic

London, July 156—On behalf of the
crown, the attorney-general, Sir Edward
Carson, has asked the Prize Court to
condemn the Norwegian steamers Al-
fred Nobel, Kim, Sjornstjerne, Bjor-
nson, and the Swedish steamer Frid-
land, which have been detained for some
time by the British authorities, The At-
torney-General asserted that these ves-
sels had been carrying absolute and
conditional contraband from America
intended for German consumption.

In opening the case Sir Edward  said
thirty-eight other vessels with similar
cargoes had been captured. Copenhagen,
he declared, had virtually been turned
into a depot for feeding German troops.
The cargoes in question consisted for
the most part of farm produce, meat
from ‘the great American packing
houses and lard, which is used exten-
sively in Germany in place of butter.
There were many cases of products
used in the manufacture of German
sausage. Altogether no less than 23,-
274,680 pounds of meat and meat pro-
ducts was included in the cargoes.

GERMANS BEGN
T0 TALK OF PEACE

Can Win

WHAT SOCIALISTS DESHE

Against Another Great \ War
Through International Agree-
ment

Berlin, July 14—The internal troubles
of the Social Democrats are causing in-
creasing interest, particularly : are they
likely to result in sensational develop-
ments when the Reichstag meets. No-
body ventures a prophecy as to whether -
the party schism will he permanent even
after the war, or whether it marks the
passing of a healthy phase, because it
is provoking a nation-wide discussion of
officially forbidden topics.

The two principal factors differ’ not
in the ends desired, but as to the means
of achieving the mutual goal, which is
a permanent peace, gnaranteeing future
military, political and economic guperior- |
ity for Germany, at the earliest moment
practicable. The differences of a few
points are interestingly brought out in
interviews with: representatives of the
warring factions by Dr. Ernest Myer,
editor of the Vorwaerts, who with
Haafe, Liebknecht and Lededour, stands
with the so-called minority in the Soc-
ialist party in the Reichstag, and Dr.
Edouard Davi, a member of the Reich-
stag, who is playing a. prominent part
in the political decisions of the Reich-
stag, and speaks for the Socialist ma-
jority there.

Dn Mpyer, who, with his associates,
has been bitterly attacked as being un-
patriotic and helping Germany’s enem-
ies, speaking for himself, emphasized the
point that the enemy. need extract no
comfort from the Socialist “minority
views.” He said that the peace talk
most emphatically did not indicate an
internal weakening; on' the contrary, it
was proof of the present strength of Ger-
many’s position. He said:

“The very faet that the German arm-
ies are standing on theé enemy’s soil
leads us to believe the time is ripe for
discussing how the war is to be ended.
We meost emphatically do not ‘advocate
the throwing down of arms to  bring
about peace. We do not desire to see
Germany “crushed op beaten, but: we do
believe that the time has ¢come now and
has been ripe for some months to end
the war, since Germany has shown that
she .cannot possibly’ be beaten. We re-

wiring and fixtures, $687.90; hot water
heater, $167.75, a total of $1.529.50. A
new arrangement entered into with the
insurance companies divides our pre-
miums so that $110 will be payable each
year instead of $830 each third year. In
connection with the extraordinary ex-
penditures of the year the fact is worthy
of note that through the generosity of
some of the board members the major
portion of the heaviest expenditure,
$687.90 for electric wiring and fixtures,
wag contributed.

The extraordinary expenditures of the
year, while unusually heavy, have all
been for very necessary improvements
and the satisfactory results obtained are
their justification. Generally speaking
the building is now in excellent condi-
tion, but in &n institution as large and
as important ag the home there are al-
ways things to be done about buildings
and grounds. Each year will bring its
own extraordinary expenditures, a fact
which generous friends of the home
should ever have in mind. A compari-
son of the receipts and expenditures of
the year with those of the year before
show an increase of $1,242.70 in receipts,
a particularly gratifying result consider-
ing the loss of $800 in interest on our
Chicago and Eastern Illinois bonds. For-
tunately the revenue from paying pa-
tients exceeded that of 1914 by $1,856.66,
an increase, eloquent in itself of public
appreciation of the splendid accommoda-
tion the home affords. The expenses
were $888.08 greater than last year and
the balance on ‘hand, $1,184.64, is slight-
ly better than that with which we start-
ed the year. .
