TORONTO, Dec. 8.—There will be
no more fines for hotelkeepers convicted
of breaches of the O. T. ‘A, so far
as Magistrate Jones is concerned.

50,000,000 MARKS
PAID BY GERMANY

Large Sums Recelved by Britain
and anc; Under Dawes

BERLIN,. Dec. 8—Germany paid
Grext Britain 17,500,000 gold marks
and France sllghtly in excess 1,250,000
gold marks under the Recovery Act
during November, bringing the total
levied by both countries for the first
three months of the operation of the
Dawes plan, up to 50 million marks.

The report of Seymour Parker Gil-
bert, agent general for reparation pay-
ments, on receipts and payments during
November shows thdat Germany was
reimbursed to the extent of 215,000,000
gold marks out of the proceeds of the
German external ]oan, in accordance
with the provisions of the sxperts’ plan,
which absolves Getmany from the ablis
gotion to draw on her budget for the
first year’s annuity.

The sum refunded to Germany by
Mr. Gilbert represents amounts remit-
ted by her during the transition period.
Germany is credited with 16,500,000
marks, during the last quarter for the
costs of the army of occupation.

Mrs. Porter was the daughter of
Mark and Mary Stratton, and was born
in Wabash County, Ind., 1868, and was
married in 1886 to Charles Darwin

She was editor of the camera de-
partment of “Recreation,” on the nat-
ural history, staff of “Ou-ting,” and
specialist In natural history pho-
tography on the Photographic T'imes
Annual Almanac.

Among the books which she has

The police further affirm that while
the posit;on of the wounds in the oc-
cipital region of Dayton’s head con-
firm that he was shot from behind,
the position of the woman’s body and
other indications make the theory that
she committed suicide highly improb-
able.

WORCESTER, Dec. S—Two.brothers
Wwere granted the right to change their
name from Ox to Smith here after one
of the strangest legal battles staged in
the Probate Court here for many years.
It  came to a climax when Morris, the
older brother, rose to fight his younger
brother Solomon’s claim to the name.

Are Rivals.

They are rival shoe store owners in
the town of Milford. Their feud has
long caused many a chuckle among the
People there which started when Morris,
two years ago, restrained Solomon in the
Court of Equity from using what he says
is his trade mark, “Smith, the wonder-
ful shoeman.” :

After Solomon was defeated in the
findings of the master in the Court of
Equity, he filed a petition for the legal
right to the name of Smith in the Pro-
bate Court. This was followed by an-
other petition from Morris asking to

i |nave the legal right to the name he has |

used for 21 years.

Morris and Solomon shed the name of
Ox and~Ochs and called themselves
Smith ever since their coming to the U.
S. from Poland, because, said Solomon,
the name of Ox makes people think of
a stupid beast of burden, and no man
likes to be called stupid.

In his finding Judge Forbes said that
because both men were known generally
by the name qf Smith the comomn law
would give them the right to the name,
and he failed to admit the case of

“The electors,” he says, “have des-
patched Mr. Asquith to Egypt, said
Mr. Austen Chamberlain at Glasgow,
in order to propound to.the Sphinx
the riddle of the Liberal party. Con-
sidering what the Liberal party has
done for the Chamberlain family, the
gibe might have been spared. Riddle,
however, there is of the sorriest and
most perplexing kind. A fortnight’s
reflection, and a closer examination of
the votes cast have changed my first
opinion, which was that the Liberal
party must be absorbed by the other
two parties. By the votes as record-
ed, the Liberal party, on any system
of proportion, ought to have between
80 or 100 seats in the present House
of Commons instead of 43.

That one little bit of analysis, though
it is not new, cuts to the bone. Never
mind, for the moment, the merits or the
difficulties of proportional representa-
tion, but remember, as “A Truthful
Tory” voints out, the popular vote
cast %or the Liberal party shows be-
yond all question that hope of revival
will not be abandoned by any of the
Liberal leaders and lieutenants unless
in a panic, or in disgust because of a
temporary belief that the people of
the United Kingdom have, once for all,
rejected the fundamental Liberal
principles.

The writer goes on to say that owing
to the present British system of vot-
ing “hundreds of thousands of Liberal
votes lie buried in Conservative majori-
ties” and that “the Liberals are
grossly under-represented in Parlia-
ment.”

He 'means that in a great many con-
stituencies where the Liberals saw, or
thought they saw, that their own man
could not be elected, they voted for the
Conservative to make sure of keeping
the Socialist out. He takes Coventry
as an example. The majority there
were absolutely determined that they
must no longer be represented by “Mr.
Purcell, and, though of course I cannot
prove it, I am sure that many Liberals
and trade unionists voted for Mr. Boyd
Carpenter.”

