After several days of worry, rela­
tives of residents of the townships of 
Temiscoutata were advised today that 
no loss of life had taken place.

The damage done by the fire is esti­
mated at several million. 400,000 acres 
have been burned over in a month as 
compared with 600,000 all last year.
Timmins Threatened.

Cobalt, Ont, June 19.—Reports re­
ceived here last night told of serious 
forest fires threatening the town of 
Timmins from the south and south­
west. Gangs of men were out all day 
yesterday and last night fighting the 
fires. Rain is badly needed throughout 
the entire district, but the prospect is 
remote. Residents of Timmins are re­
ported to have made preparations for 
hasty departure by railway and auto­
mobiles.

International Falls, Minn, June 19.—
Fanned by a stiff breeze which at 
times assumed the proportions of a 
gale, peat fires in this vicinity got be­
yond control yesterday, and working 
into the mixed timber growth, have 
placed this section face to face with a 

forest fire danger. Almost the 
entire population of International Falls 
last night was scattered along the fire 
lines. . •

The fires broke out first in the 
neighborhood of Manitou west of here 
and swept by the strong wind soon 

the outskirts of the town. The 
post office and one other building were 
burned to the ground before the fire 
could be shunted around the town. No 
rain has fallen in this vicinity fer sev­
eral weeks.

Christiania, June 19—The Admiralty 
in view of the abandonment of his 
flight across the North Pole by Amund­
sen, has ordered the Norwegian expe­
dition, sent out to render the explorer 
any necessary aid, to return from 
Spitsbergen.

London June 19.—The British air 
ministry has been watching with keen 
interest Amundsen’s plans for cross­
ing the North Pole in an airplane.

Col. Edwards, the deputy director of 
air transport, told the Morning Post, 
that the ministers regarded the project­
ed flight, which has now been abîmé 
doned, as the most extraordinary sport­
ing effort involving great risks inas­
much as the 2,000 mile route planned 
by the explorer was absolutely with­
out landing facilities.

Col. Edwards added that Stefanns- 
son, who is now in England, is con­
vinced that a trans-Polar flight is an 
entirely fesible way of reaching the 
western side of the American conti­
nent, thereby shortening the journey 
by about 3,000 miles.

Stefannsson expressed the opinion 
that Amundsen's pioneer flight, has it 
been possible, would have proved bf 
great value. He said the popular con­
ception of the north polar region as 
a.i uninviting area area of perpetual 
cold was entirely erroneous and that 
it afforded excellent flying conditions.

Montreal, June 19.—The Gazette this 
morning an an editorial on the redis­
tribution bill enters a plea for sym­
pathetic consideration of the claims of 
the Maritime Provinces with regard to 
establishing a minimum representation 
in Parliament for Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick. It says,

‘The plea of the Mariti 
for maintenance of at least their pres­
ent membership, though involving 
patent inequity, is in the circum­
stances entitled to very serious consid­
eration and may properly receive atten­
tion before the redistribution of seats 
is made. P. E. Island has already been 
given a quota in excess of its right on 
population basis, while British Colum­
bia entered confederation on condition 
of an irreducible minimum of member­
ship in Parliament. These precedents 
give strength to the contention of 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, and 
expediency in political matters some­
times is preferable to cold justice when 
sound principles are not outraged. Af­
ter all. it is not obvious that more vio­
lence would be done equity by giving 
the maritimes a larger representation 
than mere numbers warrant than is al­
ready done by reducing the representa­
tion of Montreal and Toronto substan­
tially below that to which population 
entitles these cities.”

— Building 
permits in New Brunswick during May, 
tliis year, showed a considerable de­
crease as compared with the same 
month last year, according to the 
monthly report just issued by the Do­
minion Bureau of Statistics. The esti­
mated dost of building work as indi­
cated by building permits for May, 
1923 was $119,555, as compared with 
$308,585 for the same period last year, 
with $114,850 for April 1923.

