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The loading takes less than a minute 
and when it reaches the trench all that 
Is required is to roll it from the motor 
to another elevated platform, raised on 
four wheels which spans the trench and 
through which it Is lowered to its posi­
tion by a hand derrick. A lead gasket 
with a fibre core is placed in each joint, 
the Joints are pulled together and the 
pipe is laidi
Nearly 1,000 Feet Laid.
Each Joint weighs about three tons when 

completed and there will be 1800 of them 
used in the present job. About 350 have 
already been turned out, eighty of which 
have been laid. At the rate of twelve a 
day, it will require about four months 
more to complete their manufacture. The 
ditching is done by a Keystone excava­
tor which does excellent execution in 
the gravel which is prevalent in that 
area. It might be of Interest to know 
that this gravel makes excellent road ma­
terial and the city has taken advantage 
of the fact and is using some of the 
spoil for surfacing on the Straight Shore 
road.

Power is supplied on the plant by the 
thirty-five horse power engine referred 
to before and six gas engines which 
run the screeners, cleaners, mixers and 
the machinery used for the assembling of 
the reinforcement materials.

Commissioner Jones, who also Inspect­
ed the work yesterday said that he ex­
pected that, the water would be running 
through the completed pipe some time 
in November. Yesterday morning the 
city end of the pipe was connected with 
the 24-inch main which runs from Man­
chester’s comer to West St. John.

Particular care Is taken in the mix­
ing of the concrete to see that the gravel 
and sand are fine and clean enough to 
give a good smooth finish. For this pur­
pose motor-driven screens and cleaners 
are used to deliver the product to the 
concrete mixers. Each mixer has a ca­
pacity of eight cubic feet.

The delivery of the pipe from the fac­
tory yard to the trench is done with a 
three-ton motor truck which takes one 
length as a load. The pipe is loaded 
by means of an elevated platform, along­
side of which the truck runs broadside.

Every detail of the manufacture Is 
carried out on the works.

Twenty-eight of 
these steel bands are placed in each 
twelve-foot length of pipe and are join­
ed by six longitudinal five-eights Inch 
round steel bars, fastened on either end 
to the metal coupling bands. After as­
sembling, the whole reinforcement is 
placed inside the concrete forms, made 
of steel, which stand on their ends, the 
inside form is placed and the concrete 
poured into it.
