Dr. Wilson, having laboured faithfully in the Diocese for a few
years, after u long and trying illness, died in Toronto, to which
place he had gone for the benefit of medical advice. We trust that
the Futher of the fatherless and the Friend of the widow will sup-
ort and comfort those bereaved ones who now mourn his loss.
he Rev.Shem Du Bourdieu was suddenly cut down in early youth,
when we'had fondly hoped that he wnul({have been for many years
a fuithful witness for Christ, among a people whose affections he
had gained by his loving zeul and earnestness in his Master’s cause,
and who now deeply deplore his loss. We must earnestly pray
that the Divine blessing may rest upon their successors, and that
they may have grace imparted to them to carry on the good work
which was so happily begun by our much lamented brethren.

It pleased God throughout the rust year so to restore my health
and strength, that I have been able to discharge the active duties

of mv office. During the past summer and fall, I confirmed in the
y g P

Counties of Huron, Bruce and Grey, besides visiting other parts of

the Diocese. Since the last meeting of Synod,I have confirmed 922.

candidates, cousecrated 7 churches and 2 burial grounds, ordained
7 deacons and 7 priests, preached 25 times, and visited 21 missions
in various parts of the Diocese. In the discharge of these duties I
travelled 3,640 miles. This includes a journey to Montreal to pre-
sent an address to the Metropolitan from the Bishops of the Pro-
vince. ;

It is satisfactory to find that the Missionary Fund of the Diocese
is somewhat improved this year. True, there is but a small in-
crease, but we hail it with much thankfulness, as evincing a grow-
ing interest in the minds of our ppogle in the Missionary work of
the Diocese. We feel assured that the more our people realize the
fact that we are now dependent ypon them for the support of our
church in the country, the more will their hearts be opened to con-
tribute of what God has entrusted to their stewarﬁip for the
carrying on of His work among their countrymen. KEvery yéara
large increase of poor immigrants flock to our shores and occupy
our waste lands in the remote parts of the Diocese, and if we are
not enabled to supply to them the ministrations of our church,they
must remain dest&uto for years of the means of grace, and of those

to Christ and liberality in His cause, are drawn, not from the Law,
but from the Gospel. I would call upon you,my Reverend Breth-
ren and Brethren, to remember Him ¢ who, though He was rich,
became poor for our sakes, that ye, through His poverty, might be
rich” And I would apply the words of the Apostle to the Corin-
thians to the case of those who have given notes to this fund,

« Now, therefore, perform the doing of it, that as there was a readi-

ness to will, so there may be & performance also, out of that which
ye have.”
The venerable Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge,
which had found it necessary to surpend all grants for the ereltion
of churches, has, within the last year, resumed grants for this pur-
ose. The sum which the Society gives, thoug small, (frgm £15
to £20 sterling) is yet a mateérial assistance in many Cases, and in
all it serves as an incentive to our poor and scattered congregations
to put forth their best éfforts to accomplish what they all desire,
the possession of & respectable building, in which they may wor-
ship the God of their fathers, with the same forms to which they
have been accustomed from their earliest days.
d from this Society, sixty small parnchial
osed to bestow upon the missions and
ooks,! even of a reli-
gious character, are not now admitted into Canada without duty,
there will be the small charge of $2 on each Library.

Subjects of great importance will be brought before the Bynod.
I trust they will receive that calm and thorough consideration to
which their importance entitles them, and that all will remember
that it is not victory over those who may differ in opinion from us
which we ought to seek, but the promotion of the best interests of
the Church for which we legislate. The question whether the affairs
of the Diocese, for the future, be managed as heretofore, by two
bodies—the Synod and the Church Society, or whether they shall,
as in the other Dioceses, be incorporated In one, will require your
most attentive consideration. It may be doubted by some whether
it would be wise te change a system under which we have so loog
acted, and with which our people have become familjar, for one un-
tried, which even in the Dioceses where it has been adopted can, &
yet, only be regarded as an experiment. When we look back to
our small beginnings as a Diocese in 1857, when our cler, barely
pumbered 40, and consider that they are now 93, and that our
churches and congregations have increased in a larger’ proportion,
we are constrained to say, “ Thus far bas the Lord elped us,” but
if our machinery can be simplified by the adoption of a new system,
we fay hope that a like blessing will be vouchsafed upon our efforts
for the time to come. We must ever bear in mind that no buman
