Andrews’ Bible Students Life of our Lord.
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The Senate gives notice that in view of arrangements whereby
the degree of Bachelor of Divinity may be open to the students
of this College, it will be necessary so to alter the honour course
as to make it coincide with the rurn'w.an to be prescribed to can-
didates for that degree. While this change will come into effect
as soon as the curriculum i8 pyblished, it will not affect candidates
for honours during the present Academic year.

All French Students, and Students preparing for French work,
are required to attend the Homiletical Lectures in French, and
English Students who understand French are urged to do the same.
Students taking this course, ang passing ‘examination in it, are ex-
empted from examination in theBiblical History of the first year,
the Apologetics of  the second, and the Exegesis of the third. In
the honour work they may also take the examinations in Latih,
G@k and Hebrew authors, and Calvin, in French, instead..of
English. In the First year they may exchange Blaikie’s * For the
Work of the Ministry” for the French Edition of Vinet’s Homiletics;
in the second year, Farrar for Guizot, “ Méditations sur la Religion
Chrétienne”7and in the third year, Andrews’ for De I"(-lit'c),"llisr
toire des Protestants de France.” Students intending to €xercise
these options must give notice to the Principal or French
Professdr, at least three weeks before the sessional examina-
tions.

French Students are not required to give more than one of their
College Exercises in English, and at least two of them must be in
French. These French Exercises will be prescribed by the French
Professor.

Gaelic Students are requested fo prepare one of their Exercises
in Grelic, the subject to be prescribed by the Gaelic Lecturer.

While French Students are eligible for all the Scholarships and
other rewards of the Theological course, in consideration of the
disadvantage at which they are placed by pursuing their studies in
both languages, certain scholarships are offered for competition to
them, along with thdse taking the Literary course, the subjects of
examination for which will be found under the head of Literary
Curriculum for French Students.

CHURCH MEMBERSHIP

&

All Students connected with the College are required during the
period of their studies to unite 'in membership with one of the
congregations of the Church in the city or its immediate vicinity.
This regulation is not intended to ‘interfere with their libe rty to
visit other Churches.

The College Building is a stone edifice, elegant and commo
dious, pleasantly situated on the rising ground above the City,
commanding a view of the University grounds, the City and the
Scenery of the St. Lawrence. As immediately adjoining McGill
(‘()”(';t. it affords Students the greatest fa ilities for attending lec
tures In that Institution, and obtaining Ttonstant access to its
valuable I.I}‘»I‘U‘_\ and Museum.

In addition toits Library, Lecture Rooms and offices, it contains
studies and dormitories for resident Students, together with bath
rooms and other modern conveniences. The rooms are comfort
ably furnished, and the whole building, including the individual
rooms, 1s well ventilated, heated with hot water pipes, and lighted
with gas,

Resident Students are furnished with rooms, heating and light,
free of expense; but the Refectory and attendince of servants
are in the hands of the Steward, whose fee will in no case exceed

LIBRARY and READING ROOM.

I. The Library, to which additions are constantly made, em-
braces all the Greek and Latin Fathers and Ecclesiastical writers,
with standard and recent works in Theology and cognate subjects.
It is under the charge of the College Librarian, from whom books
may be obtained, subject to the following rules:—

1. A Student may receive from the [ibrary only two volumes

at a time, unless by special order of Professors.
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2. During the Session of College, all books shall be returned to
the Library within two weeks of the date of fsue.

3.- During the summer \';uultiu}, each” Student may have five
volumes from the Library.

4. Any volume or volumes Jost or damaged by a Student shall
be paid for by him at such fate as the Senate may direct, having re
ference to the vyiie of the book, and the set to which it may be-
long.

5. Professors and Lecturers may receive from the Librarian any
books required by them for their duties in the College, not exceed-
ing ten volumes at any one time. Books so used must be returned
at or before the close of each Session.

6. Persons not connected with the College may consult books

in the Library, or obtain them from the Librarian by special order

from any of the Professors ; such books to be returned within ten
days.

logia, are allowed out of the Library.

II. The Reading Room is under the management of the
Librarian, and is furnished with Reviews and Magazines, Records
of Ecclesiastical and Missionary Intelligence, Daily and Weekly
Papers, &c. The following Rules are to be observed in connection

2. Students are not to enter into discussions or other exercises,

that would disturb those wishing to study in the Reading Room.
