' TROUBLE RESTS WII'H RUSSIA

The Attltude of the Czar’s. Government Will Go Far Towards
Brmgmg the Dispute toa fmaixty

-

Berlin, March 6—Thé situation between
Austria-Tungary and Servia arising from
the efforts of the latter country to secure
compensation for the.annexation by the
dual monarchy of Bosnia and Herzegovi-
na, was- today acknowlegged to be dis-
quieting. There is, however, this advant-
age, the issues are more clearly defined
than before.

It can be said with authonty that ew
eyything now depends upon use position

ussia takes in the matter. The situation
stands as follows:

Servia has undoubtedly renounced ‘all
her direct demands, both territorial and
economicaly but at the same time she
charged Russia to place these demands
before an international conference.

Austria-Hungary is prepared to grant
favorable commercial and economical
compensation to Servia if Bervia consents
to negotiate direct;’ but should a confer-
ence be called to deal with these questions
Austria-Hungary with the support of Ger-
many, would oppose any concessions.

Austria-Hungary and Germany consid-
er that a conference should be called only
to ratify agreements already made and
they da not recognize the right of the
powers in any way to intervene in the

questions concerning two mdependent na- |

tions.

1t is affirmed also that Turkey is in-
clined to hold a seimilar view. The Porte
fears that. if such a conference awarded
‘Servia territorial compensation from Aug-
tria-Hungary, then Servia would demapd
temtonal compensation from lurkgy.

The provisional commerecial “agreement
between Austria-Hungary and = Servia ex-
pires, 'March 31, and Austria;:Hungary 1s
willing to make %he new agreement more
advantagepus ‘if Servia will abstain from
seeking foreign intervention and settle
the guestion alone.. Up to the present
time Russia has not intimated whether or
not she will accept the Servian maéndate
to approach the powers. Although there
is no serious anxiety regarding the event-
ual peaceful outcome of this controversy,
a certain disquieting tension was evi-
denced today in official circles..

:Count , Forgach, the Austro-Hungarian

uuster at Belgrade, has been instruct-

d to inform the Servian government that
owing to the attitude maintained by Ser-
via for the last month, the government
of the dual monarchy, to its regret, has
not been in a position to submit a re-
newal of the commercial-treaty with Ser-
via, which expires March 31, for parlia-
mentary sanction.

ishes 'the confident hope, that Serna who
it is gemerally understood, has in accord-
ance with the advice of the powers, decid-
ed to change her policy with regard to
Bosnia and Herzegovina, will notify Vien-
na of this wise resolution as well ‘as of
her intention to maintain peaceful and
neighborly relations, with Austria-Hun-
gary. As seon as this notification is re-
ceived, Austria-Hurigary will be ‘prepared
to negotiate the questions of trade inter-
course pending between the two countries.

In its final report the committee give a
full account of the three processes now in
use in' this country for the production of

paper from weod-~the ground food. the
sulphite and the soda methods, of - which
the ground wood process is by far the
cheapest, ‘all of which is manufactured
from the wood of the spruce tree. The
committee- recommends that both the na-
tional and state governments should en-
courage the prdduction of'spruce forests,
both by giving ‘a more adequate” fire pro-
‘tection and by exempting as far as can
be young forests from the, ordinary rates
“If adequate protection,”
says the committee, “can be given from
the danger of fire losses and young spruce
forests can. he exempted from taxation,

which would often ‘otHerwise run to waste
for the production of forests.” The bene-
fit to’ be obtained from  continued pro-
duction of spruce’in the future will not
go only to those who may own the forests,
but the benefits through  the cheapnens
of pa,per will be received by the entire
population.

Spruce is used not:only for the produc-
tion of ground wood, but is also the ma-
terial generaly used for the preduction of
sulphite fiber. - Not only is this the case,
but the best« spruce trees of saw-log size
are worth more for manufacture info lum-
ber than they are for manufacture at
present prices into ‘pulp or fiber:

CANALS AND BRIDGES ARE
DISCUSSED IN THE HOUSE

World’s Best Engineers Will be Engaged on Plans
- for the Quebec Bridge—Specifications for the

New Structure Will be

Ready in the Autumn.

