The reduction of the admission fee o
one and five cents for ladies and gentles
men respectively, had been fully justified
by the result.

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A Serious Defeat of the British,

A letter of 27th, January, from Cape
Town, Africa and despatch to the New

York Herald give some particulars of a |
| great defeat of British troops, the main

features of which are as follows :—

On the 21st inst. a British column,
consisting of a portion of the twenty-
fourth regiment, a battery of artillery
and 600 native auxiliaries, was utterly
annihilated near the Tngela River, the
dividing line between Natal and Katfir-
land, by 20,000 Zulus, who captured a
valuable convoy of 102 wagons, 1,000
oxen, two cannon, 400 shot and shell,
1,000 rifles, 250.000 rounds of amwmuni-
tion, 60,000 pounds weight of provi-
sions and the colors of the Twenty-
fourth regiment.

TERRIBLE LOSS OF OFFICERS.

Among the killed on the British side
are two majors, four captains, twelve
licutenants and the quartermaster of
the Twenty-fourth regiment ; two cap-
tains of the Royal artillery ; a colonel,
captain, four lieutenants and surgeon
major of engincers, besides twenty-one
other British ofticers commanding the
native levies.

HELD AT BAY.

Seven attacks subsequently made by
the Zalus have been repulsed, and the
colony i3 now somewhat recovering
from the utter consternation which ac
firat prevailed.

: NATAL IN DANGER.

Natal, however, is in great danger,
aund disturbances are feared in Pongo-
land.

RETREAT NECESSARY.

Lord Chelmsford, the commaunder of
the expedition, has been forced to retire
in consequence of the defeat. It is
estimated that 500 soldiers were killed,
besides the olficers enumerated above.

THE ZULU LOSSES.

It is estimated that 5,000 Zulus were

killed and wounded in the battle.
APPEALS FOR AID.

Gorvernor Sir Bartle Frere has sent
appeals to England and the Mauritius
for reinforcements. The mail steamer
for England was despatched a day earli-
er than usual, with a request for six
regimeuts of infantry and a brigade of
cavalry.

EFFECTS OF THE DISASTER.

This defeat, says the Herald, brings
a crisis in British affairs in South
Africa. It involved as a probable re-
sult, a costly and tedious war with the
majority of the other Cafire tribes,
which the Zulus will doubtless be able
to bring to their assistance. On the
12th of January, as already reported,
Colonel Glyn’s column had an engage-
ment with the Zulus, and the British
loss was set down as trifling. The con-
clusion of the cable despatch referred
to now becomes very significant :—
*“The Zuolus offer slight resistance,
withdrawing into the interior as the
wroops advance. Skirmishing, without
uoteworthy result, is reported from dif-
ferent pomts.” It would appear pro-
bable from this that the Zulu chieftain
pursued the tactics of inducing the
British to follow him until he had
separated the column under Colonel
Glyn; with which Lord Chelmsford
would appear to have been atthe time
of the disaster, from the main body.
Then, as indicated in the Standard des
patch of this merning, the howling
Zulus fell upon the camp and massacred
everybody. The scene of the defeat is
the village of Insandusana, on the
Tugela River, forming the norihern
boundaty line of Natal. - ‘The country
is wild and rugged and such as to mike
a bush warfare extremely tedions and
dangerous.

1THE ZULUS.

This is not the first appearance of the
Zulus as warriors. They are a branch
of the Cafire race and are said to have
come from the north and to have con-
quered their present territory abont the
beginning of the ceatury. Under a
chief nanied Chaka, they overran the
country as far as the southern border
of Natal. Chaka was suceeeded by his
h.li brother, D.ngan, aud the latter by
Panda, afull brother of Chaka. Under
these chiefs the Zulus (or Zooloos) had
a regular m.litary organization, their
forces being divided into bands of 1,000
men each, and cach band or regiment
being distinguished by different color-d
shields. It is authoritatively stated
that in 1840 they could put 40,000 war-
riors in the field. Their progress was
finally cRecked by that thrifty Dutch-
African Tace called the Boers ; but the
Zulus have grown in strength, and the
organization and traditions of Chaka
have been waintained. Of all the
Cagre tribes . the Zulus have been most
troublesome to the British in the pro-
secution of their schemes of conquest in
South Africa. Since acquiring the
Transvaal Republic, the Zulus have
manifested renewed hatred to the Brit-

Since then there have been several en-
counters aiter the same pattern, and
the Zulus have steadily retired before
the invaders, either through inability
to make head against them or to draw
the Dritish into the interior of the
country.

The Fisherios Question.

