Robloson Crusoe's Inland.

It is not generally known that Juan
Fexnandez—the island on which Alex
ander Selkirk, the Robinson Crusoe of
romance lived for so many years—is at

the present time inhabited. Two val
leys, winding down from diflerent
directions, join a shortc distance
back from the shore, and here now

stands a little vl]lﬂ“- of small huts
scattered round a loog, low, one-storied
building, with & veranda running its
whole length. In this house lives the
man who rents the island from the
Chilian Government, and the village is
made up of a few German and Chilian
families.

The tiny town is called San Juan
Bautists, and the crater-like arm of the
sea on which it is sitbated, and wherc
Alexander Belkirk first landed, is now
called Cumberland Bay. The island is
rented for about £200 a year. The rent
is partly paid in dried fish. Catching
and drying the many varities of fish,and
raising eattle and vegetables, wholly o
cupy the contented settlers, and much
of their little income is obtained, from
the cattle and vegetablcs rold to pass
ing vessels. The cattle need no care
and the vegetables almost grow wil!
urnips and radishes, first shown here
by Selkirk bimself; now grow rank and
wild in the valleys like weeds. There
is also & race of wild dogs, which com
pletely overrun the island, depending
tor existence mainly upon seals. Toey
are the descendants of a breed ¢f dogs
left by the Bpaniards

At the back of the little town, in the
first high clitl, is & row of caves of re
markable appearance hewn into the
sandstone. An unusual path leads to
them, and & short climb brings one tc
their dark mouths. About forty years
sgo the Chilian government thought
that & good way to be rid of its worst

criminals would be to. transport them (o |

the Island of Juan Fernandez, Here

under the direction of Chilian soldiers
these poor wretches were made to dig
caves to live in. In 1854 they were
taken back aguin, however, and the
caves have since been elowly crumb-
ling away.

The narrow ridge wh Sclkirk
watched is now called * Saddle,”
because at either end of it-a big rocky
hummock rises like a pommel. On one
of these is now a large tablet with in-
scriptions commemorating Alexander
Selkirk’s long and lonely stay on the
island. It was placed there in 1868 by
the officers of the Britishship “Topaz
A small excursion steamer now runs
from Valparaiso to Juan Fernandez
Island.

make it truly free. I believe that Ican
see signs that that day is at hand, other
than this straw which shows in the
magazines. I beélieve that to-day it
would be impossible for such & man as
Ingersoll to rise to notoriety, much
less to fame. I believe that the reason
why 8ir Edwin Arnold, who is undoubt-
edly the greatest living English poet,
is not poet laureate to-day is that he is
so manifestly a pagan, and therefore
80 entirely out of sympathy with the
spirit of his age

wiAnd now, “hark in your ear,”’” Chris
tian minister, you must help to win the
seoular press for Christ. Work for the
conversion of the editor? Yes, get
into sympathy with the editor of your
county and town paper. Help him

get him to help you. He can, if he
will, give you a congregation five times
as large a8 your best. I know an edi-
tor who went to the ministers in his
town and asked them to give him the
manuscripts of their sermons in rota-
tion. They refused. They mads =
great mistake thereby and closed a
door of influence against themselves.
