Heike
is the highest official of the company
upon which blame has been fixed and
he now faces a possible sentence of
twer years in the federal prisom and
a fine of §10,000. He is 65 years of age
and broken in health and spirit, His
counsel in summing up declared re-
peatedly that a prisen term meant no-
thing less than death.

Gerbracht can be sentenced to 12
Yyears in prison, with a maximum fine
of §40,000. kike Helke he is past mid-
dle nge, being 63 years old.

Ottawa, Ont, June 10.—Announce-
ment was made today in an extra of
the Canada Gazette of the full details
of the trade arrangements concluded
by the Canadian government with Bel-
glum, Italy, and The Netherlands.
Canada extends to Belgium and The
Netherlands its intermediate tariff on
the articles set forth in the Franco-
Canadian convention., To extend to
these countries the full concessions
over and above the intermediate tar-
iff would necessitate special legisla-
tion and treaty negotiation apart from
the powers conferred upon the BOV-
ernor-in-council by the customs act,
The principal feature of the arrange-
ment announced is the agreement
with Italy, negotiated by Chevalier
Scelsi, Royal Consul General, and Mr,
Fielding. It is a temporary agree-
ment looking to a more definite treaty.
Italy has two tariffs, the general
and the conventional, and it is to the
latter that certain Canadian products
are to be admitted. The principal of
these are timber and lumber, wood
pulp, paper of various kinds, furniture,
boots and shees, tools and implements
of iron and steel and sewing machines.
The leading Italian commodities to
be given the benefit of the Canadian
Intermediate tarif are macaroni and
vermicelli, canned vegetables, lime
juice and fruit syrups, wines of dif-
ferent qualities, castile 80ap, women's
and children's dress goods, velvets
and velveteens, plush and silk fabrics,
and ribbons of all kinds.,

Direct Shipment.

Bach arrangement has a direct ship-
ment séipulation. To get the reduced
rates, goods must be shipped direct

L{rom the country of origin or from a

British country to a Canadian ocean
or river port.

Intenmeédiate Rates.

Mr. Flelding issueq the following
statement: “The tariff concessions
granted to the several countries con-
cerned, are not new in principle.
They are all within the provisions
of the customs tariff act of 1907.
That act contains what is called the
intermediate tariff, that is, tariff
rateg standing between the British
preferential rates and the general
tariff rates, It was announced at the
time of the passing of the act that
this intermediate tariff was to be the
basis of negotiations with foreign
countries and that such tariff rates In
whole or in part would be granted to
countries having satisfactory trade re.
lations with the Dominion. The Brit-
ish preférential rates remain as fixed

in 1907, The intermediate tariff rates
have not been extended in full to
any country, Portions of them were
extended to France a few weeks ago,
under the provisiong of the Franco-
Canadian treaty, and incidentally by
virtue ot the old favored nation trea-
tles the benefits were extended to se-
veral other countries, In the present
arrangements no new tariff rates are
established but the existing intermedi-
ate rates so far as they appear in
the French treaty, are granted to Bel-
glum, to the Netherlands, and to a
limited extent to Italy. Belglum is a
low tariff country which has dealt
very fairly with Canada, and there-
fore it has been decided to extend to
Belgium so far as the tariff act will
permit, the rates already granted to
France. There is a special schedule in
the French treaty with lower rates
than those of the intermediate tarifr,
which could only be granted by speci-
al legislation. Consequently, that sche-
dule is not extended to Belgium, Bel-
glan products therein enumerated will
come under the intermediate rates.
Belgium, however, I8 not particularly
interested in the articles in that sche
dule.

In reply to inquiries as to negotia-
tions with the United States, Mr.
Flelding stated that no immediate ac-
tion would be taken. The negotia-
tions were only fstponed for a short
time owing to the engagements of
Canadian ministers In other affairs.

State and to finance the farmers in
the period In which the farms are
being brought to a state of fertility
under modern methods of agriculture
are now under way., The syndicate’s
aim is to new and intensive
farming and to prevent the buylng
up of cheap land for game preserves.
The plan represents the ideas of.
President Willlam C.
Ney York Central.

