The terrible thing comes to ue with 
force when we stop to consider that 
those who are suffering are not the 
men who fought these battles for us 
but the loved ones—the wives and chil­
dren of these soldiers. It is a soldier’s 
fortune to suffer but the lot of little 
children should be happiness. What' 
have these little children to look for­
ward to from day to day but hunger 
and pain—the innocent victims of a 
heartless conqueror.

These little nota, many of them 
fainting from lack of nourishment, 
stand full days In tine waiting for the 
food that Canada sends. What will 
our answer to them be if the food is 
not there? There are hundreds of 
ithousand's of these tittle ones, just as 
dear to their fainting fathers as our 
children are to us, and Canada must 
feed them. Three slices of bread a 
day and a pint of soup—that is what 
they are getting. Would we feed our 
children thus?

The Belgian Relief Committee is 
endeavoring to feed them better. The 
committee is doing Its work without 
recompense and asking those who can 
not fight to pay. Will you send your 
gift to -these little ones to the commit 
tee branch in your neighborhood or to 
the committee headquarters, 59 St.

| statement of G. M. Murray, secretary 
j of the Canadian Manufacturers’ As- 
| Bociation, that Canada In order to 
take her place ae a great manufactur­
ing nation should develop a mercan­
tile marine was received with enthusi­
asm by the members of the maritime 
branch of the Manufacturers Associa­
tion which assembled here today to 
hold tjieir annual meeting. Mr. Mur­
ray In the course of an address on the 
advantages Of the manufacturers’ 
association said that Canada had de­
veloped a magnificent system of in­
land transportation but that the ques­
tion of ocean transportation had, up 
to the present, been neglected. He 
stated that It should be the aim oi 
Canadians to deliver their goods to 
the markets of the world In Canadian 
bottoms, built manned and managed 
by our own people.

That the placing of orders for 1.500,- 
000 pounds of frozen fish from Canada 
for the British soldiers is in a measure 
due to the activity of Col. Murray 
MacLaren, M. D. of St John, now sta 
tloned In London, is the opinion of 
W. Frank Hatheway, a member of the 
Canadian trade commission to Great 
Britain, France and Italy. Mr. Hathe­
way said yesterday that when) he was 
In I-ondon an agent of a large Nova 
Scotia fish firm called. He was ac­
companied by an officer in charge of 
supplying food for the Canadian sol­
diers. Both men stated that arrange­
ments had been made for the deliv­
ery of Canadian frozen fish once a 
week to the British army, but the 
plan was held up, due It was said to 
the action of someone connected with 
the supply department which had 
been Informed by a doctor that It 
would require two pounds of fish to 
replace two pounds of meat rations.

Both callers said that It would b« 
out of the question to supply each 
soldier with two pounds of fish week 
ly and contended that one pound ol 
fish was ample to take the place of 
two pounds of meat rations.

Dr. MacLaren was consulted and 
the doctor interviewed the major in 
charge of the commissary depart­
ment. Mr. Hatheway thinks that it 
was largely through Dr. MacLaren s 
representations that the authorities 
gave more consideration to the ques­
tion of a Canadian fish supply. Mr 
Hatheway, who was in Nova Scotia 
recently, saw several fish exporters 
there and they expressed the opinion 
that Canada could supply the demand 
from overseas.

When in England Sir Sam Hughes 
became interested In the fish ques­
tion and he took the matter up with 
the British Board of Trade with the 
result that the big order was placed 
with the Canadian militia department. 
The other Allied nations are also in­
terested in the fish supply problem, 
and it is the expectation of the min­
ister of militia that the exports of fish 
to the Allied countries will amount to 
$1,000,000 a week In value. A fish 
diet Is being encouraged among the 
civil population of the Allied nations 
in order to cut down the high cost of 
living.

$2.00 Capt John Edward Merrill, the re­
turned officer who shot and killed 
John Fletcher Rogers, a railway clerk 
at the general office» of the Canadian 
Government Railways at Monoton, 
Tuesday afternoon, enlisted In St. 
John shortly after the war broke out. 
He joined Capt. Bishop's detachment 
of the Canadian Army Medical Corps, 
but becoming dissatisfied witlh, serv­
ice In this branch of the militia he 
consulted Col. Beverley Armstrong 
and was transferred to the Princess 
Pats.

In many respects, although Merrill 
fought valiantly whenever he was In 
action, he may be considered as a sol­
dier of fortune. It is learned that he 
was boro In West Hartlepool, Eng­
land, thirty-five years ago. He Is mar­
ried and' haa a wife and two children 
at Qateshead-on-Tyne, near New­
castle England. When he was nine 
years of age he removed to New York 
with hia parents.

Canada's shifty mid- 
dlwweight champion, who Is conceded 
by «porting critic» on the coast to be 
one of the fastest and cleverest, as 
well aa one of the brainiest of the 
boxera developed in the "Pacific north 
west, gives a Jot of good advice to 
heginnera and young boxers.

“Boys starting to box should learn 
to shoot out the left hand straight 
from the shoulder. Step in with the 
blow, the ‘ left foot first,” says the 
dhanrplen. "‘Young boxers hit- too 
frequently with the right In fact 
they often lead with it, which <s en­
tirely wrong.

"The beginner should learn to Judge 
distance so his punches will nbt mUs. 
Striking at a punching hall, stepping 
in and out with each blow, is m ex­
cellent practice to remedy this de­
ficiency.

“Most young boxers train too much 
and too hard, often entering the ring 
stale; ln this condition the foOxer <s 
worse off than it he had taken no 
training whatever.

"Too much road running, which 
•vary youngster overdoes, la what 
kills off nine-tenths of the present day 
boxers. I seldom run more than five 
mile» on the road at one time and 
sometimes only half that far. I do 
JBot take road work each day as most 

^fellows do when training. About 
three times each week is plenty. It 
takes me about one hour and 30 min­
utes to go the five miles, walking out 
and sprinting back at intervals.”

Weeks believes it Is ail wrong for 
youngsters, especially boys in the 
smaller and lighter classes, to give 
•way weight “No man In the boxing 
game ehould meet a fellow heavier ;

A quarter of a century ag> Larry 
Corcoran died in Newark, <N. J„ and 
the old time flans mourned the passing 
of one of the greatest twlrlers the 
game has had. For six years, from 
1880 to 1885, Larry the Great was 
the main pitching dependence of Cap ■ 
Anson’s famous pennant winning ag-1 
gregation. Short of stature, but with ; 
a wing of steel, Corcoran made mon­
keys of the opposing batsmen. In 
1880, his first year with Anson, he 
twirled fifty-six games, leading the 
league's twlrlers with a percentage of 
.798 won. Fred Goldsmith was his only 
assistant in the box, Fred twirling 
twenty-four games. Chicago won the 
pennant that year and again in 1881 
and 1882, when Corcoran and Gold­
smith continued to be the entire pitch­
ing staff. Silver Flint was the club's 
only backstop in those days and dur­
ing his career he had every finger of 
both hands broken The great Anson 
himself, Joe Quest and Ed. William­
son were on the bases, and Tommy 
Burns played short. Mike Kelly, Geo. 
Gore and Abner Datrymple were in 
the outfield. There have been better 
clubs since then, beyond a doubt, but 
the veteran fans of the Windy City 
could never, never be made to believe
