Recently a small book has been pub­

lished named "The Real Gorman Riv­
alry" by Sir Swire Smith. He was a 
member of a 
land eent to the continent in 1881 to 
study commercial methods, 
commission warned England that Ger­
many was planning the commercial 
supremacy of the world.

How did Germany gain the position 
in the commercial world which she 
held when the war started? This small 
pamphlet answers this question.

This royal commission went to Ger­
many in 1882 and attended an exhibi­
tion. They saw there a small exhibit 
of electrical appliances by an elec­
trical engineer named Schuckert who 
employed forty men at Nuremburg. In 
1896, fourteen years afterwards, there 
was a splendid exhibit by the same 
man. At that time, instead of employ­
ing forty men as in 1882, he employed 
3.500. He had orders on hand to the 
value of about fifteen millions of dol­
lars. Many of these orders came from 
England. More than that, he was 
able to take orders for electrical work 
in all parts of the world.

In 1906, that is, twenty-four years 
after hie first visit, the author of this 
pamphlet again visited Nuremburg 
and he found that Schuckert was en­
gaging not 3,500 men, but 8,000 men. 
Sir Swire Smith asked if they now im­
ported any tools from England, and 
the reply was, not one. He asked have 
you any foremen or specialists from 
England, and the answer was, not a 
man. The person who gave this an­
swer said further, and he smiled as he 
spoke, we do not need to employ Eng­
lishmen now, we have no use for them, 
but scores of our men go to England 
to take leading positions In your

Why was this great advance, which 
was one of many advances, possible ? 
Sir Swire Smith says that it was be­
cause an army of young scientists 
went out annually from the polytecniv 
schools of Germany. In other words, 
Germany has been advancing from a 
business point of view because she 
has been training her young men so 
that they could do the work which 
they had to do In the best possible 
way.

Sir Swire says that he has some 
times seen a banner carried at the 
head of a procession reading, "We 
claim the right to work." He would 
like to have changed these words so 
that they would read, "We claim the 
right to learn to work."

We cannot deny that Germany gain­
ed a high position in the commercial 
world and she gained it because she 
emphasized technical education. But 
where is she today? Is there any 
nation In a lower position? Why is 
she In her present position? She left 
God out of her national life. Her peo­
ple received technical education. They 
went without spiritual possession. If 
you train the hand and the braid and 
not the heart, you are training for a 
fall.

"WITH THE DAWN." be permitted to continue to decorate a 
seat In the Canadian Senate, It it Is at 
all possible to displace him. Patriotic 
Fund collectors called on Senator 
Roche for 
worthy cause, 
wealthy man he refused to contribute 
and told his visitors In effect that he 
did not approve of the war, that Can­
ada had no right to be in It, that Can­
adian young men who enlisted as sol­
diers did so of their own volition and 
that their dependents should look 
after themselves.

Senator Roche is an old man and it 
may be that advancing age has under­
mined a once vigorous intellect, for It 
is difficult to understand how a public 
man, long regarded as one of the keen­
est minds in the Nova Scotia Liberal 
party could so far forget himself as to 
make a public utterance of the sort 
ascribed to him. He will find few de­
fenders even in his own party, al­
though the Times last evening at­
tempted to condone his fault by the 
intimation that some Quebec public 
men had been equally disloyal. The 
Times evidently has Sir Wilfrid Laur- 
icr’s protege. Mr. Lucien Cannon, in 
mind, but even though Mr. Cannon did 
give expression to views not unlike 
those of Senator Roche, the fauk of 
the Quebec Liberal does not excuse 
that of his Nova Scotia confrere. Can­
non has been a worshipper at the polit­
ical shrine of Mercier, Laurier et al 
and has been schooled in an atmos­
phere of Quebec first, last and all the 
time. Loyal Nova Scotia will hardly 
appreciate the Times’ inference that 
Quebec ideas prevail in the sister 
province, even amongst Its prominent 
Liberals.

Certainly Senator Roche should be 
dealt with. If the constitution of the 
Canadian Senate is such that his of­
fence does not disqualify him from 
membership in that body, then his fel­
low citizens in Halifax can show him 
how thoroughly they disapprove of his 
disloyal views.

It was Britain's superb and eloquent 
premier who first drew attention to 
the striking phrase, "With the Dawn."

And then this poet-philoso­
pher-prophet-statesman of England 
goes on to tell out to the world what 
he has seen in the "dawn." Such Is

Rev. Canon Hanington, rector of St. 
Bartholomew's Anglican church, Ot­
tawa, and canon of Christ Church 
Cathedral in the capital city, whose 
sudden death at that rectory occurred 
Sunday, was a native of New Bruns­
wick and had numerous relatives in 
this province. Canon Hanington was 
chaplain to the Governor General of 
Canada, the Duke of Devonshire.

Rev. Edward A. W. Hanington was 
born at Shediac Cape, this province, 
the son of the late Hon. D. Hanington, 
for several years president of the leg­
islative council at Fredericton. He 
was educated at the University of 
New Brunswick and then studied for 
the prieethootf. After his ordination 
he became rector of Princetown and 
later was rural dean of Woodstock, 
this province.

After removing to the diocese of 
Ottawa he was elected canon of the 
cathedral and secretary of the 
diocese. He was also appointed chap­
lain to the Government House.

Oanon Hanington was the author of 
a series of tracts.

He was married in 1866, and one 
son and six daughters were born of 
the union. The son was drowned a 
year or two ago.

One of the daughters Is Mrs. Maud 
Burpee wife of Lawrence Johnston 
Burpee, F. R. G. S„ F. R. 8. C., the 
author and historical authority.

Canon Hanington is survived also 
by four brothers and three sisters. 
The brothers are Dr. James P„ of 
Montreal, formerly of St. John and 
Shediac; Thomas B. and Augustus H. 
of St. John and Major Charles F. Han­
ington of the Forestry battalion now 
overseas. The sisters are Mrs. E. V. 
Godfrey of this city, Mrs. W. S. Covert 
of New York and Mias G. Hanington 
of Shediac Cape.

Major C. Lionel Hanington of 
Moncton, well known In St. John, Is a 
nephew. Mrs Young, wife of Rev. J. 
V. Young of this city, is a niece. In­

Lean, of St. John is a brother-in-law.

WOMEN START FOOD ECONOMY 
CAMPAIGN

Possibilities of “Wild Food” Attracting
Attention From Expert Speakers.
Women food experts have started a 

country-wide campaign to ' teach Brit­
ish housewives what food economy 
means and how to use the neglected 
resources in England's “wild food.'' 
The women are making speeches in 
theatres, public halls and from soap 
boxes on street corners.

The possibilities of “wild food" are 
declared by one expert to be so great 
that country people and the inhabi­
tants of small towns can supply two 
thirds of their needs for at least three- 
quarters of the year from the fields, 
woods and streams of their immediate ! 
neighborhood. This, expert declares 
that there are more,thpn 260 kind* of | 
food in the British Isles which nature j 
produces unassisted, 
birds and their eggs, edible frogs.; 
fishes, mollusces, some insects and in­
sect products—such as the honey of 
half a dozen pecies of wild bees, va­
rious crustaceans, more than thirty 
vegetables, salad plants and herbs, the 
same number of flowers and fruits, 
seven species of sea weeds and nearly 
fifty esculent fungi

The campaign Is under the direction 
of Mrs. C. B. Peel and Mrs. Pember 
Reevés, directors of the women's ser­
vice in the Ministry of Food, 
speakers are picked volunteers and are 
given special instructions before start­
ing on tours.
