| Sensible Gift Things

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IN QUEENS AND SUNBURY

We do mnot know whether any
decision has been come to regarding
Wpyposition to the return of the Gov-
erument ocandidates In Queens and
Sunbury, but the time is getting short,
With nominations fixed for Menday
mext. At their meeting in Sackville
some days ago, a resolution was pass-
ed by the Farmers party in favor of
contesting the seats, but as yet no an-
Rouncement has been made as to what
is intended to be done. It is not a
Wuestion of personal opposition to
@ither Dr, Hetherington or Mr. Mer-
Sereau—thay are both good fellows
and excellent ciizens—but of oppoal-
tion: to a Government which is dom-
Inated by a politiclan in open sympa-
thy with the Irish revolutionary party,
which seeks to dismember the Empire.
It is no secret that Mr. Veniot “rules
the Government roost,” he himself
doesn’t hesitate about saying so. Not
long ago he was asked how it was he
came to be able to get his own way
8> much, and his reply was that the
Premier could have his resignation
Wwhenever he wanted it; and he
(Veniot) would form his own party,
and the Premier could then see just
how far he would get. At that time
Mr. Vemiot's party consisted of him-
sel’ and nine other Acadian members
of the Houge. Today he has not quite
€0 many followers, but he has quite
encugh t0 make govermment by Mr.
Foster and s party impossible. Not
all Acadians are in favor of the Irish
propaganda endorsed by Mr. Veniot,
but all those in the House are suffici-
ently under his sgis to do as he tells
them. The people of Queens and Sun-
bury are loyal British subjects, and it
i3 inconceivable that they should be
iz sympathy with Mr. Veniot's views.
They should therefore on principle,
oppose the candidates of any Govern
ament which he controls.

THE PROVINCIAL TAX

The Government took a perfectly
proper course in turning down the ap-
plcation of the City Council for a
share of the amusement and motor
vehicle taxes. The city already places
& tax on the various picture houses as
it is, from which a considerable In-
come is derived; and why it should
want a share of the provincial tax also
is not quite clear. It is a mean and
iniguitous tax any way; and instead
©f wanling to share it, it would have
Dbeen far better to have asked to have
it removed altogether.

As to sharing the motor vehicle tax,
why does not the city try a tax of its
ewn on cars? It would not be possible
of course to tax cars owned by people
nor residing in the city and adjoining
parishes in the country; but nine
tenths of the cars using the city streety
are either owned by city residents or
residents in the immediate suburbs.
I the Cily Council feels that cars
using the city streets should help to
payv for the upkeep of them, then the
Ccuncil should apply for power to tax
girch cars, and not expect a share of
the Govermment tax, which is already
mortgaged to redeem the Permanent
Rcad Bonds.

The demand for a share of the fines
urnder the Prohibition Act is in a dif-
ferent category, and in view of the fact
that the expense, or part of the ex-
pense, of exacting these fines, is borne
by the city coffers, the Council is per
heps justified in asking for a share.
In fact all fines under the Act should
be shared by the citles, towns and
municipalities wherein the conviction
is made. It will be remembered that
Hon. Mr, Baxter practically admitted
the justice of this course, and promis-
@d that if he were put in power tc
make the change, if the condition of
the provincial finances would warrant
it. 1f the people of St. John had sent

. four supporters of Mr. Baxter to Fred-
ericton instead of four Government
supporters, they probably would have
g1 the amusement tax discarded and

WHY NOT EXPORT FLOUR?

The unprecedented shipment of
Canadfan hard spring wheat into the
United States during the past ten
weeks has revived the agitation in fa-
vor of having the milling of it per
formed in this country, How much of
this grain i{s merely in transit to the
Urited States, says a Canadian con-
5‘ temporary, it is impossible to say. For
| years before the war a very large per
centage of the Canadian hard wheat
that was finally marketed in Britain
was sent through United States chan
nels to the seaboard. Buffalo being
the lower !ake port through which the
€rain passed. Now that the war Is
over and wheat control has been given
up, it is to be expeoted that this trade
wili go by its usual routes.

