Fredericton, N. B., Sept. 28—Hon.
William Wilson, who was superannu-
ated a8 Judge'of the County Court of
York, Sumbury and Queens in March,
died this afternoon at his home, Wat-
erloo Row, this city. On Saturday
night Judge Wilson was seized by an
attack of heart trouble which caused
his death. He i® survived by two
daughters, Mrs. F. W. Harrison and
Miss Jean Wilson, both of this city,
by a niece, Mrs. Arthur C. Porter of
Fredericton, and by two ‘nephews,
Jeorge L. Wilson of Boston, Mass.,
and James T. Wilson of Halifax. Sen-
ator F. P. Thompson of Fredericton is
a brother-in-law of the deceased. His
onty som, Alex. Wilsen, was drowned
while on the orizinai survey of the N.
T. Bairway soon after graduation frem
the U. N. B. in 1903.

Judge Wilson was eme of the older
graduates of the Unmiversity of New
Brunswick, taking fhis B. A, imn 1873.
He was registrar of the university
from 1889 until 1897. In early life he
took a prominent part in the politics
of York county as a Lifberal and rep-
resented the coumty in the provinciai
legislature from 1886 to 1892. In ome
by-election he defeated the present
chlef justice of New Brunswick, Sir
J. D. Hazen. He was appointed to the
County Court bemch in 1898 and sery-
ed as judge until March, 1921, a period
of twenty-three years.

He was a native of the Parish of
Douglas, York ocounty, but for the
greater part of his life had been a
resident of Frederieton. Ome of his
boyhood experiences was driving the
late Alex. Gibson to Stamley to inspect
lumber lands upon his first locating
on the Nashwaak. In early years he
was connected with the militia of the
country. In pubbec life he was a fluent
and pleasing speaker and in recemt
years had been one of the best known
afterdinner speakers in this part of
New Brunswick. In religion he was a
Methodist.

The creation of measures
to carry out such an agreement on
the other hand gets into the field of
diplomacy and international politics,
and it is in this field where the con-
ference is: expected to wrestle with
the now well frayed question of how
the United States may associate her

u-(5elf with other nations on a basis

of common understanding without
committing hersel to a form of “Sup-
er Government.” It is realized by
officials here that the American peo-
ple wish not only for agreements to
limit ermaments, but anticipate mea-
sures that will reduce the possibility
of future wars. Authorities agree that
mere agreements to reduce drmaments
will scarcely amount to much unless
some machinery is established for the
definite fulfillment of those  agree-
ments. They also agree that limiting
armaments will not eliminate the pos:
sibility of war. War would be just as
likely, some argue, if all countries
would disarm completely. New weap-
ons would be found to take the place
of those discarded.

Hence, it is contended there must
be established -not only the means of
carrying into effect an armament lim-
itation, but also means of reducing
the likelthood of a new and later ar
mament race, such as a Court of Ar-
bitration.

This thought—gomprehending the
desire of the people for measures to
limit war’s possibility and the necess-
ity of meeting that desire—at least in
part—leads to the prediction in well
informed quarters that: Out of the
discussion of measures to carry out
the agreements reached at the Arms
Conference will come America’s Asso-
clation of Nations, forecasting the
basis for a future understanding
among all powers of the world.

Reports received from all
over the country indicate that the
situation is somewhat improved, and
the prospects are that fewer men will
be out of work during the wintar
months than the most sanguine here
had expected; already, according to
the most reliable statistics, the per-
centage of unemployed in the Domin-
ion is lower than in any other country
in the world.
Members Optimistic
Members of the Cabinet who.have
been out 'in their constituencies are
returning to the capitol in optimistic
mood. This is particularly true of
Ontario Ministers. They report that
Ontario's traditional hostility to any-
thing which menaces the National
Policy is manifesting itself as strong-
ly as ever; that it is being atimulat-
ed by the fear of a King-Crerar a-
liance, dominated by the American
party in the West, and that the Gov-
ernment is certain to carry at least
sixty-five of the eighty-two seats in the
province. This, they declare, added
to a bad breach in the King strong-

Alberta FarMers’ Platform
Meanwhile the keenest interest is
being evinced here in what took place
at Thursday's meeting of the Canadian
Council of Agriculture in Winnipeg.
The meeting was held, it is known,
with the object of eliminating some of
the more objectionable planks from the
Farmer platforms. The more moderate
element of the organization, particu-

Another alternative, he said, would
be to charge a head tax of twentyfive
cents on all passengers arriving and
leaving the eteamers. Based on last
year's activities he said .this would
give an additional revenue of $10,000
as 28,000 passengers arrived and 12,
000 departed.

