Meltzer; (of the Rockefeller Institute for
Medical Research, a young man considered
by his  physicians ‘dead, in.the ordinary
acceptance of the term, was brought back
to life’ some “months ago; after the new
method of ‘Tesuscitation ' had' been .applied
for many hours.

Dr. Meltzer deseribed his method of
pharyngeal ‘insufflation ' in a' preliminary
note issued from the department of physi-
ology and pharmacology of the Rockefeller
Institute early last summer. This method
of resuscitation was  intended to revive
thos¢ who’ had been asphyxiated, or who
were seemingly déad as the result of elec
tric ‘shock. ' It consisted in' a new form
of artificial respiration, applicable in such
cases and he carried on his studies and
experiments as a member of the commis-
8i0n ‘on resuscitation from electric shock
appointed ‘by the American® Medical Asso-
caation.  In' ‘his preliminary report, Dr.
Melfzer announced that he had succeeded
in restoring life and he told of having put
two animals to death and of having subse:
quently resmscitated them. It had not been
announced until yesterday though, that a
human patient who was dead to all intents
and purposes; had been revived as ‘the re-
sulf of Dr. Meltzer's discovery.

It wae said that a young physician who
was serving on the staff of one of the hos-
pitals in this city fook an overdose of mor-

pbine, whether by accident or design was|

not known.' The dosé was so large that
| he fell into a deep coma, and in the insti-
| tition to whieh be was attached it was
I not’ ‘believed that could <be revived.

ment that he had succeeded in. bringing
the dead to life, suggested 'that it might
be .worth while to take the body of this
i wan, who was already dead to all intents
‘and purposes, to the Rockefeller Institute
to see if the application of Dr. Meltzer's
apparatus would prove of any value in such
case:

The body—for. in this case the patient
could not be considered otherwise than as
| dead—was carried to the institute in an
! ambulance, and for twelve hours the sur-
| geons worked over the physician, employ-
ing the pharyngedl - method of artificial
respiration. For hours there was nothmg
to show that a spark of life remained in
the body, but after twelve hours spent in
unremitting work with ‘the Meltzer appa-
ratus, the patient was regtored.

From a laymans point of view, one “of
the most interesting operations performed’
during the day was the manufacture of a
perfectly ‘good 'nose from a man's ring
finger, performed at the Presbyterian Hos-
pital.in the afternoon by Dr. Clarence A.
McWilliams.  The patient “had lost. his
noge in an accident, and as the result of
bis deformity was unable to find-employ-
ment, finally appealing to the hospital for
some  sort of relief from  the tragedy: of
his daily life.

Dr. Me¢Wililams removed the nail from
the ring finger of the patient’s left hand.
He then had him place the finger, point-
ing upwards, over the place reserved for
the. nose. ‘He cut the finger open under-
neath and fastened it to the face.. A
plaster cast supported the patient’s arm
in  this position for 21 days, after which
the surgeon amputated the ‘finger from
the' hand, adding some finishing touches
yesterday.

‘At the Metropolitan Hospital; in Brook-
lyn, Dr. G. 8. Harrington drove am iron
nail through the joint of a fractired hip
bone ‘to-save the limb. Dr. McWilliams,
at’ the Presbyterian Hospital in Manhat-
tap, transplanted a section of  the fibula,
or small leg bomne, to the tibia; ‘or large
leg ‘bone to remedy a defect-in the latter.

“The Treatment of Cancer of the Ute-
yus’” formied the subject of the evening’s
discussion, papers on the subject being
Thomas 8.

CREAM FOR BUTTERMAKING

Ag a reminder of what is good practice
in the care of ‘cream for butter-making at
this geason, and 't & certain““extent  this
will apply to cream used for!‘other pur-
poses, we reproduce the: conclusions drawn
from a couple of season’s’: experimental
work by Gearge H. Barx, chief of the dairy
dxvmon, department of agriculture, Otta-

wa:

“An ordinary cellar is not-a good place
in which to keep cream.

“Cream should be cooled to 55 dégrees and
held at that temperature to be delivered
to the creamery every other day in a éwet
condition. ' Seiting the ‘créam cans in wa-
ter, or iti water and iee, is'the best method
of c¢ooling. -

“Cream gelivered only twice a week must
be cooled immediately after skimming to
48 or 40 degrees and held at that tempera-
ture.

“A refrigerator is not as good & place
{in which to. cool cream as & tank with wa-
ter and ice.

“Phe natural ripening of gathered cream
at the creamery will not produce butter
with good. keeping qualities,

“The use of ten per cent. of clean-flavor-
ed starter improves the flavor and keeping
quality of the butter.

“Butter made from pasteurized cream
without a starter has better flayor and
better keeping quality than butter made
from raw cream to which a good starter
has been added, especially when the cream
is tainted.

“Pasteurized cream with 10 per cent. of
a starter added gave the Dest-flavored and
best-keeping butter.

“Cleanliness and low teﬂ:perature are the
two most important essentials in the pro-
duction of ﬁneﬂovo?ed butter with good
keeping quality.”

" WHAT CAUSES BOUP?

Sneezing and swelled ‘eyes in fowls are
symptoms of roup. A swelled and in-
flamed vent is a symptom of inflammation
of howels and a diseaged liver. § me-
times roup attacks the bowels. It is
sible that birds so affected are eating some
poisonous substance, or getting water
from some pool that is Poisoned by eome
decaying miatter. Are thers any dead ani-
mals or fowls they can get at? . What
abont the food they are getting? There

disease without a plain canse. Find
the cause. Promptly remove from the
flock any. hen that appears’ to .be ailing
and coop her by herself Give Her a quar-
ter grain of quinine and soft food once a
day for four or five days. If badly dis
eased, kill, and burm, or bury déep. Get
a dnne & worth of potaumm permanganate,
and put a little in the drinking water of
the flock. Put in just enough to color
the water a decided red. Clead out the
houses, and disinfect well with any good
disinfectant. Have the yards plowed or
dug over, and scatter fresh lime over
them. If it can be managed, grow garden
truck or corn in them next year. Or,
sow rye now and keep the hens out wmtil
next spring. Grow a crop in the poulfry
yards once in three years if pessible, and
the soil will be all right. If it is raup,
ill.ventilated and uneani‘ary sleepmz
ters  are. most likely the cause.~—

Indianapolis, Nov 18—Labor conditions in
Kansas City (Mo.) in which W. But

He introduced me
to Bert Brown. 1 was interested in m
amusement enterprise then and, after put-
tng them off, finally told them I 'wouldnt
do it.”

“Did McNamara tell you in Brown’s
