The Rev. T. De- 
Witt Talmage, D. D., preached 
day to an exceptionally large 
auditory. IIis subject was “Sour Expe­
riences," and his text: “When Jesus 
therefore had received the 
John xix, 30. The sermon wa-. us fol-

_ The brigands of Jerusalem had done 
their work. It was almost sundown, 
and Jesus was dying. Persons in cruci­
fixion often lingered on from day to day 
—crying. Legging, cursing; but Christ 
had been exhausted by years of maltreat­
ment. Pillowless, poorly fed, flogged— 
ns bent over and lied ton low post, his 
bare back was inflamed with the scourges 
interstice< 1 with pieces of lead nnd I «me­
ant! now for whole hours, the weight of 
his body hung on delicate tendons, and, 
according lo custom, n violent stroke un­
der the armpits had been given by the 
executioner. Dizzy, swooning nau­
seated. feverish—a* world of agony is 
compressed in the two words: “I thirst I" 
Oli skies of Judea, let a drop of rain 
strike on his burning tongue. Oh world, 
with rolling rivers, and sparkling lakes, 
and spraying fountains, give Jesus some­
thing to drink. If there be any pity in 
earth, or heaven, or hell, let it now be 
demonstrated in lielialf of this royal suf­
ferer. The wealthy women of Jerusa­
lem used to have a fund of money with 
which they provided wine for those peo­
ple who died in crucifixion—a power­
ful opiate to deaden the pain; 
but Christ would not take it. lie 
wanted to die sol>er, and so ho refused 
the wine. But afterward they go to a 
cup of vinegar and soak a sponge in it, 
and put it on a stick of hyssop, and then 
press it against the hot lips of Christ. 
You say the wine was an anaesthetic, and 
intended to relieve or deaden the pain. 
But the vinegar was an insult. I am 
disposed to adopt the theory of the old 
English commentators, who "believed that 
instead of its being an opiate to soot lie, 
it was vinegar to insult. Malaga and 
Burgundy fur grand dukes and duel lessee, 
nnd costly wines from royal vats for 
bloated imperials; but stinging acids for 
a dying Christ. He took the vinegar.

In some lives the saccharine seems to 
predominate. Life is sunshine on a bank 
of flowers. A thousand hands to clap 
approval. In December or in January, 
looking across their table, thev see all 
their family present. Health rubicund. 
Skies flamboyant. Days resilient. But 
in a great many cases there are not so 
many sugars as acids. The annoyances, 
and the vexations, and the disappoint­
ments of life overpower the successes. 
There is a gravel in almost every shoe. 
An Arabian legend says that there was a 
worm in Solomon’s staff, gnawing its 
strength away; and there is a weak spot 
in every earthly support that a man leans 
on. King George, of England, forgot 
all the grandeurs of his throne liecausc, 
one day in an interview, Beau Bnunmell 
«sailed him by his first name, and ad­
dressed him as a servant, crying : 
“George, ring the bell!’’ Miss Langdon, 
honored all the world over for 
her poetic genius, is so worried over 
the evil reports set afloat
garding her that she is found dead, 
with an empty bottle of prussic acid 
in her hand. Goli’smitli said that his 
bfe was a wretched being, and that all 
that want and contempt could bring to 
it had been brought, and cries out: 
“What, then, is there formidable in a 
jail?” Correggio’s fine painting is hung 
up for a tavern sign. Hogarth cannot 
sell his best paintings except through a 
raffle. Andrew Delsart makes the great 
fresco in the Church of the Annuneiata, 
at Florence, and gets for pay a sack of 
corn; and there are annoyances and vex­
ations in high places as well as in low 
places, showing that in a great many 
b'es the sours are greater than the 
sweets. “When Jesus, therefore, had 
received the vinegar.”

