BOYS ROCKED THE BOAT
The Popular Vote.

Under any system of representation 
by constituencies, a popular majority 
will not infallibly register a parlia­
mentary majority. The Brantford Ex­
positor points out, for instance, that 
the Conservative party has been usu­
ally represented at Ottawa out of all 
proportion to its strength in Ontario. 
In the election of 1882, immediately 
after the gerrymander, the Liberals 
were in a minority of only 3,721 votes 
in this Province, but 54 Conservative 
members were elected and only 38 
Liberals. In 1887 the Conservatives 
had a majority of only 4,855 of the 
popular vote in Ontario, but secured 
a majority of eighteen seats. In 1891 
the Conservatives in Ontario polled 
183,172 votes and the Liberals 184,036, 
the former getting 48 seats and the 
latter 44. In 1896 the Liberals again 
had a popular majority, this time, 3,- 
637 votes, and got a majority of two 
at Ottawa. In 1890 the Conservative 
majority was 8,293 votes and eighteen 
seats.

In the recent provincial election the 
Liberals were in a minority or about 
4,000 votes, largely accounted for by the 
Conservative preponderance in the city 
of Toronto, where the unit of repre­
sentation is the largest in the Pro­
vince. The Liberal majority of four 
seats, under the circumstances, is not 
an anomaly, and certainly shows no 
such disparity between the number of 
votes and the number of seats as four 
out of five Dominion elections reveal.

The ceremonial side of royalty does 
not particularly appeal to a demo­
cratic country like Canada, and we 
Want no mimic court here; but this 
feeling is perfectly compatible with 
loyalty to the monarchy. Perhaps it 
is the only constitutional form under 
which an empire such as the British 
could have been built up and welded 
together. In this respect the con­
tinuity of the throne, amid the rise 
and fall of cabinets and the commo­
tion of parties, has been an immense 
advantage. It has given a greater 
stability to executive authority. While 
consistent with the most advanced 
democracy, the British system is far 

' more adaptable than the republican to 
the government of inferior ra'ces, which 
are unfitted for political freedom. In 
this the monarchy is an integrating 
force, as in the mind of the native of 
India, or Africa, or even the abor­
igine on this continent, the prowess of 
the British empire is personified in the 
sovereign. We do not need to be 
told what a power the thought of the 
"great white queen" exercised over 
millions of Victoria's native subjects. 
Anglo-Saxons under the British flag 
smile at this imaginative conception 
of royalty, but appreciate its prac­
tical service to the empire. The self- 
governing colonies regard the crown 
as symbolizing the genius of British 
institutions and the unity of the race. 
It is a common bond, uniting all 
races and creeds and countries within 
the empire. The monarchical principle 
was greatly strengthened by the char­
acter and wisdom of the late Queen, 
and King Edward has given promise 
of maintaining her high traditions.

Ludington, Mich., June 26. — An aw­
ful tragedy occurred Tuesday night at 
Hopkins Lake, seven miles south of 
this city. As the result of a frolicsome 
pleasure party and a moonlight ride 
on the little inland lake three young 
lives were lost, bringing the deepest 
sorrow to as many homes.

Four young people, aged 15 to 17 
years, were out rowing. They were 
Ed Seymour and Will Beebe, of Sum­
mit township, and Mary Brystrand 
and Bessie Carlson, of Ludington. The 
girls were in the country to pick ber­
ries.

The boys got to rocking the boat, and 
lost the oars. Reaching over after 
them, Beebe capsized the boat, throw­
ing all the occupants into the water. 
Both girls threw their arms about 
Beebe, who, though a good swimmer, 
could not sustain the load. All three 
went instantly to the bottom, while 
Seymour slowly paddled the upturned 
boat to shore and summoned help. He 
then became frightened and went home 
to bed. A large searching party work­
ed all night dragging for the bodies, 
but without success. Then the Luding­
ton life-saving crew were sent for.

In the meantime, however, young 
Seymour returned to the scene, and 
pointed out the spot where his com­
panions went down. With this cue the 
bodies of all three were quickly lo­
cated in eight feet of water. The 
parents cf the victims are heartbro­
ken.

This is the first drowning accident 
that ever occurred at Hopkins Lake.

