Turks hold splendid positions, well pro­
tected by artillery, and the Allies are 
compelled to advance a yard at a time, 
digging themselves in as they push for­
ward.

New York, May 11.—These editorial 

comments appear in the newspapers in 
this city this morning on Germany's ex­
pression of sympathy for the loss of 
life among Americans on the Lusitania:

The World.—"The German Govern­
ment's official expression of “heartfelt 
sympathy over the loss of American 
lives" in the Lusitania massacre is 
coupled with a sneer of "regret that 
Americans felt more inclined to trust 
Britain’s promises than to pay atten­
tion to the warnings from the German 
side."

“This adds insult to injury. The re­
lations between the United States and 
Germany are already strained to the 
breaking point. Most of us ardently 
and sincerely hope that the breaking 
point will not be reached, and that the 
United States will not be forced to ac­
cept the last resort of a nation that 
can obtain no adequate satisfaction for 
deliberate and wanton wrongs.

Issue With Germany.
"The issue rests with Germany. It 

is for the German Government to say 
whether it desires peace or war with 
the United States.

"If it desires peace with the United 
States there will be no more Lusitania 
massacres.

ADVANCE GUARD OF 34TH 
IS EXPECTED THIS WEEK

ID RETREA [Canadian Press.]
Paris, May 11—3:30 p.m.—The French 

war office this 1 afternoon issued the 
following statement on the progress of 
hostilities:

"In Belgium, near St. Georges, the 
enemy endeavored, by a night attack, to 
recapture the positions taken by us the 
day before yesterday. He was, how­
ever. repulsed.

"To the north* of Arras our progress 
has continued. Monday evening we 
took possession first of the cemetery and 
then of the eastern part of the village of 
Carency, and also of the road from 
Carency to Sauchez. Carency. where 
we took 230 more prisoners, including 
three officers, and captured several ma- 
chino guns, is now invested by our 
troops on three sides, and is. reduced to 
precarious communication with the Ger­
man lines.

New Forces Repulsed.
"The forces brought by the enemy 

from Lens and from Douai in automo­
biles were not successful any place in 
getting the advantage. Four strong 
counter-attacks broke down under our 
fire during the afternoon of Monday, at 
the same time suffering very heavy 
losses.

"These attacks took place in front of 
Loos, at Notre Dame de Loretta, at 
Sauchez, and at Neuville Saint Vaast. 
At this last-mentioned place we gained 
territory, at the same time making about 
100 prisoners. The number of officers 
taken by us up to yesterday evening is 
more than 50.

Further Check.
“Monday night the enemy suffered a 

further check. The counter-attacks to 
the north of Neuville Saint Vaast, pre­
ceded by a violent bombardment, were 
completely repulsed and we retained all 
the ground gained by us, at the same 
time inflicting very heavy losses on our 
assailants. On the remainder of the 
front, Loos to Arras, there was no 
counter attack yesterday,

“Following the bombardment of Dun- 
kirk, reported yesterday morning, dur­
ing which three shells fell, without hurt­
ing anybody or inflicting any damage, 
however, the Germans threw eleven 
shells on the town of Bergus, five miles 
south-southeast of Dunkirk. Twelve 
persons were killed and eleven were 
wounded. Our batteries at once opened 
fire, and they put a stop to the shell­
ing of the enemy, which was not re­
sumed during the day.

President Knows Now.
The Tribune.—“An official statement

“He knows now from the German 
Government that the Americans mas­
sacred on the Lusitania were the vic­
tims, not of the individual wantonness 
of a subordinate, but of the policy of 
assassination adopted by those who 
direct the German Empire.

“A wild beast is loose in the war, a 
creature combining the" ferocity of the 
animal with the lust of the degenerate 
human. The struggle is not a struggle 
between nations; it is a battle between 
civilization and barbarism.

“A German victory would mean the 
destruction of all that we hold to be 
best and noblest of our own national 
life. What Germany strikes at is the 
right of men to lead their own lives and 
live according to their own will in the 
pursuit of that happiness which our 
constitution declares is their right."

Lying Excuses.
The Times.—“Germany and her de­

Demand Dismissal 
of All Enemies

So terrific was the shelling to 
which the Canadians were sub­
jected around Langemarcke that 
four of the postoffices operated at 
the front in the Canadian division 
were shot to pieces, one after the 
other, in 'three days.

Fred Taggie, of this city, who is 
a member of the Canadian Postal 
Corps, in a letter to his parents 
containing this information, says 
that for five days he had no oppor­
tunity of mailing letters or post- 
cards because every available 
hehicle was in use for bringing up 
ammunition to the Canadians and 
taking back the wounded.

Behaved Splendidly.
“The Canadians behaved splen­

didly the last three days, and I 
believe they held the Germans 
back on the dash they were mak­
ing for Calais," says the writer. 
"On the night of April 22, the air 
was filled with gas from the 
German bombs, that hurt the eyes 
and the lungs."

