SECRET REVEALED
BY PARIS APACHE

Tells Method Which Removes
Tattoo Marks From Human
Skin.

Associated Press Despatch.

Paris, Cct. 9.—There is hope for
the youth and maiden of yesteryear
—sweethearts then, but strangers
now. The little tattooed heart,
pierced with a cupid's dart, pricked
on-arms as a sign of undying af-
fection, can easily be removed. The
secret of the process for effacing the
Indian ink became known through the
arrest of Antoine, the knife thrower,”
one of the most notorious apaches in
Paris. It was not the first time that

| Antoine had fallen into the toils of

the law, but this time when he was
taken into the Bertillon room for
measurement, the police were sur-
prised to find that two beautifully
tattooed designs which formerly
adorned his chest had completely dis-
appeared. After long questioning
Antoine modestly admitted that he
had discovered a formula for re-
moving the ink, which scientists had
vainly been searching for. He was
induced to part with the recipe, which
is as follows:

“Pour upon the
solution of essence of tannic acid.
Then with needles, similar to those
used in tattooing, inject the acid into
the skin, making the needle pricks
as close as possible to each other.
Rub the part treated lightly with a
crayon of nitrate of silver.”

Antoine declared that the wound
will heal in a sort. of black thick
crust, which would disappear after
two or three weeks, taking along with
it the tattooed design. He said the
operation was painless.

KIWANIANS HEAR
TALKON GANADA

S. F. Lawrason Deals With
Problems—Railways Must
Expand.

The need for increased immigra-
tion for Canada, its bearing upon

business, and its absolute necessity
for the upkeep and expansion of
dominion railways was forcibly pre-
sented to members of the London
Kiwanis club in a masterly address
given by S. F. Lawrason at the club's
weekly luncheon today.

Mr. Lawrason, chairman of the
committee on public affairs in Can-
ada, reviewed his report. submitted
recently to Kiwanis international.
The Kiwanis program for today, an-
nounced by members of the educa-
tional committee to be a “surprise,”
lived up to expectations. Mr. Law-
rason’s address, treated in compre-
hensive and understanding style, was
received with great applause,

On Citizenship.

The synopsis of his address, in-
cluded under the subject of Canadian
citizenship which, he advocated,
could be properly covered in the pub-
lic schools of the country and in Ki-
wanis organizations, dealt with the
subjects of universal peace, reduc-
tion of the cost of government, rural
and spiritual thought in community
life, use of franchise, forest conser-
vation, and immigration.

“The great need of Canada today
is more dmmigration,” he commenced.
“There is not population e¢nough in
Canada to develop enough business
to pay the upkeep of our railways.
Railway expansion was contracted
for before 1914 when the tide of im-
migration had set in for Canada. At
the opening of the war this ceased,
and it is imperative to take steps Lo

get some definite action.

Mr: Lawrason told of the work
that js at present being accomplished
by the Montreal!club through the
British immigration and colonization
asseciation. The club could not do
the whole work alone, however. He
pointed out that unless further steps
are taken to increase immigration,
the overhead expense of the country
will be so great that no one in time
will want to come to Canada.

Vote Was Big.

In reviewing his report. Mr. Law-
rason told of the splendid vote polled
in the city for the last municipal
elections. He {llustrated how the
Kiwanis club had been jnstrumental
in persuading people to make use of
the franchise, and again pressed for
aid in again bringing about a record
Vlote in the forthcoming federal eiec-
tion,

Forest conservation formed an in-
teresting and enlightening subject of
his address. The question had been
discussed by the people of Canada
for some years, he stated. It had
been one which politiclans had made
political capital of, and no specific
action was taken until the minister
of the Interior called a meeting in
Ottawa early in March, Asg a resuit
a proclamation was issued defining
the week of April 19-25 as “Save the
Forest Week” and the Kiwanis clubs
of the country offered great assist-
ance in furthering the propaganda.

Must Know Woods.

“The millions of people who do not
go into the woods or become ac-
quainted with them and who develop
the dangerous ‘Who cares?” attitud.
certainly have to drink and use
water,” Mr. Lawrason said. “Ameri-
cans and Canadiang are the freest
and most careless users of water in
the world and their consumption Is
increasing by leaps and bounds. 1f
they do not like the thought of going
thirsty and of sharply cutting down
their present lavish use of water,
they must take steps both to save
the forests of today and provide for
their extension, for without abundant
woods there can be no dependabhle
supply of water for any purposes.
The problem of getting water for the
rapidly growing cities of the Untited
States and Canada is becoming more
pressing every year. There is only
one way to solve it—preserve and
increase the forests.”

CANADA CANNOT
S10 SMUGGLING

Customs Men Powerless To
Stop Rum-Runners Leaving
For States.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, Oct. 9.—There is no law in
Canada prohibiting the shipment of
liquor to the United States, and cus-
toms officials have nothing to do with
stopping such shipments.

This was the answer given by the
customs department this morning to
a news despatch from Hamilton,
stating that the United church con-
ference had gone on record as op-
posing  “unrestrained
from Canada.”

The birth of the twentieth 4'r'nl\n‘_\',
also marked the birth of a new
church in thie city.

Dorothy Dix |

In Grandmother’s Day Women
Grew Old and Fat in Com-
fort and Held Their
Husbands Through
Custom.

We women are always patting our-
selves upon the back and congratu-
lating ourselves upon the progress
our sex has made and pitying grand-
mother because she did not have a
college education and wasn't self-
supporting and didn’t have the right
to vote.

All well and good; but if
grandmother did not have all of
our advantages, she missed a
lot of our disadvantages. For
with all ouwr getting we have
mostly got trouble, and we may
well envy those ladies who lived
out their lives without anything
heavier on their minds than
their beplumed bonnets and who
never dreamed of such a thing
as ‘having any personal responsi-

bility for what happened to
them.

Those were the halcyon days in
which nobody had ever heard of the
germ theory and in which no wo-
man went around quaking in her
shoes lest a microbe should spring
forth from its lair and pounce upon
her idolized children and slay them
before her eyes. She kept everything
reasonably clean and gave her off-
spring what she considered whole-
some food, and then if her babies
sickened and died she attributed it
to a mysterious dispensation of Prov-
idence and never once suspected that
they had perished because she had
not properly sterilized the milk bot-
tles or had let them drink contami-
nated water.

Thosé also were the happy
days in which a woman accepted
fatness or scrawmniness as God
sent it, and that was all there
was about it. Nobody had prom-
ulgated an iniquitous ‘*‘count-
your-calories™” slogan to rob life
of all its joys. And so when a
lady with a good appetite sat
down to a luscious meal she

could emjoy it without having
every mouthful poisoned by the
knowledge that she was putting
on flesh as she ate.

Nobody expected grandma to keep
that boyish figure, and thereby she
escaped the agonies of semi-starva-
tion and of torturing her poor old
muscles with strenuous exercis2s
that makes the middle age of the
modern woman a martyrdom.

Nor in grandmother’s days did
women wear themselves out in
search of perpetual youth. Then
it was considered mo disgrace to
grow old, and a woman accepted
her birthdays as they came along
without feeling that each one
was a curse upon her.
