W HEREAS it is neceessary to reform the several Acts relating toW abuses prejudicial to agricultural; Therefore ler Majesty, &c.,
ýnacts as follows :

Acts Repealed.

Article lst. The Act of 1850, chapter 40, the Act of 1851, chapter certain Acts
5 102, and the Act of 1853, chapter 210, are hereby repealed ; but -any repealed.

lu Article 2nd. This Act shal be intituled the " Rural Statute for Lower
Canada," and shal be in force in Lower Canada only from and after the
20th Sept., 1857.

Abreviations and Interpretation.

Article 3rd. The term " Municipality " shall include a local Municipality. Municipality.
The term " Municipal Council " shall signify local Council. The title " Se-

Tlie whole as defined in the Municipal Acts.

Article 4th. The term " proprietor " shal apply also to the possessor, Proprietor.
10 occupier, master, agent, representative, and servant.

Article 5th. The word " water courses " shall include any stream, drain Watercourse.
anfd outlet, in which one or more persons are interested, other than line
ditches between neighbors.

Article 6th. A special notice shall be given in writing, either personally SpecialNotice
Ub or at the domicile of the person, with a delay of at least three complete

days.

Article 7th. Public notice shall also be given in writing, read in an Public Notice.
audible voice, and posted up at the door of the church or other place of
public worship of the most numerous religious denomination in the Muni-
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cipality, on Sunday, at the issue of Divine Service in the forenoon. If
there bc no such place, the notice shall only b posted at the most fre-
quented place in the Municipality. Such notice shall be given at least
seven (ays before the object thereof can be taken into consideration.

Noxious Weeds.
Weeds to be Article 8th. Every proprietor shall bc bound to destroy all noxious 5
renoved. plants or vegetables, such as mustard, tares, marguerites, thistles, wild

endives, chicory, and all other noxious weeds, detrimental to agriculture,
growing upon bis land, or on the public iighway, with the maintenance of
which the said land niay be charged.

Notice to be Article 9th. Any proprietor desirous of having the eighth article carried 10
giveil into effect, may cause it to be so carried into effect in the months of July

aud August, by neans of a special notice served by a bailiff upon the party
in default, if such party reside on the spot, otherwise by public notice.

Penalty. Article 10th. Any offender shall be punishable by a fine of one dollar
for every day lie shall delay to conforn to the requisition referred to in 15
Article 9th, and if the offender be absent, the party making the requisi-
tion may cause the weeds to be destroyed at the cost of the said absentee.

Obstructions Article 12th. Any proprietor of any low land, who shall fill up any

elevated land, who by any works or means whatsoever, shall impede or 25
increase, to the prejudice of the owner of the low land, the volume and
flow of the water, without being authorized so to do, shall be subject to a
fine of $4, over and above the damages, for every day he shall have neg-
lected to put the lands in question in the state they were before such un-
lawful proceedings. 80

ties interested, to be held at the place under consideration, inspect the
same, and trace or change the direction of the water course, fix its dimen- 85
sions, decide which of the proprietors shall be liable to the performance
and maintenance of the works, the manner in whieh they shall be effected,
whether in shares or in equal or unequal proportions, or in common, or
whether they shall be done by contract, make the necessary apportion-
ments, fix the delays; in fact, prescribe and order whatever they shall 40
deem necessary, in order to render justice to the parties interested.

Contributions. Article 14th. The Inspectors shall also determine the contribution to
be paid by the proprictors to the works, and also to the costs, according to
their respective interests; and for that purpose they shall adopt such mode
of repartition, as under the circumstances, they shall deem most just. 45

all questions which may arise between neighbours with respect to the
division, partition, completion, maintenance, and repair of any ditches
and fences separating lands bordering one on the other.

Partitlon of Article 26th. They shall assign, according to the nature of the locali-
labour, tics, to each neighbouring proprietor, his share in hie works and labour,

either by requiring such proprietors to do them in common, or separately,
or making then jointly and severally liable to the payment of an indeni- 1
nity for the work already donc, fixing the delays for the completion of the
works, in fact by ordering whatever they may deem necessary to render
justice to the parties.

Documents. Article 27th. Two Inspeclors are also empowered, when required soto
do by a proprietor, after having given, according to the circu;stances of 1i
the case, hie not ices prescri bed by Article 25th, Io visit the localities, to or-
der and require, if they think proper, that a clcaring or decouvert shall be
made, not exceeding 45 feet in breadth, and to prescribe the manner of
making the same, to fix a delay therefor, in a word, to do whatever
they nay think proper to effect the object ; they shall not, however, 2
be empowered to force the neighbour to destroy orchards, or fruit, or
maple trees.

Necessary Article 28th. No proprietor shall be compelled to make decouvert, or a

Parties Article 30th. Any party who shall deem himself aggrieved, may,agneved. nevertheless, within three days after the deposit of the piroces verbal, de-
mand the revision thereof, by the Municipal Council, who are hereby
authorized to decide and order vhatever may appear to them to be just 35
and reasonable, and to fix and adjudge the costs.

Joint labour. Article 31st. When question is raised touching any joint labor to be
performed by neighbouring proprietors, in different Municipalities, an
Inspector shall be named in each Municipality, and the report of the said
Inspectors shall be made to the Council of the Municipality in which 40
the petitioner shall reside, and such Council shall be invested with the
powers conferred by Article 30th.

Evidence Article 32nd. One Inspector only shall be called to prove the comple-
tion or non-completion of any joint labor, and his evidence shall be suffi-
cient before any Judge. 45



Damages to the property of others.

Article 33rd. Persons entering or passing over the land of another, Trespass.
without being authorised so to do by law or otherwise, shall be liable,
besides the damages, to a fine of not less than one, nor more than five
dollars.

Proeeds. Article 44th. Out of the proceeds of the sale lie shall pay to the party,
aggrieved whatever lie can justly claim ; in such case the Secretary-Trea-
surer is authorized to accept the estimation made by the Inspector without 25
the intervention of the Judge, and the surplus shall be returned to the
master of the cattle if lie shall claim the same, within one year from the
date of sale, if not it shall be deposited in the funds of the Corporation of
the Municipality to form part thereof.

Dangerous Animals.

Idiots and Article 45th. Persons who shall allow idiots or madmen under their charge 30
dangerous or dangerous or vicious animals, to go at large, or who shall excite or shall
animas. not have restrained them when attacking or pursuing passengers or sheep,

shail be liable to a fine of not less than one nor more than ten dollars,
although no harm or damage may have resulted.

Mad dogs. Article 46th. Any person who shall see a dog at large in his field chas- 85
ing or knovn to bc in the habit of chasing sheep, or who shall see else-
wYhere than on his masters property a dog at large, and supposed to be
attacked with hydrophobia, may kill such doo- or prosecute the master of
such dog, who shall be condemned either to -ill him or confine him for a
certain time, under penalty of a fine of one dollar for every day he shall 40
refuse to execute the judgment.

Public Health.

Dead animals. Article 47tb. The bodies of dead animals shall be buried, on the day of
their death, at a depth of a least four feet, under penalty of a fine of five
dollars for every day of delay, and it shall be lawful for the Secretary-



Treasurer to cause the oarcasses to be buried at the cost of the owner and
upon his property.

Article 48th. Those found in the roads or other public property shall be Carcases on
buried by the Secretary Treasurer as soon as he shall have been informed the publie
of the fact, at the expense of the Municipality, which costs he maycla ighway,&c.
