An Act to incorporate the Daw:on City Electric
Company {Limited).

\VHEREAS a petition has been presented praying that it be Preamble.
enacted as hereinafter set forth, and 1t is expedient to
grant the prayer of the said petition: Therefore Iler Majesty,
by and with the advice and consent of the Senate and House

5 of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows: —

1. Horace Brand Townsend, Lord Farqubar, Lord Charles Incorpora-
William Augustus Montagu, James Rochfort Maguire, Joseph **

England, together with such persons as become shareholders

2. The head office of the Company shall be in the city of Head office.
London, England, or in such other place in the United
15 Kingdom or in Canada as the directors from time to time
determine by by-law.

3. The said IHorace Brand Townsend, Iord Farquhar, Provisional
Lord Charles William Augustus Montagu and James Roch- 1"
fort Maguire, shall be the first or provisional directors of the

may forthwith open stock books, and procure subscriptions of
stock, and receive payments on account of stock subscribed,
and carry on the business of the Company.
