ORDER OF COURT.

LIN THE SUPREME COURT OF CIVIL JUSTICE OF THE COLONY OF
VANCOUVER ISLAND.

Tuesday, the third day of April, in tho Twenty-third year of Her Majesty's Reign, A. D. IS60.

W HEREAS by an order of the Queen's Most Excellent Majesty in CouncU, dated the fourth day
of April, A. D., 1856, Her Majesty was-graciously pleased to constitute the Supreme Court of

Civil Justice of Vancouver Island, and to order and deelaro that it shall and may bo lawful for the
said Court, by any Rules or Orders of Court to be from time to timo made and published, to frame,
(onstituto, and establish such Rules, Orders and Regulations, as shall seem meet, touching and con-
eerning ail matters and things necessary for the proper conduet aud dispatch of business in the said
Court, and ail sueli Orders, Rules and Regulations, from time to time, to revoke, alter, amend or
renew, as occasion may require.

And whereas, by the RIules made and published on the 12th day of February, A. D., 1857, no
provision was made touching and concerning the Fees to ho lawfully denanded by and payable to
any Attorney, Solieitor or Proctor, for the conduct of Wbusiness in the said Court, and it is now
desirable~to provide for the samne.

And whereas it is also expedienit to reduce, alter, and amend the Sciedule af'Fees which was annexed
to the said Riles, and are now payable and takeu fy the Oleers of the-said Court, and to substi-
tute other Fees in lien thereof.

It is therefore ordered, in pursuance of tho authority given by Her Majesty's Order in Couneil
as aforesaid:

1. That the Fes, Perquisites and Poundage, now payable to and taken by theJudge, Registrar,
and Sherifr of the said Court, in relation to such proceedings as are set forth in tho Sehedule men,-
tioned in Rule (141) one hundred and forty-one, of the Orders of the twelflhî day of Februarv,..
D., 1857, shall cease and be abolished.

2. The Fecs specified in Schedule A, annexed hereto, shall be payable and taken by tho Regis.
trar, and by the Judge's Clerk, in relation to all Cominon Law proeeedings asarc therein mentionîed.
And the Fees specifled in Schedules C and G, hereunto annexed, shall be payable and taken by the
said Officers in relation to ail Chancery proccedings and in relation to all proeecdings as to Probates
of Wills and Letters of Administration of the Îstates of deceased persons, respectively, as aro
therein mentioned and set forth.

3. And whereas it is expedient that the Judge, Registrar, and Clerk of the Writs,e should not
retain such Fecs for their own use, but in lieu thereof receive such salary, as having regard to the,
nature and duty of their office, lis Excellcney, the Governor, shall think just. I thereforo
ordered, that ail Fées received by Officers of the Court under the preceding Orders,-Ihi lIo account-
ed for and paid by them respectivoly, once in every month, unto the Treasurer of the Colony, to bo
by him placed to an aceount entitled the "Suitor's Fee Fund Account," whiel shfll be.ehargeablo
with the said salaries, and the other expenses of the Court; and the amount 8o received and paidl
by such Officers, shall be verified by the affidavit of the accounting party.

4. Every Coli-t. Fee mentioned and set forth in the Sehedules aforesaid, and wlich shall b pay-
able on.the issuing, entering, or filiug of any doeument to be used in any proceeding in the said
Court, shall be endorsed in red ink, in words at length, on such doenment, vith the amount paid
therefor, by the Officer receiving the Foc, and subscribed vith the initial letters of his name. And
no document shall be recoived or filed, or be used in relation to any procecding in tho said Court,
or be of any validity for any purpose whatsoever, uïjess the amount of the Fee shall be so endorsed
thereon. Provided always, that if it sbould appear that any such doeument has been filed or reeeiv-
ed, throngh mistake or inadvertence, without such endorsation, the Judge may, if' ho think fit, on
being satisfied that the Fee lias been paid, order the endorsement to be made thereon, and suchl
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document, and every proceeding iiireference thereto, shall be as valid and effectual as if sueh en-
dorsenment had been made in the first instance..

5. The Fees specified in Sehedule E, heretinto annexed, shall be-he Fees to be lawfully demanded
and taken bv the Sheriff of Vancouver Island, and his Deputies, for executing and serving the
various Writs, Warrants, and Process of the said Court, as are thercin set forth.

6. The Table of Fees, or Costs, speeified in Schedule B, and annexed hereto, shailbe the general
illowance for Plaintiffs and Defendants in Common Law Proceedings, as well between Attorney and

Client, as between party and party. - And the Fees mnentioned in Schedule'D, annexed hereto, shall
be .the Fees, oir Costs, to be allowed between Slicitor and Client in Chancery proceedings, as well
as between party and party. And the Fees set forth in Schedule F, annexed hereto, shall be the
costs anid charges to be lawfully demanded and paid to Attornies in Summary Suits, as well between
partyv and1party,-as-between Attorney and Client.

7. Where Jndginent for defaumt of a defence is signed in the manner mentioned in Rule (46)
fortv-six of the aforesaid Orders of the twelfth day-of February, A. P. 1857, the:-sum fixed for
costs by the Registrar shall be according to the seale iii Schedule H, hereto annexed.

$. In order to diminish, as imuch as possible, the costs arising from the copying of documents to
accompany the briefs of Counsel, the Registrar is to allow only the eopying of such documents, or
such parts of documents, as-he mlay considernecessary for the instruction of Counsel, or for use at
thec-trial.

9. The Registrar in all cases shall have diseretion to allow, as between party and party, the
Fees of Counsci for drawing~ploadings, or other proceedings, whether special or otherwise, and
adlvisin g.

10. -Mhen Judgment is signed on a Cognovitj or on the Judge's order authorizing the Plaintif
to sign Judgment: neo declaration to ground Judgment shall be necessary, or allowe4on the taxation
of Costs.

11. The Costs of attendance by Counsel before the Judge at Chambers, shall in no ease be-
allowed as between party and party, unless the Judge shall certify for such allowance.

12. And wliereas permission was -granted by the (6) sixth Rule of the aforesaid Orders of the
twelfth day of February, A. D. 1857, to the Bârristers of thé Court to act as Solicitors, and the Soli-
citorsof the Court to aet as Barristers, so long only as there were not a sufficieney of Barristers and
Solicitrs cIompetent and willing to act for the Suitors in theso capacities. And wherèas t-herois now
a suffhiieney of Baurit'crs and Solicitors entered and enrolled, and willing to act in these capacities,
for the Suitors therein: It is further ordered, That so much of the said (6) sixth Bule as permits
Barristers to. act as Solicitors, and Solicitors to aet as Barristers, shall be revoked and annulled.

13. These Orders shall take effeet and bc in force from and after the third day of Jumly, now
next ensuing
