About the same namber are being cared for
i the prefecture of Saitama.  There is 1o doutht that there
are thousads of others homeless olsewhere. The entire town
of Fukuehiyama, nea Kioty, was sulmerged.  Many persons
are missing.

Recent reports from Smyrna give interesting accounts  of
the licoriee industy y. It appears that licorice root grows
wild in the fields of Asia Minor, and few attempts have heen
made thus far toward its eultivation, 1t grows chiefly in the
Meander and Hermus valleys, and until fifty vears ago was
practically unuscd. The roof grown on the Meander plains is
the best in the worll, being superior to that found in Syria,
Mesopotamia, Caueasia. Siberia, or China, The exporters of
the root lease licorice-bearing Tands for a period of from three
to five yvears. Digeing usually begins in October, and is done
by peasants. who at the end of each day deliver the root to
the various depots and receive payment according to the quan-
tity they bring. The wages earncd depend entirely upon the
industry of the individual Taborer. The root is piled up and
exposed to the air until about May S June. Tt then weighs only
half as much as origina Iy, owing to the thorough drying pro-
te=s to which it has beon subjected. The root is sorted to obtain

the qualities known as “*debris’” an:l “bagette,” both of which

are highly valued.

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Of course the production of these States inereased, hav-
ing doubled in the 17 years, but the production of the
country at large tripled during the same period.

When, instead of the percentage method comparizon
is made of the total output, the facts are more apparent.
In a review of iron statistics for 1906, to which we are
beholden to the New York (hronicle, it was shown ah-
sclutely and relatively how small had heen the growth
in the South during the last three or four years, and
the contrast hecomes yet more striking when the basis
of the comparison is extended back to 1890.  1In the
vear last named the total output of iron in the United
States was only 9,202,703 tons.  In 1906, on the other
hand, the country’s iron production was 25,307,191 tons.
Here is an increase in sixteen years of somewhat over
16,000,000 tons.  Of this 16,000,000 tons increase how
much was contributed by the South?  Its contribution
has been no more than 1,723,056 tons.  In other words,
while in 1890 the South made 1,744,160 tong of iron, in
1906 it made 3,467,216 tons. Alabama, on which the
most sanguine hopes had heen built, shows a ratio of
growth about the same as the South as a whole, its out-
put having risen from 816,911 in 1890 to 1,674,848 tons
in 1906.

With an addition of only 1,723,056 tons during the
sixteen vears for the whole South, what has bheen the
record of the leading iron-producing states #  Tlli-
nois alone has added almost as mueh as the entire South
that State having made 2,156,866 tons of iron in 1906
against only 701,106 in 1890. Even New York has en-
]{i]‘gml its output by mnearly 1 1-1 million tons, having
produced 1,552,659 tons of iron in 1906 against no more
than 329,805 tons in 1890. Compared with such States
as Ohio and Pennsylvania, the growth of the South is
insignificant. In the sixtecn years Ohio increased its
vearly output hv over 4,000,000 tons (its production in
1906 having leen 5,327,133 tons against 1,210,330 tons
in 1890), and Pennsylvania has increased its make of
iron by over 34 million tons—Pennsylvania having in
1906 made 11,247,869 tons, against 4,415,329 tons in
1890.

A (leveland paper, cited hy our N.Y. contemporary,
naturally thinks the South has suffered by reason of the
rapid development of the Lake Superior ore region and
alsc from the decay in the charcoal pig iron industry, in
which the South had been prominent. The Lake Super-
ior ores at present labour under a heavy hnndir"np. and
because of that fact it thinks the South’s prospects are
really better now than they have been at any time in the
past. It is claimed that the fault lies much less with the
natural resources than with the way in which they have
been developed, and that it has been difficult to secure

money for the South, and the money which has been
secured has not always been wisely spent.  Too much
dependence has been placed upon the natural resources
and not enough upon the work of man. After making
calculations going to show how h&avy is the cost of lay-
ing down Lake Superior ore at the furnace, it is pointed
out that the apparent neglect of the South as a field for
profitable iron-making continues up to the present time.

