Heavy Purchases of Big Properties
During the Past Week.

ORE SHIPMENTS INCREASE

Progress Made on the Various Mines
of the Camp—Active Operations of
the B. A. C. Company Will Soon Be

Inaugurated—Other Notes. :

Big mining deals were a matter of
common occurrence the past week, and
were inaugurated by the War Eagle

company . acquiring & control -of the|
Monita, on the basis of $100,000. It is
probable that this property will be
worked by the Monita company, as in-
dependent of the War Eagle. This pur-
chase was followed by the acquisition of
John R. Cook’s interest in the Pilgrim,
which lies between the Monita and War
Eagle, and options .for the remaining
interests will undoubtedly be taken up.

Still another sale was the Pearl and
Ruby fractions, south of the Le Roi, for
which a sum between $15,000 and $20,-
000 was paid by an English syndicate.

Mr. Carlyle, of the B. A.C., is ex-
pected in Rossland within a week, when
extensive operations on the B. A. C.
property will be inaugurated.

Shipments during the past week were
increased by 700 tons. The Le Roi
shipped 1,240 tons, the Iron Mask 320,
ana the War Eagle 640. The Ilatter
shipment was'to the Nelson smelter,
anc{) was for fluxing purposes. This
made a total shipment for the week of
2,250 tons.

The Deer Park. -

At the Deer Park work continues on
the drift in the 150-foot level, where the
big strike of two weeks ago was maee.
Preparations are being made for the
shipment of a few carloads, more for a
sample shipment than anything else, as
at present the facilities do not exist.
The fine body ore from which the assay
of nearly $500 was obtained continues
with the workings, and there are nearly
eight feet of it. Stock went up as high
as 1314 cents this week, but came down
to 12 again, more from lack of interest
than anything else.

The War Eagle.
No property in the camp is so active
as the War Eagle, in which there is
more than a mile-of underground work.

Plan Perfected for Advancement in
Prospecting.

Subjects to Be Taught Will Include
Geology, Mineralogy and Blow

formation of a School of Mines in Ross-
land was held last evening in C. O. La-
londe’s store on Columbia avenue west.
Archibald Cameron presided, and ex-
plained that he and 8. R. Reid had
endeavored to organize a class to receive
practical instruction in geology, mineral-
ogy and@shlow-pipe analysis, and the idea

ith §so much favor that i wa
thought best to enlist the interest of t}
public and start the school on a more
permanent basis by baving a general
meeting.‘ asd Tt A oo

advocating the starting of the school
meantime, as @& private venture, with
the view -of ultimately obtaiming muni-
cipal and Provincial recognition. He
alro called attention to the provisions
made by the Ontario government in its
school of mines at Kingston, and of
practical science at Toronto, as well as
the summer classes conducted by the
government in Western Ontario, under
the auspices of H. Hamilton Merritt.
These classes had been instrumentalin
preparing for the field a distinctively
improved body of prospectors. Mr.

Is to Be Worked By the Edgar Com-
pany of Rossland.

Another deal, representing a good
round sum, was consummated yesterday
when Richard Power of Trail sold to the
Edgar Gold Mining & Smelting company
of this city the Modena mineral claim.
The property adjoins the Deer Park and
Esmeralda, and will be worked by the

Edgar company.

This company proposes to commence
immediate development, and has in-
creased the treasury stock from $400,000

to $550,000. Its properties now embrace
the Modena, which adjoins the Deer
Park on the southeast, the Esmeralda
on the southwest and the Edgar on the
west. Having in view the acquisition of
their new property the company has not
sold any treasury stock, and, with the
exception  of 15,000 shares, the pro-
moters’ stock is held by four individ-
uals.

The work already done consists of a
35-foot shaft in the Esmeralda, a 14-foot
shaft in the Edgar, and a 60-foot shaft
and 40 feet of open cut on the Modena.

MR. CARLYLE'S REPORT|

How the Ontbut of the Mines of Brit-
ish Columbia and West Eootenay
in Particular, Have Increased —
Ready Capital for Investment.

The annual report of the minister of
minee for the year 1897, detailing the
mining operations of gold, silver and
other minerals in British Columbia, has
been submitted to the legislature. It is
an extensive compilation of facts and
figures, introduced by what is perhaps
the last report of William A. Carlyle,
provincial mineralogist, whose services

will in the future be enlisted with the
British America corporation.

Mr. Carlyle shows the total product of
the province up fto the year 1898, to be
of a value of $112,413,485, as follows:

In East Kootenay, for 1896,
the output was $154,427, and in West
Kootenay it was $4,002,735, while the
magnificent increase for 1897 ie shown of
$163,796 in East Kootenay, and $6.765,-
703 for West Kootenay.

As to the vexed question of Rossland
ore increasing in value as greater depth
is attained, it may be said that the
shutes of pay ore that have been mined
from near thesurface downward, are not
showing higher valuee in depth, but are
maintaining well the gold values. It
must be remembered, however, that ore
that could not be worked two years ago
is now being treated at a profit, with the
inevitable result that, as low grade ore
is shipped, the tonnage greatly increases,
but the average values decrease. On
the other hand, if in gsinking a new ore
shute is reached, it is only natural
and consistent to expect that the low
values first found in the outlying por-

tions, or the fringes, of the replacement
ore

ould increase as the heart
of the ore shute is entered, and in such

bodies, sh

depth. In these ore deposits formed by
replacement or impregnation of the
country rock by mineralized waters
passing up and along relatively small
channels, it is proper to suppose that
the richest ore, in most cases, will be
found at or near this channel, while the
most distant ore will be of decreasing
value directly proportionate to this dis-
tance.

There are many good properties that,
from surface indications and scanty de-
velopment, promise favorably, it

-at once seen that capital must be £, |
and for such companies are need , but
when a company promises definitely
large and speedy returns from properties
with little or no development done upon
them, the public should then be ex-
tremely suspicious.

The province has been made to un-
justly suffer from the deeds of a few
such companies, which have quickly
proved fheir inability to fulfil their
glowing promises of quick and large re-
turns, although, in some instances,
when proper work has been done, these
promises may yet be redeemed.

The Prospectors.

It is shown that to the arduous work
and privation of the prospector must be
due the opening up of any mining reg-
jion, but without the aid of capital, his
efforts will be discouraging and often
froitless. At the present time, with the
interest now taken in British Columbia,
capital will send its agents to the most
remote and difficult parts, while many
other countries are languishing for even
a little attention; but these agents nat-
urally demand that some work be done
to enable them to form some judgment
of the value and possibilities of the
“prospect.”” During the past two years,
many seeking mining property for
strong companies or syndicates, have
found that their choice must be greatly
confind to ‘‘prospects’’ or undeveloped
properties, and, as ore deposits very
rarely display their charms on the sur-
face, they have had to turn away disap-
pointed in that 8o little was done on
claims they might have been willing to
buy at good prices.

