Harbor Grace, June 26.—The work 
of removing the Customs, Postal Tele­
graph, and Post and Savings’ Bank 
Offices into the new Public Building 
was completed on Tuesday last, when 
the Post Office was opened to the pub­
lic. The Post Office is approached by 
a short flight of steps. It is a very 
spacious and generally well arranged. 

The post office boxes have been in­
creased to 120 in number, and placed 
on the side, away from the general de­
livery. They may be got access to by 
the front or by a side entrance. Box 
owners may get their mail on Sundays 
from 9 to 11 a.m.—a fish of one and 
flesh of another arrangement, we 
scarcely think well of, particularly as 
there is little rush concerning letters 
in our day of cheap telegrams, 
boxes will not likely be half taken up 
unless the price of the smaller size be 
brought down to half or so of what it 
is, which is $1.20.

The Savings’ Bank Office adjoins 

the inside parr of the P.O., and the 
open grill partition should be sheathed
with board so as to insure desirable
privacy. For the same reason there 
should be a partition run up to separ­
ate the general place of entry for 
postal matter from the place where 
people write their postal telegrams 
and speak to the operator on matters 
connected therewith.

The operator’s room, which we are 
pleased to say is fitted with a tele­
phone, is a miserably cramped place. * 
With these exceptions, the quarters on 
the first flat are generally pleasing, 
convenient and commodious.

The Customs Office, which has also 
a telephone, is situated on the next 
fiat, to the south of the commodious 
Town Hall, and part of the basement 
also, is devoted to that branch of the 
public service. Some little adjust­
ment are necessary to make it “just 
right.”

House building will shortly be con­
verted into a hospital for operating 
purposes. A hospital is badly needed, 
and it is better to take a half loaf than 
no bread.

Children’s Millinery j*The other day a well Jcnown writer 
was commenting upon the new device 
for securing automatic stability in 
aeroplanes, which, he truly said, “will 
do more to make flying an almost uni­
versal human accomplishment than 
any other single accomplishment.” He 
went on to speak of an aged friend 
who had seen the coming of railways 
and “a host of other commonplace mir 
acles;” he gave a list of the changes 
seen by his friend, and he wound up 
by asking whether any other genera­
tion since the world began had wit­
nessed a comparable revolution.

As I read his interesting list it sud­
denly flashed upon me that there was 
no need to turn to a man wiio could 
recall the introduction of railways. I, 
too, had witnessed the coming of every 
thing he mentioned, save the railways 
and the telegraphs, and so had every­
one who is little more than forty. I 
had never quite thought of it in that 
light before. These changes 
come so swiftly yet imperceptibly that 
we are all inclined to accept them with 
out grasping all they imply. Any man 
of forty or so can parallel my merely 
typical "recollections if he can think 
back a little.

two years in Siberia, building and op­
erating experimental lines. Kennan 
w’as an expert telegrapher, and his 
mission was to prove to the satisfac­
tion of a government and capitalists 
that telegraphic communication could 
be maintained constantly in the semi- 
polar regions.

In Siberia the Kennan expedition 
traveled thousands of miles by dog 
sledge, and on horseback, investigat­
ing climatic conditions and making 
surveys. Its report to the Czar and to 
the" American promoters w as that the 
project was entirely feasible. It is 
said that the trans-Siberian railway 
subsequently followed much of the line 
marked out by the Americans.

It w’as while he w’as in making fur­
ther surveys, believing fully that the 
American end of the line was already 
under construction, that a message, by 
courier from St. Petersburg, reached 
Kennan informing him that the enter­
prise had been abandoned and order­
ing the expedition to return to the 
United States for discharge.
