yesterday were lightly occupied or 
not at all. In other instances the al­
lied commanders stated that consid­
erable bodies of Germans threw 
down their rifles promptly as soon 
as the attackers approached their 
trenches, although it was known that 
they had orders t-0 stand to the last. 
Batches of prisoners have been com­
ing in from ail parts of the front 
throughout the day. In their attack 
yesterday, the 
strongest defense made in front of 
Gueudecourt. There * the Germans 
used their machine guns with the 
tenacity and unyielding courage 
which has hitherto characterized
them. The British resumed the at­
tack to-day and to-night all the vil­
lage is in their possession. Both to­
day and yesterday the Germans show­
ed an inclination to withdraw their 
guns immediately they were in any 
danger, evidently desiring to take 
no risk of losing any of their artil­
lery . This sometimes leaves their 
troops in the front line unprotected 
by cannon fire, and may account for 
the number of surrenders.

In the meantime, the British con­
tinue to pound the whole line with 
their seemingly inexhaustible supply 
of shells, leaving the Germans in 
doubt as to what sector will be the 
next to be attacked by the infantry. 
The first warning that the Germans 
hrve that the British seek to gain a 
certain frontage is a sudden increase 
of runfire in that sector to a tornado, 
under which it does not seem pos­
sible that a mouse could escape alive. 
Usually this tornado is brief com­
pared to the old-fashion of artillery 
preparation, while it lasts long 
enough to enable the British 
infantry to rush from their lines lo 
the German trenches while all the 
German machine guns and rifle fire 
are stilled. It is amazing how'the co­
operation of infantry and artillery 
has improved by the battle practice 
of the offensive. About mid-day to­
day the British left had its turn in 
Ihc region of Thiepval, at the other 
-x'v'-ue of the battle front from 
Comfits. ~T"re the fighting line joins

- "id German front trench line 
and the '"-rmans, in their dugouts, 
and galleries, "-nve fought with the 
skill and stubbovnesn which charac­
terized them in this kind of warfare. 
"They stick like glue to these dug- 
outs," said one Bipfish soldier, “be­
cause they know that once they are 
pushed back we do not give them 
time to dig any more.”

A blackish heap of d(rt on the crest 
of a ridge is all that, remains of 
Thiepval. On the top that heap there 
still rise a few black sticks, tree 
trunks slivered and hewn by shell 
fire which hâve escaped being down­
ed by a direct hit. On July 1, the first 
day of the great offensive, the Brit­
ish tried to take Thiepval and failed. 
jOn this Height to the north the 
whole Anglo-French movement pivots 
to the bank of the Somme. The Brit­
ish, in fierce little attacks now and
then, have whittled and sapped their 
way toward that precious high 
ground, the capture of which extends 
the German front of defense and 
dangers other German positions. 
Hand-to-hand, bomb to bomb, with 
every trick of the modern trades of 
war, Germans and British have 
fought over these seamed slopes as 
if the war itself was to be decided 
here. To-night, after another effort, 
practically all of the village, the 
whole defense and siege of which 
cost more thousands of lives than 
any in France, is in British posses­
sion. This success is a source of great­
er satisfaction to the average British 
soldier than the taking of Combles 
or any other village or strong point 
in the nearly three months of 
tinuous fighting.

190 square miles of territory and 44 
villages.

In Macedonia the Entente appar­
ently are encountering a stiffened 
Bulgarian resistance, especially to 
the west of the Yardar region.

Paris reports Kaimaksalan height 
subjected to repeated attacks by 
Bulgarian forces, but declares the 
Serbians held fast to the captured 
position.

Official reports just received from 
Bucharest take back nothing of the 
claims made by the Roumanians of 

notable victory over Field Marshal 
Von Mackensen in the great battle 
of last week in Dobrudja. The Rou­
manians and their allies, it is

witness account of a recent air raid 
upon the English coast is contained 
in a letter sent by Major Geo. Stacey 
of the 91st battalion. Major Stacey 
is a brother-in-lawvof Capt. W. 
Andrews of the 215th battalion.

“On the night I was brigade field 
officer of this brigade, the duties be­
ing to inspect all guards of the four 
battalions in the brigade; the par­
ade grounds, canteens, cook houses, 
etc., and responsible for the general 
cleanliness and efficiency of the bri­
gade.

At 10 p.m. I received telephone 
orders from the divisional headquar­
ters to prepare for air raids’. Imme­
