The House was occupied all after-
noon and evening on the proposal of
the government to appoint a commit-
tee of the House to investigate the
Calder-Morang school book contract.

Mr. Gillis followed Mr, Turgeon
and moved an amendment which had
for its purpose the substitution of a
royal commission in the place of the
committee of the House. His amend-
ment also provided for the widening
of the scope of the inquiry. In speak-
ing to his amendment Mr. Gillis
twitted the attorney gemeral on the
display of bravery of the government
in asking for an investigation. He
didn’t think it very brave to play
with marked cards and loaded dice.
The government members that were
proposed for the committee had al-
ready expressed their approval of the
contraet. .These members were on
the majority of the committee and it
was easy to imagine how they would
report. If the government was hon-
est in its  intentions it should ap-
point a royal commission.

Premier Scott followed Mr. Gillis
and while he believed that precedenfs
were against appointing a royal com-
mission, yet he was willing that such
should be the case. -He hoped that
the chief justice of the province would
be one of the commissioners.

Five months ago a couple of civil
engineers, commissioned by the Dom-
inion government, set out for north-
ern Sgskatchewan. Their duty was
to gather data relating to the coun-
try that they traverse with special
attention to the agricultural possibi-
lities of Saskatchewan’s hinterland.

The chief of the party, F. I. Crean,
C.E., returned to Prince Alpert, a
few days ago, and what he has to
say outside his official report is dis-
tinctly flattering to the vast north-
ern part of the province.

The party traversed a territory
thrice as ‘large as Ireland, and
brought back material evidence of
the region. After leaving the beaten
trails the country was found to be
literally a wilderness, and one result
of their investigations will doubtless
be new maps.

Alter
its decline and fall Sicily was over-
run by barbarians of different nation-
alities, At the close of the fifth cen~
tury ‘the Ostrogoths were the mast-
ers of Sicily, but their reign was
short, for in 535 the island Lecame 3
part of the Byzantine Empire, hav-
ing fallen to the sword of Belisorius.
Apout the middle of the ninth cen-
tury the Saracens occupied the Is-
land, and made Palmero their capi-

tal. They held op untjl the eleventh |

century, when the Normans swepb
them out and established the feudal
system. They also united Sicily to
Naples, and sinde then the two have
been kmown as the two Sicilys.

In 1053, Pope Leo IX., at the head

of German and Italiam troops, tried,

to drive out the Normams, but he
was defeated and taken prisomer, and
held until he had ackmowledged the
Norman's conguest. There followed
two hundred years of fighting and

qeiei-teieieieleininimiei=iriteieieietei=t | rebellions, which ended in the expul-

sion of the French in 1282 from Na-

& ples. But they clung to the island

of Sicily for amother century and a
balf, and it was not until the reign of
Alphonso V, that the kingdoms be-
came reunited. At his death, how-
ever, the old division occurred. In the
war of the Spanish succession Sicily
played a part, and was finally traded
for Sardinia. It now.became part of
Spain, and in the Napoleonic wars
was almost the prey of Nopoleon.
Thanks to the British navy the is-
land was saved when Napoleon gave
Naples to his favorite general, Murat.
As an appanage of Spain, Sicily
had a turbulent forty years after the
downfall of Napoleon, but it broke
with the Bourboms for all time in
the reign of Francis II, Garibaldi,
in 1860, crossed the strait from Italy
and Sicily was his easSy prey, the
people having no beart to fight for
their despotic king. As was inevit-
able, in view of the frequent con-
quests, the modern Sicilian is a
blending of many races.
