The quantities of oats,
wheat and barley sent this year will Le
sufficient to plant one-twentieth ot an
acre. The samples of Indian corn and
potatoes will weigh 3 Ibs, as heretofore.
Every farwer may apply but onlv one
sample may be sent $0 each applicant,
hence, if an individual receives a sam-
ploolmh,beoannotd-oreoau one
of wheat, barley or potatoes, and
applications for more than one sample
for one household cannot be enter
tamned. These samples will be sent
free of charge through the mail.

HOW THE RUSSIAN B0 IT,

Most of us think of Russia as a land
of snow and ice, and are unaware of
the fact that excellent crops are ga-
thered there in the summer season.

In July last a field trial of bind-
ers, mowers and reapers was held at
Ischigri, Russla, the conduct of
which was remarkable for its thor-
oughnass. The details of the inspec-
tion and judging were so minute that
we publish a few extracts from the
official report for the benefit of our
farming readers.

The' firms invited to compete were
Massey-Harris, Deering, Osborne,
Plano, Adriance Platt, Walter A.
Wood, McCormick, Milwaukee and
Johnston,

Plano, Adriance Platt and McCor-
mick did not answer the invitation;
the Milwaukee declined to take part
because they deemed one month's
notice insufficient ; Walter A. Wood
sent machines, but did not partici-
pate.

The jury cemprised the President
of the Agricuitural Society, who is
also z member of the Provincial
Council ; a delegate from the Min-
istry of Agriculture, two members
of the Provincial Council, three es-
tate owners, seven district agricul-
tural inspectors, and two agricul-
turists.

SHOT, BUT NOT AT THE KING:

Attempt to Assassinate Grand
Chamberiain of Spain.

A Man Named Feito Fired at the Secend

of Royal P in Madrid

The King Curious to See What Caused

the Shet, But the Queen Mother Pull-

ed Him Back Inte His Seat—No One
Hurt—Would-Be Assassin Arrested.

Madrid, Jan. 12.—As King Alfonso
and Queen Christiana and the court
were returming from ohurch Saturday
afternoon, a man, who afterwards
gave his name as Feito, fired a pis-
tol at one of the carriages in the
roval procession. The bullet went
wild, and no one was injured. The
King heard the shot and put his
head .out of the carrisge window
but he was immediately dragged
back into his seat by the Queem mo-
ther, who was seated beside him in
the carriage. The escort of civil
guands jmmediately threw themselves
upon the would-be assassin and over-
powered him.

Feito was taken to the police sta-
tion, where he said he did not desire
to kill the King, but the Grand

or, at whose carriagé he had aimed.
He was searched, and in his pockets
were found unmailed letters marked
“‘registered,”” and addressed to Pre-
sident Roosevelt, King Edward, the
Emperor of Germany and the presi-
dent of the High Court of Justice at
Mexico, and also receipts for a num-
ber of registered lettersrand a visit-
ing card of the Mayor of Madrid.

Feito was later put under exami-
nation by a magistrate, to whom he
repeated his statement as to the ob-
ject of his shooting. He insisted
that he was not an Anarchist, and
said that his wife, a French womean,
had confined him jn a lunatic asy-
lum. The prisoner, fn making this
statement, did not appear excited,
but there are indications that he is
insane. . The Minister of the Interior
has telegraphed to the prefect in the
provinces that the attempt was di-
rected against the Grand Chamber-
lain and not against the King.

Questioned as to what reasons he
had for wishing to kill the Grand
Chamberlain, the prisoner said the
Duke of Sotomayor had offered him
a position at the palace, but had
failed to fulfil his promise.

EXISTED

DURING STRIKE.

Continuation of Hearing Before the Coal

Strike Commissioners.

Phijade!phia, Pa., despatch: Non-
union men continue to occupy the
attention of the conl strike com-
mission presenting evidence of law-
lessless in the anthracite region
during the strike. The testimony
to-day included many acts of vio-
dence. from murder down t{o plain
assault and petty larceny.
Dynamite played a leading part
in .the alleged persecution of non-
union' men and their relatives. I'ive
witnesses testilied to their houses
being more or less seriously dam-
aged by persons, ‘some of whom
were known to be union men, plae- '
ing the high explosive on the pro-
perty ; other witnesses told of a
dam being blown up, one locomo- !
tive dumaged, steam pipes in two
differcent collieries  either  broken
or damaged by dynamite, bridges
and feuces damaged by incendiary
fires and attempted wreeking of |
trains. One jouth said he was
stabbed, several of  the witnésses
were boycvotted and several others
told of being beaten by erowds
apd of their houses -being stoned. |
Besides this, a  young woman
told the commission slle was dJdis-
missed a3 o school teacher llecugsc
bher brother chose to work <during
the strike; a young man testitied
that he was attacked as he was
coming out of church after being
warried, forcing him . to seek re-
fuge in a colliery, while his bride |
got home as best she could, and
another witness said he wasalraid
to attend the funeral of his moth-
ey, who had died while he was
working behind a coliery stock-
ade. : |
One witness told of having _been
punished Dy a mob forcing him to
walk 15 miles at the head of a
cheering crowxl of strikers. Othn.'r
testimony was also prescnle(l‘ in
the endeavor to show that a reign
of terror existed in the strike af-
fected territory of the State and
that members of the union were
largely responsible for it. ¥

were actually convicted of disorder.”

