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Anthrax and Blackleg

The disecse known as blackleg
in cattle, although entirely un-
known in many extensive agricnol
tural sections of Canadw, and not|
at all wide-spread in any district
or provinez, annually causes quite
extensive lo ses to cattle raisers.
Anthrax, which is quite a differe.t
disease, although freducntly con-
fused with blackleg in the minds
of many cattle raiseis, is also the
cause of serions loss of stock,

The former disease is alinost entir-
ely confined to cattle under three
years, aud is generally fatal. The
Intter attacks other classes of farm

son of Loudon, England,

‘

animals and the buwan subject

is not exempt fiom its infection

whicn generally results seriously.
By the aid of science cattle ratsers

are now enabled to protect their
stock against these maladies.
As the human family is vaccin-
ated against small pox, in the same
cattle are rendered immune from
blackleg and anthrax. The depart-
ment of agriculture at Ottawa,
through the Health of Animals
Branch, is now in in a position to
supply preventive vaccine for each
of these diseases at the nominal
cost of & cents per dose, Until
recently. by special arrangemenut
with extensive manufacturers in
the United States, these products
were secured at a reduce! cost, and
were placed in the hands of Cauna-
dian cattle raisers at 10 cents per
d »ee for blackleg vaccine and 14

cents per dose "or anthrax vaccine.
Ivisdue 1o the fact that these

preparations are now being made
at the biclogical laboratocy in
connection with ti;e Health of Ani-
mals Branch that they can be suj-
plied at 5-cents per dose. The
vaccioe for plackleg may be ad-
ministered by any intelligent ger-
son by means of an instrument
supplied by the departmeat at 50
cents, Anthrax vaccine, which is
also supplied at 5 cents per dose,
is more difficult to administer, re-
quiring a qualified veterinarian to
treat an animal, Cattle raisers
who huve fear of an attack of either
blackleg or anthrax would do well
to apply to the veterinary diractor
general at Ottawa’ for the proper
preventive treatment.

Coal mining rights of the Dom-
inion, in Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
Alberta, the Yuzon Territory, the
North-West Territory and British
Columbia, may be leased fora
term of twenty-one®years ut an an-
ual. l(ental of $1 an acre. not
more thapZ,569acres will be leas-
to one applicant,

Application for a lease must be
made tc the Agent or Sub-Agent
of the district in which the rights
applied for are situated.

In surveyed territory the land
must be described by sections, or
legal sub-divisions of sections, and
in unsurveyed territory the tract
applied for shall be staked out.

Kach application must be ac-
companied by a fee of $5, which
will be refunded if the rights ap-
plied for are not available but not
otherwise. A royalty shall be paid
ov the merchantable output of the
mine at the rate of five cents per
ton.

Every lessee of coal mining
rights which are uot being oper-
ated shall furnish the district a-
gent of Dominion Lands with a
sworn statement to that effect at
least once in each year.

The lease will include the coal
mining rights only, but the lessee
may be permitted to purchase
whatever available surface rights
may be considered necessary for
the working of the mine at the rate
cf $10 an ucre.

at $10 per acre for soft coaland $20for
anthracite. Not more than 320 acres
can be acquired by one individual or
company.
