BE USED BY C. P. R.

Bill Was Given Third* 
Reading Yesterday.

Police Given Instructions 
About Snow Cases.

More Pruning of Esti­
mates Will be Needed

It was reported to-day that the 
South Ontario Pacific Railway Com­
pany's bill which was given a thinj/ 
reading in the Senate at Ottawa^és- 
terday would probably be usecFoy the 
Canadian Pacific Railway in' getting 
favorable terms for the charter of the 
Hamilton & Guelph Junction Rail­
way. held by Ex-Mayor Biggar, J. W. 
Lamoreaux and other local promoters. 
The proposed Guelph Junction road 
is an electric line, which according 
to plans will run from the corner of 
Locke and Barton streets to the T., 
H. A B. spur.in East Hamilton. It 
has been stated several times that a 
start was about to be made on 
construction work. The latest oc­
casion was two or three weeks ago, 
but a letter arrived shortly after from 
the C. P. R. officials intimating that 
on account of the stringency in the 
money market they would not be in 
n position to consider the proposi­
tion before the fall. It is said now 
that one of the reasons for the de­
lay is because the C. P. R. people do 
not care to pay the price asked by the 
local promoters for the charter.

Charges of favoritism against the 
Health Department iit the case of Aid. 
Howard, whose daughter is a small­
pox patient, have been hinted at. Ald­
erman Howard was permitted to leave 
the house at 239 Cannon street east, 
where his daughter is quarantined 
on Monday and has been going around 
dr usual. The action of the depart­
ment created considerable talk. It 
is also charged that the department 
did not put any watch on the alder­
man's house, although recently in the 
case of another party, a few doors 
from Alderman Howard's residence, 
when there was smallpox, a man was 
stationed in a little shack on the 
edge of the sidewalk. The doctor de­
fended his course to-dav by declar 
ing that no favors had been shown 
Aid. Howard that other people with 
etnallpox in their homes had not re­
ceived. The law, he says, does not 
permit him to quarantine people 
against their will after the incubntioqj 
period has passed. Aid. Howard, he1 
declares, was held that long and his 
clothes fumigated before he was per 
mitted to leave the house. The doctor 
says there were other cases in which 
a watch was not put on the ehouse. 
"We do not follow the letter "of the 
law in every case." he admitted. “We 
use our own judgment and save ex­
pense when we can. We did not 
think a watch was required in this 
case. We were not given credit for 

.the promptness with which we quar­
antined it when we discovered it was 
smallpox."

Alderman Howard is not residing 
at home now.

MORE AMENDMENTS TO
THE INSURANCE BILL

Mr. MacDonald Has Many Suggestions for Com­
mittee’s Consideration.

WOMAN SCALPED
By Long Fall to Cement Walk in 

Buffalo.

Buffalo, Feb. 14.—With her scalp com­
pletely torn off. three ribs broken and 
her left arm fractured, Mrs. Emma Fos 
ter, 50 years old, was picked up in front 
of her home, 40 Gocnible avenue, yester­
day afternoon.

Mrs. Foster was cleaning windows on 
the second floor of her home. To reach 
the outside of the glass she stood on 
the top of the veranda. While trying 
to reach a window near the edge of the 
veranda she lost her balance and fell a 
distance of twenty feet to the ground, 
striking on the cement walk. Her head 
struck the edge of the walk, which was 
raised slightly from the lawn. She was 
completely scalped.

In an unconscious condition she was 
carried into the house. Dr. J. W. Char­
ters, of 540 Walden avenue, was called. 
The woman soon recovered conscious­
ness. Her left arm was fractured and 
three ribs were broken.

Late last night Mrs. Foster was re­
ported to lie in a serious condition, but 
the physician stated that she had a fair 
chance of recovery.

Ottawa, Ont.. Feb. 14.—(Special.)—J. 
K. MacDonald, of the Canadian Life Offi­
cers* Association, was heard again to-day 
at the Banking and Commerce Committee 
on the Government insurance bill. He 
spoke against the limitations in the bill 
to investments, which would lie detri­
mental to the profits of the policy hold­
ers. Among the changes he suggested 
were the abolition of the five-year exist­
ence period of bonds, as well as the re­
quirement of 25 per cent, excess value 
in the mortgage values over the value 
of the bonds secured; to change from 
seven to three years the period for which 
debentures and preferred stocks must 
pay interest, ami to cut down the period 
for common stocks from ten to five

In answer to a question from Mr. 
Fielding, Mr. MacDonald admitted that 
industrial stocks would be a difficult 
choice to make.

To this the Finance Minister made the 
comment that it would lie more difficult 
In a three-year than in a seven-year 
stock. Mr. Fielding expressed a doubt 
of the wisdom of including common 
stocks on any terms.

Mr. MacDonald proposed removing the 
ban on an insurance company that found 
it necessary to take over an industrial 
concern in which it had large invest­
ments or holding more than 20 per 
cent, of the bonds of the company. He 
would not apply this to new companies. 
In reference to manufacturing invest­
ments to which the chairman made refer­
ence. Mr. MacDonald said his company 
would not accept them.

Mr. Fieldingr-We thought it safe in 
the case of old companies.

Hit MacDonald suggested, » waJ el

extending the field for investments, to 
allow the holding in Canada of foreign 
securities to the amount of one-third of 
its Canadian liabilities. In reference to 
the holding of real estate, which the act 
confines to what is actually in use and 
«•ecupation, Mr MacDonald said this 
might be construed to interfere with 
vested rights. He proposed an amend­
ment that the present position of com­
panies should not be interfered with. 
As tv company underwriting, Mr. Mac­
Donald did not think that companies 
should be prevented from combining to 
underwrite the bonds or debentures of 
a large city, which a single company 
could not do.

Mr. MacDonald suggested some am­
endments to throw safeguards around 
iiew companies so as to protect the pub­
lic and policyholders. New companies 
should show evidences of good faith. 
Another change urged was to allow an 
appeal to the treasury* board from the 
superintendent in respect to the value 
of assets.

Mr. Fielding said that thev were 
about the same thing, but he thought 
the companies would prefer the superin­
tendent as more of an independent 
body. There would also be more delay 
in going to the treasury board.

Another amendment suggested bv Mr. 
MacDonald was that no person solicit­
ing insurance and paid by the company 
should be deemed an egrnt unless it was 
shown to the satisfaction of the court 
that there w.v fraudulent collusion be­
tween such agent and the person insur­
ed.

The clauses for ascertaining and dis­
tributing surpluses triennially Mr. Mac­
Donald wanted to strike oat and make 
the distribution quinqnennmaily. The 
three-year system was unscientific and 
unwise, being not long enough to aver­
age uj» result*.

OLD FIREMAN 
MEETS DEATH.

New York’s Deputy Chief Killed ii 
Cellar.

Fell Through a Trap Door to His 
Death.

New York, Feb. 14.—Deputy Chief 
Charles W. Kruger, known for many 
years as “The Grand Old Man of the Fire 
Department,*’ lost his life to-day while 
lending his men in a desperate fight 
against flames in Canal street. W hile 
working his way cautiously through o 
cellar filled with smoke and gases, Kru­
ger plunged through n trap door into a 
sub-basement filled with water. He was 
dead when taken out, but. in the few 
minutes which elapsed between the time 
the old man fell and his body wa* drawn 
out, more than a score of men had risked 
their own lives in an effort to save that 
of their leader.

