MEMORIAL 
WINDOW UNVEILED 

IN JULLERTON
An interesting and inspiring 

vice waa held in Grace Church, Mll- 
lerton, on Thursday evening. May 

>24, when a memorial window lately 
installed was formally unveiled aim 
dedicated.

The window is a good example of 
the work of the artist in stained 
glass and waa executed by the N. 
F. Lyon Glass Co. of Toronto. It 
is a beautiful representation of the 
Good Shepherd and near the bottom 
is this inscription : “To the Glory of 
God and in grateful remembrance 
of, George Peterson, Beverly ̂ Barron, 
and Arthur Per ley, young men of 
Grace Presbyterian Church, who 
laid down their lives in the Great 
War, 1914-1918.” At the base Is 
this verse of scripture, “Greeter 
love hath no man than this that a 
man lay down his life for his 
friends.”

The window is the gift of the 
Ladies’ Aid of the Church and at 
this service it was formally handed 
over to the charge or the church 
authorities by the president of the 
Aid, Mrs. Albert E. Coldrick and 
was formally received by the Mini­
ster, Rev. W. McN. Matthews,'act 
ing on behalf of the authorities.

Miss Daisy Peterson, a member 
of the Aid and a sister of one erf 
the deceased soldiers pulled the 
cord wh^ch unveiled the window, 
which UW to this point had been 
obscureeÿ by a large Union Jack:

Later he wrote a book recording the 
work of the Canadian forces ki 
France. He was created a knight 
in 1911 and raised to the peerage 
five years later.

Stanley Baldwin 
Is New Premier 

Of Great Britain
Stanley Baldwin is Great Britain’s 

new premier, he having accepted 
the premiership offered him on 
Tuesday afternoon by King George.

Mr. Baldwin drove to Buckingham 
Palace immediately after lunch. Al­
most at the same time, with no one 
doubting that the King had summon­
ed him to offer him the highest post 
in the government, it became known 
that Conservatives had agreed up 
on Mr. Baldwin as their choice and 
selected Sir Robert Horne to succeed 
him as chancellor of the exchequer— 
the position that Sir Robert Horne 
filled in the last years of the Lloyd 
George ministry.

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MR. BONAR 
LAW RESIGNS 
- PREMIERSHIP
London, May 20—Andrew Bonar 

Law, the Prime Minister, sent his 
resignation to the King to-night be­
cause of ill health; he was unable 
to present it personally. Thus ends 
his brief but eventful administration 
and it ends with important and per­
plexing problems, particularly Great 
Britain’s relations with France and 
Russia unsettled.

The King will summon one of 
the Conservative leaders to form a 
new Cabinet. It is generally ac­
cepted that Marquis Curzon will be 
the next Premier.

The crisis comes upon the govern­
ment in the midst of the holiday 
when Parliament is dispersed and 
few members of the government are 
m London.

Two days ago, when the result 
of Mr. Bonar Law’s consultation 
with physicians in Paris became 
known, this end was forseen, but 
the country was not prepared for 
it and will await developments with 
anxiety and regret over the untime­
ly dropping of a trusted pilot.

, One consolation, it is generally 
conceded, Mr. Bonar Law will have, 
is that he has no enemies and that 
no on will withold from him sym­
pathy. He accepted his high office 
writh reluctance: he leaves it amidst 
unfeigned regrets on the part of 
both supporters and opponents.

Mr. Bonar Law’s resignation was 
taken to the King at Aldershot by 
Colonel Waterhouse, the Premier’s 
private secretary, and Sir Frederick 
S’ikes, his son-in-law, who motored

GERMAN FIRMS
BUYING SHIPS

a irchase by German shipping 
firms of old steamships from coun­
tries has been going on at an am­
azing rate since January 1, a re­
port to the American Bureau of 
Shipping from its Hamburg cor­
respondent shows: In the first three 
months of 1923 more than twice 
as many ships were purchased as 
during 1922.

The period of increased activity 
in purchases coincided roughly with 
the French occupation of the Ruhr, 
but the report does not speculate 
on any possible connection.

