Should . Calves Go Out to Grass -or
Remain in the Stable?
Generally speaking, calves are bet-
ter kept in the stable during the
first summer, except where stable
conditions  are not good, and where |
there is not enough labor to look af-
ter them and keep them dry and
clean. The only other exception -is
in the case of calves dropped in the
early winter and ‘which have had
three to six mopnths of milk and more
or less dry fe&d.
