species. Though small in extent,
measuring only six miles in length
by five in breadth, it has been, and
still is the home of brave and gal-
lant men of the great” Celtic race of
North-western Europe and the Isles
adjacent—a race that has given to
Britain some of her greatdst kings,
churchmen, warriors,

poets and philosophers,
comparatively modern

statesmen,

Until a
period the
Scottish Celts, were treated as little
better thsn step-children by their
Britiskk mother. The breaking up
of the tribal relations, the essence
of clanship ; conformity to the state
religion—for the greater numbéf of
them now conform,—the romance
and ‘poetry of Sir Walter Scott, the
patronage of royalty, and above
all, their own sterling qualities, have
at length wrung from the senten-
tions Briton a tardy recognition of
the true worth and noble qualities
of the Highlander. The blood of
the Celt has told, not only on the
buttlefield, but in the arts of peace;
not only on the farm and m the
factory and the workshop, but in
the balls of learning and in the
senate. No true Highlander ever
admils that his people have been
conquered, the mailed hand of power
baving touched him lightly, held
him gently, and made him, in fact,
an adjunet and factor in its own
strength. He has had, however, his
domestic tyrants—men of his own
kith and kin, who bave beer. as
exucting and quite as merciless as his
Southern Saxon foe. Fealty to the
chief or head of his clan is a dogma
of wocial faith thet no Highlander
readily abjures, and oul most
relentless tyranny could ever make
the child of the heather turn his
back on the man to whom he owed,
or fancied he owed, a patriarchal
allegiance. But even the tension of
a Highlander'’s loyalty to his chief
may strotched until it snaps.
Such was the case in 1790 with
McNeill, Chief or Laird of Barra;
and in this paper we propose giving
an account of the expatriation of the
men of that sea-girt isle in the year
above mentioned, as we heard it
from the lips of a son of one of
the leading emigrants—we allude
to the venerable Murdock Me-
Kinnon, Esq., of Big Marsh, Lot
Fourteen, so well known in the west-
ern parts of this Province, and
whose whole-souled, genial hospital-
ity is 80 highly prized by those who
have been privileged to be his
guests. One pleasant afterncon of
September of the present season, the
writer enjoyed this honor.

When McNeill delivered himself
of this mandate, he sat quite stately
in the saddle, his hi‘h-b ooded mare
prancing and champing her bit.

Twenty-five fa-
milies left the Province and settled
in Cape Breton. Here we might
mention that three hundred of the
emigrants were from Barra, and fifty
from Uist.

John Cardinal McCloskey,
bishop of New York, has resigned
his pure soul into the hands of his

¢ Creator, and his mortal remains have

[boen laid to rest, with solemn pomp
and loving prayers, beneath the
sanctuary of the imposing Cathedral
f St. Patrick the work of his zeal
and his monument forever. Deeply
loved and revered by the prelates,
riests, and faithful, peopl  of the
Jnited States, and respected by all
of every nation and creed who knew
bim through word or work, his death
has caused universal lament. His
own flock grieve over the loss of a
paternal ruler, a wise counsellor,
and & faithful steward, who gave
them “their mesasure of wheat in
due season.” Catholics everywhere
mourn the removal of a great leader
and an apostolic priest; and non-
Catholies sorrow for the demise of
1 just man whose life was unreser-
vedly devoted to the bettering of his
kind, and the propagation of the
Divine message of * Peace on earth
w0 men of good will.”
The history of Cardinal MeClos-
key's life is the history of the extra-
ordinary growth and development
of the Church in the United States,
and a recount of great and good
works nebly and unostentatiously
done. He was born in Brooklyn in
1810, when that city, which has now
iftydive Catholic churches, numer
colle; convents, schools and

