The following account of the 
death, at Scotch Fort, of Rev. Jaa. 
McDonald, who came from Scot­
land with the Highlanders who 
colonized Glenaladale, is the con­
cluding portion of a very inter­
esting contribution to the Cath­
olic Bulletin of St. Paul, Minn., 
entitled “The Last Sermon,” by 
Helen Hughes Hielcher:—

“In Donald McKenzie.’s. log 
cabin there was light long after 
the usual hour. It came partly 

„ .irorn the- wide faearth n*d> .
from the wick that floated in a 
saucer of fish oil and burned with 
frequent sputterings. The rough 
benches arranged around the wall 
were empty, for the occupants of 
the cottage were on their knees, 
their eyes directed towards the 
bed where lay the gaunt figure 
of Father James. The pale face 
and sunken eyes and shallow 
irregular breathing showed that 
the soul was on the threshold.
The faithful Donald—who was 
his right hand all these years, 
who opened up the little chapel 
in the early summer mornings, 
or cleared a pathway through the 
snow in the winter, who laid the 
worn vestments in order for him 
and served at Mass, when he 
could spend a few days in the 
settlement—now sat beside the 
bed and wiped away the death 
damp that gathered like dew on 
the broad, deep-beamed forehead 
wetting the straggly grey hair, 
or closed the stiffening fingers 
over the blessed candle with his 
hard but kindly hand.

“All hope was gone, and even 
the most inexperienced knew that 
the priest was dying. But the 
passing was long. They had 
said the whole fifteen mysteries 
and thy prayers for the dying 
twice, and the prayer for final 
perseverance and the Psalter of 
the Holy Name; and 
breathed painfully.

The one blessed candle in the 
house was getting shorter, and 
shorter. “He is going back, 
said Margaret McKenzie to 
neighbor, who knelt with her at 
the foot of the bed, “going back 
over his road." And the neigh 
bor understood, fordid not she also 
believe—as was common among 
their race—that when you came 
to die the soul returned over the 
way it had travelled in life, not1 
could it depart from the body un­
til it had revisited the house of 
its nativity. And the whisper 
p assed among them, “he is going 
back." And once more they be­
gan their beads, but this time no 
one led and there was no noise, 
only the click of the beads and 
the labored breathing of the dy­
ing. Even the grim king "Death" 
seemed to stand waiting his re­
turn. And every soul there, 
though the lips moved, and the 
beads slipped through the fingers, 
was with him in spirit as their 
imagination carried them. They 
were with him on the heathery 
hills of home, or the streets of 
the Eternal City, or the church 
where he said his first Mass 
while brother priests guided his 
newly-anointed hands in each un 
accustomed movement,—or they 

with him as he passed 
among the miserable homesick, 
seasick passengers as 
emigrant ship plowed 
way through itranga unfriendly 
waters.

“There was a deeper breath 
and a quiver of the sick man's 
eyelids 1 He looked around as 
one waking from a dream. His 
eyes sought the face of each of 
the kneeling watchers. How 
fast and how far the feeblest of 
them would have run for a priest 
or a doctor ! But alas ! there 
was neither within the confines 
of that desolate Island. If his 
illness had not been so sudden 
some of the strong young men 
would have tried to effect a 
crossing to the mainland for aid, 
but now it Was too late.

“At the first sign of motion 
from the dying priest, all rose to 
their feet—the ready sign show­
ed their willingness to hear and

just then came the thought that! ’phg lflflUSHGS 
the last woman’s hand that rest­
ed there was his mother’s, so CPQWCl
she drew back and gave the cup 
to Donald.

“When Donald moistened his 
lips Father James spoke in such 
a clear voice that for a moment 
the hope that hp. might yet rally 
made their hearts leap, but from 
thp threshold of eternity, as the 
doer of life closed ujxrn his de­
parting soul, he gave his last 
message, “Keep the Faith.” The 
light in his eyes quivered for a 
moment and then went out; the 
boc|y relaxed, and'the gray ness of 

spread over the face.
"Then the strongly repressed 

grief of his people burst out in 
weeping and sobbing until it 
toolc the form of the caoine or 
keen peculiar to the Celtic race^- 
the articulation of musical ex­
pression of grief which makes it 

luxury akin to great joy, as, 
like joy, it is a deep, powerful 
stirring of the human heart.