-«A  Truthful Tory”—and, ‘appar
ently Truth has found one—is *cason:
able enoagh to look back quite deeply
into history. And, history tells him
that—what?—that for “nearly eighty
years from the flight of Bolingbroke
in 1715 to the junction of the Port-
land Whigs with Pitt in 1790, the Tory
party was practically non-existent, for
I do not count Lord North and the
King’s Friends as Tories.”

«For the following thirty years, the
Whigs were a negligible quantity. For
a few years after the beginning of
the French war, the Whig leaders, Fox,
Grey and Sheridan, formally withdrew
from ~<rtendance at Westminster and,
though this childish procedure was
soon dropped, for nearly 20 years, the
Whig cause was considered so hope-
less that the leadership was left to
back-benchers like Creevey, or second-
rate hacks like Tierney.”

We might say without pursuing that
argument further that “Truthful
Tories” obviously have merit at times.
In conclusion, the Tory in question
Says: :

«If the Liberals wish to re-establish
their party they must do three things
Z(1) find an immediate seat for Mr.
Asquith; (2) persuade a section of
their followers to give over hating Mr.
Lloyd George; (3) abandon the obses-
sion that there are only two things in
politics worth fighting for, undiluted
Free Trade and the extinction of trade
unionism.”

After Lincolis speech was delivered
at Gettysburg, some of the newspapers
of the day said it was a rather crude
and disappointing utterance, Mary
Raymond Shipman Andrews in “The
Perfect Tribute” tells of Lincolh sit-
ting up all night with a dying soldier,
while the quality of the speech was still
under dispute—as it long was—
throughout the North. She makes the
wounddl man say that a Senator who
had come to see him had been present
when the speech had been delivered
and had said of it:

«It will live, that speech. Fifty years
from now American boys will be learn-
ing it as part of their education.” It
is strange that London appreciated the
gold in it sooner than New York, or
even than Boston.

A while ago an American literary
man turned the Gettysburg speech into
what he calls blank verse. That does
not help the famous utterance and
anyhow he needs no help. ‘Here it is
in blank verse form:

Four score and seven years ago

Our fathers brought forth on the con-
tinent

A new nation,

Conceived in liberty,

And dedicated to the proposition

That all men are created equal.

Now we are engaged in a great civil

war, !

Testing whether that nation,

Or any nation so conceived and so
dedicated,

Can long endure.

We are met on a great battle-field of
that war,

For those who here gave their lives

That that nation might live.

It is altogether' fitting and proper

But, in a larger sense,

We can not dedicate—

Don’t Do It, They &Z.

An announcement recently by Dr. T.
F. Wall of Sheffield University: that he
had perfected apparatus for experi-
ments in splitting up an atom of cop-
per foil, and would undertake the ex-
periment soon, filled many of his
neighbors . with apprehension and
brought him scores of letters pleading
that he abandon the enterprise. The
apprehension appeared due to the fact
that for many years scientists have
looked on this sert of experim;%t as

MAKE RECORD TIME

Pull in Ahead of Time on Both
Eastern and Western
Journey.

SIND PONT,HAVE
T PASSENGERS

Metagama and Minnedosa
Arrive on First Visit
of Season.

MONTREAL, Dec. 8—Smashing all
records for regular passenger traffic
service belween Toronto and the
prairies, the “Winnipeg Specials,” the
new Canadian Pacific trains Nos, 97
and 98, which set out on their respect-
ive runs between east and west on
Thursday last, completed their trips
well within their scheduled times. No.
97 drew into Winnipeg yesterday morn-
ing at three minutes to nine, three
minutes ahead of time, having com-
pleted the run from Montreal in 89
hours and 47 minutes and the trip from
Toronto in 86 hours and 12 minutes,
while No. 98 came to a stop in Wind-
sor Station here just 80 seconds before
1.30 p.m., at which time it was due.

Had Clear Run.

Conductors of both trains reported
a clear run through and both trains
were met by groups of the company’s
higher officials. The trains consisted of
standard sleeping cars. compartment
and observation cars, express, baggage
and mail cars. The runs included the
creating of a record for the movement
of mail between eastern Canada and
Winnipeg.

Vocational and High.

The Editor of The Times-Star.

Sir.—~The matter of the Vocational
School being again under discussion,
would it not be well that the public
should have "a clear understanding of
every phase of the situation? A com-
prehensive presentation of the entire
situation woyld be illuminating.