For St. John the figures for May 
this year were $60,000 as against $68,- 
000 for April and $75,300, for May 
last year; for Fredericton $19,750, for 
May this year, as against $50,000 in 
May last year; for Moncton $39,805 
in May this year, as against ,$46,350, 
in April and $178,285 in May last 
year.

For the .entire Dominion, the May 
permits showed an increase of only 3 
per cent, over April, the total for May 
1923 being $17,593,615, as against $17,- 
544,061 for April 1928 and $17,748,216 
for May last year.

VLondon, May 27.—(By mail.)—The 
text has been issued of the Matri­
monial Causes (Regulation of Reports) 
Bill, Which was introduced into the 
House of Commons on Tuesday by Sir 
Evelyn Cecil. The bill provides that 
It shall not be lawful (a) to publish 
any particulars of any judicial proceed­
ings to which the bill applies other 
than the following:—(1.) the names of 
the parties ; (ii.) the grounds on which 
the proceedings are brought ; (lli.) par­
ticulars of any argument on any point 
of law arising m the course of the pro­
ceedings, and the decision of the court 
thereon ; (iv.) the finding the jury (if 
any) and the judgment of the court; or 
(b) to include in any report of any 
such excepted particulars any indecent 
matter, or medical, surgical, or phy­
siological details the publication of 
which would be calculated to injure 
public morals. ,

The judicial proceedings to which 
the bill applies are proceedings for 
dissolution of marriage, for nullity of 
marriage, and for judicial separation. 
The penalties for offences under the 
bill are:—On summary conviction, im­
prisonment for a term not exceeding 
three months, or a fine not exceeding 
£100, or both; on conviction on indict­
ment, imprisonment for a term not ex­
ceeding one year, or a fine not exceed­
ing £500, or both. It Is provided that 
no penalty shall attach to the publish­
ing of any notice or report in pursu- 

of the directions of the court ; or 
to the publishing of any notice or re­
port in pursuance of the directions of 
the court; or to the publishing of any 
matter in any separate volume; or part 
of any bona fide series of law reports 
which does not form part of any other 
publication and consists solely of re­
porté of proceedings- in court ot law,: 
or In any publication of a technical 
character bona fide intended for circu­
lation among members of the legal or 
medical professions. The act is not to- 
extend to Northern Ireland.

BOTULISM EPIDEMICS.

Botulism is due to a poison secret­
ed by certain species of bacteria that 
are common in some parts of the Unit­
ed States and Canada, but that seem 
to be nearly harmless unless they are 
given a chance to produce their poison 
ip foods that have been imperfectly 
preserved and have been sealed in air­
proof receptacles. They cannot live 
within the animal body and conse­
quently cannot produce their poison 
there.

Botulism has been known for centur­
ies in parts of Germany, where it 
called “sausage poisoning,” but the 
germ was not discovered until 1698; 
and no cases of it are known to have 
occurred in the United States until 
about 1919. Since then, according to 
a bulletin recently published by the U. 
S, Public Health Service, 91 single or 
group outbreaks of botulism have been 
reported in the United States and Can­
ada. A total of 346 person have been 
affected, of whom 218 have died, giv­
ing a case mortality of 61.7 per cent.

Of the 91 outbreaks only 30 save 
been proved bacteriokgically or lexi­
cologically to be due to botulism, thç 
others being so adjusted. from the sym- 
toms. About two-thirds of the out­
breaks (25 proved and 38 not proved 
to be botulism) were caused by plant 
food, and about one third (5 proved 
and 14 not proved) were caused by 
animal food. ,