Ottawa, March 5—The commons today
dealt with the canal estimates and some
information of Canada’s waterways was

elicited.

" On a vote for the Welland canal, Hon.

Jobn Haggart said that durmg the recent
election Rir Wilfrid Daurier had made a
statement at Nidgara that he was in favor
of deepening the , Welland capal sud -of
building the Georgian Bay canal. = He
thought that it would be well if the nfin-
ister of railwave would make a statement l
of the policy of the government with re-
spect to this feature of the development of
Canada’s transportation system. :

Hon. Mr. Graham said he believed that
i the Welland canal were deepened to
twenty-two or twentyfive feet it  would
provide facilities not only for the trade of
Canada, but also it would have the effect
og diverting to Canada a considerable por-
tion of the trade of the United Btates.
Though he held this opinion in regard to
the Welland canal he did not want to be
understood as expressing an opinion against:
the Georgian Bay canal. e

Theré were a great many conflicting
opinions regarding the Georgian Bay canal
but he thought its geographical situation
was such that the time would come when
{ha demands of the commerce of the west
would require this canal to be undertaken.
He thought that Canada’s trade would so
develop that both the Georgian Bay and
the enlarged Welland canals would be re-
yuired.

The enlargement of the Welland canal
‘was the leds costly of the two proposals.
Owing to financial conditions that were
well upderstood it was the policy of the
government not to enter upon any Dnew
works at the present time that would in-
volve the country in the expenditure of a
large amount of money. However, as these
conditions changed, as they ’would, t.hc'
government would take a moTe aggressive
position regarding the development . of
water routes.

Dr. Chisholm asked if it was true that
the engineer who had surveyed the route
of the Hudeon Bay railroad had reported
tihat Winnipeg could -be connected with
Hudson Bay hy canal. « .

Hon. Mr. Graham #aid that in reading
the report of the engineer he had been
staggered to find an opinion that a canal
could be made which would enable occan
vessels to take cargo at Winnipeg. He did
not think the work would be entered upon
without a good deal of' further investiga-
tion.

On a vote of $104,000 for the railway
commisison, Hon. Mr. Graham paid a
tribute to the work which that board had
done for the railroads and the people of
Canada. He said that the vacancy caused
by the death of Hon. Thomas Greenway
would be filled by the appointment of a
western man after the return of Chair-
man Mabee from the west. :

On a vote of $150,000 for the prepuat)on
of plans for a new Quebec bridge, Hon.
Mr. Graham said. that three of the leading
engineers of the world were at work on
the plans. They had been given a free
hand as to etyle of structure except that
it must be safe, as economical as was rea-
sonable, that the former plans were to be
examined and a report made as to whether
any of the material of the old bridge could
be utilized. After making the plans they
were to be responsible for the erection of
a bridge that would stand the traffic. The
engineers were Messrs. Vautelet, Fitz-
maurice and Modjeska, and they were each
being paid $1,000 a month. The present
proposal of the government was that when
the plans were finishéd and approved of
only Mr. Vautelet, the Canadian, would be

At a meeting of the banking committee
this morning Hon. Mr. Fielding stated
that the government would, on Monday
next, introduce its amendments to the
Dominion Insurance Act.

A bill was presented to extend by two
years the time for the organization of the
Bank of Vancouver,

Hon. Mr. Fielding raised a question of
policy on this bill. He said when a bank
was granted a chacter it was supposed to
have ready the capital necessary to fulfil
the conditions of the Banking Act and to
take out its certificate from the depart-
ment of finance. There was a question as
to the advisability of extending the time
of banks which failed to qualify, unless
very special circumstances could be shown.
Mr. Fielding said that he was willing to
listen to any epecial circumstances ‘con-
nected -with the present case.

ARE LIQUOR LICENSES
TO COST MORE MONEY ?

There is reported among the liquor deal-
ers a feeling that the government pro-
pose to raise the license fe¢. A number
said they were expecting that this would
be done and that the effect would be that
the numbeg of licenses wiould be reduced.