Reference is made in another column to
a letter published in the Sun contra-
dicting a portion of a letter of 6th inst
published in the Qlobe and dealing with
the smelt* and bass tisheries question.
Those who rcad what is written on all
sides must be convinced of what we have
always condemned, viz., the apathy of the
Department of Fisheries in not causing
thorough enquiry to be made with a view
of a hetter nuderstanding of the important
subject. Those who have opposed our
views now say there ought not to be any
smelt fishing allowed until 1st, January in
each year. That proposition scems reason-
able, although the date named is rather
late—say by a week or fortuight—in the
estimation of other very good authorities.
It scems, however, that all are agreed that
the date at which the fishing is now com-
menced is entirely too early. Our propo-
sition to prohibit bag-net fishing entirely
above Middle Island, and which is strong-
ly opposed by some of the Chatham fisher-
men, will, we believe, ultimately meet
with approval, because nearly all the des-
traction of young bass which took place
last season was above Middle Island. A
correspondent, however, who writes from
Hardwigck, ¥nder date of Monday last, and
who is regliable, says he saw over two
hundred s¢mall bass taken one night in
November in a bag-net. This catch was,
he says not inﬁe Miramichi. We pre-
sume it was in one of the small rivers
which empty into the lower part of the
Miramichi, aud we are not surprised at
the statement. It shows that November
is too early in the season fer smelt-fishing;
also that the waters frequented by young
bassought to be prohibited ground to smelt
fishermen.

ed efforts at regulation attempted by an

officer at St. John, whose blunders have |

herctofore been so froitful a source of dis-
satisfaction all round ?
the late Minister the faults of the system
were worked up to their worst effects and
we were often ealled upon to warn the
Department against the management which
was causing its condemnation in this lo-
cality. Our warnings were attributed to
political motives and the Department's at
tention was «flicially diverted from the
blundering and openly-practiced wrongs
which existed. Now, there is a change of
Government aud it can hardly be said that
we have political reasons for still asking
for official enquiry with a view of securing
a better set of regulations and an improv-
ed system of management. Unless such
enquiry is made and acted upon, we fear
some of our valuable fisheries will suffer
permanent damage from depletion.

Itis
his habit to first form opinions based on
speculation and then go about euquiring
for facts to fit his peculiar notions, and
woe betide the poor fisherman whe cannot
see his way clear to make his experimental
kuowledge tally with the Inspector’s
theories. Mr. Venning has announced
the annihilation of our smelt.fisheries and
it is, doubtless, a source of great aunoy-
ance and wonder to him that smelts have
been more plentiful than ever this season.

Mr. Venning says in his letter to the
Sun :

** Week hefore last a letter was sent to
*“Mr. Smith for publication in the Ad-

‘““of small bass was caught in bag-nets
*‘near John O’Bear’s in Bay du Vin, but

If the above statement were true I
would, certainly, deserve censure, as one
disposed to conceal facts which should be
made public, especially as I profess to
have no other purpose in view than the
cliciting of the truth in giving much of
my time as well as space in my paper to
the promotion of our fishery interests,
But I never before heard of the letter re-
ferred to, never refused to publishit. I
am not surprised at the Iuspector making
the statement, however, as such inven-
tions are not new tv him, for I have seen
him convicted of deliberately stating that,
be, himself, bad received certain letters
which the alleged writers have positively
denied having writven, and it is to his un-
fortunate aptitude for manufacturing evi-
dence to peove his assertious that much of
his present official cmbarrassment is due.

1 do not Ceny that I desite to see Mr.
Veunning removed from a position in which
he is enabled to annoy fishermen and lead
them to luok upon the Department as
something antagonistic to their interests.
I wish bim, however, no personal harm,
He has seen long service and when there
was not so much work required at his
hands, as-he ought now to perform, he did
well enough.  He ought to be superannu-
ated—not on account of extreme age, but
because his peculiar temperament has un-
fitted him for administrative service in
which he has to deal with an interest re-
quiring the possession of all a man’s facul-
ties, together witha patient and teachable
spirit.

WhenIformnlated charges
against the trnthfulness of his official re-
ports to the Department of Fisheries in
April, 1877, he used similar language in re-
ference to them. I was then not omly
charged with deliberate lying, but the
irate gentleman wanted to fight me to prove
that he was immaculate.

nothing could save him from exposure. —
That officer confirmed my statements and
in his report regretted the *‘incompetency”
or ‘ wilful misrepresentation” on the part
of Mr. Venning which rendered it neces-
sary for him, in the discharge of his duty,
to sustain my charges.

months ago ; didn’t tell Foster about the
blood. 1 did tell him about drunken man;
may have Leen ten months since I toid
Wilson; can’t tell if a hatchet was there,
or whetier a cask was against the door.