It is proposed to effect an arrange:
ment with ‘several banks, through
which money will be advanced to the
farmers who undertake to build up
the run-down farms. These advihces
will be underwritten by the syndicate
and will be repaid by the farmers
when their farms have been put on
a money-making basis.

“It is a novel, though practical,
way of encouraging modern farming
in New York State,” says President
Brown, “and one which will go fur-
ther toward increasing the production
of farm products here than anything
else which has been suggested 11
many years.”

The subjoct of increasing the fer
tility of farming land and improving
present farming methods lies very
near to the heart of Mr. Brown, net
only because of additional revenue
which will accrue to th New York
Central with the increase in produc-
tion on the farms, but because of his
personal interest in farming.

160,000 Acres Available,

This new plan is the result of a
close study of.the conditions in New
York State. It is the aim of Mr.
Bro‘xn and his associates to bring
abod? the purchase of 160,000 acres
of unproductive land which can be
bought at prices ranging from $13 to
$50 an acre sellit to intelligent farm-
ers at the same price paid by the
syndicate, and exact a written con-
tract or pledge that the farm must
be operated as a farm and nothing
else; that it can never be sold as a
game preserve, or for any purpose
other than a farm.

In explaining the plan yesterday,
Mr. Brown said that while the details
have not been entirely worked out
nor the syndicate organized, there was
small doubt that such an organization
would be effected soon. Mr. Brown
sald that he preferred not to be ex-
ploited in any way in the project, as
it would not be a New York Central
affair, but a move on the part of per-
sons keenly interested in advancing
the Interests of the farmer and afford-
ing relief to them.

Land Merely Needs Refertilizing,

“The only trouble with a large part
of the land in this state is that it
has become run-down, he said. This
has been due to the constant planting
of only ome or two crops, It has re-
sulted, of course, each year in a small.
er yleld per acre until the land has
got into such condition that it ylelds
very small returns. But this con-
dition can be easily remedied. The
main elements of the soil necessary
for good crops are nitrogen, phos-
phoric acid, and potash, and these ele-
ments can be quickly restored to the
soil by the liberal use of fertilizers,
both natural and artificial, the sowing
of legumes, such as clover, cow peas,
and other things and by the proper
rotation of crops.

“In Towa, Kansas, Missouri and the
Middle West, which ‘Is more than
1,200 miles from the eastern market,
land is now selling for from $100 to
$160 an acre, while farms in New
York state, practically at the very
door of the greatest market in the
world, can be bought for $13 to $50
an acre, which in many cases barely
represents the cost of reproducing the
buildings alone.

“Let us take one instance where
results from improved methods of
farming were shown. On a farm near
Salisbury, N, Y., under the old meth-
od, a thirty acre field preduced less
than 20 bushel of oats an acre, a five-
acre field of potatoes produced less
than 50 bushels an acre, and a five
acre field-of yellow. corn failed to ma-
ture any crop whatever,

“The following year the farmer ap-
plied a liberal quantity of manure om
this land. He also applied nitrate of
sode and other fertilizers, The fol-
lowing results were obtained: Oats,
56 bushels an acre; potatoes, 200
bushels; corn, 46 bushels; sugar
beets, 650 tons to the acre, and hay, 3
tons to the acre,

“On another farm near Oneida last
year the following average results per
acre were obtained through careful
attention to the needs of the soll:
Three tons of clover and timothy hay,
35 bushels of wheat, with 1% tons of
wheat straw; 21 bushels of rye, with
1% tons of rye straw; $110 worth of
string beans, $60 worth of beets, $60
worth of lima beans, $60 worth of
peas, $40 worth of sweet corn, be-
sides $42 worth of squash, - The aver-
age gross value of all crops raised
on this farm was $70 an acre. It only
shows what intelligent attention to
the needs of the soil cam accomp-
lish.”

TRAINING TEACHERS FOR THE WEST.

It is announced that the provincial Normal School
has this year graduated the largest class in its history.
This is gratifying and would be still more so if it
were certain that teachers of the first class so trained
would be available to fill the gaps in the ranks in this
province. A company of young men are in this gradua-
ting class, and male teachers are too scarce in New
Brunswick.