At the same time, he remarks, the
owners of the wheai many not consid-
er the present the most favorable
mement for placing it on the British

manrket. They may see an advantage
in storing the wheat across the line, 80|
that if a direct British demand does
not spring up and American millers|
come imto the market the grain may
change hands there.

American millers in the East have
this year an opportunity to get ade-
quate supplies of hard wheat, whereas
last year when the wheat market was
under Government control on both
sides of the border, and in former
years when the wheat duty stood in
the way, they had to compete with
millers in Minmeapolis for the hard
wheat grown im the Western States.
The ‘United States demand for high
grade flour of which hard spring,
wleat is a constituemt is large, but
th: American flour mills have built up

xport trade, and either in the raw
state or as flour much of the wheat
i that has been sent from Canada into/
the United States this autumm will be
shipped abroad.

“Canadian flour mills are always
very large buyers of hard wheat,” con
Iomdeﬂ the writer. “Besides the home
| market, they have their external trade
| to provide for. Until the season was
far advanced our millers were handi-
capped by the difference in ocean
freight on flour and wheat, a differ
erce apparently calculated to favor
the British milling industry. With our
iﬂm'ornmem owned merchant marine
[m ought to be now in a position to
land on the British market Canadian
flcur on as favorable terms as United
States flour can be landed there.

“There is no better flour than that
produced from Canadian wheat blends
in which there is a due admixture of
hard spring wheat of milling grade.
It is to the interest of the Canadian
farmers, Canadian live stock men, the
Canadian milling industry, and Cana-
dian labor that as mearly as possible
all of the flour made from Canadién
wheat be produced in our own mills.”

1f it 18 good business for the Prov-
ince of New Brunswick to require that
timber, one of its chief natural re-
scurces, be subjected to at least ome
process of manufacture before being
exported to the United States would it
not also be to the interest of the West-
ern Provinces to require that the same
be done with wheat, which is their
principal natural resource? We real-
1ze fully that such a proposal would be
received with howls of indignation by
tle embattled farmers who desire to
seli in the world’'s dearest market and
buy in its cheapest, but it is quite
within the range of possibility that
they would beqem from such a restric-
tion as well as the whole Dominion.
English and American interests could
stil' buy their wheat as at present, but
they would have to get it milled here
just as American paper mills have to,
get their wood pulped in this Province.
TEose who need our wheat now would
need #t just as much in the form of
flour as they do im that of grain;

As to Tom Crerar's antecedents, he
was born in Moleswonth, Oat.,
June 17, 1876, the son of William and
Margaret Crerar. He came to Mani
toba in 1881—a pyoungster of five—
and was educated in the publio
schools and cellogiate at Portage. He
ploughed, made hay, and did—so his
admirers say—three men's work on
the farm till he was 19 years of age.
Then he started on another rung of
the ladder to fame, and taught schoot
for five years, It was “back to the
farm” for him, and without knowing
all the reasoms, the chances are that
he saw little prospect or much aa
vancement on the ocountry teachers'
pittance o those days. As is usuul
with bright young farmers, he served
on the municipal council at Russell,
Man., and without any previous ex-
perience in either Legislature or
Commons, he was called on to joim
the Union Cabinet under Sir Robert
L. Borden. And this is how he got
into the vortex, or the midst, or what-
ever you like to call it, of Dominion
politics.  Of course, the chief reason
of his rapid elevation was the promi-
nent part he had played in the Grain
Growers' movement. Then—when he
entered the Cabinet in 1917—as now,
he was president of the Grain Grow-
ers Export Co., and president of the
literature department of the Grain
Growars,

Winnipaggers will remember his
public debut as a cabinet minister on
a Winnipeg platform with Hon.
Arthur Meighen and Hon. J. A.
Calder. It was a case with him, as
with hundreds of thousands of other
Canadians, of sinking everything, and
forgetting everything in the one
grand cause of winning the war, As
& red-blooded Canadian and Britisher,
Tom Crerar thought of nothing else
save the triumph of liberty and de

With youth,
energy, cleanness of record, and abil-
ity, all in his favor, he is apparently
into a fight to a finish with the older
and hitherto entrenched men and
older party interests, who are array-
ed under the respective names of the
National Liberal and Conservative
Party, under Mr. Meighen, and the