The third proposition was to reduce
the charge from the long ton of 2240
pounds to 2000 or net ton. This, he
sald, would give an additional amount
of $5,.800 without increasing the rates

His fourth alternative was to increase

the oharge from twentyfive to thirty
conts a ton for gemeral cargo and
from five to six cents a ton on grain,
which based on last year’s activities
would bring it additional revenue of
$11,797. 1t these rates were Increased,
he sald they, would not be excessive
He said in Montreal they classify their
freight, 440 products beilng enumerat-
ed, out of which 280 varied from 30c
to $1, fifty were on a basts of 25¢
and 114 under 26¢c. He said the charge
on horses was 10c below us, but on
cattle and sheep the same,

He did not propose making any
change on these.

After considerable diseussion the
matter was set aside to be taken up
at a future meeting,

Employees Receiverships
Only Choice of Alternativ

Philadelphia, Sept. 29.—Wages on
the Pennsylvania and other railroads
of the country must be still further
reduced or the railroads will face a
receivership or Government ownership,
Gen. W. W. Atterbury told the em-
ployees today.

The Pennsylvania vice-president in
charge of operation was explicit in
these statements at the annual meet-
ing of the Mutual Beneficlal Associa-
tion of the railroad.

“The industrial and financial su-
premacy of {he United States is now
unquestiomed, yet we are suffering
right now {rom one of the greatest
panics we ever had,” he saild. “The
workli wants what we manufacture,
and we, with six or seven millions of
men out of employment, want the op-
portunity to sell to the world what-
ever wo can manufacture. That same
problem exists all over the world.
“There ig only one solution to the
problem, and that is liquidation. How
will it affect us? *“Well, the farmers
say ‘we have liquidated, and are sell-
ing wheat at $1 a bushel’ The indus.
tries say they too have ligquidated.
They say steel {s selling at prewar
prices, for example. But there are
twe outstand features of liquTda-
tion that are npot yet wmmaterially
towched—these arc coal and transpor-
tation

“Both, curiously enough, have been
touched with the damming effect of
Government control. Then, too, the
farmers are united and the industries
are solidly umited T=ey both say to
the railronds. ‘Get vyour rates down
or we will get them down for you.’

Monetary Meeting
To Be Held Soon

London Co—;f;—e:ee to Seck
Steps to Rehabilitate the
Cm ¢n¢y~

Inadol. Bau. 29.—An l.ntezmuoul

the Sound Currency Amc.h‘um. will
be held in London early in December
“to draw up a prograqume of steps it
may be deemed advisable to take to
rehabilitate the currencies of the varl
ous countries and to re-establish the
gold standard.”

Felix Schuster, Sir Hugh Bell, Sir
George Paish and Sir D. M. Steven-
son.

Rt. Hon. Winston Churchill, speak-
ing at Dundee on Saturday, said: “It
would, in my opinion, be for the bene-
fit of the world if all international ob-
ligations arising out of the war were
reconsidered and reduced to practical
dimensions, and placed in a category
by themselves. But, whether this
will be possible or mot, what is im-
mediately needed is a medium of in-
ternational exchange which would be
unbiased by war obligations and
would secure at any rate temporarily
and during the period of recovery, the
sales of goods between mnations on a
natural and normal basis. Important
as is the conference which is shortly
to be held in Washington on disar-
mament, a conference on the estab-
lishment of normal exchanges would
be even more valuable and is even
more urgent. Perhaps we may hope
that one may develop out of the
other.”