It is absurd to suppose that a man who 
has always been well can sympathize 
with those who are sick; or that one who 
has always been honored can appreciate 
the sorrow ol those who are despised; 
or that one who has been born to a great 
fortune can understand the distress and 
the straits of those who are destitute. 
The fact that Christ himself took the 
vinegar makes him able to sympathize 
today and forever with all those whoso 
cup is filled with sharp acids of this life.
He took tho vinegar I 

In the first place, there is the sourness 
of betrayal. The treachery of Judas 
hurt Christ's feelings more Ilian all tho 
friendship of his disciples did him good. 
You liavu Lad many friends, but there 
was one friend upon whom you put espe­
cial stress. You feasted him. You 
loaned him money. You befriended lfim 
in the dark passes of life, when he espe­
cially needed a 1 riend. Afterward he 
turned upon you, and he took advantage 
of your former intimacies. He wrote 
against you. He talked against you. He 
mivroscopized your faults. He flung con­
tempt at you when you ought to have 
received nothing but gratitude. At first 
you could not sleep at nights. Then you 
went about with a sense of having been 
stung. That difficulty will never be 
healed, for though mutual friends may 
arbitrate in the matter until you shako 
hands, the old cordiality will never come 
buck. Now 1 commend to all such the 
sympathy of a betrayed Christ. Why, 
tliey sold him for less than our $>'() ! They 
all forsook him and tied. They cut him 
lo the quick, lie drank that cup of be­
trayal lo the dregs. He took the vine­
gar.

There is also the sourness cf pain. 
There are some of you who have not 
seen a well day for 3 cars. By keeping 
out of draughts, and by careful:y ttudy- 
ing dietetics, you continue to this time; 
but ob, the hcadr.vliee and the sidoachee 
and tho backaches and the heartaches 
which have been your accompaniment 
.11 the way through! You !:u.e strug­

gled under a heavy mortgage of j hysical 
disabilities; mid instead cf the placidity 

that once chnracurized you. it is now 
only with great effort that you keep away 
from irritability and sharp retort. Dif­
ficulties of respiration, of digestion, of 
locomotion, make up the great obstacle 
in your life, and you tug and sweat along 
the pathway and wonder when the ex­
haustion will end. My friends, tho 
brightest crowns in heaven will not be 
given to those who, in stirrups, dashed 
to the cavalry charge, while the general 
applauded and the sound of clashing 
sabers rang through the land; hut tho 
brightest crowns in heaven, I believe, 
will be given to those who trudged on 
amid chronic ailments which unnerved 
their strength, yet all tho time main­
taining their faith in God. It is com­
paratively easy to fight in a regiment of 
a thousand men, charging up tho para­
pets to the sound of martial music; but 
it is not so easy to endure when no one 
but the nurse and tho doctor are tho wit­
nesses of the Christian fortitude. Be­
sides that you never had any pains worse 
than Christ’s. The sharpnesses that 
stung through his brain, through his 
hands, through his feet, through his 
heart, were as great as yours certainly.
He was as sick and as weary. Not a 
nerve, or muscle, or ligament escaped.
All the pangs of all the nations of all the 
ages compressed into one sour cup. He 
took the vinetror!

There is -V the sourness of poverty, 
lour inconi, does not meet your out­
goings. ; that always gives an honest 
man an- 3-. There is no sign of. desti­
tution it you—pleasant appearance 
and n ' h< 1 ful home for you; but God 
only knov , what a time you have had to 
manage . ir private finances. Just as 
the bills run up the wages seem to run 
down. But you are not tho only ono 
who has not been paid for hard work 
The great Wilkie sold his celebrated 
piece, “The Blind Fiddler,” for fifty 
guineas, although afterward it brought 
its thousands. The world hangs in ad­
miration over tho sketch of Gains­
borough, yet that very sketch hung 
for years in the shop window because 
there was not any purchaser. Oliver 
Goldsmith sold his “Vicar of Wake­
field” for a few pounds, iu order to 
keep the bailiff out of the door; and the 
vast majority of men In all occiqiations 
and professions are not fully paid for 
their work. You may say nothing, but 
life to you is a hard push ; and when you 
6it down wit li your wife and talk over 
the expenses, you both rise up discour­
aged. You abridge here.and you abridge 
there, and you get tilings snug for smooth 
sailings, and lo ! suddenly there is a largo 
doctor's hill to pay. or you have lost your 
pockctbook. or some creditor has failed, 
and you are thrown abeam end. Well, 
brother, 3011 are in glorious company. 
Christ owned not lliv house in which ho 
stopped, or the colt on which lie rode, or 
the boat in which he sailed. He lived 
in a borrowed house; he was buried 
in a borrowed grave. Exposed to all 
kinds of weather, yet he had onlv 
one suit of clothes. île breakfasted in 
the morning, and no one could jiossibly 
tell where lie could g'-t anything to cat 
before night. lie would have been pro­
nounced a financial failure. He had to 
perform a miracle to get money to pa3- a 
tax bill. Not a dollar did ho own. Pri­
vation of domesticih-; privation of nutri­
tious food; privation of a comfortable 
couch on which to sleep; privation of all 
worldly resources. Tho kings of tho 
earth had chased clmlices out of which to 
drink; hut Christ had nothing but a plain 
cup set Ixifore him, and it was very sharp, 
nnd it was very sour. Ho took the 
vinegar.