London, June 26.—At the hour when 
the King should have been crowned 
a great and distinguished gathering 
almost identical with that which 
would have sat in Westminster Abbey, 
gathered in St. Paul’s Cathedral. The 
approaches to the cathedral were lined 
by silent throngs, through which drove 
peers and peeresses, colonial premiers, 
foreign envoys, ambassadors and mem­
bers of the House of Commons, all in 
sombre clothes. In the chancel were 
Joseph H. Choate, the United States 
ambassador; Whitelaw Reid, the 
special ambassador of the United 
States to the coronation; J. Pierpont 
Morgan, jun.; and the leading mem­
bers of the nobility. In the knave 
about a thousand of the Westminster 
Abbey ticket holders, mainly women, 
were seated.

Shortly before noon the big western 
doors were swung open, sunlight 
streamed in, and the Duke of Cam­
bridge, leaning heavily on the arm of 
an equerry, walked to the chancel.

As 12 o’clock struck there arose from 
the far end of the nave the clear notes 
of the opening sentences of the 
litany, chanted by four of the cath­
edral clergy. Their tones were in 
such unison that they seemed to em­
anate from one powerful voice. The 
choir took up the responses. At each 
supplication the procession, headed 
by the cross, advanced a few steps 
and then stood still until the response 
was completed. Through the kneel­
ing congregation the choir advanced 
to the chancel steps. A score of the 
clergy followed and behind them 
were 10 bishops in gorgeous robes. 
Then came the Archbishop of York, 
the Most Rev. "William Dalrymple 
MacLagan, the Archbishop of Canter­
bury, the Most Rev. Frederick Temple 
and the lord mayor, Sir Joseph C. 
Dimsdale, the corporation, in full 
state, bringing up the rear. With 
evident feeling the choir sang the 
three psalms of the anthem and the 
singing of the hymn: “Thine Arm, O 
Lord in Days of Old was Strong to 
Heal and Save," and Psalm 51 con­
cluded the short service, whereupon 
the Bishop of London, surrounded by 
the archbishops and bishops, from 
the altar steps impressively pro­
nounced the benediction. For a few 
moments complete silence reigned and 
all heads were bowed in prayer, after 
which the almost blind Archbishop of 
Canterbury was carefully led down the 
steps. the procession reformed
and the congregation went out into

Guide I—I CountryThe Opposition Palaver.
An official report of the Conservative 

Convention at Toronto yesterday says

"A strongly-worded speech by Mr. J. 
IP. Whitney” is, of course, to be ex- 
pected under any and all circumstances. 
As a purveyor of strong words, Mr. 
Whitney stands alone and unrivaled. 
The statement that the Government is 
indebted to that good old Conservative 
device, the gerrymander, is not borne 
out by an examination of the election 
returns, as we have demonstrated in 
another article. To say that the Gov­
ernment has profited by "disgraceful 
tampering with ballots" is such an ob- 
vious stretch of the truth that the 
charge recoils on those who make it. 
With the exception of North Grey, 
there is not even a suspicion of fraud, 
and county judges who have conducted 
the recounts have remarked on the ex- 

ceptionally clean marking of the ballots 
and the care exercised by the deputy 
returning officers. The county judge of 
Halton even went so far as to say that 
the deputies in that riding leaned, if 
anything, against the interests of the 
Liberal candidate. In North Grey there 
were four dubious ballots, but over 
and above these, the Liberal candidate 
had a majority. The Government has 
ordered an investigation, and if fraud 
was committed it is to be hoped the 
perpetrators will be brought to jus- 
tie. If any party has suffered through 
the conduct of election officials it has 
been the Liberals. In East Miuuiesex 
and Muskoka, Liberal seats were en- 
dangered by the inadvertence of depu- 
Ries, and in Center Bruce a recount, 
which might have given the seat to a 
supporter of the Government, was pre­
cluded by an act of the returning offi­
cer. There is not the slightest proof 
that the Liberals profited in the least 
by control of the election machinery. 
The Opposition cannot raise a moral 
issue on that score.

Warning to Parents Who Permit 
Children to Beg.

Government of Manitoba to Get In­
terest on School Fund.

The board of management of the 
Children’s Aid Society held their ad- 
journed monthly meeting in the city 
hall, Tuesday afternoon. The presi­
dent occupied the chair, and there was 
a good attendance of members. Ac­
counts for the shelter maintenance, 
etc., to the amount of $75 74 were 
passed and ordered to be paid. A very 
large number of communications were 
read and disposed of, among them one 
from a husband asking that his child 
be removed from his wife’s control, 
because she had left his home and was 
living an improper life. Such action 
will be taken. There were also some 
letters from wards of the society now 
in faster homes, expressing content­
ment in their present surroundings.