Describing the battle of Lange­
marcke, Pte. Taggie writes: "The 
Germans broke through the 
trenches filled with French and 
Algerians. The Germans threw 
shells containing gas, and half of 
the Frenchmen were suffocated to 
death. We got orders to retreat 
immediately from our billets and 
go three ′ miles to the rear. The 
firing of the machine guns and 
batteries was hell let loose.

Canadians Rushed Up.
"About midnight the Canadians 

were rushed up from their own 
trenches, and they held back the 
enemy. The poor Canucks were

Turks Shift Troops.

Australians Not Forgotten.
The Bishop of London then gave a 

short address, “In mourning for Can­
ada tonight," he said, “let none think 
we are leaving out our Australian and 
Newfoundland comrades, whose heroic 
conduct has thrilled the world. On 
another occasion we may well com­
memorate their gallant deeds, but the 
night is Canada's night, and we com­
memorate the feat of arms performed 
by Canadians, which will live in his­
tory forever.

"It was a terrible moment," said the 
bishop, "when the gallant French al­
lies, naturally not expecting a species 
of human devilry in warfare the like 
of which has not been seen for a thous­
and years, were overpowered by fumes 
and poisonous gases, which Germany 
had herself declared illegitimate in 
warfare. We have now learned by the 
bitter experience of our Canadian 
comrades and the sinking of the Lusi­
tania what diabolical acts Germany is 
capable of, acts which will stain her 
name while life lasts.

For Freedom’s Cause.
“These young men from the Domin­

ion left their farms in the Far West, 
their orchards in Ontario, and forests 
and mines in the Rockies, and have 
flung down their lives, not for the 
motherland only, but for freedom of 
the freest thing in the world, the free­
dom of Canada, for the freedom of the 
world and for international honor, and

Germans With Taube Machine Hit St. Denis With Two

BERLIN (via London), May 10.- 

p.m.—The following dispatch has 
been sent by the German foreign office 
to the German embassy ta Washing- 
ton:

“Please communicate the following to 
the State . Department: The German 
Government desires to express its deep­
est sympathy at the loss of lives on 
board the Lusitania. The responsibil­
ity rests, however, with the British 
Government, which, through its plan of 
starving the civilian population of Ger- 
many, has forced Germany to resort to 
retaliatory measures.

“In spite of the German otter to stop 
the submarine war, in case of the star­
vation plan was given up, British 
merchant vessels are being generally 
armed with guns and have repeatedly 
tried to ram submarines, so that a 
previous search was impossible.

They cannot, therefore, be treated 
as ordinary merchant vessels. A re­
cent declaration made to the British 
Parliament by the Parliamentary sec­
retary in answer to a question by Lord 
Charles Beresford, said that at the 
present, practically all British merchant 
vessels were armed and provided with 
hand grenades.

Insists Cargo Was Contraband,
"Besides, it has been openly admit­

ted by the English press that the Lusi- 
tania on previous voyages repeatedly 
carried large quantities of war ma­
terial. .On ■..the • present voyage the 
Lusitania carried 5,400 eases of am- 
munition, while the rest of her cargo 
also consisted chiefly of contraband.

“If England, after repeated official 
and unofficial warnings, considered her­
self able to deciare that that boat ran 
no risk, and thus light-heartedly as­
sumed responsibility for the human 
life on board, a steamer which, owing 
to its armament and cargo was liable 
to destruction, ■ the German Govern­
ment, in spite of its heartfelt sympathy 
for the loss of American lives, can­
not but regret that Americans felt 
more inclined to trust to English 
promises rather than to pay attention 
to the warnings from the German 
side.

Agents of the .White Star Line said 
the Cymric will sail from New York 
for Liverpool next Friday, according to 
schedule. Forty cabin and 300 steerage 
passengers already aro booked for that 
steamer. -

At the offices of the Cunard Line it 
was said that no instructions have been, 
received from Liverpool regarding the 
sailings of its steamers, and there have 
been no cancellations.

It was estimated that 2,350 passengers 
are on board the various steamships 
from American ports bound for destin­
ations that will take them within range 
of German submarine activity.

ROBLIN CABINET

SEEKS TO RESIGN;
ROGERS ALARMED

Latter’s Attempt To Form a Coalition 
Government—Manitoba at Fever Heat.

Hon. Robert Rogers arrived tonight to 
get a line on the situation, and see if he 
can assist in forming a coalition govern­
ment. It is understood L. C. Norris, 
Liberal leader, will not listen to any 
coalition cabinet, but will insist*on the 
country electing a new Legislature.

I 
but apparently through lack of wind It 
came no further. There was a dead 
calm. This disappointed us keenly. We 
next saw a steamer on the horizon, and I 
after about an hour we saw her go in 
the opposite direction.