A few men in the South are fully aware of these facts;

the rank and file are not, and the hankers are not. The

South Bas not grown in the past fifteen years as it

should, nor is it so growing now. Without going farther

into the subject of what is now being done, Mr. Swank’s

midsummer report can be cited. this stating that of 29

blast furnaces in course of construction in the United

States on June 30, only one was in Alabama and none

in any other Southern State. Of 3 furnaces being re-

built, one was in Virginia and one in Alabama. Of 13

projected furnaces not a single one was in the South.

Here is a total of 45 furnaces and only 3 credited to the

South.  Thus we are not comparatively so badly off in

Canada after all. ‘

The trouble in Alabama is attributed largelv, if not
wholly, to the course pursued by her legislators which
has created a feeling of distrust making investors and
capitalists afraid to lock up money to any very great ex-
tent in enterprises in that part of the country. There
has been during all this time a fear lest investments be
denied that fair and considerate treatment which alone
will secure the flow of capital unimpeded in any given
direction.

Hence—we quote from our New York confemporary
—even when all the indications pointed to very large
profits, it has been deemed a wise precaution to with-
hold Jarge supplies of money until it had heen plainly
demonstrated that the investment was assured of the
same  protection, rights and safety  as  elsewhere.
Though the South offered varioas inducements, and was
undoubtedly anxious to secure the location within her
horders of new enterprises and ||ndcrtnking.~', lel‘c was
not entire confidence that after the plants were once
established and the money lodged so that it could not be
withdrawn, there would be the same desire to safeguard
it as there had been to get it to come in. Some capital-
ists and money lenders, having had unfavourahle expe-
rience of this kind, refused altogether to send any more
money in the same direction,

Another thing operated to prevent the influx of outside
capital on the scale needed, namely the attitude of many
—nay, most—of the Nouthern States towards the rail-
roads. It was, in the main, the way the railroads were
being treated that madeit difficult to secure capital for
other ventures.  If the Tailroad industry could not eount
upon fair treatment, what reason was there for thinking
that money invested in other hranches of every-day ac-
tivity would fare any hetter® These are obviously con-
siderations which hanking interests undertaking to make
investments of the money of their clients in States far
from home must take carefully: into account, and ob-
viously, the money for general industrial development—
for the mill, the furnace, the factory—comes in large
part from the same source as the money that is applied
in railroad extension and development. Yet these are
considerations whigh the Southern legislators and many




ol the Southern State officials have entirely overlooked
or completely ignored.

The policy pursued towards the railroads has heen
imjurious in another way. . It has prevented the secur-
ing of the additional tran=portation lines and railroad
Facilities which the South <o much needs. Fven if the
hostility to railroad interests had not served to deter
mvestments i industeial undertakings gencerally, of what
avadl would the crection ol new factories furnaces and

He repre-
sents practically and vealistically that other side of ro-
ligion not always remembered, “that he who Joves Groel,
should Tove his hrother also.™ 1t may not he all <uch
self abnegatory altruism as the zeal of the writer might
lead one to suspect.  Behind the conception of a com-
pany burning to help to a saving provizion for otherwise
helpless wives and little ones, may lie hidden the ugly
revelations of princely salaries enjoved, and huge hribes
paid, as the Armstrong Commission displayed  them.
The canvasser who =olicits us to allow hiny to writc us a
policy may have an eye upon his commiszion, ax well
as upon our future necessities.  But there is no getting
away from the theoretical force of Mr. Pickell’s conten-
tion, let the world know, let there he no mystery about
life insurance.  Make it clear that the goods are certain
to he delivered when due, and that the cost is fair and
reasonable. Make men see that it ix tremendously to
their interest and to the interest of their dear ones to
insure. . When the world hears this Magic Key, aright,
then it human nature is to he depended upon, life in-
surance will he more than popular, it will he the univer-
sal rule.

From the logic of Mr. Pickell’s admirable paper we
do no care to appear even to dotract. But there often
i~ a difference hetween the theoretical and the practical.

At the other extreme of literay conception, from this
fowery and poetic production®was the short and husi-
ness like paper of Mr. E. W, Cox, of the Canada Life Tn-
surance Co. Its title i<z “Organized Co-operation.” and
from that <ubject its writer does not strav. To its sane
contention that rebating should he visited upon the sin-
ners themselves, and not upon the directors simply, we
have veferred already. Experience is teaching, we feel
conflident, when Mr. (‘ox savz: I have alwavs heen a
firm: believer in the fact that if the fiold men knew or
appear to know nothing of anv ofher company hut his
own.and refused to talk of anv other company hut his
own, business would he secured much more casily, there
could he no reeriminations, and the policvholders would
have no cause or chance to suggest that misleading com-
parisons had heen made.”