In speaking of the performance of as-
cessment work within 90 days after
recording, Mr. Carlyle says:

“ The simplest plan is to require a
certain amount of work to be done with-
in 90 days after date of location. Some
at once begin to cry out that this is an
outrage on the poor prospector, who

‘should be afforded every facility and
protection in his arduous task of explor-
ing these great mountain ranges. So he
should; but he should not be permitted,
as is now possible, not only to the great
detriment of the country at large, but to
his own, to lock up great areas of coun-
try by simply putting up posts and pay-
ing a few dollars for recording fees. It
will soon be more generally appreciated
that if the progress is not being now
made that should be, the reason lies toa
grest extent in the fact that develop-
ment is not being done over large tracts
of our country that some such regulation
as suggested would compel.”’

Rossland.

The fact is cited that Rossland, as in
every other mining center of promin-

ence, had to suffer, for a time, from the
gelfish machinations of the “wild cat-
ter,” but the reaction speedily came
and the bubble speculator disappeared.

Victoria Bitterly Opposed to Giving
Corbin a Charter.

INSULTEDBOARD OF TRADE

The Salmon Pack For the Past Season
Was Over a Million Cases—A Victo-
ria Man Stakes a Valuable Placer
Claim on Walsh Oreek.

Vicroria, March 24.—Mr, Corbin’s ap-
plication for his Kettle River Valley
railway charter has created no less in--
terest in British Columbia than it ap-
pears to have excited in Ottawa. The
resolution opposing the granting of the
charter passed by the British Columbia
legislature meets with the very strongest
approval there. Much indigation is ex-
pressed on the street today over Mr.
Corbin’s reported insinuation that the
action of the boards of trade of Victoria
and Vancouver was inspired. The presi-
dent and members of the British Colum-

bia board of trade, when agoken-totoday
expressed the strongest isapproval of
what they termed Mr. Corbin’s gratui-
tous insult. With the exception, it
was stated, that when the question of
such a charter was first mooted it ap-
red to meet with immediate and
almost universal opposition, which has
grown steadily. o gerious must be the
consequences to the trade of Canada
generally and of British Columbia par-
ticularly. If such a line were built it
is felt that not only would such a line
tend to increase the introduction of
American merchandise, but would make
the Boundary district a market for the
produce of the Colville farming district
of Washington, to the great loss of the
farming district of the Northwest and
British Columbia. Many of the farmers of
Okanagan, situated directly to the north
of Boundary creek, are almost entirely
dependent for their sustenance on Koot-
enay and the district proposed to be
veached by this American railway.
Yesterday ex-Speaker Higgins, who 18
one of the largest personal holders in the
Grand Forks Townsite company and
well acquainted with the district, strong-
ly supported the motion and voted ac-
cordingly. The opposition to the reso-
lution was entirely in favor of the gen-
eral principal of preserving to Canada
that which is hers, and it was repeated-
ly stated by all the speakers that if the
government would give them absolute
assurance that a Canadian road would be
built no opposition would be raised.
Had Mr. Shaughnessy’s announcement,
appearing in this evening’s dispatches to
the effect that the C.P. R. wotild be in
the Boundary country by December,
been before the legislature, the resolu-
tion would have passed without a dis-
senting voice.

Mayor Wallace and Aldermen Clute
Discuss Debentures,

$50,000 TO BE RAISED

It 1s Necessary to Complete the S8ewer
System, to Equip and Maintain the
Fire Department and to Move the
Columbia Avenue Bluff.

The city council will meet soon
for the-purpose ol considering the
matter of issuing debentures to raise
money with which to carry on certain
public improvements which are neces-
sary. By that time they will have an
estimatefrom Wm. Harp, city assessor,
as to the probable amount the city will
derive from taxation and can better
judge as to the sum that wlll hg» neces-
sary to raise by means of debentures.

Mayor Wallace was seen yesterday

and asked what sum would be borrowed
on debentures. He replied that it was
uncertain as yet. At the meeting on
Tuesday the council would be better in-
formed fjthan it is at present, for the
reason that the estimate of the city as-
gessor as to the amount that can be
raised by taxation would he available.
The bylaw authorizing the issue of the
debentures will be prepared with the fig-
ure places left blank and the cgunecil will
go into committee of the whole and after
debating the matter thoroughly, will fill
in the blanks with the amount deter-
mined upon. ‘‘Until theother members
of the council do this I do not care to
hazard an opinion as to what the amount
should in my opinion be,”” Mayor Wal-
lace said.

Alderman John S. Clute, Jr., was next
seen in relation to the matter and said:
¢ T think that at least $50,000 will have
to be raised for the public improvements
that are absolutely necessary. The
amount to be derived from -city taxes
will be from $15,000 to $18,000, and this
will not be more than suffiicent
for current expenses. Itis the intention
to equip.and maintain the fire depart-
ment in such a manner that it will be
able to cope successfully with a large
fire. Adequate fire protection, all will
admit, is an absolute necessity. It is
far better to prevent a big fire than it
would be to be careless in the matter of
the department and to furnish fire pro-
tection only after we have had a de-
structive conflagration. In other words,
1t is better to lock the stable door before
the horse is stolen. Another thing that
is almost absolutely necessary for the
health of the city is to complete the
gsewer system. In order to do this some
system must be devised to dispose of the
sewage. The combined tank and earth
seepage system, in my opinion, is the
best that can be adopted, but it will cost
money to put such a system in. It will
also be necessary to put in some
branch sewers. Then there is that
bluff im the eastern portion of

~Columbia avenue, which ought to be re-
moved to the.end that the main thor-
oughfare and business street of the city
may be what it should be. There will
be some objection to this improvement,
but I think that it is necessary that this
be done if this city is to maintain the
supremacy it has attained in this sec-
tion. Rossland is a fine .residence
place. Itsclimate is healthy and the
weather never becomes disagreeably
cold, although the winters are a little
long, and it is destined on account of its
superiority to most mining camps as a
pleasant residence place and the rich-
ness of its mines be a city of many
homes. That it stands well among
financiers is evidenced by the fact that
its debentures are sought after and that
money can be borrowed on its real
estate. This is not the case in many
other mining camps.

“Of course, the matter of issuing this
$50,000 worth of debentures will have to
be voted on by the people,and if they do
not desire to have them issued the bylaw
can be voted down. If, however, they
wish to keep abreast of the times and
make the city a healthy and pleasant
place of residence for those who are
here and the larger throng that is to
follow, they will vote for the issuance of
the proposed debentures. I think that
$50,000 will be little enough, and even a
larger sum might be borrowed and used
to the city’s advantage.”