Mr. Mitelell said he did not know
that any member of the union had
beer expelled, and added that unless
more are conviected of violation of
law the brganization had no right
to expei them and thus prejudice
their case before the trial court.
Chairman Gray said that Mr. Miteh-
cll’'s point was well taken ‘so far as
concerns those under indictment,
but what he wanted to know was
whether any of those men were
ever called up who had been notor-
iously engaged in illegal aets and
whether they were subjected to Jdis-
cipline by the organization. This
ended the incident. )

At to-day’s session Rev. Carl
Hauser, ol Freeland, said when he
was called upon to officiate at the
funeral of a non-union man in the
Panther Creek Valley, he experi-
enced ihe greatest difficulty in se-
curlng pall-bearers. When the body
was  taken from the house Rev.
Hauser said the strikers yellg
“scab,” and spat upon the coflffh.
Some of them made such remarks
as, “It's a shame to bury a ‘Scab’;
throw him to the dogs.”

Counsel for the non-union men
called John Mitchell to the stand
and asked him if he knew William
Dettrey, who was yesterday elect-
ed President of the Union in the
7th District. Mitchell replied In the
affirmative and then counsel called
John Sherman, of Neuremberg, Det-
trey’s home town. Sherman testi-
fied that he heard Dettrey say that
anybody who worked during the

A NORTHWEST MYSTERY.

Tragedy leads to Suspicion
5 Murder. .

Winnipeg, Jan. 18.—News has been
received in Winnipeg of the tragic
death of a girl north of 'Teulon,
which may prove to be a case of
murder. Only the most meagre par-
ticulars have been obtained, but it
appears that a woman was shot and
that a man is being held pending
an investigation, which is being con-
ducted by the Attorney-General’s De-
partment. The “names of neither
the victim nor the accused have been
received in tne city.

On cnquiry at the Attorney-Gen-
cral’'s Department it was learned
that 2 message -had been received
from George Chatfield, J. P., of Teu-
lon, which read as follows;

“Last Saturday it was reported to
me that a woman had been found
dead at the Tp. 19, Rge. 1, Sec. 3,
cast. It is supposed to be a case
of murder. I am leaving to investi-
gate. An inquest will probably be
necessary.”

The department acted on this in-
formation, and at once sent Detee-
tive McKenzie out to enquire into
the matter, and on Sunday he wired
back from Teulon as follows;

“It is necessary to have a coron-
er's inquest. ‘The accused is under
arrest., The murdered girl was bur-
led on Saturday. Will wait. hero
the arrival of a coroner.”

A telegram was immediately seut
to Coroner MeLeod, of Stonewall, ask-
ing him to proceed at once to the
scene of the iragedy. e replied
that he would, and went out on to-
day’s local to Teculon, whence he will
proceed with Detective McKenzie and
others to the scene of the erime. It
will be a. couple of daya before par-
ticulars can be had.

The accident was highly sensational
in all its details, occurring as it did
on the neiin sireet of the wowan, at a
time when the thoroughiare was
crowded with pecople. Train No. 33,
wesibound, for Fort Wayne, had
started out of the station, but at
the main street Crossing was com-
pelled to stop on account of some
accident to the air brakes. A flagman
was gent back to noti.y No. 19, a fast
train, going .in the same direction,
which wnr several mivutes late. On
agcount o the driving snowstorm,
the engineer of No. 19 was unable
to gee the signal in time to slacken
his speed, ana his engine crashed into
the rear coach of No. 35 at the rate
of 40 miies an hour.

No. 35 concis.éd of two corches, the
rear one being a combination bag-
g2ge and passenger car, with another
pacsenger car in front. Both were
teletgoped, and scarcely a passenger
escaped injury of some sort.

The scene about the wreck was
frightfui. Muany people were congre-
gated about the spot at the time, and
the street was well filled with way-
farers o their way home from worksy
in the wvarious stores. Assistance
came promptly, and the dead and in-
Jured were at once carried to the
freight house.and station, and laid on
improvised co%ls. The engine of 19
was almost demolished, but the ears
behind it were not damaged in the
least, and none of the passengers
were bruised. Lvery pliysiclan was
summoned to minister to the sulfer-
ing victimes, and by midnight those
rot scriousy wounded were resting
easl'y in their rovgh hospital cots or
had been removed to more comfort-
able quarters.