*1 knew it would happen this way,” 
said one of Kruger's men when the chief’s 
body was beiug carried away. “I have 
been to many lires with liirn. He wa* 
always in the lead. He never said, 'Boys, 
go into that place, or that place,’ He 
always led us himself. He said, ‘Boys, 
follow roe/ and that's just what he did 
this time, when he led us into that basc-

Kruger was 57 years old, and had been 
a member of the department for 3ti years.

Several years ago Kruger was acting 
chief of the department for a time while 
Chief Croker was temporarily under sus­
pension.

The fire in which the old deputy chief 
lost his life started at 217 Canal street, 
and before it had been subdued swept 
that building from basement to roof, 
spread to two adjoining buildings, rout­
ed the tenants from several surrounding 
tenement houses, and threatened the 
Church of the Most Precious Blood, in 
Baxter street. It was after the flames 
in the upper part of the building had 
been brought under control that Kruger 
took his men to the basement. A great 
pile of excelsior in bales was blazing 
turiously, and attempts to reach it with 
streams from the street had been un­
successful. After several attempts to 
get at the fire from the outside Kruger 
asked permission of Chief Croker to take 
his men through the basement of 215 and 
cut a hole through the wall to 217, 
where the fire was burning. Croker con­
sented, and with a dozen men behind 
him, Kruger plunged into the cellar. The 
place was filled with smoke, and the 
dead'y fumes of illuminating gas, which 
flowed from broken or melted pipes, but 
the men pressed cautiously forward into 
the darkness. Just in the middle of the 
cellar Kruger stepped on a trap and 
plunged into six feet of water in the 
sub-basement.

Then began a desperate fight in the 
gas-filled cellar to save the chief. He 
could do little to help himself, and when 
Battalion Chief Galvin plunged into the 
dark hole and raised the old man’s head 
above the surface he was unconscious. 
It required the combined efforts of 
twenty firemen, weakened as they were 
by breathing smoke and gas, to draw 
Galvin, who still clung to Krugers’ body, 
from the pit.

The property loss, as a result of the 
fire, is placed at $50,000.

Express Company now has charge. The 
latter company, it is said, will have prac­
tically a monopoly of the freight busi­
ness in the rich fruit district, and espe­
cially of freight destined for Montreal, 
Winnipeg and western points unless the 
Dominion company is successful in the 
move, which, it is said, will be made.

One of the minority shareholders of 
the H., G. & B. stated to-day that the 
Dominion company could prevent the 
Canadian company from having a mono­
poly of the business if it so desired. Sev­
eral years ago the Dominion company 
was given the exclusive right to handle 
freight on the line. It was to secure 
these privileges that the Canadian Ex­
press Company purchased, through 
agents, 1,134 shares of H., G. & B. stock 
in 1904, and two years later sold out to 
the Cataract Company under an agree­
ment which give it a contract for 25 
years, after the first of this year, to 
handle the freight with an option for 
another 25 years.

This was opposed by the minority 
shareholders, but the contract was not 
affected by the judgment delivered at 
Osgoode Hall in the Martin suit, declar­
ing illegal the issue of the 350 shares 
of stock in dispute.

It is understood that negotiations 
have already been under way with offi­
ciais of the Dominion Express Company, 
at the headquarters in Toronto, for it 
to purchase the stock of the minority 
shareholders in the H., G. & B. The 
minority men have expressed themselves 
willing to sell out at the same figure 
paid the other shareholders at the time 
of the celebrated coup. It is believed 
that the taking over of the freight privi­
leges by the Canadian Express may 
hasten action on the part of the Donna* 
ion Company.

CONTROL OF CROSSINGS.

Mr. Lancaster’s Bill Amended by Senate 
Committee.

Ottawa, Feb. 13.—The I^ncaster bill 
xvas amended anti reported by the Rail­
way Committee of the Senate this morn­
ing*. The bill as passed by the Commons 
proposed to repeal section 275 of the 
Railway Act, and substitute for it a 
provision that no. train shall be allowed 
to pass a railxvav crossing in a thickly 
settled portion of a city, town or village 
faster than ten miles an hour unless 
such crossing is properly protected or is 
constructed and maintained in accord­
ance with the directions of the Railway 
Commission, the commission having the 
right to limit the speed in any case, and 
the railroads having until January 1, 
1909, to comply with the law.

Senator Beique pointed out that the 
annulling of section 275 xx'ould deprive 
the public of all protection betxveen 
crossings. He moved an amendment by 
which section 275 is retained, and a new 
section added, which provides that no 
train shall pass over a highway crossing 
in a thickly settled portion of a city, 
town or village unless such crossing is 
constructed and maintained in accord­
ance with the ..direction of the Railway 
Commission; that the commission may

from time to time fix the speed of the 
train* in any vase at any rate that it 
deems proper, and that the railways 
have until January, 1909. to comply.

The amendment of Senator Beique xvas 
adopted on a division, and the bill as 
amended xvas reported.

The amendment aims to give the Rail­
way Commission more authority to deal 
xvith each crossing on its merits, and 
to give the commission greater freedom 
in regulating the speed of trains at vari­
ous crossings and at various hours of 
the day or night.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 14.—The Novoe 
Yremya's announcement of Germany's 
action at Constantinople as embodied in 
the declaration of the German Ambassa­
dor, Baron Marschaell Von Bieberstein, 
that Germany intended to abandon the 
allies and proposed instead of adoption 
of the Sultan's counter proposals, which 
are tantamount to no reform at all, has 
created a sensation in diplomatic cir­
cles, and resulted in a lively interchange 
of views and inquiries in order to sub­
stantiate the extent of the truth of the 
announcement. It is realized that this 
portends the failure of all effort to alle­
viate Macedonia.

THE SNOW BY-LAW.
Dr. Philp Replies to the Police 

Magistrate.

To the Editor of the Times:
Sir»—As Police Magistrate Jelfs has 

seen fit in your issue of yesterday to 
name me as one of the "delinquents 
and sore heads” in connection with the 
alleged breach of the snow by-law of 
our city, 1 ask your indulgence for a 
few lines in explanation of my position 
in the suit instituted against me and, 
my testimony at his court a few days 
ago. 1 stated1 that the sidewalk vas 
cleaned well on Thursday morning and 
that 011 Friday morning very little snow 
was on it, and that 1 did not consider it 
necessary to clean it as there was not 
sufficient to at all obstruct, any pedes­
trian passing along, only a little being 
on the edges and tully as clean as any 
on the street. This 1 still maintain ia 
absolutely correct notwithstanding 
what the police stated at the first and. 
second enquiry. I did not ask any one 
to assist me in giving evidence on this 
case, although perhaps 1 should have 
done so, as the Magistrate intimates 
that as the doctor's “testimony was un­
supported” it lacked veracity. 1 have 
only to state, on tliat point, that my re­
sidence in this city and county for forty 
years, and that no stigma of that nat­
ure has ever been cast on my name, is 
my answer, and will compare favorably 
with that of any man 0,1 the police 
force.

I am credibly informed that citizens 
have twenty-four hours after any snow 
storm has abated to clean the walks 
before the Magistrate has power to is­
sue a summons for non-compliance. If 
this is correct, then he exceeded his duty 
in my case as the snow fell up till 
T hursdav night and I have been unjust­
ly dealt with.