During the first quarter of this 
year German firms bought thirty-two 
steamers of 98,850 gross tons, as 
compared with twelve of 44,508 tons 
during 1922. Building, however, 
did not show any commensurate 
gain. During the first quarter 29 
steamers of 93,000 tons were turn 
ed out by German yards for Ger­
man account, as compared iffth 116 
of 478,732 tons during 1922.

The indicated addition to the

5
n merchant marine this year 
h purchases and building is 

800,000 tons, or close to 60 
per cent, more than the additions 

last year. The country’s fleet as 
of Jan. 1, was 1,967 vessels of 2, 
176,969 gross tons, as compared 
with 5,000,000 tons just betore the 
war and about 500,000 tons Just 
after the reparations deliveries. At 
the present rate the fleet will be 
entirely restored within three years 

The returns show that the Ger­
mans are bulding mainly medium 
sized freighters with a few passen­
ger vessels of moderate tonnage. 
The largest turned out during the 
first quarter of 1923 was the West- 
ihalia of 11,342 gross tons, bought, 

by the North German Lloyd, its 
former owner, from the Shipping 
Board. Two Shipping Board 
freighters are also on the list.

British marine publications make 
it plain that the bogy most feareo 
is that of German, rather than Am­
erican or any other sort of ^compe­
tition. Receiving freight and' pas­
senger monies in gold and pay­
ing his crews and other expenses 
in marks, the German ship opera­
tor is in a particularly flvorable 

position.

MORE ML FARMS 
ARE ABANDONED

A falling off in the number ef oc­
cupied farms in the province of 
New Brunswick is shown by the 
census of agriculture which was 
taker in connection with the census 
of population In June, 1921. The 
number of occupied farms In 1921 
was 36,655 as compared with 37,755 
In 1911, and 37,006 lnl901. Farm 
acreage In 1921 was 4,269,560 as 
against 4,537,999 acres in 1911 and 
4,443,400 acres in 1901. The av­
erage size of farms in *1921 was 
116.4 acres as compared with 120.2 
acres in 1911 and 120.1 acres in 
1901.

Although there was a decrease in 
the number of acreage of occupied 
farms in New Brunswick, statistics 
show a marked increase in the va­
lue of farm property in 1921 as 
compared with 1911. The value 
of farm property in 1921 was 6131, 
825,676 as compared with 684,895 
906 in 1911, or an increase of 55.3 
per cenL But in considering this 
increase the large difference be­
tween the price levels of 1911 and 
1921 must be kept In mind, states 
:he bulletin of the census buieau.

STANLEY BALDWIN 
NEW_PREMIER

Stanley Baldwin, Chancellor of the 
Exchequer in the old Bcuar Law 
Ministry has been made premier 
of Britain. Baldwin was summon­
ed to Buckingham Palace by King 
George and after a conference with 
King George it was announced that 
he had accepted the, invitation of 
the King to form a new govern­
ment. The announcement was made 
at 4:30 p.m.. The selection of Bald­
win was made after the King had 
indirectly communicated with lead­
ers of the Conservative party of 
which Baldwin is a member.

MEIGHEN RAPS 
BUDGET; ASKS 

MORE DETAILS
Ottawa, May 22—Resuming the de­

bate in the House this afternoon. 
Lt. Hon. Arthur Meighen, leader of 
the Opposition said he was dis­
appointed in the budget both as to 
the policies it adopted and those 
which it abandoned. He did not 
think the budget presentation had 
b€3n sufficient in its details.

It should . have shown a careful 
examinatfbn of the whole financial 
condition of the country and should 
be both introspective and retrospec­
tive. It should contain a thorough 
examination of the sources and cur­
rents of trade and the policies to 
be applied for the betterment of 
trade together with a careful sur­
vey of conditions in Canada as com­
pared with those in countries si­
milarly situated. Starting with 
1914, he claimed there had been 
more reduction of the national 
commitments in one year than all 
the aggregate reduction during Mr. 
Fielding’s whole 15 years of office 
previously.