igterf¥haritable institution~, and a Catholic

popalstion of two hundred pnd fifty
thousand, ruled by adevoted Bishop,
dnd ministered to by over one han-
dred priests, was without church o
priest. Little did the youthful John
McCloskey think as he crossed the
river with his good Irish parents to
assist al mass in the wooden struc-
ture on the site of the present basil-
iea of SL. Peter’s in New York, that
he would live to see such a trans
yrmation, and be himself placed by
Roweover itall. At the age of ten
years his fathor, George McCloskey.
who followed the occupation of a
milkman, died. The future Prince
of the Church was carefully and
religiously trained by his widowed
mother, who instilled into the breast
of her son the noble ambition of
loing good. In his early days he
is saud 1o have had a predilection fo
law, and even began the study of
that profession, but feeling called 1o
inbor more directly for the glory ot
God in the sacred ministry, he enter-
el the College of Mount St. Mary,
Emmetisburg, Maryland, Here he
made & most brilliant course, taking
the degree of Muster of Arts. After
completing his theological course he
was ordained to the holy priesthood
by Bishop Dubois, on Jan. 9th, 1834,
in old St. Patrick's Cathedral, New
York, and there he offered his first
Mass. Shortly afterward, at the
instance of Bishop Dubpis, he re-
paired 0 Rome and attended the
lectures ut the great College of the
Propaganda, He also studied for a
time in France, and returned home
in 1838. On his return mission work
at St. Joseph's Church was assigned
10 him, and on the establishment of St.
Juseph's Seminary at Fordbham he
wus appointed to its presidency by
the celebrated Bishop Hughes. In
1844, being then but thirty-four, he
was elevated to the purple, with the
title of Bishop of Axiern, and co-
adjutor to the Yiinbop of New York.
In 1847 the diocese of New York
was divided, and Bishop McCloskey
was named to the new &o of Albany.
Bishop McCloskey found in his new
diocese féw churches and very fow
priests.  'When he left it to fill the
Archiepiscopal chair, made vacant by
the death of the remowned Arch-
bishop Hughes in 1864, it bhad a

loving relatives and devout religious,
he calmly and peacefully died as he
thad lived “in the hope of eternal life;
which God, who lieth not, had pro-
mised before the ages of time.”
Cardinal MecCloskey was well
known and respected in Rome. He
mnade several visits to the Eternal
City, and took part in the deliber-
ations of the Ecumenical Council.
He was intimate with the late
Cardinal Cullen of Dublin and other
members of the Irish Hierarchy,
and always manifested a deep inter-
est in any legitimate movement for
the amelioration of the Irish at
home. The object of his life was
the spiritual and temporal welfare
of his people, and to that he devoted
all his energies. The rare adminis-
trative ability with which he was
gifted- is evidenced by the well
ordered diocese that he leaves to his
successor. He was eminently a
just man, but his justice was ever
tempered with mercy, and to all he
was mild and gentle, His charity
was unbounded. Now that he is
dead his friends have made known
an edifying incident in his noble
life, which his hamility veiled in
secrecy. He bad undertaken to
purchase the Grand Altar, Throne,
Pulpit and Baptismal Font for the
new Cathedral, dnd present them as
his own gift. He found, however,
that his resurces were ton limited.
but without the slightest thought
for his own convenienee, he quietly
disposéd of his horses and comch,
to enable him to make his munifi
cent donation. His Eminence was
possessed of great intellectnal en-
dowments, which he assiduously
caltivated, notwithstanding the mul-
tiplicity of his dutios and the activi-
ty of his life. Well versed in the
Sacred Sciences, and ‘the various
branches of secular knowledge, he
was & polished writer and an effect-
ive preacher. But his most elo-
quent sermon was his life. 1If, as
Cardinal Manning has aptly said,
“the man preaches, not .the sermon,
and the sermon is as the man is,”
then Cardinal McCloskey was,
indeed, most eloguent, for he led in
hamility and sobriety a holy life
without stain. He bas gone to his
eternal reward ; but his woiks live
after him, and his bright. example
will remain forever a guiding star
on the perfect way to the ecclesins-
tios of the American church.