Margaret McKenzie, a decend- 
ant of a Scottish minstrel herself, 
gave the words which the others 
followed. This keen, of course 
in Gaelic, was common among 
the people as late as fifty years 
ago and possessed considerable 
merit inasmuch as it expressed 
the feeling of those who were 
present at Father James’ death.

The Priest is dead,” "was the 
burden of the song repeated 
drearily, like the beating of 
December rain that falls without 
hope of a harvest, or the tears of 
the aged that drain rather than 
relieve an overfilled heart.

A good deal has lately been 
said in the Newspapers about 
shipbuilding in Canada. This is a 
very important subject and the 
following address delivered in the 
House of Commons at the late 
session of Parliament by Sir 
George E. Foster will be read 
with interest :

Applying to Canada that 
scheme, which was debated and 
unanimously approved by the 
New York Chamber of Commerce, 
it would work something like 
this : You would appoint in the 
Dominion of Canada a commission 
consisting, we will say, of three 
members of the Cabinet whose 
departments are interested—for 
instance, Commerce, Navy and 
Finance. The Government side 
of that commission would be the 
ministers of these three depart­
ments. Add to these a naval 
instructor and three practical and 
experienced men in shipping 
matters, selected by the Govern­
ment and you have the commission 
which would operate in Canada. 
The commission would have 
general oversigh and power over 
the classes of vessels to be built 
under the scheme ; how they 
should be standardized; how they 
should be manned, everything in 
connection with them and, to the 
extent that it would be possible, 
the regulation of the rates as well. 
The committee would then be 
empowered to enter into contracts 
with shipbuilding companies, to 
build according to the plans and 
regulations laid down in Can­
adian ship yards, and the builders 
of the ships would be allowed the 
difference between the cost of 
construction in Canada and in 
European ports, that difference 
having been carefully ascetained 
by the commission. The object 
would be to enable the Canadian 
shipower to have his ships built 
in Canada with exactly the same 
cost to himself as if he had built 
them ina European port. It the ton­
nage could be built in a_European 
port at a percentage per ton 
cheaper than in Canada then the 
subsidy for construction would 
be that difference in cost, what­
ever it was, so as to put theCana- 
dîan shipowner on an equality, 
in the after competition, with his 
competitor who had ships built in 
European ship-yards. The time 
during which this should be 
carried out would be limited to a 
period of say 10 years, so that 
during that 10 years this opera­
tion of building would go on. 
Then the commission would be 
empowered to enter into contracts 
with the ship owners, when the 
ships were built, and to guarantee 
to the owners the differences in 
cost of operating the ships under 
the Canadian flag and under a 
European flag, that subsidy to con­
tinue for the life of the ship. The 
commission would possess itself of 
accurate information on the 
difference both in cost of con­
struction and cost of operation 
and would pay that difference 
and that difference alone.

Ottawa, May 27—In contrast

General Headquarters of the 
Canadian Army in France, via 
London, May 26—During the 
past week there was considerable 
artillery activity on the Cana­
dian front. On various occa­
sions sections of our line were 
heavily bombarded. Retaliation 
by our mortars and 
proved effective in checking the 
enemy’s fire and severely dam­
aged his trenches. Sniping re­
mained normal. Machine gun 
and rifle fire were brisk on both 
sides, particularly at night. Good 
progress was made in the con­
struction and improvement of 
our own defensive works. Num­
erous hostile working parties 
were dispersed. Our patrols 
were constantly active and gain­
ed much useful information. No 
enemy patrols were encountered. 
Bombs were dropped by German 
aviators in the vicinity of sever­
al of our camps and villages in 
our area.

Progress of trçe War.