Amongst various points to make
plain is one relating to the High School.
It is stated that the latter building is
altogether inadequate for the present
attendance, and that this fact has been
in evidence for a considerable time and
becoming more accentuated each suc-
ceeding year. An extensive and suitabic
addition is even now imperatively
needed.

If and when such addition—obvious-
ly representing substantially large fig-
ures—shall be made, the outlay ‘in-
volved must be borne by the citizens
of St. John. No contribitions thereto
by Provincial or Federal Governments
will be forthcoming. The city alone
must bear the burden.

The question immediately arises as
to what that outlay would represent;
also as to the consequent annual out-
lay required for interest, and provision
for sinking fund.,

The claim, however, is advanced that
construction of a vocational school will
obviate the necessity for an addition to
the high school. If that statemeént can
be verified, would it not be advisable
to compare the monetary outlay (with
annual interest, etc.) involved in both
cases, vizi: with respect to the city’s
share of expenditure connected with
the vocational school, versus the alter-
native of addition to High School
building at the city’s cost alone?

In either case the city inevitably
faces a large outlay. No escape is pos-
sible, it seems, for heavy expenditire
towards high school extension in event
of the vocational school being aban-
doned.

Hence a definite and clear exposition
by persons qualified to furnish accurate
and reliable information is essential as
to thecomplete burden involved.in
each case. i

Possessing that knowledge the public
will be in better position to appreciate
the correctness of the decision rendered
in April last, in voting for construction
of a vocational school.

Doubtless it can be shown that in
so far as actual financial outlay is con-
cerned the high school addition- has
the advantage. Nevertheless it must not
be lost sight of that in the latter cas=
it will mean 100 per cent. burden in
the way of cost and subsequent main-
tenance, as against continuous contri-
butions towards original expenditurc
and following maintenance in the event
of the vocational being constructed.

Rough Weather is Reported

Among the passengers on the Meta-
gama was J. B. Finney, of Lobnitz &
Company, Renfrew, Scotland, who is en
route’ to Yokohama where his firm has
a large dredging contract. Mr. Finney
will supervise the erection of a number
of dipper dredges which were manufac-
tured by the firm of Lobnitz & Company
for work at Japan’s big port.

The contract for these dredges was
awarded the Renfrew company before
the earthquake disaster at Yokohama
about a year and a half ago, but the
dredging operations at Yokohama will
be more extensive now in view of the
damage which was caused that splendid
harbor.

Speciaj Dredges.

Although an Old Country -firm is sup-
plying the dredges for the Yokohama
contract, a Canadian, Mr. Robinson, of
Quebec, designed the special type of
dredge which will be used in Japan.
The Metagama is in command of Ww.
Henderson, and the officers are D. Mc-
Callum, chief officer; J. R. Neilson, chief
engineer; Thomas Taylor, purser; G. M.
Tyrrel, surgeon; Duncan Mclntosh,
chief steward; Miss R. Heath, conduc-
tress, and J. M. LeMay, special rail
agent.

C. P. S. S. Metegama, who during the
winter season of late years has made

A Practical Leader. = /

“The way to hold your district,”
said this practical politician, “is to
study human nature and act accordin’.
Reformers are only morning glories.
A reformer can’t last in politics. This
is as much of a regular business as the
grocery or the dry goods or the drug
business. You've got to be trained or
you're sure to fail. I've been studying
the political game for 45 years, and I
don’t know it all yet. I'm learning
something all the time. How, then,
can you expect what they call ‘busi-
ness men’ to turn into politics and all
at once make a success of it? It’s just
as if I went up to Columbia and started
to teach Greek. They usually last as
long in politics as I would last at
Columbia.”

This is the system, the old-time
Tammany boss said, that made “the
Hall” the only lasting democracy
while “reform” flourishes awhile and
then withers. “New democracies,” he
said, “can be produced cheap. DIve
looked intb the industry and can give
rock-bottom figures.

I have a plan that never
fails. I watch the City Record to sce
when there is a civil service examina-
tion for a good thing. Then I take my
young Citizens Union man in hand and
tell him about it. I don’t bother him
any more. It’s a cinch he comes back
to me in a few days and asks to join
Tammany Hall.”

Hand in hand with “reform” as ob-
ject of this Tammany old-timer’s scorn
was civil service. Time and again he
brushed against it and found that it
had as many teeth as a buzz-saw.

“The Civil Service law,” he com-
plained, “is the biggest fraud of the
age. It's the curse of the nation. There
can’t be no real patriotism while it
lasts. I know more than one man in
the past years who worked for the
ticket and was just overflowing with
patriotism, but when he was knocked
out by the civil service humbug he got
to hate his country; and became an
anarchist.