The following products have been 
proved or assigned as the particular 
food in which the germ causing this 
disease developed in the cases investi­
gated: String beans, home canned 17, 
commercially cqpned, 8; corn, home 
canned, 9, commercially canned, 1; as­
paragus, home canned, 5; apricots, 
home canned, 8; pears, ’home canned, 
2^ spinach, home canned, 2, commer­
cially canned* 6; beets, home canned, 
lV commercially packed 2; liquor, home 
brewed, from old home-canned prod­
ucts, 1; cottage cheese, home prepared, 
2; pickled mackerel and herring, home 
preserved 1; ham home cured, 2, com­
mercially cured, 1; sausage, home pre­
pared, 1, commercially prepared, 2; 
salt pork, home cured, and beef pro­
ducts, home prepared, 8; mince olive 
relish, commercially canned, 3; ripe 
piives, commercially pickled and bot­
tled, 7; pork and beans, commercially 
canned, 1; tomato catsup, commercial­
ly bottled i; clam juice, commercially 
bottled, 2; ' tuna fish, commercially 
canned 1; evaporated milk, commercial­
ly canned, I;. and mijiced chicken, com­
mercially prepared, 1.
'Spoilage, due to botulism germs,

For all radio work, when copper and 

brass are to be soldered, only rosin 
should be used. Any paste or liquid 
will inevitably corrode the metals, and 
it is a difficult job to get all the paste 
off after the joint is made. For this 
reason use only rosin-core solder wire.

Opening at Kootenay Crossing.

The original intention was to hold 
the formal opening at Vermilion Cross­
ing, a point almost equally distant from 
Banff and the Windermere valley. Ow­
ing to the indications of a much larger 
number of participants than had been 
anticipated, it has now been decided to 
have the ceremonies take place at Koo­
tenay Crossing, a few miles farther 
west. The Kootenay valley is a wide 
and beautiful one, with green and level 
meadows which will provide ample 
space on both sides of the road to al­
low for the parking of approximately 
1,000 cars as well as for the convenient 
handling of traffic in both directions. 
No one will be allowed to travel over 
the road from either end before June 
30. On the morning of that day cars 
will leave Banff and Windermere and 
proceed to Kootenay Crossing in time 
for the opening ceremonies, which will 
take place about noon. After luncheon 
there wiU be a short programme of ad­
dresses, following which _ ribbons 
stretched across the road will be cut 
and the new highway declared offi­
cially open for traffic.

CAMPS ALONG THE ROAD.

The new road, which was built by 
the engineering division of the Canad­
ian Parks Branch of the Department 
of the Interior, is 125 miles long and 
runs throughout the entire distance 
through wild and extremely mountain­
ous country, crossing two mountain 
passes in its length. This is virgin 
country where many of the peaks as 
yet have not even been named and ow­
ing to the absence of towns or other 
settlement, special provision for the 
needs of the motorist has been neces­
sary. Since the beginning of the sea­
son workmen have been busily engaged 
clearing sites for camping grounds along 
the highway and equipping them with 
the necessary' çonveniences. Camps will 
be located at the following points: Ver­
milion Summit, Black’s Camp, Hawk 
Creek, Vermilion Crossing, Kootenay 
Crossing, McLeod Meadows, Sinclair 
Summit and McKay Creek. The Can­
adian Pacific Railway has under course 
of construction a bungalow lodge simil­
ar to its Wapta camp, at Radium Hot 
Springs an da tea and rest house at 
Vermilion Crossing. Other tea houses 
will also be available at the western end 
of the road. In addition, the existing 
public camp site at Banff has been 
siderably enlarged and improved and 
when completed will be one of the best 
equipped on the continent. It will be 
connected with the excellent Banff 
water system and will be provided with 
service buildings, shelters, tables, stoves, 
benches and other conveniences, includ­
ing a telephone system with long dis­
tance connections.

Ifor the convenience of travellers on 
the day of the opening special repair 
trucks and gasoline supplies will be sta­
tioned along the way and the road will 
be in charge of a corps of Royal Can­
adian Mounted Police, who will see

London, May 21.—(By mail.)—There 
has assuredly never been a time in 
human history when- men and women 
were not consyous of the great effect 
of the state of the weather on their feel­
ings and temperaments.