Applications for liquor licenses must be
filed with Inspector Jones by the 25th
inst. Mr. Jones said yesterday that he
hae received fourteen applications already.
Eleven are for retail establishments, two
for wholesale and one hotel.

Convicted Murderer of Millionaire Rice Argues in Support
_of His Plea Before Brooklyn Court.

New York, March 5—Before the' ap-
pellate division of the supreme court in
Brooklyn today, Albert T. Patrick, who
was sentenced to death for the murder of
Williain Marsh Rice in September, 1900,
argued dramatically tor neany four hours
for his liberty. The principal points ot
his contention were that his conviction
was the result of a “colossal conspiracy”
by the justice at his trial, and the -auth-
orities who prosecuted him, and that Gov.
Higgids had no legal right to commute the
sentence of the eourt of life imprisonment,
inasmuch as he had not consented to such
comrutation. v

Decision was reserved by the court and
two weeks were allowed. the relator in
which to file a brief. In the meantime
Patrick will be taken' back to Bing Sing
prison and given all the facilities Ire needs
to prepare his brief. Assistant Distriet
Attorney Robert C. Taylor, who appear-
ed to opppse Patrick’s motion, will file a

The scene in court while the condemned
man pleaded his cause with all the legal
agility and fervor ot a trained lawyer was
sensational. State Detective Jackson, who
had brought-the prisoner down from Bing
Sing, sat behind him at the lawyer’s table
and Patrick’s wife sat just behind him.
Patrick declared that life imprisonment
wa$ a more severe séntence than the elec-
tric chair under the original sentence. He
contended, S however, that the governor’s
action ip commuting his Sentence without
his congsent had the effect of & pardon, be-
cause no other legal power was vested in
the state in the case of a man sentenced
to death. !

Asgsistant District Attornéy Taylor said
in reply, that Patrick should either ac-
cept the sentence of life imprisonment, but
if he did mot accept it, the onmly thing
left to do would be to execute him.

IGNORANCE AND APATHY
ARE MENACE TO SOCIETY

for Women’s Work.

Second Apnuaf Meeting of Michigan Organization Battling
“ With White Plague Brings Out Many Theories — Praise

(Detroit Free ress)

“l am not at all in eympathy with
spending $12,000 for milk and eggs for lo-
cal relief among the tuberculosis poor;
what we need is a rousing campaigm of
education,” said Dr. Alfred 8. Warthin,
secretary of the State Association for the
Prevention of Tuberculosis and professor
in the medical department of the Univer-
sity of Michigan, at the second 'annual
meeting of the aesociation < held at the
Museum of Art yesterday afternoon.

“I hear that the Red Cross has spent
$3,000 in relief while the state association
had to struggle against a woeful condition
of ignorance and apathy which is credlbl§
only to those who have come in contact
with it, with only $1,000 at its disposal,”
he continued. “No state in the union has
+done so much with so small a fund, and
were it not for the work of the State Fed-
eration of Women’s clubs and the life
members obtained by Mrs. W. A. McGraw
this work P well as the work of child la-
bor, civic/improvement and forestry would
have been seriously. crippled.

“The federation has done more than all
other factors put together for all these
causes. But when we know the conditions
that obtain throughout many of the small-
er towns and cities of this state we must
admit that we are pretty mear the back
woods. How great is the apathy we have
to overcome is proved here today in this
city of 400,000 which is represented by 30
people, many of whom by the way, are not
Detroiters at all.

“The church no longer regards man as
a disembodied ghost nor does it expect to
save him in ‘fragments,” said Bishop -Wil-
liams at the evening session of the meet-
ing. “The church has a new conception of
the meaning of salvation—mot only to
save his soul for a world to come but to

worlds. 8o there is afn intimate relation
between the church and the fight against
tuberculosis. The church has an interest
in clean streets, samitation, education—ali
that affects the well-being of the man as
a whole, and while I do not believe in dis-
cussing policies in the pulpit I do believe
that the church ie a place for the consid-
eration of the principles and motives that
lie back of social reforms. It is the busi-
ness of the church to get up steam and
for the experts, in this case, the doctors,
to apply it.”