Harry was behind the bar when he
pointed with his finger down over the
counter, -and said blood was there in that
corner,

1 wili swear T can point where the blood
was; I swear within two feet of the door ;
it would be over three feet, can’t tell how
far it was from the outside door; where
the spot was might be eighteen inches o1
two feet, the other spot would be about
a foot or a foot and a half, from the angl
of the corner; I saw no bleod on the floor.

During the whole of his ¢ xamination the
witness appeared to be niore or less con-
fused and on several occasions appealed to
the .court for protection.

““Informer” sgain to the Front.
Gloucester, Feb., 17, 1879.

Mgr. EpIToR :—1 am pleased to know
that my letter of last week regarding the
very unsatisfactery state of affairs in con-
nection with the administration of the
Tracadie ILazaretto hag already had some
good effect, and I hope this may be an
opening for still more desirable improve-
ments. I awm told that on the very day
your paper reached that locality, Messrs,
John Young, W. Afcher, J. Savoy, F
Savoy, and Oliver Hobichaud had aa in-
formal meeting at the keeper’s house and
dismissed the keeper, whom they them-
selves had appointed only afew months
ago. Here Imay ask, how can these
gentlemen take on themselves to dismiss
the keeper, appoint another in his place
pro tem, without éven notifying three
uther members much longer in office than
the large number of these are, and living
almost next door to them? Dut they are
the ruling majority ever ready and dispos-
ed to vote themselves innocent. The peo-
ple of this Province have been gulled quite
long enough in that way and I hope they
will stand it no longer.

Perhaps they expect to prove their in-
nocence of the charges brought before the
public against them by pretending to
throw all the blame on the keeper whom
they now dismiss and use as their scrape-
goat. Let them not imagine that he goes
this time loaded with the sins of kis peopl,
(otherwise they should be tried for cruelty
o animals).

This changing of the keeper which has
taken place five times since 1874, (always
with a view to economy), is all a sham
and not at all calcnlated to stop the abuse
referred to in dry-tast letter. No matter
who the keeper may be, he is after all but
the servant of that unscrupulons majority
and if they chose to send in daily the car-
case of a hippopotamus he would have to
receive it.

Iam prepared toshow that when the
Board was composed o'six Commissioners’
with twenty four patients in hospital, the
expenditure was much less than later when
the number of Commissioners was rai ed to
ter,with only twelve patients in hospital.

Mr. Ebprror :—Seeing through your
journal some remarks in reference to the
Marine Hospital, which are false and
not consistent with ccmmon sense or rea-
son, aud, no doubt, got up for party pur-
poses, 1 pass these over as unworthy of
remark, but will say a few words respect-
ing the statements made by you 1elative
to the treatment of the patients in the
Hospital, which you, in yeur ignoraunce,
have been pleased to make, I will first
take McReady, or the Forecastle Lawyer,
which you have been pleased to designate
him. He was admitted into the Hospital,
beiug seut from the Jail in Newcastle. He
was conlined to bed for two weeks with
Bronchutic irritation/0f the left lung. Be-
ng blistered and gtherwise treated he has
recovered and is now/ couvalescent. This
1s the paticut that received wiue supplied
by a lady, which the patient watered to
taste. fsias Ketola was admitted into the
Hospital with comminuted fracture of the
left jeg.  So bad was the fracture that 1t
was doubtful as to saving the leg. The
patient earnestly entreated to save his leg.
Atter much trouble and care his limb has
been saved, but it required a long time to
become strong so that he might be able to
do a seaman’s duty. Hence the necessity
of hiz detention in the Hospital, Heury
Koops, a seaman sent from Jail, was ad-
mitted into the Hospital with a severe
cold and debility, and after a few weeks
he was restored to his wonted healtHilind
discharged. Thos Roach, admitted Silkto
the Hospital last May, labouring under
Rheumatism and discase of the heart. As
the disease was Chrouic, he required to be
detained for some time in the Hospital in
order to mitigate his sufferings aud reuder
him in sume degree fit to resume his duties.
although he will never enjoy perfect
health. He bas also been discharged, and
a8 I do nothing without the advice and
authority of the Government when the
seamen are to be sent to any other port,
especially they are deticient ot clopi g
which they often are.

Husbanding his summer
earnings, Mr. Fitzpatrick laid in s suffi-
cient supply of provisions last fall to car-
ry himself and family through the winter.
Now all are gone,and the family homeless
and naked. This case requires something
more earnest and enduring than the mere
expression of such sympathetic conven-
tionalities as,—*‘tis too bad;"—* I am
sorry for him,” or, “he isa young man
and will soon brush over it.” With this
end in view,the kind neighbors,—having
supplied the more immediate wants of the
family—will appeal to the generosity of
the people of Chatham, in their behalf.”