But unless The Standard is greatly mistaken a
large part of this graduating class, and especially of
the male portion, will not even begin to teach in New
Brunswick. Some will be off to the west at once
with their certificates showing competency. Some will
teach a year, or half a year, and then pay their passage
to the west with the proceeds of this service, g

public for the purpose of training New Brunswick teach-
ers. Students do not pay for tuition. On the con-
trary some public contribution is made toward their
expenses.

SPLIT LOG DRAS
DOES G000 WORK

Simple Device for Roadmaking
Adopted as a State Work
and its Use Resuits in Great
Improvement.

The split-log drag is a device which
during the past few years has grown
rapidly in popular faver as an imme-
diate maker of good roads and at a
ridiculously low expense.

Over 10,000 farmers in Missouri are
keeping in excellent repair with the
split-log drag the ordinary country
dirt roads leading from their front
gate to their neighbor's front gate,
toward town. Fifteen thousand are
working on the roads of Illinois.
The Department of Highways of the
State of Illinois has officlally adopted
this system of maintaining its roads
throughout the entire state. The state
of Ohio has taken up this method of
road making, and foremost among
automobile clubs of the nation to be-
come enthusiastic advocates of this
method of getting good roads now,
today, cheap, stand several clubs in
Pennsylvania. Among them are the
Lancaster, Harrisburg, Pittsburg and
Williamsport Good Roads Association,

The split-log drag is made from an
ordinary log, eight or ten inches in
diameter and from seven to nine feet
long. The log is split in half and the
halves are spiked thirty inches apart,
the split sides to the front. A team
of horses is hitched to the drag by
‘means of a chain, and the latter is
dragged along the road.at an angle of
45 degrees, moving the dirt to the
middie of the road.

This dragging process is done after
each rain. The farmer stands on the
drag, and the moist earth, as it is
moved to the centre of the rosd, fills
the ruts, smoothes out the uneven

and causes all inequalities to
disappear.  About ome hour is re-
quired for the farmer to drag a mile
of road after each rain.

' OF VIEW

The Atlantic Fisheries,
At The Hague this month the inter-
national arbitration court will pass on
the long pending fisheriegs controver-
s8y. No doubt its decision will be de-
termined on legal grounds, but it is
to b& hoped that the Canadian repre-
sentation will attempt to secure a
decision in the interests of Canadian
fishermen-—something that in previous
negotiations has usually been regarded
as a matter of no great importance,
At present the modus vivendi be-
tween Canada and the United States
respecting the Atlantic fisheries has
no ralson d'etre, and is ag unsatis-
factory to the fishermen of Nova Sco-
ta as to the fishermen of New Eng-
land.
A generation or so ago when Nova
Scotia prosecuted the Grand banks
fisheries, and had a large number of
100 ton schooners employed in the
fisheries, there was some reason -for
the regulation prohibiting American
vessels purhcasing bait on our shores,
Our own vessels needed the bait and
the owners of such vessels deserved
some consideration. They not only
built and operated fishing vessels,
but owned numerous small-brigantines
which were used to carry fish to the
West Indian and other markets., In
every port there were scores of such
men whose ‘enterprise gave employ-
ment to thousands of fishermen and
sailors, ‘
But in the last two decades the
methols of prosecuting the fisheries
have changed. Outside of Lunenburg
few Nova Scotia ports now fit out
vessels for the Great banks. The fish
merchants of Halifax and other places
OWn no vessels; they are simply com-
mission men, or traders, buying figh,
very ‘often in St. Piegre, and selling
them in competition with Canadian
fish. Shore fishing is the rule. All
along the coast the fishermen have
bullt or purchased sail boats or £as0-
lene launches and fish on the inshore
banks. Instead of going to the banks
dfor four or five months, they now
seldom pass a night away from home.
And th dition in other re-
speets -have -imbroved. Owing to bet-
ter transportation facilities they are
able to ship their catches to thq
markets frequently and in small lots,
and have ag a consequence e ped
the patriarchal bondage of the loca
merchants and the evils of the truck
system. Nova Scotia's fish catch has
not increased in value since the ab-
rogation of the Washington treaty,
but the fishermen receive a much larg-
er proportion of the proceeds.
Canada is not now very much inter-
ested in securing market concessions
from the United States. Similarly the