The Daily Mail says financial eir-
cles in the city would like to know
whether Mr. Churchill's suggestion
are his own or foreshadow decisions
to be takem by the cabinet, a state-
ment from which, through the Prime
Minister, is anxiousy awaited.

In the light of the present unemploy-
men crisis in which the United
States is involved, it might be recou-
sidered, but we must wait for the
cabinet’s announcement before we
even look upon this as a proposal to
be seriously discussed.”

Sir Robert Kindersley, chairman of
Lazard Brothers and Company, bank-
ers, also interviewed by the Daily
Mail gave it as his belief that if the
British Government would relinquish
its claims so far as amounts owing
to this country are concerned, the Un-
ited States would not be long in fol-
lowing the example.

International-
ism must lose all hope—the civilized
world, with {ts peasant bourgeols and
working classes will remain for a
long timé cut up into races and coun-
tries with keenly defended frontiers.
It is a lesscn of war which must be
heard. People who disdain to heed
will eventually be trampled wunder
foot. The United States does not hide
this truth any more than England or
Japan.

“National interests are first. When
they are satisfied with the talk about
general peace and the well-being of
bumanity not before. Let us admit
that this frankness is healthier than
the mystic formulae of a higher law
which is not based om experience and
sprimgs from a mpew revelation. If
there is a chance for the League of
Nations to establtsh itseld solidly and
endure, it is in the blunt and strong
alfirmation of the desires of each peo-
ple and not a precariows and hypo-
critical arrangements.

“Our eonduc¢t in the disarmament
question at Washington is ountlined by
this observation; Disarmament can-
not be decreed in the name of any
universal principle nor can it be the
same on all parts of the globe with-
out distinction of frontiers. That 1s
true doctrine. It is agreed the day
will come when all men will be broth-
ers—it would be criminal to doubt #t
—but it appears evident that this
phenomenon will not take place the
day after the Washington conference.”
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Seven Chicago Police
Face Liquor Trial

Evidence Against Hundreds
to be Put Into Shape for
Federal Grand Jury.

Chicago, Sept. 38-—Federal indfct-
ments of seven policemen, four of
whom are commanding officers, was
promised by the Assistant United
States Attorney, Harry Brin, as the
Government's first move to hglp Chiet
Fitzmorris rid the police department
of men involved in liquor deals. The
Ullx:ited States Attorney, Mr. Clyne,
sald:

“We have evidence against hun-
dreds of policemen, which has been
investigated and found true. We are
working at top speed to get the evid-
ence in sLape for the Federal Grand
ury.

Chief Fitamorris is better able to
judge the exteamt of the liquor traffic
within the department than We are.
In return for information we furnish
him we shall expect that he will in
turn co-operation with us. Policemen
caught In the liquor traffic will be
punished just the same as other cit-
izens.”

The men to be named, Mr. Brin
sald, are involved in the operation of
a band which is sald to include Ed-
ward Smale, Edward Mitchell and
Thomas Carlisle, detective 8sergeants,
all of the Deering street station, now
at liberty on bonds of $20,000 each.

Chief Fitzmorris amplified his state-
ment of Saturday night, when he pub-
lely charged that upward of fifty per
ocent. of Chicago’s police force were
identified with the bootlegging indus-
try, by saying:

*“Prohibition enforcement {n Chica-
go is a joke. That statement not only
goes for the police department but
for the cit!zenry. Thousands of Chi-
cago men anl women are interested
In violating the prohibition laws every
day.” ;

Chief Fit#morris admitted that at
least one captain was named in his
sweeping transfer order of Saturday
because of his bootlegging operations,
He continued:

“Today saw another wholesale shift-
ing of police captains, Neutenants, ser-
géants and patrolmen. [ will break
up the ring of crooked policemen who
are hand and glove with these boot-
legging rings if I have to issue ¢rans
fer orders twice a day.