There nls* is the sourness of Iwreavc- 
ment. There were years that passed 

before your family circle was '
aded In* death; hut tho moment the 

charmed circle was broken everythin! 
seemed to dissolve. Hardly have you 
put the black apparel in the wardrobe 
before you have again to tube it out. 
Great and rapid changes in your family 
record. You got the house and rejoiced 
in it, but the charm was gone as soon as 
tho crajio hung on the door boll. The 
one upon whom you most depended was 
taken away from you. A cold marble 
6lab lies on your heart today. Once, as 
tho children runijx-d through the house, 
you put your ban'll over your aching 
head and raid: -Oil, if Icmihl only have 
it still.” Oh, it is too still new. You 
lost your patience w he n tho tope and the 
strings and the shells were left amid 
floor; but 0I1, you would be willing to 
have tho trinkets scattered all over 
the floor again, if they were scat­
tered by the same hands. With 
what a ruthless j lowsharo bereave­
ment rips up the heart. But Jesus 
knows all about that. You cannot tell 
him anything new- in regard to bereave­
ment. lie had only a few friends, and 
when he lost one it brought tears to his 
eyes. Lazarus liad often entertained 
him at his house. -.Now La:umis is dead 
and buried, aud Christ breaks down with 
emotion—tho convulsion of grief shud­
dering through all the age's of bereave­
ment. Christ knows what it is to go 
through the house mi.- sing a familiar in­
mate. Christ knows v.hat it is Msec an 
unoccupied place at tho table. Were 
there not four cf them—Mary, and 
Martha, and Christ, nnd Lazarus? Four 
of them. Ilut where is Lazarus? Lonelv 
and afflicted ( hri-t, his great loving eyes 
filled with tears, wlfivh drop from eye to 
check, and from chock to board, and 
from beard ta rcbe. i.nd from robe to 
floor. 0!i, yes. yes, ho knows all about 
the loneliness mid the heartbreak.

And we will rvako up 
after these autumnal, and wintry, 
and vernal, and summery glories have 
vanished from our vision—we will woke 
up into a realm which lias only one 
eeaaou, and that the season of evèrlast-

The spring races have occupied the at­

tention of the capital's upper and lower 
circles for the past three dayo, and the 
sports and fashion models have paraded 
tho lawn before the grand stand as they 
might at any raco courso in western 
countries. Pool tickets rnado and lost 
dollars for the investors, and jockeys 
were accused of all tho tricks they can 
iver play.

The 
TJyeno race course b ono of the most 
beautiful tracks in tho way of its land­
scape setting, the course describing a 
great oval in a hollow between two hilly 
ridges, and thô middle "space being occu­
pied by a lotus pond.

A feature of one day's entertainment 
was the riding of six Japanese ladies, 
and natives and foreigners were equally 
interested in tho spectacle. Tokio is not 
behind other modem cities in a rage for 
riding schools, and in addition to tho 
number of" army officers and men who, 
learned the foreign style abroad, every 
official or well-to-do citizen now aspires 
to lessons in equestrianism. There is a 
flourishing riding school near Shiba 
Park, and a number of Japanese ladies 
belong to tho classes.

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THE PRESIDENTIAL CAMPAIGN.
Although the political campaign of our 

neighbors has scarcely commenced, 
and the conditions that are to control in 
the canvass not yet developed, the jour­
nals of both parties are indulging in pre­
dictions and doing much bragging. The 
Republicans would seem to be the loud­
est talkers ; the Democrats the move 
ready to stake money on the result, and 
to give edds when invited to do so.