The Inspector’s report dealt with 
quite a number of cases. One was 
that of three foreign children, three 
boys and a girl, the boys were play­
ing string instruments and the little 
girl, who was a very pretty child, 
was sent around begging. The inspec­
tor warned the mother that if she per­
sisted in sending her children out in 
that manner they would be removed 
from her care. If persons from whom 
children beg would kindly report the 
circumstance to Inspector Sanders, at 
the city hall, they would greatly oblige 
the society.

There are at present eleven children 
in the shelter: ten were placed on trial 
in foster homes since last meeting. 
The board has been successful in ob­
taining an order for the admission of 
a child from the Home for Incurabe 
Children, Toronto.

After some discussion with regard 
to the disposal of juvenile offenders, 
the matter was laid over to be brought 
up at the society’s next meeting in 
September. it being decided not to 
hold meetings in July and August.

MUSIC AND DRAMA.[Special to the Advertiser.]
Ottawa, June 26.—E. J. Reynolds, 

Brookville, has been appointed junior 
judge for county of Leeds and Gren­
ville. His appointment was signed to- 
day.

The Dominion Government has de­
cided to pay over to the Government 
of Manitoba the interest which has 
been collected on deferred payments 
of school lands. A check for $224,114 
has therefore been ordered by the in­
terior department for this amount, 
which will be forwarded to the Roblin 
Government.

A cable has been received here from 
Lord Kitchener stating that many 
members of the Canadian contingent 
in South Africa are applying for their 
discharge and asking if the Canadian 
Government has any objections to 
this being granted. Now that the 
war is over it is evident that some of 
the Canadians are thinking of re­
turning or striking out for themselves 
in South Africa- The government will 
not object.

DON’T PURCHASE TOO MANY 
GOLF CLUBS.

A picturesque bag with a mouthful 
of handsome sticks may look well in a 
sporting goods store window —but the 
beginner will discover that even a 
trio of clubs are weighty enough to 
carry as he nears the home stretch 
after falling over “hazards" and "fooz- 
ling ’ himself out of symmetry, and 
not having a caddie, being his own 
detective and finding lost balls. Three 
clubs, a "driver," a "brassie" and an 
“iron,” will do you as a starter.

AN IMPORTANT JUDGMENT.

Philadelphia, Pa., June 26.—Judge 
Dallas handed down an opinion in the 
United States Circuit Court yesterday 
afternoon, refusing the motion of the 
Brooklyn National League club for 
an injunction to restrain Catcher Mc­
Guire from playing with any other 
team than the Brooklyn, with whom 
he had contracted for the year 1902. 
When the case was argued last Mon­
day Col. Rogers, representing the 
Brooklyn National League, recited to 
the court the contract which McGuire 
had signed, and called to the stand 
President Ebbets and Manager Han­
lon to testify that McGuire’s playing 
was of a unique character, and that 
his services could not be supplied by 
any other player.

sourceful than his opponents, and 
straightway will realize that baseball 
is surely a science. One of these very 
plays which I have outlined—the 
sliding in at the plate on an infield 
hit—may be the element that will de­
cide a game, as it was in one of the 
Reading contests. The umpire’s ver­
dict is liable to be wrong on the man 
who fails to slide; that is, he may 
really touch the plate a fraction of a 
second ahead of the catcher’s touch­
ing him with the ball, but because he 
comes in in an upright position, the 
umpire is not able to gauge the play 
accurately. If, however, the player 
slides in, the advantage is all with 
him in thus executing the play. By the 
slide the player usually causes a cloud 
of dust to interfere with the render­
ing of a decision, and, in addition, he 
forces the catcher to make a dive 
downward with the ball, after catch­
ing it, in order to touch him. This al­
lows the base runner to get the best 
of It in the matter of time as against 
the other method of attempting to 
score without a slide. There is only 
one direction, viz., it makes umpiring 
most difficult for that official when, in 
attempting to perform his duty ac­
curately, he has to time the runner’s 
foot or hand, whichever member first 
reaches the plate, with the catcher’s 
action. Is it any wonder that these 
plays are frequently wrongly judged 
under such circumstances? The base 
runner should intuitively know what 
play to make, and never fail, in such 
instances, and failing to thus act 
should always expect to get second 
choice when the umpire’s decision is 
rendered. Primarily it is a play a)! 
should be thoroughly conversant with, 
and likewise it is also one that should 
be intelligently and quickly executed 
so that the umpire is able to render a 
correct decision, something he can not 
always do when the b-.ch work cited 
above materializes.

defeating Seattle 6 to 5 in 22 innings.
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