Holt spent some time succoring others 
before he jumped from the liner, and 
owes his marvellous escape to his pow­
ers as a swimmer.

“After coming from lunch,” he said. 
“I was sitting in the lounge, situated on 
the boat deck reading a novel. Sudden­
ly without warning, I heard a dull 
crash. Immediately the Lusitania lean­
ed ever on her right side about thirty- 
five degrees. People at once began to 
walk to the upper side of the deck.; 
There was no panic, but a lot of con- 
fusion. Difficulty was experienced in 
launching boats owing to the list of the 
liner. The first boat turned over, and 
the occupants were thrown out.

Aide Others First.
“Seeing rescue would be difficult by 

means of lifeboats. I decided to clamber 
down the side of the ship and jump in­
to the sea. but before doing this I saw 
several ladles around me. most of whom 
had life-belts. Mra. G. W. Stephens, of 
Montreal, had not one, whereupon Miss 
Anna Allan gave her one she had. and I 
tied it upon her. I then went into the 
cabins to see if I could find one for Miss 
Allan. I was unable to find one, and 
was told by a man they had been taken 
out. On returning to deck I was de- 
lighted to see Miss Allan had one. as 
well as Miss Gwendoline and Lady 
Allan.

Reach Harbor at Midnight.
“After we got on the Katrina we suc­

Evening 
had now arrived, and it was about six 
o’clock when we made our way towards 
Queenstown. We were one of the last 
boats to reach harbor, where we arrived 
at midnight.

“Most of us had succeeded in getting 
our clothes dried. We also had some 
tea.′ We remained in the harbor until 
two o’clock, when we transferred to a 
pinnace, H™ M. 8. Julia. I remained in 
Queenstown until Saturday afternoon, 
then came on to London.

“The Lusitania was struck by two 
torpedoes. After the first she listed, 
and on being struck the second time she 
righted herself, but then listed towards 
land and sunk. I think it was the sec­
ond torpedo that sank her."

Notwithstanding this terrible experi­
ence young Mr. Holt has suffered no 
serious consequences. He is now in 
London with Lady Holt, his mother, 
who has been the recipient of several 
congratulations on the miraculous 
escape of her son.

got into the water I swam away as 
hard as possible. I had no lifebelt. I 
had not been in the water more than a 
couple of minutes when the Lusitania 
turned over. I felt it coming on me, 
and dived. Whilst under water I came 
into contact with one funnel. I put my 
hand alongside it and felt the rivets. I 
swam around the funnel, and eventual­
ly reached the surface. I just managed 
to get a breath of air. when I felt my­
self pulled down again by the auction. 
Its influence, however, was not great.

"I struck out with all my power once 
again and came to the surface. I then 
saw davits, boat and tackle just going 
into the water, and I was pushed by 
wreckage, I should say, nearly a hun­
dred yards from the ship. The scene 
around me was terrible, people shouting 
for help, others going under water. I 
succeeded in catching hold of an oar. 
Turning round I saw the Lusitania dis- 
appear. She did not sink all at once; 
her bow entered the water first, and she 
slid gradually forward until she disap­
peared. I released the oar and began 
swimming again. Then a man wearing 
a lifebelt caught hold of me around the 
waist, but seeing he had a belt I push­
ed him off.

Gives Up for Others.
“Continuing to swim I came alongside 

the assistant surgeon and two other 
men. We got hold of an airtank from 
one of the lifeboats. This was insuffi­
cient to support all of us, so again I 
swam away towards a collapsible life- 
boat, which had not been properly open­
ed, but formed part of the wreckage. It 
was partly under water, and any mo­
ment seemed as if it would sink. I saw 
Miss Braithwaite on this.

On Collapsible Boat.
"With another man I got hold of a 

tin tank, but left this to my companion 
while I went for another. Whilst swim­
ming towards it a man on a collapsible 
boat extended an oar towards me. 
Which I grasped and was then drawn 
onto the boat, which was upside down, 
but nevertheless was floating well. I 
should say there were over thirty peo­
ple on it, and I was the last to get on. 
Among the group were Lady Allan and 
Orr Lewis.

“The third engineer also was there in 
pyjamas. He was just going on his

My watch stopped at 2:36. I Was 
picked Up from among the wreckage, 
and afterwards was brought aboard a 
trawler.

“No warship was convoying us. I 
saw no warship, and none was reported 
as being seen. At the time I was 
picked up, I noticed bodies floating on 
the surface, but saw no living persons."

"Eighteen knots was not the normal 
speed of the Lusitania, was it?"

“At ordinary times,” answered Capt. 
Turner, "she could make 25 knots, but 
in war times her speed was reduced 
to 21 knots. My reason for going 18 
knots was that I wanted to arrive at 
Liverpool Bar without stopping, and 
within two or three hours of high 
water." -

“Was there a lookout kept for sub­
marines, having regard to previous 
warning?"