With the Agent, Mr. Cox has the roadiest =vimpathy,
though he cannot hut remember that lovalty demands
sometimes blind obedience to rule, that co-operation
implies sclf abnegation at times. and that to obhtain the
best vesults, perfeet trust in superiors must he the rule.
e asks:— ‘

“What docex co-operation mean?  [From the \'it‘\\'-])ui“t
of the Home Office it means to my mind ready compli-
ance and loyal concurrence in the rulings of the Exeen-
tive or other committees, in other words, obedience to
the rules of the company framed by its officers, after
Vears ol experience and studv. [t hardly necessary
for me to say that all companies are in the field to secure
Lusiness of a type, that from their experience or from
the combined experience of all companies, appears to he
of a profitable character, and no company would wilfully
or carelessly reject an applicant who is, or <hould he,
entitled to insurance.  There i no doubt that papers
are sent in by our manaders and agents which appear to
them on their face to he most desirable, hut if the Head
Office reject the risk the agent is not only dizappointed,
hut retains a feeling of resentment against his company.
It is rather idle for us at the home office to tell him that
we know more than he does about the particular life of-
fered, or that we have information of a confidential na-
ture which hasx influenced our action in declining to
The agent <Bould feel that
the company had goyd erounds for its decision, and

grant the poliey asked for.

should accept it as cheerfully as possible, for I can as-
sure you all that after some years in the home office it

is really as disappointing from a business standpoint for
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the officers of the company to decline a risk as it is for
the agent who sccured the application which was re-
jected,

Mr. Vipond, of the Xew York Life Co., writes a scien-
tific paper upon “Field Ethics.” In this he comes hack
to the philanthropic features of life insurance. For in-
stance he says: “Our duty to the public is a serious one,
being well defined and plainly set forth by pax! experi-
ence; hut do we always appreciate its nature? 1t is to
be fearced we do not.

“An agent who had repeatedly and persistently solicit-
ed a man for insurance fimally secured his promise that
he would insure his life the Tollowing month, hut helore
he got around again his man had tfaken typhoid vneu-
monia and died. Shortly afterwards the agent et the
bereaved wife, who said - “My dear sir, T am sorry you
were not a little more persiztent with my hnstand the
lazt time you were here; if vou had heen, he told me be-
fore he died, he wonld have imsured, and we needed the
money <o much.”

Can we imagine the feeling of heing reproached for
not doing our duty. Gentlemen, in this bhusiness we
must leave no stone unturned in endeavouring to drive
conviction home,”

Is it altogether inhuman to brealk into this grand
benevolence with an expression of wonder whether the
head office shared in his notion of reproach for the
agent who had lost them the opportunity of paying out
the insurance upon a risk-<o had from the ordinary in-
surance man’s point of view ?  There js a commentary
upon the previous paper in this quotation from the late
Hon. John A, MeCall: “Every unsuecessful life insurance

agent he had ever met, knew more about {he supposed
faults of his competitors than about {he good qualities of
his own company.”  The inevitalle conclusion Mr.
Vipond arrives at is similar to that reached by every
modern ethical writer, “that is to live and Jef live, realiz-
ing at all fimes that every honourable man i worthy of
his hire.” Honesty of purpose, integrity of heart, con-
sideration for ot hers, and high principle are the springs
of suecess, which is enduring, and ave not bad founda-
tions upon which to rear the fature of the great husi-

THIE FINANCIAL SITUATION IN GOTTAN.

Our ably colidueted contemporary, the Chronicle of
New York. announced last week that it pereeived a glim-
mer of hope springing from {he gloomv backoround
which had environed the financial situation in Wall
Street for some time past, coliminating in Cimmerian
darkness during the third week of Augnst, and threaten-
ing of approaching “cmbarrassment and hankruptey
among leading™ firms, some of which were freely men-
tioned.