Wasco Group Is All Right.
Alexander Sharp, in charge of the
work on the Wasco group, which is be-
ing operated by the Wilkinson syndi-
cate of London, Eng., arrived from the

group Thursday. The Wasco group is
located on Beaver creek, near Champion
station, on the line of the Nelson &
Fort Sheppard railway. The work that
is in progress is on the Franklin, one of
the seven claims in the group. A sbaft
is being sunk that has attained a depth
of 40 feet. In the bottom of this shaft
there is a two-foot ore vein. Mr. Sharp
brought some of the ore from the shaft
with him and had it assayed here yes-
terday, and this revealed that it went
$24.09 to the ton in gold. silver and cop-
per. The principal- values are in gold
and copper. John J. McKane of this
city, represents the Wilkinson syndicate
in this section.

Lardeau-Goldsmith iMines,"Limited.

S. Thornton Langley and Smith Car-

There are already many aspirants with
an envious eye on the coming vacancy,
and there will be more.
It is understood that Mr. Kirkup will
enter upon his duties as gold commis-
sioner about July 1, which is the com-
mencement of the fiscal year. The
boundaries of the new division have
not yet been defined, but it will take in
Southwest Kootenay and Southeast
Yale, and will perhaps be known as’‘the
division of southern Kootenay. It is
understood that that the boundaries will
be from the North Fork of the Salmon
and over to the Christina lake country,
with the Kettle river as the Western
boundary. There is nothing definite as
to this, but this is taken as the ap-
proximate boundaries.

1f the line of promotion is honored,
and it is the promotion for which Prov-
incial officers are looking, Constable J.

He has been faithfully at
his post for three years, and recognition
of efficient service will result in the pro-
motion he has so well earned.

THE MINER’S MAP.

It Will Be Issued in About 'i‘wo
Weeks From Date.

CERTIFICATES OF IMPROVEMENTS

It Is Not Necessary to Advertise Each
Olaim Separately. :
In September last the Honorable Mr.

Justice Drake rendered a decision in re-
lation to the advertising of claims,
wherein he clearly laid down the law

that, prior to an application for a certifi-
cate of improvements, each claim of a
group would have to be advertised sepa-
rately.

The result of this construction was
deemed to be unnecessary, and the pro-
vincial legislature has passed a bill rem-
edying the requirements as set down in
the decision, so that 2n application” for a
certificate of improvements on a group
of claims can in the future be made un-
der one advertisement.

The bill is made retroactive and the
recorder is therefore empowered to grant
the certificate for any claims so adver-
tised, both prior and subsequent to the
passing of this bill.

THE PILGRIM SOLD.

It Has Virtually Been Acquired by the
War Eagle.

The transfer of John R. Cook’s one-
fifth interest in the Pilgrim mineral
claim to the War Eagle company, prac-
tically gives that company the control of
that claim, and completes important
negotiations which have been in progress
lately for the acquisition of properties
which are especially valuable in  the
working of the War Eagle mine.

The tramsaction was closed last

The charge of perjury against R. E.

Maine claim, that the ground on which
the location was filed was vacant, when
in point of fact it was already covered by
the Lucknow location. After hearing
arguments by the counsel for the crown
and the defendant, Police Magistrate
read the accused a lecture which it is
certain will make him more careful in
the future. His Honor scored the care-
lessness of some in making oaths to mat-
ter they are ,not certain about, and
said that h& would not tolerate
guch disregard for the law. The com-
missioner who administered the oath to
Darrow was severely criticized. In con-
clusion he said there were some peculiar
features about the case at bar, but as
there was room for a reasonable doubt
as to theguilt of the defendant he would
give him the benefit of that doubt and
acquit him. In concluding his decision,
the court stated that he hoped that this
case would prove a warning to others, as
he wished it understood that no claim
jumping or false swearing would be tol-
erated or countenanced by him in any

way.

KLONDIKE BOOM IS SMALL

The Frozen Goldfields Will Have to
Play Second Fiddle to the More Im-
portant and Easier Reached Lode
Mines of the Kootenay District.

Loxpon, March 10. —[Special.]—Hon.
C. H. Mackintosh, managing director of
the British America corporation,hasso far
managed to evade the ubiquituous news-
paper reporters, and at the present mo-
ment is visiting Whitaker Wright at his
place near Godalming. I expect, how-
ever, that he will be speedily given an
opportunity of telling the shareholders
in the B. A.C. all about his recent do-

ings on their behalf. The two gentle-
men may be expected to do a great deal |
of good for British Columbia and the
Klondike, and this notwithstanding the
fact that just at the moment thhe minin
market is by no means ina cheerfn
frame of mind owing to political consid-
erations. Throughout the past fortnight
the changes in values in mining shares
of every description have been uniform-
ly againet holders, and so pronounced
has been the fall that in several cases it
was feared that default would be inevit-
able at this week’s settlement, Canad-
ian mining shares were no exception to
the general rule, quotafions baving de-
clined verv sharply from their recent
points since the beginning of February.
Klondike Will Play Second Fiddle.
In the city they do not seem to know
how to make up their minds about the
respective possibilities before British

Columbia and Klondike. Some people
think that it will be Klondike first and
then British Columbia. Others equally
confident deride the claims put forward
by those who assert their right to speak
about the hidden wealth of the frozen
north, and say that Klondike will play
second fiddle to British Columbia. I
heard an instance this week of a big Lon-
don promoter who was thinking of bring-
ing out an important company with a
composite title of the sort to which we
have now become accustomed. Discuss-
ing the question later with people who
were I believe largely connected with
the inception of the British America
corporation itself, he was strongly ad-
vised to stick to British Columbia and
drop Klondike out of the name of his
company altogether. This he has de-
cided to do because he recognizes that
in company promotion the title is often
the most important item to consider in
the formation of a new company. Cer-
tainly those who have advised him in
the way I have mentioned have a good
deal behind their advice, for it notorious
that most of

UNSATISFACTORY EXPLANAT ION.

Tre MINER is indebted to George H.
Martin, the auditor of the Corbin rail-
way system, for an explanation regard-
ing the rates charged for the transporta-
tion of ore from points along the line of
tHe Nelson & Fort Sheppard railway to
Nelson and Northport. Mr. Martin de-
clares that the findings of a committee
of the Nelson board of trade, showing
that the railway company quoted rates
that discriminated greatly in favor of
Northport, is not bornegout by the facts
of the case. Mr. Martin’s explanation
will be found in another colummn, and it
is worth perusing.

Before giving the statement further
consideration |[it would be advisable to
take another glance at the disclosures of
the committee of the Nelson board of
trade, which are as follows:

¢(1) The rate on ore from Hall Siding,
11 miles (or any other point on the N, &
F. S. railway) to Nelson, is $2.25 per
ton.

Yet Mr. Martin says there is no dis-
erimination against Nelson for the rea-
son that the Halls Mines smelter will be
offered the same rate as the Northport
smelter provided the railway company
is assured that it will have the hauling
of the product of the ore treated at the
Nelson works, which heretofore has
been shipped to American refineries
over the C. P. R. In other words, Mr.
Corbin proposes to use his freight rates
and the Northport smelter to compel
British Columbia smelters to use only
his railway for the transportation of ore
and matte, if they are to handle a pound
of ore from the mines tributary to his
line. From a Canadian standpoint,
the explanation is not atall satisfactory;
in fact, if anything it makes Mr. Corbin’s
policy appear in a worse light than be-
fore it was attempted. Instead of gain-
ing him sympathy in his efforts to ex-
tend his road in British Columbia, if
may be expected to prejudice parlia-
ment against him in the consideration

of his application for the Kettle River!