VESSELS FOR GREAT LAKES.

Sixty-two are Being Built-39 for
Steel Combine.

Toledo, Jan. 13.—Annual review
of lake shipbuilding shows that 62
vessels are being built for the lakes
and that the aggregate value will be
$135,491,500. Of ihese, but four are
passenger steamships. The combine
has 39 boats under way, and of these
only three are other {han steel cargo
steam “hips. :

Ten canal-size boats are being bulit
by A. B. Wolvin, of Duluth. J. G.
Gilehrist has ordered 6,200ton
freighters. W. W. Brown, of Cleve-
land has ordered six boats. The
4,900-ton freight barge being built
by James Davi1son is the only wooden
vestel under construction.

This enormous increase in tonnage
can be taken as an indication that
the owners have unbounded confid-
ence in the future of the lake trade.
Much has been said to the effect
that owners arc not realizing what
they should on their investments.
With all owners closed up now for
ihe season of 1902, it was stated by
a local vesselman that boats of the
larger class cleaned up from 8 to 10
per cent. on the griginal investment.

Delhi, India, cable: "The review
to-day by the Vieeroy, Lord Cur-
zon, of 20,000 British and native
troops. led by Lord Kitchener, was
the last important evemt of the
corconation durbar. The Viceroy, the
Duke of Connaught, and the Grand
Duke. of Hesse, surrounded by a
brilliant staff, took up their posi-
tions at the saluting polint between
the grand stands. From every  side
an lmmense;multltude ol Europeags
and natives watched the parade
and cheered its favorite regiments.
Lady Curzon and the Duchess of
Connought witnessed the review
from carriages.

The scene to-day was not less
brilliant in coloring than the pro-
ccdln'g events, and it equaled them
in " picturesqueness. There was a
particularly effective manoeuvre aul-
ter the passing of the horse artil-
lery, tha cavalry, [field batteries,
and the infantry in the order nam-
ed. The cavalry in line of regiments,
followed by the artillery, ralioped
bast again and formed half a mile
in front of the grand stand, and
from this position charged down in
a long and magniflicent Dline to
within a short distance of the sal-
uting point.

OI all the soldiers reviewed to-
day none made a better impression
than the native volunteers, which
were led by native princes magnifi-
cently uniformed and horsed. The
Imperial Service Corps, composed
of natives, which saw service in
China, excited great admiration,
and was gvien a tremendous re-
ception.

Mr. Burke Talks About Cattle
Disease and Trade.

AN *‘UNDISGUISED DELUSION.’,

Oltawa despatch says: The De-
partment of Trade and Commerce
was advised to-day that the Govern-
ment of Jamaica had an order passed
prohibiting the importation of cat-
tle from Canada and the ' United
States on | account’ of foot and
mouth discase being prevalent in the
Ncw England States.

A report was received to-day.at
the Trade and Commerce Department
from E. Eustace Burke, Canada's
Ccmmercial Agent in Jamaica. Mr.
Burke says that two Ontario brands
of flour are finding favor and a mar-
ket in the Island. Ho reiterates the
complaint against Canadians not cn-
deavoring to meet the requirements
of the trade by better methods of
packing and studying the size of the
packages. In regard to butter,
cheese, boots and shoes, there is not
much complaint. A Haiifax firm, he
says, meets all the requirements of
the butter trade and sends choice
creamery. The United States trusts
have raised the price of pork, and
Canadian packers should get the
trade. The sugar industry showe
signs of improvment. The lack - of
bztteragteamship service with Can-
ada is severely felt. There were fre-
cuently enquiries from Ontario and
Quebec as to the raies lor oranges
and bananas, but owing to ihe high °
ratas and the time it took to.forwa
them nothing could bz done. T
rate was prohibitive. He thought
epervice might be arranged with the
Elder-Dempster people. At present
the rate for a barrel of oranges
wag $1 to Halirax and only 60 centm
to New York, and 77 cents to Mon-
treal by New York. Fruit had, there-
fore, to be shipped by New York and
Loston. He understood that the
Canadian Pacific had under consid-
eru{ion the idea of runninz their
own steamers between St. John and
Jamaica. As for the present serviee,
Mr. Burke says' it is pamfully anti-
quated, an undisguised delusion, and
deplorably lacking in all modern
equipment, an absolute [ailure.” He
eays that the movement for closer
commereial rglations with Canada im
endorsed in. the island.

Hen-li wilil
run over horses and cattle, causing
great annoyance, but do not lay
nits on them, while mites are cos-
mopolitan. ‘They will bite all alike,
even unto thy man-servant and thy
malid-servant, and the canary or
baby within the doors. They do