1 desire also to state that I think the 
by-law should be amended and we should 
all enjoy British fair play before the 
summons is thnlst in our faces. 1 think 
that supposed delinquents should receive 
a few hours’ notice, say twelve, to com­
ply with the by-law before the sum­
mons are issued, and then they will un- 
derstand what will follow. I think this 
s iew is held by Aid. Sweeney, chairman 
of the Board of Works, and so stated 
in a letter of lus which appeared a few 
days ago. Hoping the City Council will 
see the advisability of amending the 
by-law in this or some equally satisfac­
tory manner as soon a.s possible, I will 
then think the very disagreeable exper­
ience thrust on me and the airing this 
matter has received trill not have been 
in vain, and all citizens alike will rest 
and sleep more soundly with the know- 
ledgethat the big stick will not be ap­
plied ’“without warning from our. in 
other respects, efficient police force, 
yours, etc.,

Fixed charges can be obtained by care­
ful figuring on the knoxvn costs of con­
struction and equipment, or upon ‘the 
basis of appraisals by experts in the par­
ticular industry under consideration. 
The depreciation problem is obviously 
one requiring separation* of xalues be­
tween the equipment of different depart­
ments. There remain such expenses as 
cost of poxver for department administra 
tion. selling costs, plant maintenance and 
general charges. It is not enough to 
figure the cost of generating each kilo­
watt-hour at the switchboard of the 
power plant and to apply that cost to 
the meter record of separate depart­
ments. A certain proportion of the fixed 
charges, maintenance and operating cost, 
including supemsion, of the distribution 
system as xvell as the power plant must 
be apportioned among all poxver-using 
departments.

He reeeix-ed a letter from 
his mother, saying that she wished him 
to come home at once and marry a 
farmer girl of her choosing. He knew 
nothing of the girl, having never seen 
her. in regard to this he said to one 
of the teachers: “It was not myself 
that desired, not myself that decided it. 
Don’t blame me. 1 don’t xvant to get 
married.”

Nevertheless, he was married last 
xveek, and for several days took part in 
the wedding ceremonies which xvere so 
distasteful to Mm. This week he re­
turned to school, and his mother came 
also to" arrange a series of feasts for 
the occasion. One was given for the 
Chinese teachers, one for the senior 
class, and one for the foreigners con­
nected with the school. The young man 
xvas present at the one for the teachers. 
His mother presided over the ceremonies 
of the feast, and we saw from the begin­
ning that we were going to enjoy a 
spread of the most sumptuoue type. It 
began with sixteen different dishee for 
an introduction and was followed by 
about eight or ten regular courses of 
nicely prepared meat» and vegetables, 
and last with a rice course with vegeta­
bles. Tea was served throughout the 
feast and several times a servant 
brought in steaming hot towels for our 
faces and hands. About the middle of 
the meal the young man came in and 
apologized "for the poor feast—they arc 
always full of polite sayings and often 
say that they nave nothing at all fit 
to eat.

‘‘These facts, it seems to me, dispose 
of the question: How will the manufac­
ture of artificial diamonds affect the 
price of real diamonds? Then about the 
other precious stones:

“There are reasons why imitations 
need not be taken very serioqsly when 
discussing the question of values, the 
first of which is this: For thousands of 
years precious stones have been unrivall­
ed because of nature’s triumph in per­
petuating the richest of colors of the 
most splendid lustre in thp hardest of 
materials. Art cannot do this. At least 
so far the Highest art has not succeeded 
in doing it.

“For this reason precious stones are 
inimitable, and they will be valued ac­
cordingly. Take the ruby for example.

"Perhaps more has been said about the 
manufactured ruhv of late than about 
any other imitation. As far back as 
1886 a good deal was said and written 
about artificial rubies. At that time I 
myself prepared a paper on that sub 
ject, for which I was elected a member 
of the Chamber of Commerce of Precious 
Stones, Paris.

“Artificial rubies—more and more of 
them have been turned out every year 
since, some better than others and all 
finding ready sale. There has been and 
still is a steady demand for artificial 
rubies. Meanwhile how has it been with 
the real ruhv?

“It has been like this: There is not a 
dealer in precious stones who to-day 
won't grab at every flawless ruby offer­
ed to him and pay almost any price for 
it. sure that lie will find eager customers 
for the stone, no matter at what figure 
it is offered. Genuine rubies are as much 
sought after to-day as they have ever 
been in the world’s history and at bigger 
prides. None remains long unsold.

“In color and structure a ruby is un­
mistakable to an expert. He can recog­
nize one fct a glance. XX’ith the man or 
woman who has never owned or handled 
precious stones it is different, and occa­
sionally an unscrupulous dealer lias 
palmed an imitation off as real on such 
a customer and at top price.

“A denier like that, if he is in France, 
saves himself from jail by putting the 
word ‘scientific’ in .very small letters in 
a corner of his bill head. This happened 
to a man I afterward met. Not till after 
the bill was paid did he get on to the 
meaning of ‘scientific.’

“When he did get on to it he went for 
the dealer like a cyclone. X'ery reluc­
tantly the latter was forced to give back 
the money and take hack his ruby.

‘'Emeralds? Emeralds never have lieen 
produced and never will be. Glass daub- 
lets joined with green color between is 
pretty much all we ever get in artificial 
emeralds, and it is over these that some 
persons enthuse, declaring them equals 
almost in brilliancy and beauty of the 
veal stones.

“Artificial sapphires are not a defin­
ite crystalline compound at all, and in 
most e^ises their color is an unattractive 
reddish blue—a tint which is not seen 
in the real stone*. A woman once she 
is acquainted with real sapphires call

These experts admit that artificial 
stones are having a prosperous present, 
and that they will have a prosperous 
future, but they add that their future 
will lie not at all different from their 
past for the reason that the best artifi­
cial stone* made to-day are practically 
the same as the best artificial stones 
made formerly, and that the best made 
in the future cannot and will not be any 
better reproductions of natural stones 
than the artificial stones now made. 
There have lieen improvements in the 
setting of artificial stones, and the 
public now bears more about artificial 
stones and knows more about them be­
cause they are advertised more— and 
that is all.

Two of the best knouen jewel experts 
in the country, both of them connected 
with New X'ork jewelry house* famous 
the world over, took practically the same 
view of the case. The first, who was 
unwilling to lie quoted, wad when seen 
by a Sun reporter, examining a 4.0(H) 
jewelled butterfly made to order for a 
customer.

At the question: “XX'ill the rerent re­
markable productions in artificial stones 
be likely to affect the sale and the price 
of real stones?" the expert laid down the 
butterfly, leaned back and smiled.

“Rome of the remarkable develop­
ments you doubtless refer to,” said he. 
“represent one of the cleverest bunco 
games known to the jewelry trade for 
years. I have reference to the alleged 
manufacture of diamonds.

“A* the newspaper reading public 
probably knows, several of these dia­
mond manufacturers have been shown 
up in their true colors of late. They 
had no formula at all for making dia­
monds. The stones they put out were 
the same old brands of imitations famil­
iar to every jeweler for many years and 
neither better nor worse.”

“But about the other stones. Are not 
recent examples better than we used to 
get ?"

“I haven’t seen anything better." 
“How about reconstructed rubies; De­

spatches from Europe have a lot to say 
about the wonderful developments in this 
one kind of artificial stone.”

Misconstructed rubies. I call them. 
The very liest of these 1 have seen is a 
very feeble imitation. A man who 
knows anything ot all about precious 
stones can tell at a glance it is not a 
real ruby.