Last year $18,000,000 had been 
added to the debt and this year 
there was an addition of $57,000,000 
He combatted the assertion that 
the late government had not press­
ed taxation during the war and 
gave instances to show the charge 
was unfounded.

Great, Britain, said Mr. Meighen, 
continued to reduce her debt while 
Canada, with a new government, 
continued to increase hers. In re­
gard to Government reductions In 
expenditure, he said that “in all the 
services where it took strength of 
character to reduce, the Govern­
ment made additions.’’

“Let the Government balance its 
budget and we’ll all welcome re­
ductions” said the Opposition 
Leader, "but don’t let us have re­
ductions at the expense of credit 
abroad."

Referring to tobacco duties, Mr. 
Meighen charged that the Govern 
ment’s action of a year ago had in 
one year reduced the tobacco trade 
of the country by 22 per cent and 
depleted the country’s treasury by

Document of Wonderful Importance, 
if Genuine, Is Hidden Some­

where in City of Rome.

Somewhere secreted in Rome is a 
document that it' genuine, is to Chris­
tian people the most interesting and 
impressive legal document in the

It is the death warrant, served on 
Jesus Christ, and rendered by Pon­
tius Pilate, acting governor of Lower 
Galilee, stating that Jesus of Naza­
reth shall suffer death on the cross.

In 1810 workmen, while excavating 
in the ancient city of Amiternum (now 
Oquila) in the kingdom of Naples, 
found an antique vase in which lay 
concealed a copper plate, bearing on 
one side a long Inscription in the He­
brew tongue—this, when translated, 
was said to be the death warrant of 
Jesus.

On the reverse side were these 
words, “A similar plate be sent to 
each tribe."

Faithfully transcribed it read as 
follows :

“In the year seventeen of the Em* 
peror Tiberius Caesar, and the twen­
ty-seventh day of March in the city 
of the Holy Jerusalem—Annas and 
Calphas, being priests sacriflcators of 
the people of God, Pontius Pilate, gov­
ernor of Lower Galilee, sitting In the 
presidential chair of the praetory, con­
demns Jesus of Nazareth to die on 
the cross between two thieves, the 
great and notorious evidence of the 
people saying:

“Jesus is a seducer.
“He is seditious.
“He is the enemy of the law.
“He calls himself falsely the Son of 

God.
“He calls himself falsely the king 

of Israel.
“He entered Into the temples fol­

lowed by a multitude bearing palm 
branches In their hands.

“Ordered the first centurion Quillus 
Cornelius to lead Him to the place of 
execution. Forbids any person whom­
soever, either rich or poor, to oppose 
the death of Jesus Christ.”

The witnesses who signed the con­
demnation were: Daniel Robanla, a 
Pharisee; Raphael Robanla, Joannus 
Robanla, Capet, a citizen.

It was also stated that Jesus should 
go out of the city of Jerusalem by the 
gate of Struenus.—Los Angeles Time».

SPEED EXPANSION 
A writer who is in touch with 

the developement of .aviation, de­
clares that the aerial “flivver” has 
arrived. In ten years time he adds, 
the sky route may be thick with 
them. He is led to this conclu­
sion by -the announcement that a 
“baby" aeroplane with a motorcycle 
engine has crossed the English 
Channel both ways at an operating 
cost of $1.38 and has made the 200 
mile trip from Calais to Paris tor 
$1.19.

Those engaged in commercial av­
iation in Europe are making great 
headway, and plans have been com­
pleted to cover the northern part of 
the continent with a regular net 
work ot air routes. Several Inter­

national companies are working to­
gether as announced some time ago,

I and of these services, perhaps the 
| most important, will be provided by 
' an air express leaving London at 
9:30 a.m. eyery day and going 
straight through to Berlin, where 
the night train will be taken for 
Koesigsberg, there to connect with 
the air route to Moscow. In this 
way passengers leaving London will 
arrive in Moscow the next day. Be­
tween London and Amsterdam there 
will be three services a day, and It 
is explained that three different 
types of machine will be used. On 
the London/Berlin service, Napier- 
De-Haviland aeroplanes will be em 
ployed each capable of carrying 10 
passengers. On other routes then 
will be all metal German mono­
planes and! wooden winged mono­
planes of the Royal Dutch Air Ser­
vice.