Paris, May 24,—A powerful 
offensive was undertaken by the 
Germans last night to the east of 
Dead Man’s Hill, on the Verdun 
front. The attempt in general 
was unsuccessful, the war office 
reports of today say, but after a 
fierce hand-to-hand struggle the 
attacking forces made their way 
into a portion of the village of 
Cumieres, At this point the 
French are faced by more than 
three divisions. Throughout last 
night the battle for the fortress 
of Verdun raged with increasing 
fury on both banks of the Meuse. 
The French stubborn ly resisted 
every attempt by the Germans 
and inflicted heavy losses on the 
enemy. The Germans delivered 
one attack after another on the 
northwestern front, rushing for­
ward in powerful thrusts against 
the French works. Hand-to- 
hand fighting occurred on the 
French right, where the Germans, 
after suffering heavy losses, pene­
trated Cumieres village, near the 
bank of the Meuse, and west of 
the village.

Paris, May 25—The official 
communication issued by the war 
office tonight reads: “On the 
left bank of the Meuse the [acti­
vity of the enemy artillery in­
creased during the day against 
our positions on Hill 304. “On 
the right bank, after a violent 
bombardment, the Germans de­
livered about five o’clock a series 
of offensive actions between the 
Haudremont wood and the Thiau- 
mont Farm. “All of these at­
tacks were repulsed with heavy 
losses, except at one point were 
enemy troops occupied a section 
of trenches. “In the region of 
Douaumont the artillery actions 
continue very violently on both 
sides. The fire of one of our 
long range guns caused a fire in 
a German supply depot at Heudi- 
court, northeast of St. Mihiel.

"In an aerial fight, one of our 
pilots brought down a Fokker 
which fell within the enemy 
lines, to the north of Vaux.

Bulletin—Amsterdam, via Lon­
don, May 28—The following 
official communication, issued at 
Sofia on Saturday was received 
here today: “Today detachments 
of our troops operating in the 
Struma Valley occupied the 
southern exit of Rupel Pass, to­
gether with the heights east and 
west of the River Struma.” 
Bulletin—London, May 27—At 
the French headquarters in the 
Balkans it was announced that 
the Bulgarians had occupied the 
Greek' forts of Rupel, Gragotin 
and Spatovo, and were advancing 
from Damir- Hissar towards 
Kavalla. This information was 
received here today in a despatch 
from Athens to the Exchange 
Telegraph Company. The Greek 
forts Rupel and Gragotin are re­
spectively six and nine miles east 
of that town. Kavalla, on which 
the Bulgarians are said to be 
marching, is a seaport on the 
Aegean Sea, 55 miles in an air 
line southeast of Demir-Hissar, 
Athens, via Paris, May 28— 
Greece’s protest against the mili­
tary operations undertaken by 
the Central Powers and Bulgaria 
in Greek Macedonia was forward­
ed last night to the ministers of 
Greece at Berlin, Vienna and 
Sofia. The Bulgarians entered 
Greek territory virtually un­
opposed and thus has caused 
violent comment in the press, 
and considerable agitation among 
the population. The Greek mili­
tary authorities here claim they 
were unable to communicate with 
their troops in Eastern Mace­
donia. The belief is general here 
that it is the intention of the 
Greek government to confine its 
actions to a protest. Important 
movements of Bulgarian troops, 
the correspondent adds, are going 
on between Oktchillar and Xan- 
thia and on the left bank of the 
River Nestos. The Bulgarians 
have extended their occupation 
in the region of Demir-Hissàr to 
the station and to part of the 
environs of the village. London, 
May 28—The correspondent at 
Athens of the Exchange Tele­
graph Company says that the 
Bulgarians gave the Greeks two 
hours to surrender Rupel Fort, 
which is six miles from the 
Demir-Hissar bridge, recently 
blown up by the French in an­
ticipation of this attacK. Athens 
newspapers say that the depu­
tation of German and Bulgarian 
officers, in demanding the sur­
render of Fort Rupel, explained 
that its occupation was necess­
ary to secure the Bulgarian left 
wing against an eventual Entente 
Allied attack. The surrender of 
the fort was effected at three 
o’clock Friday morning, and the 
protocol signed by the German, 
Bulgarian and Greek officers. 
The Germans and Bulgarians, the 
newspapers say, undertook to re­
store the fort to Greece so soon 
as the reasons for its occupation 
no longer existed.