Ottawa, June 18—Defending the 

League of Nations from the criticism 
that it had been a failure, Sir George 
Foster, who presided at the afternoon 
session of the annual meeting of the 
League of Nations’ Society in Canada, 
today declared that to assert the 
League was a failure was 
false assumption. To be on stare ground 
in making such a criticism it was 
essary to decide what was the province 
of the League. It was not founded for 
the purpose of making peace in Eur­
ope. The Paris conference had made 
the peace there.

There were some people, he said, who 
thought the League had been lax in 
not having modified or arranged the 
difficulties between the nations which 
had arisen since the war. But it should 
be remembered that the League, had 
succeeded in several instances where 
the council of the great powers had 
failed.

It had gathered about it an increas­
ing concord of nations. There had been 
no falling off of its adherents, but on 
the contrary it had increased its 
bership. Starting with fourteen na­
tions it had grown to fifty-two nations 
subscribing to its aims and represented 
at its councils and others were waiting 
to come in.

THE LEVIATHAN. MILITARY BURIAL 
IN NELSON FOR A 

CANADIAN GENERAL

Glasgow, May 81.—(By mail)—Defin­
ite arrangements have now been made 
to begin salving operations shortly at 
Scapa Flow, where the German fleet 
was scuttled in June, 1919. A. G. Mc- 
Bain, B. A., Glasgow, has carried 
through the purchase from the Admir­
alty of a portion of the sunken fleet 
on behalf of a company, headed by J. 
W. Robertson, convener of the County 
of Zetland, who is to direct the salving 
operations.

The vessels sunk, It will be recalled, 
comprised ten battleships, five battle 
cruisers, five light cruisers, and twenty- 
nine destroyers, their total tonnage be­
ing 416,000 tons. All the destroyers, it 
is contended, can be floated and broken 
up, but the raising of the capital ships, 
with the exception of the mighty Hin- 
denburg and the Seydiits, would- not 
be a commercial success, as in practic­
ally all cases the capital ships went 
down in over twenty fathoms of water, 
an impossible depth for salving unless 
tremendous sums of money were ex­
pended.

The warships were sunk by the crews 
opening all the sea cocks and flooding 
the ships. Strange to say, owing to 
the method to be adopted by the sal­
vors, this will assist their efforts. The 
Hindenburg, 700 feet long and of 27,000 
tons displacement, which embodied all 
the lessons taught by the war, was 
completed but never commissioned, for 
after her trials she was interned at 
Scapa. She evidently did not sink ac­
cording to plan. The Germans had 
apparently arranged for a larger in­
flow of water at one side, so that the 
vessel might capsize and make refloat­
ing very difficult. She, however, sank 
<mi an even keel, and now rests u$>- 
right, with her main deck just awash 
at low water, her fighting tops, tripod 
masts, and funnels standing stark 
above the water. Sea birds perch them­
selves on her monster guns. With the 
Sedlitz, whose length is 666 feet, and 
whose tonnagw is 24,610 tops, the Ger­
mans must nave been more successful, 
for she lies on her starboard side, about 
one-third of the ship being visible at 
low water. Her guns clearly visible, 
hang dejectedly from the turrets. At 
high water she Is often mistaken for 
the point of one of the man» small is­
lands which are dotted over the waters 
at this part.

CIRCLED BY FIRES, 
RANGERS ESCAPE 

WITH DIFFICULTY

JURYxDRINKS, THEN CONVICTS.

Consumes Nearly Entire Quart of 
Newark Liquor Evidence.

New York, June 19.—A jury doubt­
ing the Government’s analysis of liquor 
used as evidence against three defend­
ants drank nearly a whole quart of 
Scotch whiskey to “confirm” the analy­
sis before returning a conviction before 
Federal Judge Charles F. Lynch in 
Newark. It was a bottle of imported 
Scotch. The jurors retired to sample 
the liquor. When they filed out the 
bottle was nearly full. When they re­
turned it was nearly empty.

Press.)—(By mail.)—Fewer babies are 
being born in Germany now than be­
fore the war and fewer people are dy­
ing, but the marriage license clerks are » 
doing more business than during 1918. 
The Germans say there is a boom in 
the marriage market “after every war.”