Dr. J. W. Glover, professor of mathe-
matics and insurance in the University of
Michigan, spoke on the cost of the white
plague. He showed elaborate and carefully
computed charts in which it was deduced
that the loss to the United States from
the disease was 670 million dollarsi.

“Detroit suffers a loss not less than
$250,000 a year. Is it mot time in view of
‘ these facts to do eomething?”’ asked Dr.
Grover, and suggested levying a tax of
three fourths of a mill on. the assessed
| valuation,

| “Although it is 30 vears ago since T ad-!

dreased a bigger audience on this very
subject in Detroit, and although we do not
‘seem to have accomplished a great deal.
still I am not pessimistic, because we have
i made a bigger stride in the last year than
during all the others put together,” said
Dean V. C. Vaughan, of the University
of Michigan. “The best bill ever written
on the subject is before the legislature for
the state control of tuberculosis, also one
fo rthe prevention of wpitting in public
' places. :

“The only way to stamp out this plague
is through work® of the health boards. It
is the only organization that has any legal
rights. You can’t make people report to
the Detroit Tuberculosis society or the

Four years ago Michigan
spent out $140,000 to stamp out smallpox
among tramps and by some accident ex-
pended thie sum of $5 t6 check the ravages
of tubercylosis, but the time has come to
do, and I feel sure it is going to be done.”

' CONDITIONS ARE FRIGHTFUL.

“A pitiable condition among tubercular
and other patients exists in the alms-
houses,” said Rev. Mrs. Bartlett-Crane of
Kalamazoo, one of the committee sént by
the Federation of Women's clubs to visit
the almshouses, and malke a report on con-
dltlops. “The laws permit of putting any
one in these houses adjudged indigent by
@lne. proper authorities without medical ex-
amination, with the result that much more
tuberculosis exists than is reported or tak-
en into account. We found that the keep-
ers do not call the doctors except in most
urgent cases because it endangers their
positions to call on them too often.

“Ventilation is poor, food not suited to
the needs' of the sick, thers are no trained
nurses and in ‘the one case where they

boasted of ‘a tubercular tent we fbund
a man man fainting from spasms of cough-
ing, in a filthy state, swarming with flies,
neglected to a pitiable degree.”

Mrs. K. V. English showed how almost
generally “ disregarde is the law of 1895,
which provides for instruction in the
schools for the care of contagious diseases.

“If you undertake to fight tuberculosis
you must fight the whole game and take
care of every case that comes along,”
eaid Dr. Woods Hutchinson, of New York:

Klements
of the fight against tuberculosis and its
prevention should be taught in the schools
like other educational elements.”

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest
Land Regulations

A NY person who is “the sole head of a
femily, or any male over 18 years ‘old,
may homestead a gquarter-séction of avall-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan or Alberta. The applicant must appear
in person at the Dominion Lands Agency or
Sub-Agency for the district. Entry by proxy
may be made at any agency, on certain con-
ditions, by father, mother, son, daughter,
brother or sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation 6f the soll in each of three
years. A homesteader nmay live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at least
30 acres solely owned and occupled by him
kor by his father, mother, son, daughter,;
brother or sistes. i
*In certain cistricts a homesteader va good
standing may pre-empt -a _quarter-section
alongside his ‘homestead. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of six years from date of homestead’
entry (including the time required to earn
homestead patent), and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

A homestedder who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may take a purchased -homestead
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per acre.
Duties—Must reside six months in each of
three years, cultivate fifty acres and erect
a house worth $300.00. :

gathering all the guiddnce ‘and help it can
irom British precedents ‘and co-operation,
but always retaining its own identity and
its control over its own affairs:

Upon this -unalterable basis of colonial
nationality much can be done in the way
of co-operative - effort, and Sir Wilirid
Laurier and’ Si¢ Frederick Borden, speak-
jug for the ‘Canadian government at the
Tmperial Conference, welcomed Mr. Hal-
dan’s suggektionof some of the means by
which, by co-operative effort along paral-
lel lines, each self-governing portion of the
empire may defend itself more efficiently,
and prepare, should occasion arise, and as
each may desire, to work together in the
field in the common defence of the em-
piré.