curing fishing privileges in the terri-
torial waters of Canada—not on the
Atlantic coast at apy rate. On the Pac-
ific coast Canada has rather valuable
fishing privileges which up to the year
the American fishermen were allowed
access to without any restrictions,
but it is not likely that the Ottawa
government will follow the old pol-
fcy and agaffh attempt to use the fish-
eries question as a’lever for securing
trade concessions from the states.
There Is in the Maritime Provinces
and especially in Nova Scotla whose
lobster fisheries are now more val-
uable than her cod fisheries and a
great deal more profitable to ‘the
men engaged in them, a healthy fear
that any unfriendly act on the part
of Canada may lead the United States
to close its free market for lobsters—
a measure which would seriously crip-
ple many parts of fNo'g Scotia as well
as of the other provinces.

The Fishermens' Union of. Nova
Scotia claim that Canada should abol-
Ish the modus vivendi respecting the
Atlantic fisheries without asking any-
thing from the states. If the license
system were abolished, they say, Am-
erican vessels would flock to Nova
Scotia ports to buy bait, ice, and oth-
er supplies, and many of them wounld
land their fares on the south shore,
to be shipped to Boston by rail and
steam-—a course which would put
thousands of dollars into the pockets
of merchants, ice dealers, fishermen
and transportation companies,

At present the license system oper-
ates as export duty on ice, bait, fish,
ete. and to a great exteat prevents

vesse would be glad
their doors.

Of course, owing to the decline of
the American fishing fleet, Nova Sco-
tia ‘would not today find the business
of supplying America s
bait so lucrative as it
when the Washingto
force. But it would mean g

Pleasant View.

These are
windows in the two drawing-rooms
of the Deanery, which thus have a
very pleasant aspect over the wide
space wherein the grass grows so
green in summer, and on which the
younger Westminster boys of the

These drawing-
rooms are extremely prettily furnished
and most homelike today, for several
recent improvements, such as new
roofs and windows, have made them
appear much more modern than most
other parts of the Deanery,

Phenix, Ariz., June 10.—Uncle Sam’s

FIGHTING COSTLY FOREST FIRES

“If you prevent ‘'em, they ain’t
fires,” answered the Fire Warden,
with the homely wit of the Adiron-
dack section,

And that leaves “fighting” as the
one thing to do with a forest fire.

It goes without saying that the
smaller the fire the easler its extinc-
tion, and the time when the fire is
smallest is at its beginning. Recog-
nizing the supreme importance of this
fact the forest patrol has been estab-
lished, not only by the Government

{for the National forests, but by sev-

eral of the States, and by private con-
cerns within the States,

In Oregon, Washington and Idaho
large tracts have beén placed under
organized protection by an association
of timber land owners, each member
of which pays pro rata toward the
cost. The annual average expense
has been 4 cents per acre, and this
included patrolling, eclearing out old
trails, making new trails, and actually
fighting fires. The cost of the last
item was only about 10 per cent. of
the whole, or less than one-half cent
per acre,

In Southern California, where the
forest cover of the mountains is of
incalculable value in conserving the
water to be used for irrigation, busi-
uess men and bankers combined with
the fruit growers, who were directly
interested, and contributed a large
sum of money, which they offered to
the Forest Service on condition that
the Government give an equal sum,
the whole to be spent by the Forest
Service for fire protection work on the
San Bernardino National Forest re-
serve. The offer was promptly accep-
ted, and a plan was adopted dividing
the forest region into sections, which
were separated by fire breaks, or
lanes, from forty-five to eighty feet
in width:

From these lanes the brush and

and shoulders, and- somewhat curly
hair, now turning gréy here and there
with kind blue eyes that flash on you
occassionally a glance . that goes
through you; with spare frame, and a
smile generaly overspreading the
pleasant face; with soft but rich voice;

The result has been thaf since the
beginning of the work in 1906 not a
single fire of any magnitude has de-
stroyed either timber of brush, or,
what is perhaps more important, the
spongy forest soil which is depended
upon to hold back the water for a
longer period of use.