Washington, Sept. 29.—A reduetion
of the rates for grain cargoes carried

by north Atlantic liners in an effort to | ™

lessen the business of tramp steam-
eré was agreed upon yesterday accord-
ing to officlals of the United States
Shipping Board,

According to information reaching
the Shipping Board from New York
the Unitad Kingdom and continental
conference agreed on rates for the
balance of the year.

The rate set for wheat to the
United Kingdom is said to be 17 cents
a hundred; to Rotterdam and Ant
werp 16% cents a hundred, and to
Hamburg 18 cents a hundred. On
wheat flour the fivecent differential
will be applied. The old rates were
as high as 20 cents in some instances.

It was agreed by the three groups
of gateways, Montreal, United States
North Atlantic, and the Gulf, that
each wil bave individual jurisdiction
over grain rates out of their ports, It
is believed that the Montreal and Gulf
lines will immediately hold meetings
and revise the present rates down-
ward to meet the competition offered
by the tramp lines. The new rates, it
is believed in shipping board circles,
will practically eliminate the tramp
steamers as carriers of grain to the
Continent, and will have the effect of
increasing the receipts of the north
Atlantic liners.

Reductions in railroad freight rates
on grain eamounting tod2l per cent.
will become effective about October 10
throughout the eastern trunk line and
New England territory, under an or
der issued yesterday by the Inter-
state Commerce Commission,

ROOSEVELTIANA
CAMPAIGN NOW
IN FULL SWING

Association Assembling Vast
Quantity of Historic Data
on the Colonel.

New York, Sept. 28.—A new thing
in the way of drives has bean launch-
ed: by the trustees of the Roosevelt
Memorial Association. It is a cam-
paign, not for dollars but for “Roose-
veltiana”—for all sorts of material re-
lating to Theodore Roosevelt, from
specimens of his handwriting to photo-
wgraphs of his pet enemies.

The object of the drive is to bring
together a great collection which will
enable posterity, so far as possible,
to see Colonel Roosevelt as his owgy
generation saw him, and which will
supply historical writers with mater-
ial needed to give a clear impres-
sion of Roosevelt's times.

Two years ago, October 20 to 27
was observed all over the country as
“Roosevelt Week.” In all the larger
cities and in thousands of towns and
villages, commemorative services
were held, paying tribute to the me-
mory of the man who has come to be
known as “the Great American.” At
that time approximately $1,750,000
was collected for the Memorial Fund.

Sixty-third Anniversary.

This year the sixty-third annivers-
ary of Colonel Roosevelt’s birth, his
friends and admirers are being ask-
ed “to remember T. R. on his birth-
day” by presenting to the associa-
tion some object intimately conmected
with the colonel.

What the association wants to pro-
cure especially are original letters;
manuscripts in Mr. Roosevelt's hand;
books and pamphlets by Mr. Roose-
velt, especially fine and limited edi-
tions; literature bearing on his poli-
tical campaigns, posters, buttons, cam-
paign hankerchiefs; books, pamphlets,
periodical articles, newspaper clip-
pings and eriginaj cartoons relating
to Mr. Roosevelt or to his administra-
tion; paintings, bronzgs, drawings,
etchings, engravings, photographs, ne-
gatives, commemorative medals and
other personal souvenirs and momen-
tos.

Gifts should be addressed, Roose-
velt Memorial Association, Inc., 1 Ma-
dison avenue, New York, and should
be sent_ either registered or insured.

William Dayce Thompson, president
of the Roosevelt Memorial Associa-
tion, has issued the following state-
ment with regard to the association’s
present undertaking:

Plea for Mementos.

“I hope that every friend amd Tol-
lowep of Colonel Roosevelt will work
with us to make this collection really
notable and comprebensive. To be
worthy of Roosevelt, a collection
bearing his name must be Roosevelt-
size. I have no question that it will
be, to judge by what the association
has already received.

“The same spirit which made men
and women willing to sacrifice every-
thing in a cause in which Roosevelt
was the leader seems to be working
now, impelling them to place their
treasures where the whole people may
derive enjoyment and benefit from
them. We are not asking anybody
really to give up their valuable me-
mentos, but to share them with the
public. The name of tthe donor will
be attached for all time to every item