An independent view of the situation, 
presented by a journal in one of the head 
centres of Presidential struggles, would 
therefore at this date be of 
general interest to our readers. We find 
such a view in the last issue ol the Bos­
ton Sunday Herald:—

We know that the Democrats have a 
ca°didate who will attract votes outsid® 
his party, but we know that, while he is 
popular with the bulk of voters within 
its ranks, the ostensible favor that he 
obtains among the politicans who com 
pose it is to a great degree deceptive. 
This last is somewhat offset bv the fact 
that the discipline of the Democratic 
party is the beet ever attained in this 
country, and that in New York, where 
the party has often been divided, its 
union is apparently complete this year. 
We know that the Republicans, thought 
they have not nominated a candidate 
who is stronger than his party, or one 
who invokes enthusiasm through hie 
history or his personal qualities, have yet 
in Gen. Harrison a man who well repre­
sents and fully unites their party, and 
who in character and capacity is satis­
factory in the position assigned him1 
The advantage that the Democrats have 
with their candidate on a national basis 
is that he was nominated because he was 
known to be stronger with the whole 
country than any man in his party. The 
Republicans, to offset this, present the 
statement that Gen. Harrison is strong 
in a peculiar state, and that state a high­
ly important one in the election. Pre­
sident Cleveland is nominated because 
the country called for him; Gen. IJar 
risen because, in a perplexity as to who 
the candidate should be, party ex­
igencies pointed him out as a man who 
sfferded hope of carrying the vote of a 
doubtful locality

In ordinary circumstances the Demo­
crats would have very much the advan­
tage, and it is this fact which probably 
inspires the confidence that bo much 
prevails of that party’s success. The 
doubt that existed four years ago of the 
party being safe to intrust with the gov­
ernment is dispelled. With President 
Cleveland at its head, no one not blinded 
by partisanship questions that the public 
interests are safe in its hands. Indeed, 
in conservatism of administration, in 
prudence and economy, in holding to 
the recognized landmarks of good gov- 
emment, and avoiding extravagant 
schemes of all kinds, the Democratic re­
cord of the last four years is superior to 
that of the Republican party to a degree 
that leaves no room for even a compari­
son. This will much approve it to the 
business interests of the country, and to 
its capital, except in so far as the latter 
is interested in schemes to be promoted 
by special legislation.

Tnie brings us to an important point. 
As an eminently sate President, Mr. 
Cleveland has never had his superior in 
the government. The subetantial, disin­
terested business strength of the country 
cannot fail to rally to him. But there is 
another element that looks upon govern­
ment in a different light. It is concern­
ed in what it can make out of the govern­
ment This element is an element that 
has an eye upon the surplus in the treas­
ury. Instead of following President 
Cleveland in his effort to lesson this by 
taking the taxes from the people, it pro­
poses to keep up those taxes, and to 
spend the surplus that they produce in 
schemes. Its influence is likely to be 
felt in the election. By putting itself in 
alliance with the great manufacturing 
and the speculative interest of the coun 
try, it will command a large amount of 
money. It is scarcely denied that it ex­
pects to control and to change many 
votes. It is too early to prophesy as to 
the election until the way in which this 
policy works is made to appear.

The specific tactics of that side are 
evidently to change the vote of the 
laboring man by making it appear to 
him that its action is in his interest. It 
will endeavor to prove to him that thie 
increased taxation and increased expen­
diture are for his welfaic; that with low 
taxes and a prudent government he is to 
suffer in employment and in wages, 
while with high taxes and lavish expend! 
ture both these concomitants of pros­
perity will be added to his lot. The 
legitimate business of the country is not 
at all likely to be deceived in this way. 
It understands very well upon what busi­
ness and national prosperity alike de­
pend. A test of the intelligence of 
labor will be here applied. If it can be 
used tor the purposes of men who either 
threaten or persuade it into becoming 
their ally in this scheme to fasten heavy 
taxation and an extravagant government 
upon the country, it may have an im­
portant effect upon the election, and 
may fix a policy upon the country from 
which it will not for a generation recover.

MR. FOSTER OPPOSING PROHIBI­
TION.