“Yes, we had double lookouts.”
“Were you going a zigzag course at 

the moment the torpedoing took place?” 
Saw Land Clearly.

“No, it was bright weather, and land 
was clearly visible.”

TFor some years past agricultural ex- nothing but improve the fertility of the 
perts have placed more stress annually home garden. 7on the desirability of tillage. On proper 
preparation of the ground depends the 
success of any grower, and especially of 
the backyard gardener. His ground un­
doubtedly has been packed hard by 
years of disuse, and the only hope it 
offers for a good crop is in thorough 
tillage.

The surface soil must be well pul­
verized In order to let the little tender 
roots of the new plant reach out with­
out obstruction to obtain the plant 
food and moisture that is hidden under 
the ground. These tiny tubes must 
reach out and carry the food through 
their veins to the main stem, from 
which it is transferred to the edible 
portions of the plant.

- ertillzation is secondary to proper 
tillage. Unless the state of tilth is ex- 
celbent, fertilizers are not going to do 
their utmost to produce a good crop. 
ï..e reason for fertilization is that very 
few soils contain a perfectly “balanced 
ration" for the plants. The aim of fer­
tilization is to provide just what is

The chances are that your surface 
soil is plenty deep enough. After ap­
plying the manure, be sure to turn it 
well under with your spading fork. 
CRUSH each lump into tiny pieces. 
That is your guarantee of a crop. It 
makes your raking much more effect­
ive, and assures you that the ground 
underneath is open and loose enough 
to give the little plants a chance. Low- 
growing roots, such as parsnips, late 
beets and carrots, demand deep soil 
in order that the roots may grow long 
and symmetrical, and not be dwarfed 
by suddenly encountering hard earth.

However, the backyard farmer must 
realize that his methods are going to 
be more Intensive than those on the 
large place, and therefore the soil will 
have a heavier burden than is usual.

gangway. Only a few survived to gain 
shelter. All the others were killed on, 
the gangway. Disembarkation, there- 
fore, which meant almost certain death, 
was postponed until later in the morn- 
ing, when another attempt also failed.

Warships Cover Advance.
«Then, while the liner carrying 2,000 

men, packed in like sardines, with the 
officers huddled on the protected bridge, 
lay all day on shore with a hail of bul- 
lets rattling against her sides, the bat- 
tleships Albion, Cornwallis and Queen 
Elizabeth furiously bombarded Seddul 
Bahr and the encircling hills. Mean-i 
while the Turks on the Asiatic side tried 
to destroy the liner by howitzer fire 
which was kept under only by the bom- 
bardment from covering ships in the 
straits. In spite of this covering fire 
the vessel was pierced by four big shells, 
and it was decided to postpone any fur- 
ther movement until nightfall, when the 
troops got ashore, almost without the 
Turks firing a shot as a result, perhaps, 
of troops landed on other beaches hav- 
ing pushed along and destroyed some 
Turkish positions.”

Outside Firm Says Their Tender Lower 
Than City Company’s,

The board of control yesterday re­
ceived a strongly-worded letter of pro­
test from the J. H. Knight Construction 
Company, declaring that unfair dis­
crimination had been shown in the let­
ting of tenders for sewer construction 
work in the city. The company pro­
tested that Its tender for two sections 
of sewer, although the lowest, had 
been thrown out in favor of the tender 
of a local firm, and urging that the city, 
in taking this course, was likely to 
build up an unfortunate reputation for 
unfairness to outside contractors.

The contract for the work in ques­
tion, as a fact, was awarded originally 
to the complainant firm, but later it 
was found that the Webster Construc­
tion Company, of the city, had taken 
advantage of a clause in the advertise­
ment calling for tenders which provided 
that, in case any contractor were will­
ing to make a reduction in his price in 
the event of his being given the contract 
for more than one section, a separate 
letter might be Inclosed with the ten­
der to this effect. The Webster Com­
pany’s inclosure, which in some man­
ner escaped notice in the first instance, 
offered a reduction for a lump contract 
for two sections, which brought their 
price to within $84 of that submitted by 
the Knight Company.

In their letter the latter argued that 
such a supplementary estimate could 
not be bona fide, and pointed out that, 
even with the offered reduction, the 
local concern’s price was still slightly 
hngher than the Knight tender.

The controllers thought, however, 
that for the sake of such a compara­
tively small amount the council would 
not be wise to turn down the local firm, 
and the clerk was instructed to write 
to the Toronto company explaining why 
the contract was taken away from them.

The board decided, on the recom­
mendation of the city engineer, to re- 
engage Mr. and Mrs. Poiret as in­
structors at the city bathing camp.

The departmental labor return for the 
week showed that 287 men were em­
ployed on city work during the seven- 
day period.