The almost sudden change for the hetter ie accounted
for by the Chronicle as arising from “an accumulation
of favourable rumours and incidents. not large in them-
selves, but just the opposite of what had heen transpir-
ing and threatening.” Chief among these influential
incidents, whatever mav be said of the rumours—uwhich
seem to work hoth wavs—was the provision made by the
Government for helping to move the crops. The Trea-

sury adopted the plan, already referred to, of distribu-
tions of 5 millions each week, extending over a period
of about cight weeks, so that the aggregate of the new
deposits would be from 40 to 50 millions, The plan pro-
vides for the concealment of the amounts distributed to
the sclected localities, but it will be a miracle if it does
not leak out and have some influence on future
voting.  As New York has substantially to supply the
bulk of the revenue payments into the Sub-
Treasury, which is a continuing draft, and has also to
provide, direetly or indirectly, for the crop demand, the
logical point for special relief was ol tously this centre.

Itis pointed out that a mere issue of Treasury accunu-
lations scattered promiscuously would not remove the
congestion to any extent; on the contrary, it would most
likely have encouraged a brief speculation, not at all de-
sirable, and stimulated gold exports to such an extent as
to make them even larger than the Treasury dishurse-
ments. The generally assumed locality of the banks re-
ceiving the deposits and the speedy relief the action pro-
posed started, even before the movement had hegun, was
favourably discounted by lower rates for time money in
New York and a better market for U.S. finance bills
in London.

Other plans tending to promote financial improve-
ment, are still in the reahms of speculation.  One i< the
sale of the 40 million dollars New York ('ifv loan, <aid
to be sccured by a syndicate of bankers under the lead
of J. P. Morgan. Tf, as rumoured, a large portion of
the honds had heen taken in. the money market during
the crop-moving period would he in good part assured.
“No investor on this side of the Atlantjc. sayvs the
Chronicle, * has any doubt as to the high character of
the security, and it has heen nothing hut the taint im-
parted to all American hond issues and fears with refer-
ence to future developments along the same lines that
has put New York City 4145 per cents. in a position to he
slow of sale.  Should the present offering he dixposed
of satisfactorily, it would help in many wavs to clear
up the doubtful financial problems of the moment.” A
different class of incident are the addresses of Govern-
or Hughes, the new Presidential candidate, in which he
says that the individual States have sufficient power to
control railway operations. It will he remembered on
this head that the centralization preposals of President
RRooxevelt and Secretary Taft have generally been the
most disturbing of their schemes. But. as onr contem-
porary observes, no provision of the Constitution of the
[nited States, no continuous line of decisions, however
timeworthy, is deemed safe cnough from modern icono-

THE TEA TRADE.

Owing to the short crop in Japan, where the -third
picking of leaves has heen a failure. and to the small sup-
plies in stock in Canada, there is likely to he a good deal
ot speculation in teas during the next few months. Pub-
lic taste, which has never approved of the most expensive
kinds, vet calls for a fairly good sample of the leaf. so
that the cheaper. hrands, grading down to sweepings,
which sell in some countries, have no market amongst
our people. In order to protect the public against adul-
terated, and grossly inferior sorts, the Government has
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for years maintained at Ottawa a tea tasting department,

up the Jolly Rodger, but lie in wait always to strike the

where cxperts determine upon the quality of the teas . assassin blow from behind. By an ingenious system of

imported.

It has been felt by some traders that there ought to be
an opportunity given to the very poor to huy the cheap-
est grades of tea if they wish to do so, but against this
suggestion governments have set their faces so far, and

they have had that portion of popular opinion behind
them, which knows much of the conditions of the tea
trade in its native place. A curious kind of application
was made not long ago to the department at Ottawa, to
allow cntrance to inferior grades of tea for the use of
the Japanese which have elected to make their homes in
the Dominion. But, taught by experience, the heads re-
turned .an answer refusing the privilege, probably re-
membering the previous attempts made to introduce
‘cheap teas, under nearly any pretence, which were cer-
tainly not made in the interests of the temporary set-
tlers from the Orient.