Vallev charter. Tf he bulldozes the
local smelting industry by juggling with
freight rates on the Nelson & Fort Shep-
pard, it is only natural to suppose that
he would do the same with the railway
into the Boundary Creek country.

In a very short time the mining and
smelting industry of Southern British
Columbia will be sufficiently advanced to
necessitate the establishment of local
metal refineries. When this is done
there will be no matte for export. Then
the local smelters will be confronted with
freight rates on ore tributary to Mr.
Corbin’s railway system more than
double the charges quoted to the North-
port smelter. The consequence will be
that the mines will have: to bear the
heavy extra expense if they ghip to local
smelters, or, so far as the shippers of ore
containing lead are concerned, will have
to meet the ruinous import duties of
the United States. If such a condition
is to exist, the outlook for the B. C.
mining and smelting industry lying
within Mr. Corbin’s territory will be
far from encouraging.

Sinee Mr. Martin has made his expla-
nation it is more apparent than ever
that this country can gain nothing by
permitting Mr. Corbin to extend his

‘A BUILDING BOOM.

Rossland during the coming hot wea-
ther promises to become the theater of
considerable building activity. Three
brick blocks are to be erected on Colum-
bia avenue. Two of these 'are to be
placed on the corners of Washington
street and Columbia avenue and the
third at the intersection of Columbia
avenue and Spokane street. These
three structures will cost in round num-
bers in the neighborhood of $100,000.
Then the government has promised to
build a courthouse of brick or stone that
is to cost $6,000. The War Eagle Min-
ing and Development company in-
tends to put up & stone boarding
and lodging house ata cost of $8,000.
The Kootenay Light and Power Com-
pany is now haying erected a brick and
corrugated iron sub-station the price of
which is withheld, but it is known to be
considerable. The miner’s union has
just purchased two lots in the original

serve its members fora meeting place.
The Presbyterian church of this city
purposes building a good sized church.
The sum of $5,5600 has been set aside by
the government for the building of addi-
tional schools in this city. Then the B.
A. C. will begin active operations next
month, and in inaugurating active work
on the twenty properties it has pur-
chased, it will be compelled to erect
several shaft, compressor and other
houses. It is certain, too, that a num-
ber of residences will be erected, and
this will bring the total sum to be ex-
pended in this city during the next eight
months in building up to fully a quarter
of a million dollars.

The fact that such permanent struct-
ures as these that are promised are about
to be erected in this city speaks volumes
for its stability. With an assurance of
steady employment the year round for
mechanics, miners and laborers, and the
not unpleasant and most healthy climate,
it is certain that Rossland is destined to
become the permanent home of thou-
sands of people. The fact that the mines
become richer and more permanent as
depth is attained, too, gives a perma-
nent value to real estate, and skilled
metallurgists claim that there will be
more ore taken out of the mines of this
division in fifty years from now than is
the case at present, because of the great
stability of the deposits. In addition to
the mines Rossland is already the finan-
cial center for Southern British Colum-
bia, and this also gives a stability to the
value of real estate holdings. 4

* Ag the railway situation is now, shap-
ing itself no other town in the Koote-
nays will have such advantages as a job-
bing center. At present those desiring
mining machinery from all parts of the
great district of West Kootenay and
parts of Yale come /here when they de-
gire to purchase compressors and other
mining plants, for the reason that they
are kept in stock, -It will soon 'be
the same way with other sorts of mer-
chandise.

Taken altogether there is no safer
place in .the country for an investment
in real estate. The city of Rossland has
not yet reached her maximum in size,
and it is easy to see that an investment
in realty at prevailing vrices is sure to
yield a large profit within a very short
time, for it is certain that Rossland is
going to make some very material ad-
yances in the next twelve months, and
this will greatly enhance the value of
town lots.

PROVINCIAL EXPENDITURES.

It is interesting to note that the expect-
ed receipts of the Province for the finan-
cial year ending June 30, 1899, reach the
large sum of $1,453,389.46, and the ex-
penditures are-to be for the same period
$1,992,609.75. From this it will be seen
that the expenditures will be $539,220.30
greater than the receipts. In other
words, there will be a deficit of over a
half a million dollars in that financial
year. This is due to the fact that the
Government is determined to devote the
sum of $620,200 to public works. This
is more than the amount of the deficit.
The policy of the government in this re-
gpect is one that is to be commended.
Without this expenditure the Adminis-
tration could, by pursuing a niggardly,
cheese-paring policy, pay the current
expenses and come out with a small sur-
plus.. The liberality that has character-
ized the policy of the Government in the
past few years in public works, and this
is particularly the case in the expendi-
tures for roads and trails and in the sub-
gidizing of railways, has been in the
nature of investments made in the
betterment of the country and
the development of the latent
and natural resources on which it has
already and will in the future be the
gainer. Every dollar put in such im-
provements, the Government has fore-
gight enough to see, will return the
principal so expended many fold and
for generations to come. Itis following
the principle of the banker when he
puts his money out at interest, or the
farmer when he purchases tertilizers and
puts it on his land. Both expect a large
return on the money invested. In the
case of the government of the Province
this hope will not be disappointed. The
roads and trails on which it purposes
expending $437,200 will open up many
new sections of mining country, and

A UNIFORM GRADE.

It is gratifying to note that the city
council has commenced to take steps
towards establishing a uniform grade of
gidewalks of of the principal thorough-
fares of the city. The present con-
dition of the sidewalks of Columbia
avenue is disgraceful. There are in-
equalities between St. Paul and Lincoln
streets. There is the same condition of
affairs between Lincoln and Washington
streets and in the section lying between
Washington and Spokane streets the
sidewalk in places is over five feet above
the grade. Between Spokane and Earl
streets there are inequalities in the
grade on both sides of the avenue.
When it is considered that Columbia
avenue is the principal street in the city
and is more traversed than any other
thoroughfare the idea of going up and
down so many steps,andin a few blocks,
seems preposterous. Itisa condition of
affairs that would scarcely be tolerated
in a country village, and should not be
in Rossland. ‘Pedestrians going along
the avenue are in constant danger of
falling in going up and down the numer-
ous steps and stairways.