-As a matter of fact, because of the 
immense amount of advertising imita 
tion stones have had of late, people get 
the notion that everybody is buying and 
wearing them. Until within a compara­

* Toronto, Feb. 14.—Repeal of the three- 
fifths clause was clearly and definitely 
announced in the Legislature yesterday 
afternoon by Mr. T. H. Preston, M. P. P.» 
as being a principle to which the Opposi­
tion is pledged. Mr. Preston, continuing 
his speech in the debate on the reply to 
the speech from the throne, delivered an 
able address, which dealt with every im­
portant phase of provincial politics. He 
pointed out how in tlie United States a 

*■ simple majority was held to be suffi­
cient to. decide the question of prohibi­
tion. Still more telling was his allusion 

' to what had actually occurred in Ontario.
1, He drew attention to the fact that, with 

few exception, efforts to repeal local 
option in those places where it was car­
ried on a majority had singularly failed. 
Xlr. Preston inquired whether the Gov- 
eminent would steal this plank also 
from the Opposition platform, but Hon. 
XV. .1. Hanna refused to be drawn. I he 
hint, however, that this might be the 

“ last session of the present Parliament 
brought the Premier to his feet with a 
protest that the member for Brant had 
no right to assume any sueh thing, but 
he admitted that at the very latest the 
eleventh Provincial Parliament must ex­
pire in March.

Ion Lanoda ia Manitoba or the North­

west Province*, excepting 8 and 26. not re­
served. may be homesteaded by any person 
tho sole head of a family, or male over 18 
year» of age. to the extent of one-quarter 
section, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry must be 
mada in person by the applicant at a Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made at an 
Agency on certain conditions by the father, 
mother, son. daughter, brother or sister of 
an Intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancellation 
made personally at any Sub-agents office 
may be wired to the Agent by the Sub-agent, 
•t the expense of the applicant, and it tne 
land applied for is vacant ou receipt of tae 
telegram such application is to have prior­
ity and the land will be held until the ne- 
ceeear;- papers to complete the transaction 
are received by mall.

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Where Wolfe and
Montcalm Met

(Montreal Witness.)
The Governor-General must be more 

than delighted with the response to 
hi» idea for establishing a great na­
tional memorial on the Heights of 
Quebec. He struck a chord that sent 
a sympathetic thrill throughout em­
pire when he proposed to commemo­
rate the three hundredth anniversary 
of the founding of Quebec, which syn- 
chromises with the founding of 
French Canada, by the acquisition of 
the historical Plains of Abraham by 
the city of Quebec, upon which was 
fought the battle which transferred 
Canada from the French to the Brit­
ish Empire. In putting forward this 
prjposal, Earl Grey appealed not only 
to the province of Quebec, but to the 
Whole Dominion of Canada, and in­
directly to the whole British Empire.

The project immediately kindled 
the enthusiasm of rill Canadians; it 
has won the approval of Wing Ed­
ward, who has contributed towards 
the fund for carrying it out; and to 
such an extent has it taken hold of 
the imagination of the empire that 
ev;n in far off New Zealand the school 
children are doing their part towards 
rahing the funds.

At present the first sight which 
strikes the visitor to the ancient bat­
tlefields of Quebec is a particularly 
sombre prison on the frowning 
Heights of Abraham—surely the most 
depressing and the most inappropri­
ate sight that could be imagined. As 
if purposely to emphasize this note of 
depression, a rifle factory further dis­
figures the heights. Both these build­
ing are to lie removed, and Earl Grey 
proposes that at the most prominent 
point an immense monument repre­
senting the Angel of Peace shall be 
set up. so that it may be.seen by all 
coming up the river.

Further, the battlefields of the 
Plains of Abraham and Saint Foye 
nr3 to be converted into a grand na­
tional park, and in this park impos­
ing monuments are to be erected to 
Champlain, to the brave General 
Wolfe, and to his equally heroic 
adversary, the Marquis of Montcalm. 
Not only the English, but likewise 
the French, are contributing to these 
memorials, and committees have been 
formed in London and in Paris. A 
pan of the funds collected by the 
French committee, which is working 
in unison with the French ambassa­
de : in England, is to go toward the 
erection of a statue of the Marquis 
de Montcalm in the Languedoc town 
of Vauvert. the birthplace of the Mar­
quis. whose Chateau of Candiac, near 
by, is still in existence.

With this great project put forth, 
to be the crowning feature of the 
great celebration of the tercentenary 
of Quebec and the three hundredth 
birthday of Canada, it is timely to 
recall the two great historic events 
which gave Quebec a pre-eminent 
;pHce iq*the history of Jilew..World. 
The first of these, events, namely, the 
founding of the city of Quebec and of 
French Canada, took place in 1608; 
the latter, the conquest of Canada by 
th 3 English in 1759.

It was in the summer of 1608 that 
Samuel Champlain sailed up the River 
St. Lawrence to that part where the 
River St. Charles flows into it. The 
piece of ground washed by the two 
rivers forms a bold promontory 200 
.feet high, and there he planted the 
first settlement in the vast region 
now knowui as Canada. The site of 
this settlement became the city of 
Quebec. Thence explorers were sent 
out far and wide. Brave, adventurous 
intrepid men, they made their way 
acioss vast wildernesses to the Great 
Lakes, and even to within sight of 
the Rocky Mountains. But the French 
were not a colonizing nation, and a, 
century and a half later the total num- '1 
her of Frenchmen in Canada wras not 
moie than some 600,000.

In the neighboring British colony of 
New England there was a large popula­
tion of British people, mostly engaged 
in farming. In the Old World war was 
raging between England and France, in 
consequence of which there was also war 
between the two colonies. The French 
seat competent military leaders to Can­
ada, the governor-general of which was 
the famous General Montcalm. 'The Bri­
tish officers in New England, on the 
other hand, were very incompetent. The 
consequence was that the British colo­
nial troops were everywhere defeated, 
and everything looked gloomy. Just 
then William Pitt, the elder, afterwards 
Earl of Chatham, was recalled to office 
in England. He immediately concluded 
that there was not room on the Ameri­
can continent for France and England, 
and he determined that the French muet 
be drix-en out of Canada.

To accomplish this purpose he chose 
‘General Wolfe, a young man thirty-two 
years old, who, like Nelson, after him, 
was weak of constitution, reckless in 
daring, hut wise in counsel Wolfe had 
distinguished himself at the siege of 
Louisburg, and to him he gax-e the com­
mand to take Quebec, a fortification 
considered impregnable. Another column 
under Amherst was to advance by the 
ill-fated route of Ticonderoga and Lake 
Champlain, and a smaller column xvas 
instructed to harass .the French outposts 
at Fort Oswego, on the shores of Lake 
Ontario.

Wolfe sailed with his army of 9.000 
men boldly up the St. Lawrence, and 
anchored on June, 1759, off the Island of 
Orleans, A few miles below Quebec. 
Montcalm, tihe French commander, oc­
cupied a seemingly impregnable posi­
tion. He had a force of 15.000 men, but 
niose of these were Canadian levies, and 
he considered them an indifferent match 
for the best soldiers of Great Britain. 
The French King was ready enough to 
lavish his finest troops on the battle­
fields of Ewrope, but he and his Minis­
ters grudged every soldier and every 
gun that was sent to Canada. All the 
same, Montcalm’s position was enorm­
ously strong, and the odds were all in 
his favor.

Wolfe Set to xvork with great energy. 
He Soon seized the cliffs at Point 
Lévis, on the southern bank of the St. 
Lawrence, opposite Quebec, which, how­
ever annoying,n,xvas of no military im­
portance.

“You may destroy the town,” said 
DeRamezay to Wolfe, in an interchange 
of messages during a brief truce, “but 
you will never get inside it.”

“I will take Quebec,” was the reply, 
‘‘if I stay here till November.”

At last, on July 31, Wolfe delivered 
an attack on- the French lines close to 
the Montmorency and of the Beauport 
entrenchments, but the attempt result­
ed in absolute failure, and the lose of 

i nearly four hundred men. The slippery 
: could not be climbed, ayd on!/ à

drenching thunderstorm, which imparti­
ally spoiled the powder of both sides, 
prevented heavier, loss. All through Au­
gust nothing was done. Wolfe was pros­
trated with fever, but' his spirit was 
undisturbed.