Close connection will be made 
between the continental services 
and the London to Manchester ser 
vice. A busines man, k Is said, 
may leave MhncheAer at 9 a.m., be 
in London before noon and, leav­
ing London again at 4:15 p. m., be 
back in Manchester about 8 p.m. 
The fare/ from London to Berlin has 
been placed at £6 10s. All of 
which would seem to justify the 
prediction that the next decade will 
see an enormous expansion in com­
mercial aviation.

Preparations are being made 
by Chief Game Warden, L. A. 
Gagnon, of the Department of 
Lands and Mines, for the instal­
lation of two game wardens for 
the new game refuge created in 
Restigouche Connty by an Order- 
in-Council passed at the last 
meeting of the provincial'govem- 
ment. This refuge is considered 
as ideal in its location, being es­
tablished entirely on Crown lands 
and occupying 320 square miles, 
enclosed within natural bounda­
ries. The southwesternjboundary 
runs from the junction of the 
Kedgewick River with the pro­
vincial boundary line between 
Quebec and New Brunswick, 
which forms a portion of the nor­
thern boundary of the refuge 
along the Kedgewick River to a 
junction with the Restigouche 
River.

Thence the boundary of the re­
fuge turns northeast following 
the Restigouche R.verto its meet­
ing with the Metapedia River and 
northwestward along the latter 
until meeting the provincial boun 
dary. The area enclosed is an 
excellent moose and deer hunting 
ground and contains large quan­
tities of fur-bearing game ani­
mals. The two wardens who will 
be placed in charge of this refuge, 
which is the second game refuge 
to be created in the province, will 
take up their duties about the 
first of June.

Additional wardens will be 
plgced if required.

The other existing refuge is lo­
cated on the Canaan River in 
Westmorland County and con­
tains sixty-seven and a half sq. 
miles. Efforts were made to es­
tablish a refuge last year in 
Northumberland county, but 
were not successful.

When completed they are com­
piled into totalAby the Dominion
Bureau of Statistics, and the '|*j^ JQ
areas as finally estimated, form 
the basis for the estimation after 
harvest of the yields of field crops.

In all save three of the provin­
ces, viz.. Prince Edward Island, 
Quebec, and British Columbia, 
the cards will be distributed next 
month as in previous years, 
through the agency of the rural 
schools. In British Columbia the 
cards are mailed direct to farmers 
This year for the first time, the 
plan of mailing direct will also be 
applied to Prince Edward Island.

STATISTICS

Annual Agricultural Statiatica 
Of Canada, 1923

F 2 - N 1

Ottawa, May 23f 1923. The 
Dominion Bureau df Statistics 
announced the completion of its 
arrangements for collection next 
month of the annual agricultural 
statistics of Canada. Following 
plane begun five years ago in 
cooperation with the Provincial
Governments, the returns are col- 
lsctsd annually by ifiean* of a 

schedule, calling for a 
* areas gown to 

crops and of the numbers of 
famj iwimah alive on June, l6.

In view of the special import­
ance of the cereal crops of the 
Prairie Provinces, it is proposed 
this year to give them separate 
precedence of compilation, with a 
view to publication of the esti­
mates for wheat, oats, rye, barley 
and flax, earlier than is possible 
when the results depend upon 
compilation of the whole work 

Early and trustworthy estim­
ates of the field crops of Canada 
are urgently required by ail inter­
ests connected with the national 
basic industry of agriculture, in 
eluding those of the elevator com' 
panics, transportation companies, 
bankers, insurance societies,-grain 
merchants, millers, and a large 
number of other mercantile ceq^ 
cerns, whilst such information is1 
essential to farmers themselves, 
in order that they may be placed 
upon a level with traders in the 
grain markets, and not be pre­
judiced through ignorance of act' 
ual facts.