the Irish problem by agreement 
among the Irish leaders. In this 
connection the Premier announ 
ced that David Lloyd George 
Minister of Munitions, had under 
taken at the request of the cab­
inet, to negotiate between the 
Irish parties. He asked that Lp 
the meantime the matter should 
not be debated in the House. 
John Redmond, Sir Edward 
Carson and William O’Brien the 
Irish leaders, agreed to this, and 
notwithstanding an attempt by 
Laurence Ginnell, a Nationalist 
member, to make a speech, the 
subject was dropped, for the day 
at least and the House was 
emptied quickly. Baron Stam­
ford ham, private secretary to 
King George, was present and 
listened closely to Premier 
Asquith’s speech. He departed 
immediately afterward and re­
turned to the palace to report to 
the King. Baron Wimborne, 
Lord Lieutenant of Ireland, also 
was present. A large and ex­
pectant crowd of members and 
the general public had assembled 
in the House of Commons when 
shortly before 3 o’clock this 
afternoon Premier Asquith rose 
to make his statement.

is now in this great domestic 
emergency of paramount import­
ance is that if it be possible—an 
agreement such as we thought 
vain before the war should be 
arrived at between those repre- 
lenting different interests and 
parties in Ireland. “I believe, as 
[ have already said, that in Ire- 
and itself there is a deep and 
genuine desire to obtain such an 
agreement. The government—I 
speak for all my colleagues, and 
some of us, be it remembered, in 
the past have taken the most 
diverse possible views in regard 
to the question of Irish govern- 
ernment—-are anxious, and more 
than anxious to do everything in 
their power to facilitate such re­
sults. “At the unanimous re­
quest of his colleagues, Mr Lloyd 
George has undertaken to devote 
his time, his energy and Ins'pow­
er to the promotion of that re­
sist- He already has put him­
self in communication with the 
authorised representatives and 
exponents of the views of the 
'different Irish parties, and if 
there be, as I believe there is, 
among Irishmen, no less than 
among the people of Great Bri­
tain, an honest and resolute de­
sire to take advantage of this 
opportunity for the attainment, 
which to us as a nation and an 
tempire I do not- hesitate to say 
is the greatest boom that we 
could possibly achieve. We can­
not but hope that Mr Lloyd 
George’s mission of peace, recon­
ciliation. and, if possible, unity, 
will not carry with it the good 
wishes and ardent hopes of all 
members in every quarter of the 
bouse, but something more—the 
belief that such a result can and 
ought to be attained.” In the 
circumstrnces Mr Asquith appeal 
ed to'all sections of the house to 
abstain from any immediate dis­
cussion of Irish affairs which 
would be likely to prevent a 
great and lasting settlement.

Although it was generally un­
derstood that the premier would 
not go into tne conversations 
which were taking place between 
the members of the government 
and the Irish leaders, as they 
had not advanced enough -to be
made public, he- started bÿ’ ex-, iKfi Asquith’s solemn appeal that
pressing the hope that the dis­
appearance of martial law would 
be speedy and complete. Re­
ferring to the sacrifices that 
Irishmen had made in behalf of 
the British. Empire during the 
present war, Mr Asquith said: 
“Could we who represent Great 
Britain, or could those who re­
present Ireland tolerate the pros­
pect that when this war was over 
and when we had, by our joint 
efforts and sacrifices, as we had 
hoped and believed we should, 
achieved our end, here at home 
Irishmen should be arrayed 
against one another in the most 
tragic and most debasing of con­
flicts — Internecine domestic 
strife. “I say to the House of 
Commons, to the country and to 
the Empire that the thought is 
inconceivable. It can never be, 
for it would mean confession of 
bankruptcy, not only of states­
manship but of patriotism.” Re­
ferring to the home rule bill, Mr.

The premier said the primary 
duty of the government was to 
restore order and prevent re­
current disturbances.