The state of Hamburg lived up to its 
name of having the most attractive 
“frauleins" in the republic. It chalked 
up a wedding record of about fifteen 
to every 1,000 inhabitants. Schaum- 
burf-LIppe, a little to the south of 
Hamburg and In romantic proximity 
to Strinhuder Lake, ran a close second 
with fourteen to every 1,000. Saxony’s 
proportion stopped at slightly over 
thirteen, while Berlin city’s was only 
12.8. The most timid bachelors In all 
Germany appear to live in the moun­
tainous state of Waldeck, in the Weser 
basin, where there have been only 
about seven weddings to every 1,000 
residents. And yet the Waldeck boys 
have not such faint hearts as before the 
war, when their average was only 5.4.

The statistic for Wurttemourg, 
Mecklenburg-Schwerin and Mecklen- 
burg-Strelitz have npt yet been re­
ceived at official headquarters here; 
not Including these three states, Ger­
many’s marriage rate the last year was 
10.9 for every 1,000 inhabitants, com­
pared with only 6.6 in 1918.
Babies appeared in the state reported 

at the rate of 23 for every 1,000, as 
against a proportion of 28.9 before the 

Most of the births were regis­
tered In Upper Silesia and the least in 
Berlin. The former’s proportion was 
approximately 82, the latter’s less than

Germans have been dying at the rate 
of 12.5 out of each 1,000 the last twelve 
months, while In 1918 death was taking 
a proportionate toll of about IA 
Upper Silesia, which had the highest 
birth rate, also led in the ration of 
deaths.

“Chile is the most delightful of the 
South American republics. The cli­
mate is perfect, the people are hospit­
able, living is reasonable, and there is 
no income tax,” writes Arthur Mills in 
“The London Daily MaiL”

“Chileans and British have much In 
common. The Chileans have a strong 
sense of national spirit and take a 
pride in their country, which their 
neighbors know better than to offend.

“Toward the end of the war tiny 
republics, with no seaboard and no 
troops, declared war on Germany, took 
to killing German traders and looting 
German stores. Chile remained neu­
tral and became a refuge for Germans 
throughout South America.

“She can have gained nothing by 
giving sanpt9arS to » beaten nation. 
That she did so should command 
respect. But she might go a Step fur­
ther. Chile today is flooded with Ger- 

capital and German rivals to 
British trade.

“When disputes arise over nitrate 
deals and other matters British trad­
ers complain that the Chilean Govern­
ment favors the German, who, living 
in that country to evade his war debt, 
has become a wealthy and powerful 
member of the community. This fact 
has repeatedly been brought to the 
notice of both British and Chilean 
Governments, but nothing Is done 
about it. . , ,

“The social and commercial life of 
Chile is divided between Valparaiso 
and Santiago. Valparaiso still bears 
traces of the terrible earthquakes of

“During the summer months Chilean 
society foregathers at Vina del Mar, 
a fashionable seaside resort near Val­
paraiso. None of the hotels or houses 
is on the seafront and the sea is so 
glacially cold that only the hardiest 
set foot In it. . , .

“Nevertheless, ’Vina’ is delightful. 
Here British and Chilean society inter­
mingle In a way to be found nowhere 
else in South America.. The Chilean 
girl of good family is not only very 
pretty, but also most emancipated. At 
’Vina,’ at the Gran Hotel, bn dance 
nights it is quite a common sight to 
see cheery dinner parties of two or 
three young Englishmen and two or 
three Chilean girls—a state of affairs 
inconceivable in other parts of South 
America, where Mobrlsh and Inca tra- 
ditions still regulate social life.

“Chile’s prosperity depends on her 
ocean-going trade and she is the para- 
mount sea power of South America, If 
not iff actual tonnage, then certainly 
in naval armament and fighting em- 
ciency. The Chilean is a bom sailor, 
whereas neither the Argentino nor the 
Brazilian takes kindly to the sea.