How CITY OF DETROIT CARES
FOR HER SCHOOL CHILREN

The Children Are Studied as to Thelr Individual Neeils andi

Treated by a Child Study

At the last meeting of the Detroit
Tea.chera association it was voted to give
a lecture the last of April, the proceeds
of which are to be used to establish a
children’s relief fund, to be placed at the
disposal’ of the child study committee of
the board of education.

This - action is expected to have far-
reaching effects. Among the 45,000 chil-
dren ‘who ‘attenid the public schools there
are many cases which need specia] at-
tention. Principals. and teachers, and
Supt.' Martindale, to whom everyone goes
with his, special problem for advice and
‘help, know this well,: and it was for the
purpose of aiding the work of the schools
that the child study committee was ap-

pointed. Now that the teachers have sig-
mﬁed their official intention of paying
special heed to the work ‘of the com-
‘mittee its members look for important
yesults,
| The child study committee waé ap
pointed 'in October, 1907, and has been at
work for a little over a year. It consists
,of Dr. Charles F. Kuhn, school inspector
'from the third ward, chairman; Miss Clara
‘Beverley, secretary; Miss Gertrude Van
Ade-tme, principal of the .school of the
deaf; Miss Regina R. Heller, supervisor
of- kmdemrtens, George E. Parker, su-

sor of night schools and playgrounds;
m Alice Metzner, in charge of a special
yoom at the Clinton school, and Supt.
{Martindale, ex-officio. The Totter is ad-

Another problem is to overcome the
objections of parents to medical treatment
of their children. The committee has is- |
sued a pamphlet to the teachers, instruct-
ing ‘them to look out for physical imper-
fections when a child appears dull.

At every point the opposition of par-
-ents is encountered. They maintain that
nothing is the matter with their children;
the simplest operation is looked on with
horror. If the phygician finds adenoids
and' removes them,, one of the most pal-
try' of surgical operations, the parents
watch for terrible rezults, and a sickness
of any kind is traced by them directly to
the doctor’s work. Hence it is that the
committee must work with rthe utmost
circumspection, and must conduct a cam-
paign of education, terribly slow and dis-
appointing in its resuits, before it can act
with any assurance,

When a child becomes extremely 1rnt-
able at 10 o’elock in the morning, the
teacher usually asks if he has had any
breakfast. Sometimes she |finds that he
has imbibed .a cup of’ coffee. Immediately
another problem confronts the child study
committee. Ought the schools to furnish
breakfasts to the children? If they do.
would it not tend to pauperism? The
committee has about decided that in cer-
tain localities food will have to be sup-
plied. Under present conditions many
teachers bring of their own accord and
at their own expense lunshes for some of
their charges, whose parents cannot afford
to give them a morning meal of any nu-
tritive value before sending them to
school. Tt is hard to believe ‘that such
conditions exist in Detroit; but the child
study committee has found them, and is
working out- a pla.n to overcome them.

What are called “special rooms” are to
be found in a number of schools. These
are for those children who cannof be
taught- in the ordinary way. Teachers
| with special aptitude deal with compar-
{ atively small numbers of these children,
but 'the number in each room is, of ne-
cessity, often larger than it should be.

these children can have any realization of
the tact, skill, sympathy and vital energy
the work demands. Ail these children
have been examined by physicians, who
| aid the teachers by suggesiions as to the
i manner- of dealing with them The pub-
li¢ canngt appreciate too highly the serv-
ices of these men, who count it a .priv-
ilege thus to assist in the work of helping
| the children.

There is one great difficulty in this
! phase of the committee work. Often the
special school is at some’ distance from
the pupil’'s home. The mother may be
ill or kept at home by a’ small baby. She
cannot take her defective child to the |
school and bring him home—and in many |
cases this must be done by some one, as |
the child is incapable of finding his own
way. The committee is working out a
plan of collection and delivery -of defect-
ive children as a solution of the difficulty.