The Summer force of forest super-
visors and forest rangers who have
charge of the National forest reserves
numbers some 1,400 men, about 400 of
whom constitute the active fire patrol
with no other duties, although every
man on the force is on watch as he
has opportunity. This fire patrol is
much too small, for the total forest
area of 172,000,000 acres gives each
man 430,000 acres, or about 670 square
miles to watch. In Germany each
forester has but two square miles to
patrol.

The scanty sorvice in this country
is supplemented to some extent by
the local cattlemen, who are permitted
to graze their cattle within the borders
of the forests, and by the lumbermen,
to whom the mature lumber is sold.
The permits issued in both cases car-
ry a stipulated obligation to watch
for and extinguish forest fires,

In 1907 over 1,100 fires were extin-
guished in the National forests, at a
total cost of only $9,000.

Besides the comstruction of roads
and trails to provide means for rapid
travel between the several parts of
the forest, so that large forces of men
may be quickly massed if needed to
fight a fire, the ranger stations have
been connected with the district
head ters, with th ds of miles
of telephone lines, in order that fires
may be reported without delay.

Many of the States have enacted
special laws relative to fires in the
Sfate forests and in private forest
lands within the State. In general
they may be sumai as providing
State officials under the title of Forest
Warden or Fire Warden, who are
charged with the duty of preventing
and fighting fires.

On the contrary she has done noth-
ing of the sort. She has, indeed,
rendéred humanity a service in squash
ing the little flutterer, because by
that one slap she 'has killed in the
root a very large family tree.

But the little moth that fluttered
blindly into the light had no such vo-
raclous designs as the careful house-
wife attributed to it. Science has
demonstrated that the moth hasn't
any eating apparatus in working order
by a series of careful experiments,

In the first place, science captured
a hungry-looking - female moth and
put her in a giass tank. Then she was
offered various victuals supposed to
be toothsome to moths,

First she was offered an ordinary
squirrel tippet. She lit on it for a
moment, but absolutely refused to
eat. Then silence handed her a very
valuable sable muff. She disdained it

as a last resort a $1000 swalskin
sacque was served up. Nothing do-
ing.

“There,” sald science, “if that
doesn’t get her, nothing will.”

save them if the mothet moth has al-
ready laid her eggs. It is the same
with tar paper or fumigants of any
sort.

One can kill moth worms (larvae)
in a garment by thoroughly saturat-
ing the garment with gasoline and
touching a lighted match to it. Or
you can vary the process by soaking
the garment in sulphuric acid. But in
either case the garment is totally de-
stroyed by the time the larvae are dead
and you might just as well let the
larvae go ahead and have their own
way about it,

In fact, there is nothing you can

“put on” to kill moths that won't
ruin - the. garment, except elbow
grease,

By beating and shaking and brush-
ing all the eggs and larvae from a
garment and exposing it to the air and
sunlight for a while, and then sealing
it up in a tight box, you will' Kkeep
moths from it, though even then it is
a good plan to examine the garment
about once a month during the sum-
mer.

Moths are a very old institution.
The ancients knew moths. The Bible
speaks about laying up treasure on
earth “where moth and rust doth cor-
rupt.”

anything to eat better than a loin skin
cloth,

In fact, the government bug sharps
figure moths came into existence
about the time man had evolved far
enough to wear clothes at all. The
first white man to come to America
brought moths with them. The abor-
iginal Indians were not troubled by
the pest,

There are three sorts of moths, each
sort hungry all the time, because
each, during larvahood, has to eat
enough to last him during his flying
life. The common northern moth is
known as the case-making moth. The
south is infested with the webbing
moth, which spins a cobwebby path
wherever it goes. The webbing moth
is fairly abundant in the north, too.

The European moth is known as
the tapestry moth, and specimens are
rare in this country. It is much larger
than either of the other two and effects
carpets, horse blankets anfl tapestries
rather than thinner fabrics,

No matter how hot the weather is
the larvae of the case-making moth
are always dressed in warm coats
made of their own silk with little bits
of wool they take from the garments
they infest worked in. As the worms
grow ;to manhood and womanhood
their clothes become too small for
them. But instead of making new
clothes they simply slit their garment
down in front (not in back as is the
human female custom) and insert a
gore,

By transferring growing young
moths from garment to garment of
various hues the bug sharps at the
department of agriculture have work-
ed out some very fetching effects in
moth gowns,

Many housewives think because
garments are brushed free from
moths and locked tight in a trunk
they are safe. Nothing is further from
the truth. In such a case the mother
moth, smelling the wool or fur inside
the trunk, lays her eggs in the crack
underneath the trunk lid. When the
eggs are hatched sthe worms are so
small the crack to them looks as big
as a door, and they simply walk in
and take possession of the pantry.