It is announced that Minister Foster 
has left Ottawa to take part in the elec­
tion in Cumberland. It will strike those 
who do not know Mr. Foster, as a strange 
proceeding that a man who has so long 
preached temperance should leave the 
work of his department, with which he 
cannot yet be at all familiar, to do his 
utmost to defeat a candidate who has de­
clared himself so strongly in favor ot 
prohibition. Those, however, who know 
Mr. Foster will not be surprised at his 
movements. His whole life has been a 
gigantic sham, his professions of temper­
ance being but the instruments which he 
used to enable him to satisfy the ruling 
passion of his life—love of money. We 
are not told whether or not Mr. 
Foster has stipulated for ten 
dollars a night, but this we 
know, that money is at the bottom of 
his trip. If the Tories do not retain the 
followers they already have, a new min­
ister of finance will be in order and Mr. 
Foster will have to seek some less remun­
erative employment. Notwithstanding 
the ooyrae which Mr. Foster has pursued 
with regard to the temperance question, 
many narrow temperance people still 
ding to him, and the more obstructions 
he throws in the way of the successful 
carrying out of the reform which true 
temperance people have inaugurated, the 
faster do his admirers cling. Before 
temperance people can expect to accom­
plish any good work in temperance they 
must oast off the man who has so basely 
betrayed them and seek out one whose 
line of conduct has corresponded with 
his professions and one in whom selfish­
ness and deceit do not stand out so 
prominently as they do in Mr. Foster.

THE MURDERED HAN McKIM.IHE. 

Tb« (story of (be '

A despatch to the St. John S in, under 
date ot July 8tb, eays:—The body of young 
Alix. MiKitmnie, who was murdered in 
Monson, Maine, last Tuesday, has arrived 
here and will be buried to-morrow. The 
murder has created intense feeling n Pietou 
county where the McKimmies' are one of 
the leading families. Tho story of the tra­
gedy told by J. H. Cameron, a Nova Sco­
tian who brought the body home, is to the 
effect that theassasiin is one Hall, the son of 
a Bangor merchant. MeKimmic was going 
to his campon Tuesday night with $600 on 
his person and hired Hall to row him across 
a small lake. On reaching the other aide of 
the lake and just as McKimmie was stepping 
out of the boat, Hall fired at him with a 
Winchester rifle. One bullet entered bh 
left eye and passed through hia head; the 
other lodged in bis back. McKimmie met 
instantaneous death. Hall then dragged 
the body 60 feet along the shore, threw it 
in the water and buried It with Iocs and 
made his escape from the state. The first 
suspicions of McKimmie's murder was when 
his dog arrived home in camp with one of 
his feet shot off. Then McKimmie’s fellow 
Nova Scotians had their fears aroused, or­
ganized search parlies and soon unfolded the 
tragic tale. The murdered man was in the 
prime of life and a brother of Mrs. Robert 
Dewar, the wife of the Winnipeg conlrac-

jrormatlon Warned.
To the Editor of the Gleankr.

Sib,—Having been appointed a Surveyor 
of roads m and for the Parish of St. Mary's, 
County of York, I wish some one through 
the columns of your paper would inform me 
how I am to act under such appointment. 
The Act of 1886, Sec. 34, says the Com­
missioners not later than the 10th day of 
May in each year, shall furnish the Surveyors 
of the several roads districts with names of 
persona assessed for road work, etc. Sec. 35 
provides the Surveyor’s duty, after receiving 
the list from the Commissioner, among other 
requirements he must make his returns not 
later than the 15th July. Now, Sir, up to 
this date [10th July], I have not received 
instructions of any kind from the Commis­
sioners. Consequently I am quite powerless 
to act as Surveyor, and the district, as a 
matter ef course, must lose the benefit of 
atatute labor that ought to be put upon the 
roads therein.

SawltStk Maris, Mich., July 10th. A 
farm house belonging to Geo. Dobbs, seven 
miles from here, on the Canadian side, was 
burned Saturday.

Dobbs, David Merryfield and two children, 
perished iu the flames. The fire was discov­
ered by Mrs. Dobbs, who is 70 years old. 
She awoke her husband and while groping 
about in the stifling smoke fell through a 
trap door into the celler and escaped to the 
open air. She ia badly burned and there is 
little hopes for her recovery.