In order to facilitate trade, it has now been decided
lo station experienced tea tasters at the entry ports of
Quebece, Winnipeg, Hamilton, Halifax and St. John,
where teas, valued at 25 cts a pound and under may be
tested. Tea entering by other ports must still be exam-
ined by sample at Ottawa, by Mr. R. C. Allen, and his
stafl. - The method of purchasing tea i slightly peculiar,
hut is of long establishment.  Orders are sent early in

the vear to the great native merchants, or other large

establishments in Japan, for whichever of the three
pickings is desired. Just about picking time advices are
returned stating the terms upon which the orders receiv-
ed will be filled, and asking for acceptance of these
terms. So far, all appears, if rather slow, at least
straightforward and simple.  But, unhappily. there are
always =ome in every trade who prefer the devious to
the straight path. Men, whose sole intention it seems Lo
be, to get ahead of their fellows in Husiness. Perhaps it
may not be thought out of place to reproduce in this c¢on-
neetion words written for thix Journal eighteen vears
ago, which were afterwards quoted approvingly upon the
floor of the House of C'ommons, in the course of an im-
portant debate.

seasors. In ports of entry, fhe wits of these men are
ever directed towards circumventing the Customs’ offi-
cers.In large cities no watehfulness is proof against
them, for nosooner is one gap closed—one leak detected
and stopred up—than a new one hreaks out in sorme
wholly unexpected quarter. These nfen will not he satis-
fied with fair jrofits in a straightforward way: “excel-
sior ”is the point thev aim at. and to reach it they are
studying day and night, in the home circle, in the ware-
house, in the house of prayer.”

Such men are a distinet curse to any trade, to any
country.  Their example is fertile in ovi] results. T
put a false face wpon affairs.

draw-hacks, by an outward acceptance of terms offered,
concealirg the fact that they have a secret understanding
with the foreign merchant, by underhand methods, men
of such =ort contrive to undervalue here, to over estim-
ate there, in the endeavour to introduce the cheaper teas,
at a wrong valuation, and so to undersell legitimate
trade. What makes the tea import trade complicated, is
the round about way in which the imports come to us.
For the last month for which the figures are available,
tea came into Canada as follows, IFrom Great Britain,
132,173 Ibs.; B. E. Indies, 111.597% Ibs.; China, 7,927
Ibs.: Japan, 14437 Ibe.

The new inspectors must he wary about chests, new
and old, about the significance of the details of the pack-
aze markings, about mixtures made in foreign ware-
houses.

JAPANESE COTTON MA NUFACTURE.

Japan seems likely to astonish the world in the arts of
peace also.  According to late newspaper reports, some
of the cotton-spinning companies are in the position of
Leing able to pay a dividend at the rate of over 100 per
cent. per annum, as the result of the half-year’s opera-
donx, but the boards of dircctors of these companies
have decided to place large amounts to reserve, Be-
Tow are some of the prices of cotton goods :—White
shirtings (40 and 50 vards, 36 inches), from 5 cents to 8
cents per vard; grey shirtings (9 1., 38V4 yards, 45
inches, common to medium and good to hest), $2.20
to 558 per piece ; grey shirtings (46 to 48 yards, 44 to
15 inches, ordinary to medium), $2.26 to $2.58 per picce;
grey shirtings (46 to 48 vards, 44 to 45 inches. good to
best), $2.70 to $3.26 per piece ; prints (24 yards, 30
inches), from $1.60 to $2.28 per piece; cotton ITtalians
(36 to 40 inches). from 15¢ to 23¢ per vard:  velvets,
black, 35 vards, 22 inches, good to best qualitics, $5.44
to $6.18 per piece. Though having a large home mar-
Kket, Japan is exporting largely the present year.  Yarns
arc the chief cotton exports, heing 60 per cent of the to-
tal.  Of these, 95 per eent were up to number twenty.
Greyv shirtings come next in quantity exported, followed
by sheetings, drills and towellings—The ahove facts and
figures will have some interest for our Canadian trade.

There are many reasons why a man should carry life insur-
anee.,

It is good for a yvoung man with a small income t{o
have a poliey, hecause it necessitates his saving his surplus
cash to pay his preminms, and at the <ame time encouragzes him
to think that for the future there is a fund accumulating up-
on which, at no very distant date, he can draw for business
purposes,

From the standpoint of  the merried  man thgre is nothing
more necessary than sufficient insurance to potoet those de-
pendent apon hime for should he die his family may he saved,
by his incurance, from great incoavenionce, solf denial or had-
ship. A man with proper feelings has mueh more mental com
fort when he knows that his f vily s futunre is provided for,
should he be taken from them.