In fact there have been numerous
falls and several persons have been sev-
erely injured during the cold weather by
slipping and falling on these steps and
stairways. The city is liable at any mo-
ment to have suits for damages filed
against it, just as long as the present
condition of affairs is allowed to exist.
One of the very first things that the city
council should do is to fix the sidewalk

THE YUEKON RAILWAY.

the Dominion government regarding the
improvement of transportation facilities
to the Northern goldfields, is very out-
gpoken in his denunciation of the terms
of the Stickeen-Teslin railway land
grant.

of the senate to oppose the Yukon rail-
way bill with greater vigor than ever,
and it is not improbable that the bill
may yet fail to become a law. The situ-
ation continues to grow more interesting.
There ¢an be no question but that the
route monopoly and land grand features
of the bill are against the best interests
of the country. On the other hand,
there are good reasons for believing that
the value of the land grant is very much
over-estimated, and should Messrs.
Mackenzie & Mann be prevented from
building the railway on the terms ar-
ranged with the Laurier ministry some
monthe ago, Canada will lose much of
the Yukon trade. All things consid-
ered, however, it would seem that Mac-
kenzie & Mann will be the greatest losers
if the bill is killed by the senate.

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UNEVEN SIDEWALKS

Those on Columbia Avenue Must
Come to a Grade.

LAST NIGHT'S COUNCIL

By-Law Permitting the City to ilakea
Loan Will Be Submitted at the Next
Meeting—Disposal of the Sewage—
Other Matters.

Nothing at last night’s meeting of th
city council was of particular import-
ance. It was expected that the bylaw
providing for a loan to meet the expense
of municipal improvements would be
presented, but it had not yet been pre-
pared, ahd the matter therefore went

over.

The board of works submitted a report
covering several matters of great inter-
est, especially to the thoroughfare of
Columbia avenue, by bringing sidewalks
to a grade and generally improving the
streets. The committee recommended
that the sidewalk in front of lot 16,
block 43, be raised to conform with  the
walks on each side, and that property
owners- on the south side of Columbia
avenue, between Washington and Spo-
kane stree, be notified that thesidewalks
will be raised or lowered to conform to a
grade to be adopted by the council.

The board also asked that it be em-
powered to procure estimates for the
excavation and removal of part or whole
of the rock bluff on Columbia avenue
West, the estimates. to be based on the
disposition of rock in Columbia avenue,
west of the bluff,; and according to grade
prepared by Mr, Long. The board in-
tend to carry out the idea of construct-
ing drain boxes to carry off the surface
water. :

Realizing that it is necessary to come
to some definite arrangement as to the
disposal of the sewerage matter, the
board recommended that the mayor cor-
respond wjth the premier of the prov-
ince, urging the speedy appointment of
a provineial sanitary engineer. Tempor-
arv sidewalk is to be constructed on Le
Roi avenue from Spokane street to Earl
street under the supervision of the board.

The board also recommended that St.

~_Paul street be opened from Second

avenue to Fourth avenue, and a side-
walk be constructed from First avenue
along St. Paul street to Fourth aveuue,
and frem Washington street along Sec-
ond avenue to St. Paul street, as soon as
possible.

Miscellaneous Matters.

The finance committee reported that
inasmuch as the citizens of Rossland are
taxed generally, and in view of the fact
that provincial poll tax is levied on all

indiscriminately, the committee deem
the taxation is sufficient.

Alderman -Edgren called attention to
a harness bill for the scavenger service,
which was deemed exhorbitant, and
Aldermen Edgren and Barrett were di-

rected to adjust the matter.

-golicitor submittéd an opin-
ion in which he decided that the con-
tract by the city for a $500 advertise-
ment in Canada from Ocean to Ocean,
by the Dominion Publishing company,
was not legal, for the reason that no
funds were on hand from municipal
revenues at the time of the contract.

Whitewater Deal Completed.

The final payment on a two-thirds in-°

terest in the Whitewater mine, 20 miles
from Kaslo, was made on Wednesday,

and ‘'now that mine is owned by the
Whitewater Mines, limited, of London,
Eng., a flotation of the London & British
Columbia Gold Fields. The first pay-
ment was made in December, when a
90-day option was given. The receipts
from ore shipments from that date go to
the purchasers. The price wason the
basis af $450,000 for the mine. So far it
has paid $134,000 in dividends. J. C.
Eaton and W.C. Price were owners of
the two-thirds. And now comes
the statement that the long tunnel has
struck the vein at a depth of 1,000 feet,
where six inches of high grade galena
was found. This proves the continuance
of the Slocan veins and also is the deep-
est working in West Kootenay.

The Gladstone.
The tdnnel on the Gladstone, belong-
ing to the Canada Mutual company, is
in a distance of 75 feet and 59 feet in

depth obtained. The ore taken out has
been stored in the ore sheds, and no
further shipments will be made till such
time as the roads are in better condition.
The shipments then will be only occa-
sionally to test the value of the ore, as
the management are directing all their
attention towards developing the prop-
erty.

An Unfounded Report.
A report became current Tuesday

that the Mugwump property had been
sold to the War Eagle company, but

there is absolutely no foundation for
such a statement. Stock in the com-
pany has been sold in blank all over the
countryin lots of 100 and 200 shares, so
that the secretary has no record what-
ever of the stockholders. Efforts to se-
cure this, however, are now being made.

Sunset No. 2.
The work of sinking the shaft on the
Sunset No. 2 has been resumed, and the
intention is to go on to the 300-foot level

before there will be another crosscut
made. The drifts from the 200-foot level

are to be continued.

Rossland a Port of Entry.
On April 1st Rossland will be made a
port of entry, with B. R. McDonald as
collector of customs. The Rossland dis-

trict will include Trail and Sheep creek.
Mr. McDonald, who is the present sub-
collector, said yesterday that he had
been apprised of the change by tele-
graph. Hitherto there has been two
officers at Trail, D. Stevens, sub-col-
lector, and W.S. Keay, clerk. Mr. Mec-
Donald has appointed Mr. Keay to be
his chief clerk in" the Rossland office,
and Mr. Stevens is to be sub-collector at
Trail., Mr. Patterson will be the sub-
collector at Sheep creek. The changes
will take place on the 1st of April. Ross-
land has Eitherto been one of the sub-
ports of the Nelson district under the
jurisdiction of Collector of Customs
Johnstone, but after April 1st Mr. Mc-
Donald will report direct to the Domin-
ion customs authorities.

The Corbin Charter.

Eprros MiNngr—Sir: The question of
the Corbin charter has attracted a great
deal of attention in Rossland, but un-
fortunately such efforts as have been
maude to secure a genuine and thorough
public discussion of this most important
subject have been futile and disappoint-
ing in the extreme. In support of this
statement let us briefly examine what
has been done in the way of such public
discussion. In the first place, the mat-
ter was brought up at a recent meeting
of the board of trade, and :a motion in
favor of the granting of the charter
with due restrictions was passed by
an unanimous vote. But owing to
the fact that a quantity of routine busi-
ness had to be got through with first, it
was not until quite a late hour of the
evening that this very serious and intri-
cate subject could be brought forward,
and it was felt by many of those present
that the occasion demanded much fuller
and more careful treatment. Again,
some few days later, at the request of
several of the citizens, a so-called public
meeting wx+ convened by the mayor, at
which once wore a resolution in favor of
the charter was passed, but owing, prob-
ably, to some mistaken notion as to the
peculiar urgency ot the case, absolutely
no notice of the intention to hold this
meeting was given the citizens, so that
many of those who would have been
most willing and anxious to attend
knew nothing about it until it was all
over. I may remark, in passing, that
while in all probability nobody in par-
ticular is to be blamed for this more or
less clandestine gathering, yet it is an
abuse of words to apply the term public
meeting to an occasion when a space of
possibly two hours intervenes between
the requisitioning of the meeting and
the meeting itself. At all events it is to
be hoped that we sifall have no more
public meetings of this hole-and-corner
style in Rossland.