“Don’t talk to me of constitution,” 
he said, “spirit will carry a man 
through everything.”

Nevertheless, the siege was making no 
headway whatever. “The old fox,” as 
Wolfe called Montcalm, dung to hie 
lair. The bombardment of -Lower Que­
bec continued, but the French had only 
to sit still and xvait. The one success 
of the English force had been won by 
the navy, and to it Wolfe’s ultimate 
triumph was due. The French never 
dreamed that it would be possible for 
the British warships to slip up the nar- 
roxvs past Quebec, ignorant as their 
captains were of the channels, and ex­
posed as they would be to the fire of 
the French batteries. But one night half 
the British fleet accomplished this, and 
then proceeded to intercept Montcalm’s 
provision boats coming down the stream. 
Thus, with half the fleet above the 
city and half below, Wolfe threatened 
Quebec with starvation if only he. could 
remain there long enough. But of that- 
there was little diance. Quebec xvas cer­
tainly straitened for «applies, but it 
assuredly would not have been reduced 
by famine before the rigors of the win­
ter months began.

Disheartened, and ill with fever, which 
also destroyed a large part of his army, 
Wolfe thought he xvould have to gix'e 
up the attempt until after the winter. 
But one day, while reconnoitring the 
north shore above Quebec, he noticed, 
at the now famous Anse du -Foulon, a 
narroxv zigzag path, xvhich led up to the 
summit, about a mile and a half above 
Quebec. At once he resolved to lead 
his army up that path at night and sur­
prise the city.

He kept hie ships for three or four 
days drifting up and down the stream 
above Quebec, while the squadron be­
low the city shoxved equal activity, and 
made a vigorous feint at the mouth of 
the St. Charles. Montcalm, indeed, was 
fully persuaded that the main attack was 
to be delivered at that point; neither-lie 
nor any of his officers had the slightest 
idea how many soldiers Wolfe had with 
him on those drifting ships.

At midnight on the 12th, on a fine and 
dark night, 1,600 soldiers got into the 
boats at Grip Rouge, rind dropped down 
stream in the deep shadoxvs of the north­
ern bank. As the procession moved on, 
Wolfe silently repeated Gray’s “Elegy," 
xvritten a fexv years before. He paused 
on the words—

“The paths of glory lead but to the

“I xvoirid rather be the author of that 
poem,” he exclaimed, “than take Que-

As the boats neared Quebec two French 
posts had to be passed. From the first 
rang out the sharp challenge:

“Qui vive?”
“France,” replied a Highland officer. |
“Quel regiment?” he was asked.
“De la Reine," was his ready response, 

adding, still in French, “Don’t speak so 
loud, or the English will hear.” |

The boats xvere allowed to pass andl 
when at last the chosen spot xvas reach: 

|ed, a little band of forty men, who liad| 
been asked to volunteer for a hazardous 

[duty, leaped ashore and clambered up 
the path in single file, tearing aside tlie| 
entanglements with which it had been! 
obstructed. Reaching the summit, 200 
feet above the stream, just as daxvn xvas 
breaking, they completely surprised the 
French outpost stationed there, and the 

• cliffs were won without a struggle. Then! 
1 ns boat after boat drew in to the shore, 

the soldiers hurried up the path, and by 
(i o’clock Wolfe, with an army of four 
thousand men, was in battle array on 
the Heights of Abraham, resting hisj 
right on the cliffs above the rixrer.

Montcalm’s main army was at Beau 
port, on the eastern side of the citjO 
and the St. Cileries; his lieutenant, Bou­
gainville, with two thousand soldiers, 
xvas at ..Cap Rouge, five miles away) 
Wolfe was betxveen them. Theoretically, 
his position was desperate, though it xves 
of his own choosing, and it had been 
nothing short of a miracle that he wa 
there at all. Montcalm could easily 
bring up from Beauport a force which 
outnumbered Wolfe’s, and Bougainville 

| could attack him simultaneously in the 
rear. But Bougainville, though so near, 
knexv absolutely nothing of what xvas 
taking place.

It xvas now that Moncalm made his 
great mista'ke. He had hitherto beaten 
every English general he had fought 
with, and that perhaps made him pre­
sumptuous. Without waiting to gather 
the xvhole of his troops, or even to bring 
up his artillery, he decided to give battle 
with the four thousand men xvho were 
with him.

The firing began at about nine o'clock, 
the main French force advancing and 
opening fire at a range of two hundred 
yards. Wolfe wos shot through the 
wrist, but he simply wrapped his hand­
kerchief round the wound and paid no 
heed to his hurt. He had-iesued orilers 
that the troops were to load with 'two 
bullet» and not to present their muskets 
until they could see the whites of their 
enemy’s eyes.

The order was splendidly obeyed. The 
French came on, firing and shouting, 
until ex-en the buttons on the blue and 
scarlet facings of the xvhite coats of the 
French regulars could be distinguished. 
But still the British reserved their fire, 
At -last, xx-hen only thirty-fix'e yards sep­
arated tile two armies, the word xvas 
given. The effect was terrific.

The still, red line sprang into life, the 
recovered muskets leaped forward in to a 
long bristling bar, and xvith one deafen­
ing cna»h, the most perfect volley ever 
fired on battlefield buret forth as if 
from a single monstrous xveapon, from 
end to end of the British line. A dense 
bank of smoke blotted the French from 
eight, and frpm behind it there arose a 
horrible din of clattering arms and sav­
age oaths and agonized cries. The sharp 
click of ramrods broke in upon the 
sound as the British reloaded, and w-hen 
tihe smoke rolled away the gay line was 
seen to be ahix-ered to fragmente.

Montcalm. undaunted, cheered his 
troops on, but they were too untrained, 
and when they were met by another 
voticy, followed by a bayonet charge, 
those xvho survived tunned and ran. 
Wolfe xx-as at the head of thé Louis- 
burg Grenadiers, Montcalm mounted on 
a black charger, was observed riding lip 
and doxvn, trying in vain to restore the 
shattered ranks. The charge had hot 
carried Wolfe far before he was shot in 
U» groin, nod a lew jard. further ou a

third bullet passed through his lungs.
“Support me. support me.” lie called 

to an officer at his side, “lest my gal­

The brave Montcalm, too. died of his 
wounds: and xx-hen he heard his fate, 
he murmured, sndlx-. “So much the bet­
ter; 1 shall not live to see the surren­
der of Quebec.” Before lie died he dic­
tated a note to the British general, in 
which he begged the victors to treat 
kindly his French awj Canadian prison­
ers. “Be their protector," hv said, “as 
I have been their father.” He did not 
appeal in vain: and there i* no need to 
repeat the eulogic« which history has 
passed upon both the conqueror and the 
vanquished.

Quebec surrendered four days later, 
and the remainder of the French army, 
almmloning the lines and camp at Beau- 
port. xvithdrexv to Jacques Cartier.

A fexv months after the defeat of 
Montcalm another battle took place on 
the adjoining lilnin of.

It xvas this fleet which 
may be said to hax-e been the determin­
ing* factor in the. fertility of General 
Wolfe’s victory, and of the sterility of 
the Chevalier de Ijevis’ success.