In connection with wheat, of 
which Canada is now the world’s 
second or third. largest producer 
and the world's second largest ex­
porting country, it ia of the high­
est importance to obtain early 
and accurate knowledge of the 
world’s total output, and this can 
only be done if Canada fails not 
to contribute timely statistics to 
the International Agricultural In 
stitute, of which she is an adher­
ing country.

The Bureau appeals, therefore, 
to all farmers who receive the 
schedule to return it duly com­
pleted without fail. Should they 
not receive the card by the middle 
of June, they should apply for 
one, either to their local school 
teacher, their local Department 
of Agriculture, or the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics at Ottawa. 
Farmers are positively assured 
that tiré return» collectedhave 
no connection with ta4»tion. The 
officer} of '.the Bureau ere all 
i worn to seqrecy, and no iodin- 
dua} returns are divulged, the
timates based upon the added to­
tals atone being published.

Mr. Bonar Law’s courage and 
persistence were the same, but 
his throat was worse rather than 
better.

Finally it became increasingly 
clear that there was nothing for 
it but a journey to Paris for fur­
ther medical consultation. We 
still delayed some days, hoping 
the beautiful climate of Aix would 
bring healing advantages in its 
train; but finally it became useless 
to wait longer.

The time for waiting for the 
doctor’s verdict was. of necessity 
full of tension and anxiety, but 
the moment the general tenor of 
that verdict was clear Mr. Bonar 
Law was as firm in his determin­
ation to retire as he had been re­
solute in the effort to recover hie 
health. His supreme gift of char, 
acter never failed him from first 
to last. In considering each alter­
native, he forgot himself and was 
actuated by nothing but the loft­
iest motives of duty.

His successers will reap where 
he has sown, but the new admin* 
istration can never be quite the 
same as the old, for a certain 
glory ha* departed and canqot be 
replaced.

Canadian flour has at last been 
placed on the Panama market. One 
boat has just loaded the first con­
signment of any size, 1,000 barrels 
being taken.

Seventy-five per cent, of tlïb cop­
per produced in Canada in 1922 was 
the output of British Columbia 
mines. The Canadian production for 
the year was 43,321,402 pounds, of 
v.'hich British Columbia accounted 
for 32,432,521 pounds.

The famous Chateau Frontenac 
husky dog team, remembered by 
Visitors during lasfc winter’s sports 
season, is being perpetuated. One 
of the dogs has just given birth to 
three pups, and if the youngsters 
turn out to be like their parents th^ 
Chateau Frontenac team is likely to 
continue winning dog derbys.

Fishing licenses in the Maritime 
Provinces have been reduced. The 
special fishery regulations for Nova 
Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince 
Edward Island have been amended 
to provide that in many instances 
where the license has been more 
than a dollar it will now be one 
dollar.

No limit will be set to the help 
to he offered to new settlers in the 
agricultural sections of the province 
of Quebec, according to Premier 
Taschereau. The latest government 
provi=ion is to pay colonists at the 
rate of $4.00 per acre for land 
cleared on their colonization lots 
since 1U20. $7,000,000 have beei* 
voted for provincial colonization.

The decision of the Canadian Pa­
cific Railway Company to scrap 
agreements of sale with 30,000 Can­
adian farmers in the west and enter 
into new contracts with them, ex­
tending over 34 years on an amor­
tization basis, will affect agree­
ments of a value of approximately 
$100,000.000, and relieve many farm­
ers of heavy, pressing debts.

The new motor ferry operated be­
tween Victoria, B.C., and Belling­
ham, Wash., develops a speed of 14 
knots in adverse weather. This 
motor driven vessel, recently launch­
ed, is the first of its class to be 
used In this service and the first 
to be added to the Canadian Pacific 
fieet. It has a capacity for 50 auto­
mobiles.