“The real soul of Chile lies in her 
Illimitable mineral wealth; in her cop­
per mines, such as Chuqulcamata, ana 
the nitrate fields above Autofagasta. 
She is the second greatest copper pro­
ducing country in the world, but, curi­
ously enough, there is no tax on cop- 

and she depends for her prosper­
ity on the sale of nitrate.

“As with cattle in Argentina, so 
with nitrate in Chile; after the war 
there was over-production followed by 
a slump. Today Chile is recovering, 
her sales of nitrate for the current 
twelve months are most promising.

“There are fait openings on the ni­
trate fields in Northern Chile for 
young Englishmen of good education, 
but no opening at all for British un. 
skilled or semi-skilied labor. On the 
nitrate fields an Englishman after six 
or seven years should be earning £40 
a month, all found, with the possibil­
ity of rising to manager at £1,000 a
y*“The nitrate country is as bleak and 
sun parched as the rocks of Aden, but 
the nights are cool and the life is 
health. Many a man has cursed the 
‘coast,’ as they call the northern half 
of Chile, but the ‘coast,’ like the East, 
has a call of its own."_________

report of the head master, Rev. 
W. R. Hibbard, M. A., D. C. L., con­
tained a review of the work1 of the 
school year and dealt at some length 
with the plans for the erection of the 
memorial building now in course of 
construction. A high tribute was paid 
to A. C. Skelton and great regret was 
expressed at his removal to another 
sphere. The report was as follows:

Today marks the close of ttfe 32nd. 
year of the school on its present site 
and the 46th. since its foundation. Un­
doubtedly the most notable feature of 
the school year was the beginning of 
the erection of our Memorial Build­
ing. The Amt sod was turned last 
July and on October 26 the 
stone was laid by His Lordship the 
Bishop with fitting ceremony. Con­
struction has beta carried" on during 
the winter and spring and, as you can 
gee much has been accomplished. What 
may be called the living quarters of 
the building are now nearly completed 
aed we confidently hope to have the 
riming ball and adjoining offces ready 
for occupation when we open next 
term and the chapel a little later on. 
Certain changes will be made in the 
South Hduse, where the present dining 

. hall Is, so that practically the whole 
of that house will be used for dormit­
ories. The room ih the top story of 
the School House which we have been 
using as a chapel, will be converted 
iiito additional class rooms. Thus the 
handicap which we have undergone in 

.the past owing to lack of adequate 
room space will, I am happy to say, be 
removed. * ' ^

Shortage of Funds.
i The project of expansion at this 

time is a venture of faith which I feel 
confident will be justified in the future 
by the growth and lncreasèd influence 
of the school. The most serious ques­
tion is that of the funds necessary to 
carry the undertaking to a successful 
issue. We are/ erecting the building 
for over twelve thousand dollars less 
then the first estimate called for when 
building prices were even higher than 
they are at present, but this does not 
mean that anything of importance 
either in the construction or the future 
ruefulness of the building, has been 
sacrificed though • several economies^ 
have beta effected. Competent judges 
Who examined the building, also the 
specifications and plans, have stated 
that we shall have, when completed, 
o|ie of the best buildings of its kind 
in the province. To raise the neces­
sary funds for the building is, how­
ever, a serious undertaking. At present 
s little more than fourteen thousand 
dollars has been subscribed by Old 
Boys and other friends, but unless we 
tin raise at least twenty thousand in 
this way it will mean that too large 
a part of our revenue each year will 
have to go to defray interest and sink­
ing fund charges. It is not an easy 
matter as things are at present to fin­
ance the running expenses of the 
school, and though we expect natural­
ly to increase our revenue by being 
able to take a larger number of boys, 
yet our running expenses will In con­
sequence go up and I shall feel very 
anxious until the pledges reach the 
total which I have mentioned. Since 
this time last year the subscriptions 
have been increased considerably, but 
there are still a good many who have 
promised subscriptions yet have not