Dr. L. O. Howard, chief of the U, 8.
government bureau of entomology,
makes mothproof storage boxes by
taking tailors’ boxes, putting well

sealing down the covers by gumming
strins of paper around the cover
crack,

But cold storage s the only safs
way. And the bug sharps have dig-
covered an interesting thing in this
connection. /The moths, they have
found, thrive well in a temperature
of 40 degrees, and can live in a tem-
perature as low as 18. But if the
temperature is dropped to 18, raised
to 40, dropped to 18 again and then
raised, every moth egg and larva is

killed.

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UCKY ENGLISH AVIATOR FLEW
T0 COURT IN HIS AEORPLANE

London, June 10.~This picture
shows Graham White, the plucky
English aviator who made two bril-
liant but unsuccessful efforts to fly
from London to Manchester, as he
sat in his machine just before start-
ing on the second attempt, when he
raced with Louis Paulham and was

the magistrates who were to try his
case. Leaving Brooklands at 630 a.
m,, Mr. White made a good flight of
about five miles at an altitude which
often reached 200 feet. He passed
over Woking very little above the
housetops, and his appearance natur-
ally caused much excitement among

‘defeated. White's efforts were more
spectacular, because he is a novice in
the flying game, but his two cross
country flights have put him at the
head of English aviators.

The other morning Mr. White was
responsible for a further important,
if not technical, deveolpment of the
aeroplane by introducing humor of no
mean character into a flight. He was
to appear at Woking to answer for a
transgression of the motoring laws,
and, finding -himself close by . at
Brooklauds, he evolved the idea of
demonstrating his complete independ-
ence of speed restrictions by flying to
the court house, five miles distant.
The aviator even finished the joke to
the extent of effecting a graceful
descent in a field belonging to one of

the early risers. The police, in their
evidence, estimated the speed of the
car at 40 miles an-hour. Mr, White,
who pleaded gullty, said he had an
important engagement at Brooklands
to take up a member of the House
of Lords in his aeroplane, and he had
been delayed in London by the queue
waiting to enter Westminster Hall.
He denied, however, that he was go
ing at forty miles an hour. There
were nine previous convictions for
various offences against the Motor
Act, chiefly of a technical charact
against Mr. White, who was fined

In the evening the aero-
planist returned to the aviation
ground by the same means. He left
Westfield in his aeroplane at 7.35 and
reached Brooklands in five minutes
without mishap of any kind.

BRITISH NAVY
SEERSTREASUAE

London, June 10.—An incident at
Whale Island, the Naval Gunnery
Scheool at Portsmouth, has led the
naval and police authorities to carry
out a treasure hunt on the shores of
the island in the hope of discovering
$10,000 in gold stolen from the cruiser
Indomitable,

A day or two ago a bluejacket on
sentry duty was astonished to see a
civilian digging on the slopes in front
of the batteries where the men are
trained in the use of naval guns and
appliances. Asked what he was do-
ing, the man replied “digging for
worms,” and quickly walked away.
The mattér was reported to the officer
of the watch, and a number of persong
who saw the man identified him as
one of theé prisoners convicted at the
trial which was the sequel to extensive
thefts on board the Indomitable when
lying at Sheerness in February of last
vear. Three of the four prisoners are
at liberty, having served their terms
of imprisonment.