Tbe Uneasy Power of Europe.

Vienna, July 10. Well informed persons 
here deny that an understanding has been 
arrived at between Austria and Russia re­
garding the eastern question. Russians con­
tinue to erect military stores near the fron­
tier and aie building steam mills and baker­
ies for the army around Warsaw, which 
place has been transformed into a first-class 
fortress. Russian forces on the frontier are 
being increased. The Grand Duke Valdi- 
mir, speaking at a banquet, said his stay in 
Berlin had convinced him that the Emperor 
William was Russia’s friend and was prepar­
ed to become her ally.

A Notorious Woman.

Paris, July 10th.—Fatma Ben Abd el 
Kader is the famous Algérienne who has 
iust been sentenced to 20 years’ penal servi­
tude at Oran for infanticide. She baa been 
for years one of the most notorious women 
in the East. She was a famous beauty as a 
girl, and though now fifty is said to be still 
dazzling. She has had 19 or 20 hdebands, 
but only one divorce, which she obtained 
shortly after her first marriage. Her second 
husband she shot for trifling with another 
woman's affections. After spending five 
years in prison for this crime she married a 
Marabout, went in for politics and excited 
an insurrection.
A case oi Elopement In Upper Circles.

St. Lcuis, July 10. The most startling 
social sensation known here in years was 
revealed to the public Saturday afternoon, 
when it was announced that Henry W. 
Moore, managing editor of the Post Dis­
patch, and the wife of John W. Norton, 
manager of the Grand Opera House and 
Olympia Theatre in this city, left the city 
together Friday night in a clandestine and 
scandalous manner.

Fiom developments it appears the couple 
had been unduly intimate over a year, but 
their liason was not known to Norton until 
Thursday last, rçhen tho tact was conveyed 
to him through an annoymous letter. 
Thursday evening Norton met Moore and 
Mrs. Norton in the western part of the city, 
and attempted to shoot Moore, but was dis­
armed by a friend passing at the time.

Mrs. Norton removed money and other 
valuables from the Safe Deposit Company, 
amounting to about $20,000, and Friday 
night she and Moore left together. Mrs. 
Norton before her marriage was named 
Emma Stockman. She was a very hand­
some woman and an actress of high repute, 
and well known throughout the East.

In II a French t rials.

Paris, July 10. In veiw of the two recent 
reverses which they have suffered in the 
chamber of deputies, the Floquet ministry 
have become somewhat precarious with re­
gard to their tenure of office. The whole 
French press, including even the ministerial 
prints, have assumed an attitude of mingled 
hostility and indifference, and have evident­
ly arrived at the conclusion that the days of 
the present government are numbered. The 
newspapers discuss the question whether 
the cabinet shall be allowed to live until the 
end of the present session of parliament, or 
shall be ejected from office before Jsly 14. 
To add to the annoyances to which the min­
isters are subjected, President Carnot's 
organ, theSiecle, resolutely protests against 
M Floquet’s projected revolutionary mani­
festo of a banquet of 3,000 provincial mayors 
on the 14tb, on the ground that it is no part 
of the President's duties to preside over 
party banquets, while, beside, the expense 
of such an affair ought not to be borne by 
the taxpayers. Despite all this hostile talk, 
it is difficult to believe that any party or 
any combination of parties, in or out of the 
chamber, would assume the responsibility of 
bringing about a crisis on the eve of the 14th 
of July, when all the revolutionary spirits 
in the country are on the qui vive for any 
pretext of riot.

Miss Matilda Howie, daughter ol" Mr. Jas. 
R. Hswie, died very suddenly on Sunday 
evening. Deceased had been in declining 
health for some years, but her condition was 
io worse on the day previous to her death 

and nothing serious was anticipated until 
the death summons came. She took an ill 
turn ahoitly after the members of the house­
hold had left for church, and before they 
could be summoned to her bedside her spirit 
had departed. She wps 21 years of age. 
The funeral took place from her father’s 
residence, Waterloo How, at 3 o’clock this 
afternoon and was largely attended.

THE «'ONCt BEG ATIO X A LISTS.