The man starting in business with an insurance policy s
enabled to orrow money, or aet credit from his hanker, which
otherwise he wight not sccure, and this is just another side of
Tife insurance which greatly appeals to those who find them-
selves in this position,

There is one other phase. which perhaps for the moment is
vary attractive to those who (think not of the future nirnely
the man who has an insuranee poliey but who is short of ready
cash. Nupposing this man is anxious to purchase an expensive
luxury: he may. by reason of his life poliey. raise sufficient
roney to pay for this luxurv, but that man does not antiei-
pate the future. hecause otherwise he would have known that
he was purchasing more trouble than he would ever he able to

discount.  If [ could issue a word of eaution it would be to

y to these men who horrow money on their policies for such
purposes. that they are not acting in the interests cither of
themselves or of their families.

It has been said that “Foturity is the great concern of man-
Eind.” and in life insurance this is certainly true. We who are
buyers, and you who are sellers of life insurance look upon this
question in an entirely different way. We want to know how

much we can get for our money, and you want to know how
much you must give us, and what return you will secure out
of it. L am one of those who believe that the insurance laws
should not be too drastie, but that there should be an equitable
law which will woerk no hardship upon the purchaser, and will
not, to too great an extent, curtail lecitimate investment of
the seller.

I believe, however, that insurance is so absolutely necessary
to all classes and conditions of soviety that it is of the utmost
Biportance that the insurance business should be under the
control of wise and cquitable laws. 1t is the duty of Govern-
ments tosee to it that this is done. The Insurance Companies”
ivestments should be limited to gilt-edged securitios,  There
should be Tegal investments, and investments to shun, hut the
power to invest should not be so curtailed as to hamper or pre-
vent the Jife companies from receiving fair returns upon their
securities,

Perhaps, also, I'may say that the value of Life Insurance does
ol step at the benefit it gives to the individual poliey holder,
hut the accumulation of premiums by the companics gives them
a powerful fimancial standing. and their investments are of
ercat Fenefit to Government Municipalities, railvoads. or de-
velopment enterprises of a seenre character.  This, in it<elf
alome, s a0 sonree of ‘wealth to a countryv that is expanding.
Think of the great number of undertakings which are constant-
Iv being put through owing to the bonds being sold to the
imsurance companies. It is simply acase of mswrance companies
collecting from the individual and distributing to the general
public, until the poliey matures. when it again returns to the
owner or his heirs. -And <o it goes on from vear to year: vast
st are accumulated, and the insumnee companios stand forth
a5 great money producers and wealth developers for the in-
dividual eitizon and for the country as a whole

Let me say to you. in closing, that there are two litle proverbs
which the ctler day attiacted nmy attention. and pessibly they
way interest you. “The prudent nan looketh well to his 20-
ing”: therefore you might say that he getteth life insurance,
but the question is: when and how muech insuronee <hould ha
take out. That ix a watter which has to he left to one’s own
hest judenment, or to the advice of his friends. . There are times
when the clever and persuasive agents of life insurance com-
panics get hold of one and more than persnade vou to take out
A greater amount than wisdom dictates. To that man. when
he sees the agent coming, 1T would say that he might use this
proverh: “The prudent man foreseeth the evil and hideth him-
self,”

Let me again say how muech I appreciate heing with vou to-
night. 1 am glad to have had the honor and privilege of ad-
dressing’” vou. and am only sorry that T have not heen able to
handle my subjeet with more wisdom and greater taste. but
it ix o difffenlt subject for a layman, such as myself.

THE AUSTRALTAN TARIFF ON WOOLLIENS.

Manufacturers of and dealers in woollens and clothing the
world over are more or less exercised over the incidence of
the new Australian tariff upon these articles, although many
21l to see how it can eventully int. rfere with trade. The duty
has been inereased by 15 per cent. on 10 millions of dollars

worth of their products. Some 141, million vards of worsteds

and woollens. valued at 7 » millions and apparel (mostly wool-
len) worth $750,000 are affected from the viewpoint of the
United Kingdom. Tl British manufacturer sees menaced a
line of moderate orders which, brewmse of the co-incident
fashions and the opposing seasons have heretofore come at a
time when they were particularly wanted, thus giving them a
value beyond their statistical worth. The advance of the duty
to 30 per cent. on British woollens and to 40 per cent. on wool-
len clothing is consequently quite disturbing. Foreign cloths
and clothing pay 5 per cent. more, but the preference is con-
sidered two light to be at all effective. Continental*makers of
woollens offer in direct competition the same style identically
with the latter figuring as the cheaper. Differences more pro-
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:
found than 5 per cent. in the price are reasons for diverting or
ders from England.