Thirdly and lastly, we come to the
mass meeting which, under the anspices
of the board of trade, was to have been
held tonight. This was even a greater
fiasco than its predecessor, for the very
good reason that after having been duly
advertised in the papers it was prema-
turely stifled at the eleventh -hour by
those who had prepared to be the
authors of its existence. Why and
wherefore this unfortunate gathering
was so unnaturally ‘burked’ we do not
know. Suffice it tosay that the word
was passed round and no meeting was
held. So, in short, it comes to this,
that Rossland, the capital of the Koot-
enays, has practically made nothing that
ine public announce-
ment of the opinions of her citizens on
this most important subject.

I am bound to say, sir, that I, for one,
regret this state of affairs very keenly.
In common with all those with whom I
have discussed this matter, I am much
impressed with its intricacy and diffi-
culties and with the need for handling
it most carefully. While admitting
most freely and unreservedly the desira-
bility of opening up the Boundary Creek
country with railroads, 1 cannot close
my eyes to the fact that many more
guestions are involved beyond the mere
fact of immediate railway connections.
Sooner or later, for instance, I feel con-
vinced that we shall have to make a
strong fight for the retention and estab-
lishment of the smelting industry in this
province and for the development of the
Canadian as against American trade in
this country. And itis impossible to
disgnise from ourselves the fact
that the erection of the Le Roi smelter
at Northport has struck a serious
blow at the most important principles,
and has created good reasons for the sus-
picion that the prime and main object of
the Corbin railway system is to build up
Northport and the state of Washington
to the detriment of the Boundary Creek
country, Rossland and British Columbia
at large. This point of view is one
which might and should, I think, have
been brought up and fully discussed at a
public meeting here, and it is only one
among many others of equal importance.
Why, sir, [ am prepared to take my oath
that not one man in 500 in this town has
any certain or accurate information as to
what Mr. Corbin is really asking for and
what he really intendstodo in the way of
extending his system into British Colum-
bia. The fact of the matter seems to be
that we, all of us, recollect how the
legitimate hopes of the Boundary people
as to getting a railroad were dashed last
year, and we are all in such a state of
panic lest the same thing takes place this
year that, like a drowning man catching
at a straw, we shriek out, ‘““Only give us
arailroad and we will let you arrange all
else your own way; rates, smelting in-
dustry, trade, everything %ou will,”’

The
work will be costly, but the manage-
ment says it cannot afford to have inter-

ruptions of the traffic.

SIGNS OF THR TIMES.

All signs point to a period of intense
activity in the development of the min-
ing resources of the Kootenay district
during the coming open season. In mno
section of Kootenay, however, will there
be more active or energetic work done
than in the Trail Creek division. The
reduetion in the cost of treating ores;
the fact that the Crow’s Nest Pass
branch of the Canadian Pacific railway
will be completed to Kuskonook on
Kootenay lake by the first of August,
thus insuring cheaper and quicker trans-
portation, cheaper fuel for smelters and
a corresponding reduction in the cost of
smelting; the construction of a railway
from Robson to Penticton; the good
returns that are being made from prop-
erly developed properties; the promise
made by several of the mines that have
hitherto not been shippers that they will
begin soon to market their ores, thus
giving assurance of the employment of
larger forces of miners; the promise of
the management of several properties
that are now lying idle that work is
shortly to be resumed; the presence of
several prominent mining promoters
from London, who are looking over the
ground for the purpose of purchasing
mining properties, all presage that there
is to be a season of intense activity here,
just as coming events cast their shadows
before. Ome of the great factors in
this activity is the British America Cor-
poration. With the arrival of W. A.
Carlyle, the superintendent of the B. A.
C., that company will on or ahout the
1st of April begin active operations on
its several properties in this camp. It
has been variously estimated that the
company will put to work from 300 to
400 men within the next four months.
These, added to the number that will
be given employment in the proper-
ties that are soon to be started up, willadd
fully 600 to the number of the perma-
nently employed miners. - The good
effect of the operations of the British
America corporation in this camp can
scarcely be estimated at this time, for
the reason that their example is cer-
tain to be imitated by other like com-
panies which will follow them into this
district, to such an extent that it will in
time require an official census to ascer-
tain the number of miners employed.

COINAGE OF NICKEL.

Some reformers at the capital of
the United States have brought upthe
question of the desirability of<‘changing
the metals out of which the minor coins
of that country are made. After some
consideration of the matter the congres-
sional committee on coinage,weights and
measures has reported favorably a reso-
lution authorizing the secretary of the
treasury to make experiments to deter-
mine the best minerals for minor coin-
age and to submit new designs for coins
to congress. As the result of its delib-
erations on the subject, the committee
has reached the conclusion that the
copper cent is undesirable because it
becomes dingy and dirty and by corro-
gion, poisonous, and that the five-cent
nickel, three-quarters copper, should be
displaced because it is too soft. Itis
pointed out by the committee
that Switzerland, Austria, Hungary
and Italy have adopted pure nickel for
their minor coinage with very satisfact-
ory results, the coins being bard, dur-
able and retaining their color. Brad-
street’s, ecommenting on the findings o
the committee, says the subject is one
upon which it is as well to hasten
slowly, being of the opinion that it is
not well to disturb the coinage by sud-
den action. At the same time, the pass-
age of the resolution can do no harm,
because in reality it only commits the
subject to the care of the secretary of
the treasury, who may be trusted not to
proceed hastily in the matter, and who
is only anthorized to make experiments.
The situation is not, however, without
interest to Canada. Should the recom-
mendations of the congressional commit-
tee be adopted, the nickel industry of
this country will be very materially
benefited.

SCHOOL OF MINES.

The need of a school of mines in Brit-

ish Columbia is plainly apparent. The
importance of the mineral industry of
this Province justifies the establishment
of such an institution with aslittle delay
as possible. The 390,334 square miles
lying between the summit of the Rocky
mountains and the Pacific ocean and the
forty-ninth and sixtieth parallel of
north latitude form a mineral region,
which, for extent and diversity and
richness, has no equal in the known
world. The mountains, which form by
far the greater portion of this vast terri-
tory, contain every kind of mineral
known to science, besides -affording ex-
cellent ‘opportunities for every phase of
gkillful mining. The small amount of
explorationand development that has
been done fully warrants the belief that
British Columbia is destined to be the
scene of mining® operations of the most
extensive description, and it goes with-
out saying that mining will always be
the most important industry of the Prov-
ince.