Before the reinforcements brought, by 
this fleet, nothing remained for De Levis 
but to retreat ns quickly as lie could, 
followed by a parting cannonade from 
the 140 guns which Murray had mount­
ed on the walls. The. formal act of sub­
mission, by which the remnant of the 
French army in Canada capitulated at 
Montreal, took place a fexv months later 
and the long struggle betxveen England 
and. France for supremacy in North 
America xvas over, never to be renexved

There are very few relics left of those 
interesting personalities xvho xvere the 
prime .actors in these great events.
There is a {minting of the death of 
Wolfe, by Benjamin West, the American 
artist, but the strict accuracy of the 
portraiture is open to question. Wolfe’s j 
military cloak, on xvhich he xvas laid 
when mortally wounded, is now pre­
sented in the armory of the Tower of 
Ixmdon, while his sword is in the Royal 
United Service Museum in Whitehall.
In the same place in a sketch of XX olfe, 
drawn by his A.D.U., Captain llervcy 
Smith, of the Fifteenth Foot, shortly 
before tin* general’s death.

The body of .the hero rests in his na­
tive soil in the family vault, at the 
parish church, Greenwich, xvhere it xvas 
interred after being landed with military 
honors at Portsmouth, and fourteen 
years later a monument to Wolfe,, by 
Joseph Wilton, was uncovered in West­
minister Abbey. It is one of the most 
striking statutary groups in the Abbey, 
and stands beneath the north ambula­
tory and St. John the Evangelist’s cha-
^At Wester ham, his birthplace, there 
U a table to his memory in tlie parish 
church and there is a cenotaph at Squer- 
ries court, on the snot where he receiv­
ed hitt first commission. At Squerries 
court, his letters to. his parents arc also 
preserved.

A column marks the spot near xvhere 
he fell, and, as showing the remarkable 
eradication of racial feeling following 
the war, the obelisk in the public gard­
ens at Quebec was erected by Canadians 
of French and English descent jointly 
to the memory of Wolfe and liis antag­
onist. Montcalm.

It is interesting to recall that XVolfe 
was described as a tall, slight man of 
the Celtic type, who wore his red hair 
undisguised xvijh u wig, us was the 
fashion then.

The Marquis de Montcalm xvas buried 
in the Church of the Urspjjne Convent 
at Quebec, in an excavation made by 
the bursting of a «hell within the pre­
cincts of the convent.

King Louis XX7. besloxved a pension 
of $20,000 a year upon the xvidoxv of 
the Marquis de Montcalm, which was 
continued to her children. The last of 
his descendants, the Marquis de Mont­
calm, one of the most popular members 
of the Union Club at Paris, died about 
fifteen years ago at Mont pell in, leaving 
no children, but merely an adopted son 
of the name of St. Maurice, xvho. mar­
ried to Mlle. Pozzo de Borgo, of the 
Corsican family of that name,thas now 
assumed the title of Marquis de Mont-

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MORE SCHOOLS 
ARE NEEDED.

Trustees Say There is Crowding ii 
West and North.

Teachers Sharply Criticised For 
Being Late at School.

Estimates For the Year Passed 
The Annual Report.

When the Board of Education started 
„on its work last evening, there was noth­
ing to show that there would be consid­
erable discussion, but there wos. Objec­
tion was taken by Mr. Howell to the 
<dav.se in the Internal Management Com­
mittee’s report regarding the increase in 
the fees charged foreigners attending 
night school at the old Custom House. 
The committee recommended an increase 
to $1 instead of 50 cents a month. Mr. 
Howell thought that the Board was tak­
ing undue advantage of the foreigners in 
(he matter. They were brought there 

jiutd given to understand that the fee 
’ would be only 50 cents, and now, after 
the school had been in operation a few 
Weeks, the fee was being raised.

Mr. Wodell contended that the price 
should be kept up. Mr. Hobson, the 
chairman «ri-the committee, said that he 

* had found that the cost of the tuition 
.was going to be considerably in advance 
of the estimate, and as it was understood 
that the school was to be self-sustaining, 
he did not think that the Board should 
l>e laden with any more cost than was 
absolutely necessary. “ "......"Mr. Howell made
_ motion to the effect that the rate be 
put back for a short time so as to give 
the foreigners a chance to increase their 
numbers and make it self-sustaining. The 

.amendment was defeated, the members 
v.lieing in favor of letting the rate of $1 
vgo. They considered that it was worth 
u that much.
: Mr. Callaghan was the next to attack 
-•the Internal Management rejHirt, this 

time it being against the teachers in the 
public schools. lie drew the at­
tention of the Board to the fuel 
that the teachers had many marks 
against them for lieing late and 
absent. He did not think that there 
should be so much latciiesss, as it had a 
tendency to make the scholars foi low 

. their example, lie referred especially to 
the Victoria avenue district, where 20 
marks had I wen registered against the 
teachers for I wing late during the mouth ! 
of January. Ik* considered that it was 

• disgraceful. Mr. llobso:». came nobly to 
.the rescue of the teachers, lie did not 
think there was any cause for complaint 
about the teachers being late, as the 
teacher is marked late if lie or she ar­
rives alter 8.45. This does not apply to 
tsachers arriving after 9 o'clock. As to 
the teachers Iwing absent, Mr. Hobson 
said there was a great deal of sickness 
.prevalent at the present time, and he 
“considered that there was sufficient rea­

son for their staying away.
Mr. Lanioreaux thought that lateness 

should not be tolerated for a moment. 
There was no reason at all wh/a teacher 
should lw late «lay in and da)- out. Mr. 
Lazier and Mr. Booker also championed 
the cause of the teachers.

The big fight of the evening was over 
the report of the Building Committee, 
as presented by Mr. Allan. The clause ! 
that caused the discussion recommended 
tiie board to instruct Stewart & Wit ton 
to prepare plans for the enlarging of 
the Sophia Street School by adding 
eight rooms to the present building and 
that the Finance Committee ask the 
City Council to issue debentures to cover 
the cost of same. Mr. Allan stated that 
the crowded condition at the school 
above mentioned demanded immediate 
attention, lie quoted figures from the 
report of the inspector showing that in 
the kindergarten, for instance, there were 
95 pupils in the class, and he said that 
the other classes were oveyrowded. At 
the same time many of tie pupils who 
by right should attend the Sophia School 
had to lie sent to the Central, Kyerson 
and Caroline Schools, thus making the 

• children walk a great deal farther than 
they should. Such a congestion should 
be remedied at once.

Mr. Armstrong was on his feet in an 
instant to protest against Suphia School 
getting the improvements and letting the 
other schools throughout the city go 
unheeded. He stated cases at Can nun, 
Murray and other schools in the north 
end, showing how hadlv more room was 
needed. And there were other schools 
that he might mention that could stand 
extra rooms. He was in favor of send­
ing the clause back for further consider-

Alr. Callaghan said that when it came 
down to a matter of room needed, there 
was no doubt that a new school was 
wanted in the southwest end of the city. 
The population is growing and a new 
school was the oniv solution of the pro­
blem. He intimated that it was oui y a 
matter of a short time before the board 
would have to build there, and it might 
as well save the money that might lie 
spent on the Sophia School for the build­
ing of the new one. He thought Sophia 
School would have to be enlarged ut 
some time and that the schools-in the 
,north end would need looking after at 
*a- future date, but he thought that the 

Upw s.-hool should come first.
5-‘Mr. Howell thought that it would be 
~J good move to get the inspector to send 
>t a detailed statement of the conditions 
if all the schools throughout the city,

STRUCK ESTIMATES.
HOUSE OF REFUGE COMMITTEE 

WANTS NEARLY $ao,ooo.

Dr. Roberts Appointed Physician of Home 
for Incurables—Aldermen Want In­
surance Properly Divided.