Abraham Martin, first Scotch set­
tler in Canada, first King’s Pilot on 
the St. Lawrence and first farmer on 
the Plains of Abraham, which were 
named after him. has been honored 
bv the Canadian Pacific Steamships, 
Ltd., at Quebec by the erection of » 
granite shaft.

BANKRUPTCY ACT 
TO M_AMENDED

Leaving over a number of conten 
tlous clauses for further considera­
tion early this week, the House of 
Commons made substantial progress 
op the Bankruptcy Act amendments 
In committee of the whole on Fri­
day.

Sir Lomer Gouin, Minister of 
Justice, explained that the chief 
amendments was the abolition of 
the office of authorized trustee. 
Under the amendments voluntary 
assignments will be made to an of­
ficial receiver who will appoint 
custodian to take charge of the In­
solvent estate until the appoint­
ment of a trustee by the creditors. 
In the case of involuntary assign­
ments the custodian will be appoint­
ed by the court and will give place 
to a trustee appointed by the cre­
ditors as in the other case.

Hon. J.B.M. Baxter suggested 
that the minister let those provi­
sions alone where the system was 
working satisfactorily at present. 
New Brunswick appeared to be sa­
tisfied with the present provisions.

W. F. Carroll, (Liberal, Cape Bre­
ton,) said the purpose of the Bank­
ruptcy Act had been to provide a 
uniform bankruptcy law for all pro­
vinces. This should be maintained 
and also landlords should have eq­
ual rights In all provinces. He 
said there had been many charges 
of trustees “drumming up*’ busi­
ness and urging persons to make 
assignments. Trustees from Quebec 
had come to Nova Scotia and done 
this.

K. B. Hanson (York-Sunbury) 
suggested that there should be a 
limitation in the amount payable to 
authorized trustees and solicitors 
under the act. In certain cases the 
costs were sometimes larger than 
the amount involved.

The bill was given second read 
ing.

Discussion of the bill continued 
in committee. Sir Lomer Gouin 
thought that It would be better to 
leave to the provinces the matter of 
privileges given to landlords rather 
than pass a federal law which 
would not be satisfactoy to all the 
provinces.

Sir Henry Drayton asked If it 
would not be better to take sfeps 
to put the present acton a working 
basis in Quebec rather than to 
turn up side down all the other 
provinces. There was, he contend­
ed, as much right to interfere with 
the rights of a lesser as with the 
rights of any other creditor.

iflr 1 omer believed that L‘. • pro 
vinces should retain their rights in 
such matters. By leaving the pri­
vileges of the landlord to the de­
fendant parties, . a great object to 
the act would be overcome. Pro­
posing an amendment to thex defini­
tion of what, constituted bankruptcy 
he suggested that in order to land 
a man in bankruptcy he should tall 
to pay his debts “generally.”

Has Invested In 
Canada ,$2,500,000,000

The United States has invested 
in Canada $2,600,000,000 according 
to the Bankers’ Trust Company of 
New York which has just complet­
ed a survey of Canadian industry 
and the amount of United States ca­
pital invested.

A great increase in the amount of 
the United States investments in 
the Dominion has taken place since 
1915 the survey shows. At that 
time the United States was estimât 
ed to have $750,000,000 of Canadian 
investmetils.

Of the total sum invested $1,200, 
000,000 is in bonds and the remaind­
er, in farms, industrial enterprises, 
mortgages, small business banking 
and private loans.

It is computed that more than 
200 branch factories were opened 
in Canada by United States con 
cerns in 1919 and a great number 
in 1920 and 1921 and that late in 
1922 the number of these came to 
700.

Although most persons who 
love flowers desire to grow roses, 
any who have planted a few bus­
hes have been unsuccessful and 
have beconîe discouraged. To 
assist in overcoming the difficult­
ies that gardeners sometimes find 
in growing roses, the Dominion 
Horticulturist has prepared a 
bulletin that deals with pract­
ically all phases of rose culture in 
Canadian gardens. The bulletin 
is entitled Hardy Roses, Their 
Culture in Canada, and bears the 
official number 17 of the Depart­
ment of Agriculture at Ottawa.