The' incident and the circumstances
of the identification were reported te
the naval authorities and the police
who had charge of the case in con-
junction with Scotland Yard. A sys-
tematic search of the slopes was at
once organized and digging operations
carrier out. So far, though a consid-
erable space mear the spot where the
man was using a spade has been dug
over, no discovery has been made, but
the search is being continued.

arrested In 1863, the year of the ast
Polish insurrenction, for an attempt
on the life of the Russian General,
Count Berg, and had been deported to
Siberia. Three years later the then
Prince of Waies ted Russia on the
occasion of the wedding of the heir
to the throne (subsequently Csar
Alexander II1.) with Princess Dagmar
(the présent Dowager Empress), and
was met at the station in 8t. Peters-
burg by the Czar (Alaxander I1.) him-
self.  While proceeding to the Win-
ter Palace the Czar expressed his
great regret at the loss of one of the
horses which he had been intending
to present to his guest. “I wish,” he
added, “I could do something for you
by way of compensation.” Thereup-
on, without hesitation, the Prince of
Waleg said: “I ask you to pardon
Count Zamoysky.” Immediately on
arriving at the Palace the Czar tele-
graphed to the governor of Eastern
Siberia to send the deportee to War-
saw. The latter arrived in his native
city on Christmas Eve, and only then
was informed that he was free. Count
Jan Zamoysky adds that he heard this
story fro mthe lips of Princess Chris-
tian, and that the King, who was pres.
ent, added (in French), “When [ got
your cousin back from Siberia I told
them all in St, Petersburg that they
had no sense.”

Wwas virtually an accomplice of the
Fenians is now so well recognized that
it is bhardly necessary to emphasize
the fact. President Johnson re-
frained from publishing the proclama-
tion ' forbidding a breach of the neu-
trality laws for five days after the
raid had been made. Secretary
Seward sold the Fenians United States
Government arms and amunition.
He also, after the invadors had been
repulsed, and some of them captured,
wrote to the British Government urg-
ing clemency, and even went so far as
to hint that if the prisoners were hang~
ed, as they should have been, the
United St Government would probe
ably take aliatory action. One does
not like to think that it .was
result of this note that the seve
punishment any captive Fenian rec
ed for his share in the invasion was
four years’ imprisonment. The Irish
vote was more of a terror to United
States politicians in those days than it
Is now, and British popularity was at
a very low ebb on account of the feels
i‘ngvpru\'uked by the Alabama’s depre-
dations.
The Gallant Volunteers.

That feature which the mind loves
best to dwell upon was the spirit and
gallantry of the Canadians themselves
After the battle of Ridgeway Gen.,
O'Neill refused for a while to believe
that it was with Canadian volunteers
he had been engaged.

Rev, Dr, C. W. Gordon (Ralph Con-
nor) known to the reading public
through the medium of his books, ar-
rived in the city yesterday: from Hali-
fax where he attended the sessions
of the general assembly. To a Stand-
ard man last evening, he talked in-
terestingly of the great west land
and the problems which must be met
in the development of the young na-
tion. The problems of the west, he
pointed out, were largely the problems
of the church as the demand for min-
isters who “can build . the country
right” was never so great,

The most reasonable solution of
the problem and the one that he
thought must be adopted, was the
taking of young men from other pro-
fessions, giving them a short course
in English, rhetoric and the English
Bible, with attention to economics
and the science of preaching and put-
ting them in the ministry.

“In all the eastern cities,” said Dr.
Gordon, ‘“there are many young men
well educated and qualified with a lit-
tle training to go into the west land
and do great work for the country,
for ;with the constant influx of new
people it i a problem to hold the
country true.,”

Dr. Gordon here remarked upon the
great immigration from the United
States into the west, and said that
while the Americans made excellent
gettlers they did not average up to
the standard of Canadiang in moral
life. The Sabbath meant less to them,
and although there were very many
fine Christian men among them, there
was still a need there.

Real Estate in Winnipeg.

Referring to the material progress
of the west and particularly of Win-
nipeg where his church and home are
located, Dr. Gordon mentioned the
wonderful growth in the value of real
estate. The lot on which his church
stands, he said, was purchased six
years ago for $20 per foot, and is now
worth $850 per fobt. “When it reaches
Sl.ltljoo." he added naively, “we may
sell.”

Clause in Constitution Adopted
by Building Trades Council
Last Evening--Other Trades
to be Organized.

A meeting of the Building Trades’
Council was held in the Painters’ and
Decorators’ Hall on Charlotte street
last evening, at which the report of
the sub-committee appointed to draw
up a constitution and by-laws was re-
celved and adopted.