The Forty-first Annual Session of the 
Congregational Union of New Brunswick 
and Nova Scotia was held in Yarmouth, N. 
S., beginning on Saturday. The retiring 
chairman, Rev. J. B. Hawes, of Keswick 
Ridge, was unable to be present on account 
of illness in his family.

The business committee recommended tbe 
name of Rev. Thomas Hall, the missionary 
superintendent of .Canada, for chairman for 
the ensuing year, and Mr. Hall was unani­
mously elected to the position, and was wel­
comed to the chair by the temporary presid­
ing officer. On taking the office, Mr. Hall 
gave a brief address.

Among those elected honorary members 
were the follo'wing: Rev. Dr. Fielden, of 
London, England, secretary of the Colonial 
Missionary Society, and delegate from ths 
Congregational Union of England and 
Wales ; Rev. Dr. Barbonr, principal of the 
Congregational College, Montreal ; and Rev, 
Alexander McGregor, of Pawtucket, Rhode

Considerable amount of routine business 
was transacted and reports read. Mr. 
Woodrow, the treasurer of the Union, read 
his report. Tbe receipts were $1,056.73; pay­
ments, $1,010 27; balance on hand, $46.46 
Reports were recieved and referred to the 
auditors, according to the rules of the Union 
and the thanks of the body given to the 
treasurer for his labors.

The Rev. James SLipperley read his stat­
istical report in detail, with explanations. 
Reports were received from 20 churches, 
showing a membership of nearly 1,200. The 
report called forth considerable discussion 
on the best methods of carrying on the work 
and the instruction of the young in the 
principles of the denomination. The report 
was referred to tbe business committee, and 
the thanks of the union voted to Mr. Ship- 
perley for the pains he had taken in collect­
ing and compliog the statistics.

A temperance resolution wae reported by 
,the business committee, recommending the 
principals Of total abstinence to the members 
and adherents of the churches, and approv­
ing of legal measures for the curtailment 
and suppression of the liquor traffic. Unani- 
moualy adopted.

ON IfS I.ART LEGS.

Among the arrivals in port yesterday was 
an old time tow-boat loaded with pressed 
hay from Peel, Carleton Co. This is the 
first tow-boat of the season. It may be the 
last. Of all the large fleet of tow-boats on 
the river before tbe railway age, there are 
but three in existence or fit for service on 
the river at present. Two ot these are 
owned by Mr. Day, of Carleton Oo , and the 
other is the “Southampton Packet” owned 
by Mr. Munroe, of Nackawick. During the 
last few summers, Mr. Munroe's boat has 
commanded about all the trade between 
Fredericton and Woodstock, making pro­
bably half a dozen trips in all during the 
season, and that only when the water was 
too low to navigate the Florenceville. The 
“ Southampton Packet” is lying idle yet at 
Nackawick. The days of tow-boating, 
once such a prosperous business on the river, 
are rapidly drawing to a close. The boats 
now in existence, when worn out with age, 
will never be replaced. If they do not out­
live the construction of the St. John Valley 
road, or even if they should, their days of 
usefulness are gone. The tow-boat in port 
is one of Mr. Day’s fleet of two. It is a 
pretty old settler and looks as if it could 
not stand the ravages of lime aud tide more 
than another summer or two.

TWO SINGULAR ACCIDENT-).

On Tuesday last, a little girl about three 
years old, daughter of John Larlee of Perth, 
Victoria county, was playing on the track 
of the New Brunswick railway opposite her 
parents’ residence. A slowly moving freight 
train ran over the little one, and when the 
eight cars had been stopped the hands ex­
pected to eee only a mass of mangled re­
mains. Instead ot that they found tho child 
laying insensible between two slespers. A 
mark on the back of its neck showed that 
it had been struck by the cars and knocked 
down. At last accounts tbe little girl was 
still unconcious and there are but alight 
hopes et her recevery.

On Friday afternoon conductor Swill's 
freight train of 25 cars, when about five 
miles above Canterbury, ran over a little 
child named Dibblee, doing it no fürther in­
jury than the infliction of two or three slight 
bruises. The child fell between a pair of 
sleepers and so escaped death. In both 
cases, the children were sitting down on the 
track and their presence was not discovered 
until too late to stop the cars from passing 
over them. Not the sligheet blame attaches 
to the railway employes.—Sun.