One probable effect, says the “Textile Mercury,” is that con

sumers will ba encouraged to substitute cotton garments for

woollen ones.  Cottons bear only 5 per cent duty, and that pro

portion falls upon a low initial cost—whereas the heavy im-
rort on woollens applies to a much greater original sum. Of
late, under the old tariff, the customs department has shown

a disposition to treat as woollens the cotton tweeds that ape
the general air of wool; and presumably this policy will be con-
tinued with no less severity under the new conditions. What
the 30 per cent. will do for the languishing woollen industry in
Victoria can only be guessed. Colonjal production of cloth anidl
tweed has been falling of late Years, but business in blankets
and flarnels has grown considerably. With their new advan-
tage under the revised tariff. Australian manufacturers can
hardly fail to do a larger trade in piece-goods. That they can
for many years to come make the woollens and worsteds of all
classes that Australia at present ‘mports is flatly ineredible
Yet the tariff devised for their protection takes no account of
what is possible and impossible, It lemps together indiserii-
inately woollens that Australia cannot make sati-factcrily, with
those that coneeivably  her mills could produce.  Such crndity
distinguishes the Auwstralian from the “‘scientifie” tarifis at
once. and tempts on® to class the Budget with other pieces of
unconsidered experimental legislation of the same origin.

As Great Britain consumes the 2reat bulk of the Australian
clip (See “Journal of Commerce,” May 24th. 1907) the “Mer-
cury” claims that England is not without a right to remon-
strate, that is, good t

Serap mica is also
utilized in the manufacture of a superior quality of hoiler lag-
ging. and ground mica is used in somewhat incgeased quantities
in mica bronzes and paints and as an absorbent for explosives.
The finest ground mica, or mica flour, finds a considerable mar-
ket with manufacturers of high-grade wall papers, the luster
obtained by the use of muscovite dust having the advantage
of both permanency and brilliancy.”

STEAMSHIP RATES TO ({REAT BRITAIN.

The ocean lines plying between Canada and Liverpool have
decided, in view of the cutting of rates to Liverpool by the
lines sailing from New York, that the winter schedule for the
Canadian lines shall come into force on the 15th inst. The win-
ter rates have usually come into force on November 1. but the
conditions arising from the rate war on the other side of the
horder this sexson have warranted the present change.

It means a reduction of $15 in the minimum rates from Mont-
real and Quebec to Liverpool on the Empresses of the C.P.R., or
the turbiners of the Allan line. The Lake Manitoba, of the
C.P.R.. and the Dominion. of the Dominion Line. will have a
rate of $50, while the Tunisian and Corsican. of the Allan Line,
and the Canada. of the Dominion Line, will have minimum rate
of $35. The White Star had reduced their easthound rates on
the New York Southampton service. The Cedric and the Cel-
tie, of the White Star, and the Cunarders are all on the same
schedule,

Mr. R F. MacFarlane of the Dominion Line did not think
the change in the rates would influence Canadian business so
far as American travel from Montreal was concerned.  The
adoption of the winter rates would not bring American passen-
gers via the St. Lawrence on account of the railway fares.

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A FORCIBLE EXAMPLE.

While civilized and semi-civilized nations are regarding one
another with doubtful feelings and proving their mistrust by
steadily

equipments, the leaders of the masses of the people—the wage-

strengthening their military and naval forces and

together and. wherever they feel their power, in Europe as well

AUSTRALIAN SAVINGS DEPOSITS.

It does not need any other evidence
than this, says the American Banker,
to show that Australia s prosperous
and  peaceful.  With personal accounts
showing such an exeellent balance and
conditions 50 very satisfactory along
lines of development. the country is cer-
tain soon to he one of the world powers.
I has increased wonderfully in the qual-
ity and quantity of its productions re-
cently and is bidding fair to he a seri-
ous rival of America in competing for
foreign trade. The Australians, ave wide-
awake and watchful, and they are not
allowing opportunities to \lip I’." un-
heeded.

It is said that neither Canada nor the
United States can rvival Australia for
openings and advantages— a fact which
not a few good business men have taken
advantage of.  TInvestments are safe and
vield unusaally good returns. and both
the currency and banking conditions are

and wool.