Economical mining can only be done
by adopting scientic methods, and every
year sees old methods replaced by pro-
cesses more scientic and constantly more
economical. It is questionable if there
exists a greater field for the application
of science than in the mining and treat-
ment of metallic minerals.

It would be an advantage to the Prov-

ince and an incalculable convenience
to the younger generation, if facilities
existed here for the proper training of
mining engineers, metallargical chem-
ists. As it is, there is no such institu-
tion in Canada. Of course, instruction
in civil engineering and chemistry can
be had at the eastern universities, but
there is nothing in this country to equal
the szhools of mines of New York and
Michigan. It is not creditable to Can-
ada that her sons should be compelled
to go abroad for a proper scientific edu-
cation. It is the duty of our legislators
to provide such facilities.

THE K. R. V. RAILWAY.

These are the facts of the case as regards

the railway situation in the Boundary
Creek country :
The Provincial government has subsi-
dized the Vancouver, Victoria & Eastern
railway from Robson to Penticton in
order to insure the construction of an
all-Canadian railway from the Columbia
river westward to the Okanagan valley.
The C. P. R. has gained control of this
charter and intends, without further
delay, to commence the construction of
the line, which is the natural and only
available all-Canadian extension of the
Crow’s Nest Pass railway.

By the granting of the Crow’s Nest
Pass Railway subsidy, the Dominion
government gained control of the C.P.
R. traffic rates in British Columbia, and
it was also stipulated that, in all its ex-
tensions built subsequent to the granting
of the subsidy, the C. P. R. should not
enjoy a monopoly of routes. It will thus
be seen that the building of the C. P, R.
from Robson into the Boundary Creek
country would not necessarily mono-
polize the only available pass through
the Gold Range.

The Penticton extension of the C.P.R.
will touch all points in the Kettle river
valley that would be reached by the pro-
posed Corbin line, and will, besides,
traverse the entire district of South
Yale east and west. The man-
agement of the C. P. R. has
emphatically declared that the Rob-
son-Penticton road will be completed
and in operation as quickly as it would
be possible to build a road to the Boun-
dary Creek country by any other route.

The C. P. R. also promises to foster
and encourage the local smelting indus-
try in Kootenay and South Yale.

On the other hand, the Kettle River
Valley Railway company has evinced no
disposition to promote the prosperity of
this country; on the contrary, Mr. Cor-
bin has been at considerable pains to
foster and encourage the smelting indus-
try of the United States at the expense of
British Columbia. This is best proved by
the fact that he preferred to have the Le
Roi smelter erected at Northport, Wash-
ington, instead of at Sayward, Britich
Oolumbia, where the opportunities for
economical smelting are just as favor-
able as at the first named place.

Tae MiINER is perfectly independent
and unbiased in this matter, and desires
to see the question given the fullest pos-
siblediscussion. The more it isthreshed
out the better it will be for Southern
Britiéh,Columbia. -But Rossland must
be guided by events as they arise. So
far we have a fairly satisfactory state-
ment of the intentions of the C,P.R.
That company at least evinces a dis-
position to foster and encourage Can-
adian industries. Mr. Corbin does not.
But we are of the opinion that he should
be compelled to do so if he is ever
granted another railway charter in Brit-
ish Columbia.

CIVIC AFFAIRS.

Since taking office the present city
council has managed the affairs of Ross-
land with great success. So far it has
been a straightforward and business-
like administration, and the city has
already benefitted as « resuit. The
council, while avoiding a niggardly
policy, has practiced ‘the strictest econ-
omy, and has been adverse to the expen-
diture of large sums of money on public
works until it has satisfied itself beyond
all question than any outlay that might
be made would be to the greatest advan-
tage of the city. After several months
of careful investigation, however, the
city fathers have come to the conclusion
that there are a number of matters call-
ing for the expenditure of a considerable
amount of money, and they have practi-
cally arranged the details for these
undertakings at an early date. The
most important of these is the estab-
lishment of the fire department
on a thoroughly effective basis. All will
admit that this is an absolute necessity
and that the sooner it is done the better”
it will be for Rossland. A matter almost
rivalling the fire department in import-
ance is the city’s sewage system. A
large amount of ‘money has been ex-
pended on this department of public
works, but it is quite useless in its pres-
ent uncompleted condition. The council
has decided to make this system as
widely serviceable as circumstances at
present will consistently permit, and
will do so, it is anticipated, at a com-
paratively small outlay. Another matter
of great importance that has engaged
the attention of the council is the bluff
at the east end of the business portion of
Columbia avenue. So long as this un-
sightly obstacle remains, the traffic of the
main thoroughfare of Rossland will
be seriously inconvenienced and the
extension of the business portion of the
town must necessarily continue un-
naturally confined. The removal of the
bluff will require the expenditure of a

can be no question as to the advisability
of establishing a proper grade of that
portion of Columbia avenue this year.
The cost of these improvements and the
expense of establishing of street grades
and construction of sidewalks in various
portions of the city will probably com-
prise the principal items of expenditures
by the city council for the current year.

To meet this outlay the city will
have to borrow about $50,000. To
do so on advantageous terms will
not be a difficult matter. Thanks
to the great success that is at-
tending the development of the mines of
this camp and the steady increase in the
commercial importance of the city,
Rossiand’s credit is now established on
an eminently satisfactory basis. THE
Miner would not be surprised if the
next debentures issued by the city would
draw less than 5 per cent interest. If
this can be done there should be no un-
necessary delay in negotiating a loan, a8
it would benefit the municipality in
more ways than one to have the money
put into circulation here as quickly as
possible.

JUSTICE TO HOME INDUSTRIES.