The House of Refuge Committee last 
night struck the estimates and decided 
to ask for $19,128 to tide it over the 
year. Of tihis amount $10,674 is for op­
erating the House of Refuge; $3,465 for 
furnishing the Home for Incurables, and 
$3,989, the estimated, cost of maintain­
ing the new institution for nine months, 
it being the intention to open it about 
the first of April. Superintendent Rae 
said it would be impossible to prune the 

figures any finer if tlie institution was 
to be opened as scheduled, and to re­
ceive patients. Chairman Wright stated 
that he already knew of a number of 
prospective inmates and Mr. Rae was 
confident there would be forty patienta 
by the fall. The committee expects to 
have $530 left out of the $30,000 voted 
by the jieople when the new building 
is completed.

One of the provisions made in the es­
timates is $150 for a physician for the 
Home of Incurables. Aid. Farrar second­
ed by Aid. Sweeney, moved that Dr. Ro­
berts be appointed, the salary to be at 
the rate of $150 a year. Chairman 
Wright and Aid. Anderson supported 
this. Aid. Peregrine, Hennessey and H. 
G. Wright opposed it on the ground that 
it was time enough to make the appoint­
ment when the institution was opened.

Another echo of the agitation over 
llie distribution of insurance was heard 
when the question of increasing the in­
surance on the House of Refuge and 
Home for Incurables was discussed. 
There is $12,000 insurance on the old 
building and $10,000 on the new. Aid. 
Farrar |x>inted out there had lieen some 
fault found with the xvuy the insurance 
was distributed.

“If you have friends who want to get 
a little piece of this insurance, all right,” 
said the chairman.

“Xu. I want a proper distribution,” 
said Aid. Farrar.

Chairman Wright will make a report 
on the matter at the next meeting.

EXCLUSION ACT.
BRITISH COLUMBIA’S WILL BE DIS­

ALLOWED.

Dominion Government Officers Instructed 
to Take Proceedings in the Courts in j 
Case of Any Attempt to Enforce It 
—Assurances Cabled to Japan.

Ottawa, Feb. 13.—The Canadian Gov­
ernment have sent instructions to the 
agent of the Justice Department in Brit­
ish Columbia to promptly take legal ac­
tion either by habeas corpus proceed­
ings or otherwise to restrain the Pro 
viiieinI authorities from any attempt to 
enforce against Japanese immigrants the 
penalties imposed in the Natal Act, just, 
passed at Victoria. I inler the act the 
Province takes power to imprison or fine 
immigrants from Japan or China who 
laud after refusing to pass the educa­
tional test prescrilieil in the act. As 
the act is dearly ultra Vires, the courts 
can at once grant the release of uuv 
immigrant whom the Province attempts 
to penalize, and recourse.for damages for 
illegal arrest may lie hud against the 
Province.

As soon as an official copy of the act 
reaches Ottawa it will promptly be dis­
allowed. Meanwhile assurances have 
been sent by cable to tlie Japanese Gov­
ernment that the action of the British 
Columbia legislature will not be allowed 
in any way to interfere with the rights 
of Japanese subjects in Canada, as guar­
anteed by treaty.

JAP TROUBLE IN VICTORIA.

170 Detained in Quarantine, Having 
Failed in Educational Test.

Victoria, B. Feb. 13.—One hundred 
and seventy Japanese are being detained 
in quarantine here, failing to pass the 
educational test. They are likely to be 
excluded. Should this happen, the ease 
will be taken to the courts. The Japan­
ese Consul will claim rights under the 
treaty and the steamship companies will 
also refuse to take back the immigrants, 
as they are under Federal regulations.

AFTER POINTERS.
NECESSITY OF APPOINTING PLUMB­

ING INSPECTOR URGED.

Committee Will Get Plumbing By-laws 
of Other Cities Before Making Any 
Recommendation to the Council.

Tlie special ‘committee appointed by 
the Council to consider appointing .a 
plumbing inspector decided last night "to 
send to Cleveland and other cities for 
colites of their plumbing by-laws la-fore 
taking any action. Kx-Ald. Wallace, 
one of 4he master plumbers, and a depu­
tation from the Trades and Labor 
Council wag present in connection with 
the matter, and strongly urged the ne­
cessity of having such an officer. Mr. 
Wallace said that although it was 
charged to the master plumbers that 
they were behind the move, the citizens 
really wanted a proper inspection of 
the plumbing, the same as in every city 
and town of note on the continent. “The 
plumbing in Hamilton in a laughing 
stock all over the country,” he said. The 
office could be inatle practically self 
sustaining.

Practical plumbers who were present 
died several instances met with on 
their dailv rounds, and declared that 
a very small percentage of the plumbing 
in Hamilton was properly ventilated.

Dr. Roberts, the Medical Health Offi­
cer. also strongly urged the appoint 
ment of an inspector, and said that 
many cases come under the notice of his 
department during the year of houses 
where the occupants were inhaling- sew 
er gas. Although it had never lieen de 
monetrated that this was the direct 
cause, it undoubtedly contributed 
largely to sickness.

Mixture Which Keeps Leather lit 
Good Condition.

If they 
are in good, live condition, they will 
lie very pliable and elastic and stand a 
great amount of stretching, but if hard 
and dry, when strain is placed upon 
them they will break instead of yield­
ing. Good leather oils arc offered for 
sale at most shoe stores, but if one pre- 
feres to make his own mixture, he can 
do so by melting together slowly one 
part of beef tallow and two parts of 
pure neatsfoot oil. Apply this mixture 
warm to the shoes, rub in well and the 
life of the shoe will be doubled

LONGBOAT BEAT - 

SHRUBB’S TIME.
Indian Made New American Re­

cord for Ten Miles.
Boston, Mass., Feb, 14.—Running with 

speed that did not warrant any such 
time as was credited to him, Tom Long­
boat, the Canadian Indian runner, was 
given by the holders of the watches at 
the Park Square Coloseum last night a 
new American ten-mile record of 50 min­
utes 52 2-5 seconds. The track was re­
gistered as being 11 laps to the mile, 
and the winner of the B.A.A. Marathon 
cross-country run was called upon to 
defeat three Canadians— Percy »Sellen, 
Claude Pearce and Bill Cummings. The 
Indian was the victor.

The American record for the distance 
was made by Willie Day at Staten Is­
land, Oct. 20, 1889, of 52 minutes 38 2-5 
seconde. The world’s record is held by 
Alfred Shrubb, the great English run­
ner, and was made a few years ago, of 
50 minutes 40 seconds. Recently Shrubb 
ran against three men over the same 
track, ami while lie showed greater 
speed than did Ixmgbont at any time 
last night, took 51 minutes 33 2-5 sec­
onds, Jan. 10.

Fred. Bvllars. the clever New York 
Athletic Club distance man, over this 
same course, ran 13 laps to a mile in his 
three-mile race Dec. 4, 1907, and was 

I given 14 minutes 41 1-5 seconds, after 
which it was announced that the dis­
tance was short.

"Bob” Fowler, the Cambridgeport 
Gymnasium Association runner, who 
finished second to Tom Txmgboat in the 
B. A. A. Marathon race last April, with 
Sam Meyers, Harry McLean and three 
others held watches, and caught the In­
dian in 54 minutes 13 second*. The slow­
est watch caught him three Fécond*

At the very start Tom Longboat limp­
ed along, following in the rear of his 
first antagonist, I'eroy Selbn. ami when 
it was announced that the first mile was 
covered in 4 minutes 24 3-5 seconds, 
there was a ripple in the crowd. At the 
end of the second mile Longboat work­
ed out his lameness, but another cause 
for surprise was shown when the dis­
tance was announced as being covered 
in 9 minutes 23 seconds, 4 4-5 seconds 
better than the American amateur re­
cord. held by Aleck Grant, made at Tra­
vers Island. Sept. 2G. 1903.