The observation is made that 
certain species of roses are very 
easy to grow and that those who 
are not piepared to give the finer 
types the attention their beauty 
merits, will find in the Rugosa 
hybrids, the Austrian briars, the 
Provence or Cabbage and the 
Damask roses a very good assort­
ment of roses that are hardy and 
of easy culture, requiring but little 
pruning, and not being troubled 
by insect and fungous enemies.

It will be of interest to learn 
that the Experimental Farms 
have succeeded in producing a 
very beautiful rose of unusual 
hardiness. It is a cross between 
Rugosa and Persian Yellow and 
has been named Agnes.

Besides giving complete in­
structions as to soil, planting, 
priming cultivation, winter pro­
tection, and insect enemies, the 
bulletin gives lists of various 
classes of garden roses that have 
succeeded in Ottawa. The follow, 
ing varieties of Hybrid Perpét­
uais and Hybrid Teas have been 
selected as a dependable collect­
ion of reasonably hardy roses: 
Frau Karl Druschki, white; Gen­
eral Jacquemiot, scarlet crimson; 
Her Majesty, pink; Hugh Dick­
son, crimson; Mrs. John Laing, 
pink; Mrs. R. G. Sharman Craw­
ford, pink; Ulrich Brunner cherry 
red; Caroline Testout, pink; Gen­
eral McArthur, bright crimson. 
Gross an Teplitz, bright crimson ; 
Lady Ashtown, pink;Lady Pirrie, 
coppery pink; Madame Edouard 
Herriot, coral red; Madam Rav 
ary, yellow.

Recommended climbers are 
American Pillar, Dorothy Perkins 
Hiawatha, Tausendschon.

This bulletin which is generous­
ly illustrated, is available at the 
Publications Branch, Department 
of Agriculture, Ottawa.

Small Creatures Dragged Themselves
to Death Because No One of TAem 

Nad Ang Initiative.

At six o'clock in the morning I was 
starting for a swim In a British 
Guiana jungle when, at the foot of the 
laboratory steps 1 saw a swiftly mov­
ing, broad line of army ants on safari, 
passing th rough the compound to the 
beach, t traced them back under the 
servants* quarters, through two clumps 
of bamboos, to an outhouse.

Later, I followed along the column 
down to the river sand, through 
a dénse mass of underbrush, through 
a hollow log, up the bank, back 
through light Jungle—to the outhouse 
again ; and on a large fallen log, a few 
feet beyond the spot where their nest 
had been, the ends of the circle actu­
ally came together. It was the most 
astonishing thing, and I had to verify 
It again and again before I could be­
lieve the evidence of my eyes.

It was a strong column, six lines 
wide In many places, and the ants 
fully believed that they were on their 
way to a new home; for most were 
carrying eggs dr larvae, although many 
had food. For an hour, at noon, during 
heavy rain, the column weakened and 
almost disappeared; but when the sun 
returned, the lines rejoined, and the 
revolution of the vicious circle con­
tinued.

Careful measurement of the great 
circle showed a circumference of 1,200 
feet. We* timed the laden ants and 
found that they averaged two to two 
and three-quarters Inches a second. So 
a given Individual would complete the 
round In about two hours and a half.

All the afternoon the insane circle 
revolvd ; at midnight, the hosts were 
still moving ; the second morning many 
had weakened and dropped their bur­
dens and the general pace had very 
appreciably slackened. But still the 
blind grip of Instinct held them. On, 
on, on, they must go! Always before 
In their nomadic life there had been 
a goal—a sanctuary of hollow tree, 
snug heart of bamboos ; surely this 
terrible grind must end somehow.

Through sun and cloud, day and 
night, hour after hour, there was 
found no ant with Individual Initiative 
enough to turn aside an ant's breadth 
from the circle that he had traversed 
perhaps 15 times.

Fewer and fewer now came along 
the well-worn path; burdens littered 
the line of march, like the arms and 
accoutrements thrown down by a re­
treating army. At last, a scanty single 
line struggled past—tired, hopeless, be­
wildered, Idiotic and thoughtless to the 
last.