" The Boundary Creek railway question
is a matter of national importance. The
question is, Shall the trade of that dis-
trict be wholly confined to Canada, or
shall a portion of it be diverted into
United States channels? To confine it
to this country means a denial of the
application of the Kettle River Valley
Railway company for a charter through
the district and its control by the Can-
adian Pacific Railway company. There
are those who argue that unless the
K. R. V. charter is granted, the O. P. R.
will delay the construction of its Robson-
- Penticton extension, and that the dis-
trict will continue to suffer from a lack
of transportation facilities for an inde-
finite and, perhaps, long time.' There
are others who insist that the Corbin
road could be constructed in a much
shorter space of time than the Robson-
Penticton branch. We consider these
contentions somewhat irrevalent, for
the reason that the management of the
C. P. R. has promised to complete
its line with all possible dispatch
and is in a position to prove that it will
have the road in operation as quickly as
it would be possible to equip a railway
to the Boundary  Creek country by
any other route. It is not to be sup
posed that the Canadian company will
break faith ; there is no apparent reason
why it should. In this connection it is
due to the C. P. R. to say that that com-
pany has displayed creditable enterprise
and an unusual disposition to satisfy the
demands of the people, and, as a result
thereof, it-occupies a popular position.
The company asks no assistance from
the Federal government to construct
what will be an exceptionally expensive
gsection of railway ; is kindly disposed to-
wards the local smelting industry, and
will, thanks to recent Dominion legisla-
tion, be compelled to charge satisfactory
freight rates over the line. But for this,
Southern British Columbia would be in
an extremely awkward position, and the
objection to the granting of the Corbin
charter would be considerably lessened.
There is a striking contrast between
the attitude of the two companies. One
evinces a strong desire to develop the
country and foster Canadian trade, while
the other does not even attempt to dis-
guise its intention to build up the smelt-
ing industry of the United States to the
damage of this country. By causing the
Le Roi smelter to be established at
Northport, instead of atequally desirable
points in Capadian territory along the
line of his railway, Mr. Corbix has
erected a monument to his determina-
tion to smelt British Columbia ores in
the United States. Tme Mixer still
maintains that the exportation of Koot-
enay and Boundary Creek ores for re-
duction abroad, robs those districts of
half of their prosperity, and that some-
thing must be done to effectually
discourage the practice. The Corbin
gystem of railways has been a decided
benefit to the Kootenays in many re-
spects, but it would be ridiculous to say
that it has not exercised a blighting in-
fluence on the local smelting industry,
a busines that in this district is only
second in importance to that of mining.
Until Mr. Oorbin evinces a more satis-
factory disposition than he does at pre-

gent to foster and encourage Canadian.

industries he should be denied the right
to extend his railway system in British
Columbia.

THE PROVINCIAL ESTIMATES.

The estimate of the Provincial expen-
ditures for the financial year ending June
30, 1899, has been submitted to the legis-
lature. As the people are always inter-
ested in how the money intrusted by
them to the government is expended, it
may not be uninteresting to give a brief
statement as to how much is to be raised
and for what purpose, The estimate
shows that the sum of $1,992,609.75 will
be reguired to run the governmental
affairs of the country during the finan-
cial year mentioned. The sum is to be
expended under the following heads:
Pablic debt, $295,668.25; civil govern-
ment (salaries), $145,710; legislation,
$47,305; public institutions (mainten-
ance), $108,022 ; hospitals and charities,
$51 550; administration of justice (other
than salaries), $80,200; education,
$280,622; transport, $15,000; rent,
$48.50; revenue services, $17,000; for
public works the money is to'be appro-
priated as follows: Work and buildings,

$118,450; government ~house, $3,050;

wharves, $437,200; surveys, $15,000;

laneous, $115,278. Grand total, $1,992.-
609.75. |

Under the first item of public debt the
$295,666.25 is to be expended for interest,
discount and commissions, and for re-
demption of debentures. The principal
item under this head is $193,804, for in-
terest due on the several outstanding
debenture debts of the Province.

The second item of $145,710 is for
salaries alone to be paid, to the different
officials in the several departments and
the employes therein.

The next item for the administration of
justice is $215,408, to be disbursed ainong
the justices and judges, Provincial police,
jaills and reformatories. The largest
item in this department is $73,240 for
Provincial police, and the next in size is
$26,466, for supreme and county courts.

The next item is for legislation, and
this is to cost $47;305. Of this sum the
Speaker will receive $1,500, and the 33
members $600 each, or a totakof $19,800,
while the expense of the elections are
set down at $14,000.

Then comes the item for public in-
stitutions and their 'maintenance, . for
which the sum of $108,022 is needed.
This sum is to be divided as follows:
Printing office, Victoria, $37 ,000; burean
of mines, $2,500; Provincial museum,
$5,640; aeylum for the insane, New
Westminster, $50,610; Provincial home,
Kamloops, $12,272.

For hospitals and charities $51,550 is
to be used. This is to be divided among
the hospitals at Victoria, New West-
minster, Cariboo, Nanaimo, Kamloops,
Vancouver, Golden, Nelson, Comox,
Fort Simpson, Vernon and in aid of resi-
dent physicians at several points through
out the Province. Besides this $1,500 is
devoted to educating the deaf and dumb
and $6,000 in aid of the sick and poor.

The next item, $80,000, is for the ad-
ministration of justice other than
salaries. This sum is to be devoted to
paying jurors, the expense of criminal
trials and tor the board and transporta-
tion of prisoners.

The next item is $280,622 for educa-
tion, and of this sum the West Kootenay
district is to be given the sum of $28,604.

There are no details worth mention-
ing in the items ot transport, rent and
revenue service. :

In the next item of public works, for
which $260,200 is'to be spent, is a prom-
ised appropriation of $6,000 for a court
house for Rossland, the north riding of
West Kootenay is given $28,000 for
roads, trails and bridges, and the south
riding $40,000.

In the final or miscellaneous account,
for which $116,278 is set apart for adver-
tising, stationery and to aid in mainten-
ance of fire departments and other small

Premier Turns Tells Why Expendi-
tures Are Larger Than Receipts.

Vicroria, March 28.—The budget
gpeech was made in the legislature to-
day by Premier Turner. He said the
expenditures exceeded the revenue.
The reason for this was the rapid devel-
opment of the province,and this called
for new roads and other public works.
These were mainly called for through

the rapid increase in the population and
the wonderful development in the min-
ing sections of the province. The re-
ceipts are expected to amount to $1,-
453,000, the largest in the history of the
province. Increased dyking works and
the hope of introducing irrigation in the
drier parts of the province was referred
to and while not able to announce the
arrangements the premier stated that it
would insure large railway works during
the year. Mr. Sword replied for the op-
position, claiming that too much was
spent by the administration, and urging
that something should be done to cut
down the expenses. The debate lasted

till a late hoaur.

Claims May Be Grouped in Adve tis-
ing for lmprovement Certificates

THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

Will be in New Quarters This Week—A
Bell Wanted. ;

Before this week closes Chief McKin-
non expects to have the fire department
comfortably located in its new quarters
on Lincoln street. Carpentersare now
putting on finishing touches and work
of grading in front of the headquarters
will be commenced immediately.

The upper floor will be devoted to
sleeping apartments and reading room,
where five members of the department
will be on hand at all hours of the night
to answer any call at a moment’s notice.

There are four well lighted bed rooms
and one large sitting and reading room.
All the bed rooms open into the reading
and from this a pole extends to the
ground floor, down which the men will
slide without loss of time.

The headquarters are equipped with
electric lights, and so soon 8s funds are
available a complete alarm system will
be introduced. On the ground floor are
the hose wagon, an 80-gallon tank
chemical engine, and hook and ladder

These have not yet been obtained, but
will be shortly.

Chief McKinnon expects soon to or-
ganize another hose company in order to
complete the effectiveness of the depart-
ment. Another thing the chief wants
is a larger bell. He says the present one
is altogether too small to be of much use,
and he expects to secure one, either by
contributions or by giving a dance.