For the third mile dyfoglioat moved 
smoother, but. did not show any bet­
tor or apparently any more speed than 
lie did in the B. A. A. Marathon run. 
Sellen still being in front in 14 minutes 
14 seconds, an improvement of 25 sec­
onds over Willie Day’s- amateur record 
for the distance, made 18 years ago at 
Morgen Point, N. J. SeUen led his re­
lay by four yards when Claude Pearce, 
who is credited with many wonderful 
performances, with a laboring style of 
running, took up the going. Pearce 
showed that he was 0 plugger. and 
Longboat began to show the effects of 
the hard, gruelling contest. He complain­

ed of stomach trouble, but after “Tom” 
Flanagan, the president of the Irisli- 
Canadinn A. C., who Was as prominent 
as the athletes, ran a lap with him 
and urged 'him, the Indian worked out 
the ailment.

UNDER JAPANESE GUNS

Vancouver Would Have Discussed Japan­
ese Question.

Toronto, Feb. 14.—That the time will 
come when Canadian* iwill freely give 
their share towards the cost of protect­
ing the empire, not because of Britain's 
need, but because the people will be 
ashamed to enjoy British protection 
without paying their share of it, was 
stated by Dr. R. G. Parkin, G. C. M. G., 
at a largely attended meeting of the 
Empire Club in the St. Charles yesterday 
afternoon.

A lesson was recently given this coun­
try by the riots in Vancouver. W:hen 
British subjects were the victims of 
riots in China the subject was discuss­
ed by the Chinese and British under the 
guns of a British warship, and if Can­
ada was left to herself the Vancouver 
riots would have been discussed under 
the guns of a Japanese man-of-war.

LAND GRANTS TO VETERANS.

Those From Prairie Provinces Entitled to 
320 Acres.

Ottawa, Fell". 13.—The Dominion Gov­
ernment has decided to grant 320 acres 
of I a r.<l to Manitobans and residents of 
Alberta and Saskatchewan who served 
in South Africa in 1899-1902 inclusive. 
The resolution to be moved in the House 
provides that every such grant shall be 
subject to the condition that the granter 
shall select his land dn or before Dec. 31, 
1910, and perfect his entry by settling 
upon the land six months afterwards.

Ih lieu of the land the volunteer may 
receive scrip for $100. acceptable in 
payment of Dominion lands. Grants

ENGINES WENT TO THE BAD.

Chapter of Accidents Marred Progress of 
C. P. R. Montreal Express.

Toronto. Feb. 14.—Owing to a chapter 
of accidents, it required six engines to 
bring in train No. 5 over the C. P. R. 
from Montreal yesterday morning. In 
the division between Montreal and 
Smith’s Falls the ececntric of the first 
engine, which pulled out of Montreal on 
scheduled time, broke, and the train was 
stalled on the track until another engine 
was rushed up from the east.

iis men exercise more common sense in 
dealing with these cases, and where pos­
sible to quietly notify people who had 
failed to do so, to clean the snow off at 
once. He told the chief he did not think 
it was the part of the police to act as 
detectives in seeing how many cases 
they could secure. The Mayor believes 
this is the proper solution of the diffi­
culty over the present by-law. The 
scheme to have the city clean off the 
walks, he says, is impracticable. While 
in Toronto yesterday he had a talk with 
the Mayor of Ottawa, who informed him 
that it* cost the city $20,000 a year to 
clean the snow off the walks there, and 
that the fall was so heavy throughout 
the year it would be a hardship to ex­
pect the people to do it. C hairman 
Sweeney says he lids had several people 
call and tell* him that they were strongly 
opposed to having the city clean the 
snow and the cost charged up to the

At a meeting yesterday afternoon in 
Mayor Stewart’s office of the officers 
of the Associated Charities of the city, 
The conditions existing at present in the 
city were discussed, and also ways and 
means of meeting the distress. The 
uanimous opinion was that the city and 
charitable organization» were able to 
care for all ca^es and the following reso­
lution was passed:

“Resolved, that in the opinion of this 
meeting the different charitable societies 
and the City Relief Officer are fully cap­
able of dealing with all appeals made to 
them for assistance, and, after investiga­
tion. such aid as is found necessary will 
be granted. The committee is also of 
the opinion that it is at present quite 
unnecessary to make any public appeal 
for aid. (’Signed! D. McEdwards and 
>Ym. Scott. St. Andrew’s Society; Jas. 
J. Evel and t. XV. Cartwright, St. 
(itorge’s Society: .1. M. Brown and J. P.

With so much doing this week, the 
Mayor and aldermen had no time for the 
caucus it is proposed to hold to deal with 
the estimates and applications for sal­
ary increases. A meeting will likely be 
held some afternoon next week. There 
was a lot of talk around the City Hall 
this morning over the action of the 
House of Refuge Committee last night 
in recommending the appointment of l)r. 
Roberts as physician of the new Home 
for Incurables, his salary to date from 
the opening of the institution and to 
be at the rate of $130 a year. Some of 
the clerks say this practically amounts 
to an increase, and that there is going 
to lie trouble if the doctor's salary is 
increased and all the other applications 
refused. The Council last year, when 
there was trouble over the doctor being 
the medical examiner of the. schools, 
amended the by-law and made his salary 
$1,800, his duties l>eing to look after the 
work of the Health department and .city 
institutions.

It looks as if more pruning will have 
to lie done to the estimates as already 
drafted. The Board of Education last 
night did not cut off the $1,000 aa re­
quested by the Mayor. The House of 
Refuge Committee last night asked for 
nearly $4,000 for furnishing the new 
Home for Incurables. The Mayor says 
it will have to be satisfied with $2,000. 
He also finds fault with the committee 
trying to rush the opening of the insti­
tution, when it was originally the inten­
tion not to open it until July. Chair­
man Nicholson, of the Markets Commit­
tee, is strongly in favor of building a 
new police station on Napier street, but, 
he says, if it is a case of raising the 
tax rate, the committee will not recom­
mend the building of the station.

City Clerk Kent to-day again declared 
that there was no foundation for the 
statement that the city insura-nce was 
not equally divided among the different 
companies. He says that the best evi­
dence of tnis is the* fact that the highest 
single policy is for $6,300, a pretty good 
sign, he thinks, that the insurance is 
properly split up. Some of the insurance 
men who handle nothing hut insurance 
say there are scores of real estate 
agents and men engaged in other busi­
ness who write insurance as a side line 
and who get a rake-off for turning busi­
ness over to certain companies. They 
mv these are the fellows who are be­
hind the present agitation.

Among the things asked for bv Hamil­
ton and endorsed by the Municipal Asso­
ciation's executive H« the conference with 
Hon. J. XX. Hanna yesterday was legisla­
tion authorizing councils to pass by-laws 
regulating the location of gravel pits and 
not permitting the closing of lanes with­
out the city's permission being secured. 
Another thing asked for and which the 
Mayor believes will prove beneficial is 
to have the date of municipal elections 
changed so as not to interfere with the 
Christmas festivities. The old Council, 
he says, would continue in power until 
the end of the year, as at present. The 
only difference would he that the assess­
ors would have to begin their rounds 
April 1 and close the rolls by Sept. 31.

Reeve Cage, of Barton township, in­
formed the city officials to-day that he 
had given instructions to the county 
constables to report all cases of destitu­
tion at Crown Point.