Then some half-dead ant straggled 
from the circle along the beach, and 
threw the line behind him Into con­
tusion^ The desperation of total ex­
haustion had acc<6npllshed what ne­
cessity and opportunity and normal 
life could not. Several others fol­
lowed his scent instead of that lead­
ing back toward the outhouse; and 
as an amoeba gradually flows into one 
of Its own pseudopodia, so the forlorn 
hope of the great Belton army passed 
slowly down the beach and on Into the 
Jungle.

Would they die singly and In be­
wildered groups, or would the rem­
nant draw together, and, again guid­
ed by the supermlnd of Its mentor, lay 
the foundation of another army, and 
again come to nest In my outhouse?— 
William Beebe In the Atlantic Monthly.

To ail lovers of flowers the gar­

den in spring is a most enjoyable 

place; here one meets old friends 

among the spring flowering plants, 

which, perhaps, one has watched 

the development of for years. In 

many gardens, however, there is a 

dearth of spring flowers, but, as 
there are so many hardy desirable 
plants, this could easily be remedi­
ed if there is a desire to do so.

As soon as the snow is gone one 
may have the Snowdrop, Snowflake, 
Crocus, Chionodoxa, and SciFla, 
among bulbs, soon to be followed 
by Daffodils and Tulips. Hardy 
Primules soon mingle with the 
bulbs, as do the Iceland Poppy, 
Trillium, Trol^u^, Doronicum, ‘ Ep- 
imedium, and other early spring 
flowers ; while close behind are the 
Columbines, Bleeding’ Heart, Sweet 
Rocket and Irises, and many others

As one looks at the garden as it 
is one can picture how it would be 
improved if, in another year, there 
were flowers where there are no 
flowers now; where yellow, red or 
white would add to the general ef­
fect; where a low growing plant or 
or a tall plant would improve the 
appearance of the border. As one 
is liable to forget these things after 
the spring has gone, a good plan is 
to write on a label or small piece 
of wood the kind of plant which is 
desired in each place where improve­
ment can be made; then when the 
proper time comes for planting, if 
such a plant is put there, It will not 
be long before a marked improve 
ment will be seen in the garden in 
spring, and this method can be fol­
lowed with good results for the 
whole season.

Let all who love flowers, then, 
plan for improvement in the garden 
next spring; a little improvement 
each™ year would soon result in a 
great change and make the home 
grounds much more attractive.

SEN. MCDONALD 
STRONGLY URGES 

MARITIME RIGHTS
Ottawa, May 24—The Senate kept 

on until midnight, Senator McDonald 
pressing for a division on freight 
rates. ^Senator Dandurand, leader 
of Government, said he was convin­
ced of the needs of the Maritime 
Provinces but the Senate could not 
render a decision on such an im­
portant matter.

Senator McDonald claimed he was 
sent there to get action and he would 
stay until he got it or found out 
just who were opposed and their 
names. He said four Senators were 
as good as twenty-four if the larger 
number did nothing. He was follow­
ed by Senator Turgeon and Senator 
Btocjt, of ,New Brunswick, Senator 
Murray of P.E. Island, Senator Mc- 
Lellan, of Nova Scotia, and Senator 
Reid of Ontario, former Minister of 
Railways, in a strong speech plead­
ing eloquently for Maritime Justice.

On May 22 Senator McDonald ably 
seconded by Senator Robertson, held 
the Senate until 12 p.m.. pressing for 
a division on the freight rate mo­
tion. Senator McDonald claimed 
that the Maritime Provinces wanted 
to know just where they stood, that 
it mattered little whether there were 
twenty-four Senators from the Mari­
times or four, if they did not fight Mr 
justice. He claimed he was sent 
there to get action and he wanted 
yes or no, and that one million peo­
ple by the sea wanted to know who 
was for them and who against.

Senator Casgrain claimed Senator 
McDonald .was embarrassing the 
government. He fully rôaliz.d the j
