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KILLED IN ACTION.
At such a time as this, 
when to sorrow known is 
added the fear of sorrow 
yet to come, we can only 
speak what words of 

comfort we may. Yet it is to comfort 
a country, for it is the country that 
mourns. All Newfoundland received 
the blow yesterday : to St. John’s it 
was a cruelly hard one). In larger 
cities and larger communities, there is 
on such occasions a general and kind 
feeling of sympathy for those imme­
diately afflicted, but these alone know 
the real bitterness, the real grief of 
their loss. It is far otherwise with 
us. These brave fellows were, we 
might say, the sons and brothers of 
the whole city, for they were its very 
chosen. Is there one amongst us that 
did not know one of these lads intim­
ately? It may be; but there are many 
to whom they were all so known, 
many to whom more than one of them 
were loved companions, schoolmates 
it might be, friends in sport or in 
work, kind associates of everyday life.

The comfort we can give, and the 
comfort we can feel, must be at the 
same time our pride. Have not these 
men given Newfoundland an honoured 
place, high even on this long roll of 
great deeds and deathless names? 
Already, at Gallipoli, they had done 
this. But Gallipoli was a defeat—a 
glory and a name to all save the 
highest command, but still a defeat. 
The action of July 1st was no defeat. 
If was the first and greatest step to­
wards the final victory that will 
crush German power and humble Ger­
man arrogance. In it our men played 
no small part, of that we may be sure. 
We read down the list, with a tighten­
ing of the heart-strings; but we know 
these men, we know the stuff they 
were made of, and we know they did 
not give their lives for nothing. The 
very size and nature of the casualty 
list js eloquent. It speaks of an ad­
vance, impetuous and fearless, 
through a hail of bullets. On our men 
fell part of the heavy task 'of the first 
infantry rush and we all know by this 
time what that means. That it was 
not in vain the very fact of the pro­
gress made, the bald reports of the 
messages, show well. We know the 
price (it is, alas! only part of the 
price) that our regiment paid : we do 
not yet know what they bought for it. 
When we do know, when the story of 
their achievements in all its glorious 
details is told, there will be a thrill of' 
pride throughout our Island such as 
it has never felt before.

It is a great comfort and reassur­
ance to know that those who bore the 
brunt of the fierce fighting of those 
first', days have been replaced by 
others. Our regiment is almost cer­
tainly now enjoying a well earned 
rest behind the firing line. To our 
grief for the fallen and our hopes of 
recovery and ease of suffering to the 
wounded there must be added one 
thought. These men have died for 
their country. Their blood cries out 
for vengeance. I,et every man who 
can spring to avenge them. Their 
places must be filled : let them be fill­
ed tenfold. They heard the battle- 
cry and responded.L To-day it comes 
ringing again across the waters to our 
manhood, lduder and with a fuller 
meaning through their death. Let it 
be heard and answered by all who yet 
live and have power to strike as they 
did.

Not only his family but his many 
friends will rejoice to know that 
Lieutenant Clifford Rendell, at first 
numbered among the missing officers, 
is safe after all, though wounded and 
In hospital. It is a greateful case of 
hope realised, which will renew the 
like hope for the others, Lieutenants 
Wilfrid Ayre, Bruce Reid and George 
Taylor.

We were pleased yesterday to read 
the official notice of the award of the 
Military Cross to Captain Adolph 
Bernard. We understand that this 
high honour was conferred upon the 
popular Captain not so much for any 
particular act of valour as for the 
even more meritorious reason of his 
invaluable services and the devotion 

- with which he remained at the head of 
his men. From some who have re­
turned from Gallipoli we have heard 
that Capt. Bernard was held in very 
high estimation by those in' command, 
and his services were always in de­
mand for any undertaking of import­
ance. He had finally to be assisted 
from his post which he refused to 
leave, though worn out with sickness.’ 
We congratulate him upon his deserv­
ed distinction and hope to hear of his 
speedy restoration to health.

Many of the honourable and 
gallant gentlemen who consti­
tute all ranks in our Regiment 
have laid down their lives or 
have been stricken by wounds 
in the fighting on the 1st July.

The world will ring for ever 
with the imperishable fame of 
the heroes of Newfoundland, 
who have made sure for all 
time that the Loyal Colony is 
worthy of its ancient name.

Apart from the early lists of 
wounded received on the 4th 
and 5th inst., which have been 
published this morning, I have 
received this day other lists of 
officers and men who have been 
killed or wounded in action or 
who are reported' missing.

by Storm—Many Deaths from Meas­
les.
The s.s. Portia, Capt. Joe Kean, 

arrived back from western ports last 
night, bringing the following first 
class passengers: Rev. R. F. Mercer; 
Messrs. C. T. James, M. Kelly, J. Pow­
er; Mrs. W. J. Rose; Misses F. Riggs,

trip the ship went to the assistance 
of the stranded grain steamer Ara- 
clme which was successfully refloat­
ed, as already referred to. When 
the Portia was passing that way on 
Tuesday last the damaged steamer 
was still at St. Pierre Roads being 
surveyed and it is yet undecided 
whether she will proceed to New 
York or Halifax for repairs.

The fishery along the South coast 
is not as good as it looked at the out­
set of the voyage. On Thursday of 
last week a severe storm, which last­
ed two days, raged and did consider­
able damage to tt-aps, especially 
around Burgeo and vicinity. As a 
consequence the fishery has practi­
cally ceased, so far as trapping is 
concerned, because all the damaged 
twine had to be taken out of the wa­
ter for repairs. There is a sign of 
squid in and around Pushthrough.

It has been ascertained that the 
outbreak of disease in the interior of 
Ramea, supposed to be unknown and 
which wrought such' disastrous re­
sults, Is measles of a virulent type. 
Some 14 or 15 deaths have occurred, 
we hear, the victims being principally 
adults.

« LONDON, Jply 6.

The War Office aryiounced to-day 
that south of La Bassee Canal, after 
a discharge of gases and smoke, .we 
made some successful raids into the 
enemy’s first line. In one of these 
the Royal Welsh Fusiliers especially 
distinguished themselves, capturing 
40 prisoners, a trench mortar and 
machine gun. In another raid the 
Highland Light Infantry successfully 
entered enemy trenches webt of Hul 
Inch. A machine gun emplacement 
was destroyed, -many Germans kill­
ed, some prisoners taken. No change 
of importance on the rest of our front.

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.
PARRS, Midnight, July 5. (Official.)
North of the Somme our troops 

continued their offensive during the 
day and captured the southern slopes 
and northern slopes of Curlu. East 
of this village our infantry assailed 
a second German position which was 
captured on a two kilometre front, 
from Clery Road up to the river. 
Pushing forward further east we at­
tacked the village of Hem which has 
fallen in our hands. After a struggle 
Manacu Farm also was taken. Dur­
ing these engagements three hundred 
soldiers and three officers were cap­
tured. - South of Somme we repulsed 
several counter attacks launched by 
the enemy against Belloy en San- 
terre. We dislodged the Germans 
from the part of Estrees Village 
which they occupied. A German de­
tachment holding on in a mill north 
of this region was compelled to sur­
render.

information, place the .latter at 200,- 
000 to 220,000. Austrians predom­
inate overwhelmingly among the 
prisoners, but among the dead and 
wounded it is said that a fairly large 
percentage is of Germans. German 
losses occurred when stopping the 
Russian advance in Kovel. Counter­
attacks were made in solid ranks. 
The enormous bobty captured has 
reached incalculable figures. It is 
figured that 250 guns of various sizes 
and upwards of 700 machine guns is 
a conservative estimate. In addition, 
vast quantities of munitions,, supplies 
and transports have fallen into the 
hands of the Russians.

The success of General Letchitzky’s 
advance west of Kolomea, where he 
had cut the railroad into Hungary at 
Mikuliczyn, is emphasized as a new 
body blow to Austrian defence in 
East Galicia. Northwest of Kolomea 
his troop^ are within ten miles of 
Nadzorna, well in the rear of the 
Austrian right flank, facing Tarna- 
pol, between the Strypa and Zoleta- 
Lipa Rivers, on the extreme right 
flank of Brusilloff’s front. The Rus­
sians are viciously attacking the Ger­
mans at Czartorysky and Kolld. They 
have broken through several lines of 
the enemy’s fortifications here, and 
are threatening the flank of the Ger­
mans’ positions before Lutsk. These 
successes have considerably lessened 
the pressure on the Russian centre 
in that district. Another interesting 
situation is developing at Baranovit- 
chi, where the advance of the Russian 
offensive has brought their heavy 
guns within reach of an important 
railway junction.

MORE CABINET CHANGES.
LONDON, July 6.

A reorganization of the cabine(t 
will be necessary when the an­
nouncement is made to-morrow or 
Saturday of Lloyd George’s promo­
tion to tho War Office. Edwin Mon­
tague, Financial Secretary of the 
Treasury, is expected to succeed him 
as Minister of Munitions. The Morn­
ing Telegraph believes that Austen 
Chamberlain will retire as Secretary 
for India in order that a member of 
the House of Lords may be appoint­
ed, filling the cabinet vacancy caused 
by the death of Earl Kitchener. In 
this case, Chamberlain would receive 
iqother office of equal importance to 
that which he now holds. Another 
way of meeting the vacancy in the 
Upper House would be the elevation 
of Sir Edward Grey to the peerage. 
According to some morning papers, 
it is proposed to create Harold J. 
Tonnant, Parliamentary Secretary 
for War, a peer, and have him suc­
ceed Montague as Chancellor of the 
Duchy of Lancaster, a post which the 
latter holds in addition to his Secre­
taryship.

SCOTCH MINERS FORFEIT HOLI­
DAYS.

NEW YORK, July 5.
According to a News Agency de­

spatch from London to-day, Scottish 
miners have agreed to postpone all 
their July holidays at the request of 
the Minister of Munitions, Lloyd 
George.

NEW SECRETARY OF WAR.
LONDON, July 6.

David Lloyd George has been ap­
pointed Secretary of War. Sir Ed­
ward Grey, Secretary of Foreign Af­
fairs, has had an earldom conferred 
upon him. Earl Derby, Director ot 
Recruiting, has been appointed Un­
der Secretary of War.

JELLICOE’S REPORT.
LONDON, July 6.

“Be pleased to inform the I.ords 
Commissioners of the Admiralty that 
the German High Sea Fleet was 
brought into action on 31st Mayv 1916, 
to the westward of the Jutland Bank, 
off the coast of Denmark.” In these 
words, Vice-Admiral Sir John R, Jelli- 
coe, Commander-in-Chief of the Home 
Fleets, opens his report to the Admir­
alty on the battle, over which there 
has been so much" discussion.

“The Battle Cruiser Fleet, gallant­
ly led by Sir David Beatty, and ad­
mirably supported by ships ol the 
fifth battle' squadron under Rear Ad­
miral Evan Thomas, bought the action, 
under, at times, disadvantageous con­
ditions, especially in regard to light, 
in a manner that was in keeping with 
the best traditions of the service,” 
Admiral Jellicoe continues. Without 
maps and charts, many details of the 
report cannot/ be made clear. It 
states that the list of ships and com­
manding officers, which took part in 
the action, has been withheld from 
publication for the present, in accord­
ance with the usual practice.

Admiral Jellicoe estimates tho Ger­
man losses at two battleships of the

Dreadnought type, one of the Deutsch­
land type which was seen to sink, the 
battle cruiser Lutzow, admitted by the 
Germans, one battle cruiser of the 
Dreadnought type, one battle cruiser, 
seen to be so severely damaged that 
its return was extremely doubtful, 
five light cruisers, seen to sink, one of 
them possibly a battleship, six de­
stroyers seen to sink, three destroy­
ers so damaged that it was doubtful 
that they would be able to reach port, 
and a submarine sunk. Commenting 
on this, Admiral Jellicoe says: “Con­
ditions of low visibility under which 
the day action took place, and ap­
proach of darkness, enhanced the dif­
ficulty of giving an accurate report 
of the damage inflicted, or the names 
of the ships sunk by our forces, but 
after the most careful examination, 
and evidence of all the officers who 
testified to seeing enemy vessels ac­
tually sink, and personal interviews 
with a large number of these officers, 
I am of opinion that the list shown in 
the enclosed gives the minimum 
numbers, though it is possible it is 
not accurate as regards the particu­
lar class of vessels, especially those 
which were sunk during the night at­
tack. In addition to the vessels sunk, 
unquestionably many other ships 
were very seriously damaged by gun 
fire and torpedo attacks.

“The enemy fought with the gallan­
try that was expected of him. The 
hardest fighting fell on the battle 
cruiser fleet, the units of which were 
less heavily armoured than their op­
ponents.”

The. Admiral expresses high appre­
ciation of the handling of all the ves­
sels and commends Admirals 'Burney, 
Jerram, Sturdee, Evan Thomas, Duff 
and Leveson, “Vice-Admiral Sir 
David Beatty,” he adds, “once again 
showed hie fine qualities, gallant 
leadership, and firm determination. 
In the consequent strategic fighting 
he appreciated the situation at once, 
first on sighting the enemy’s lighter 
forces, then his battle cruisers, and 
finally his battleships.”

Vice-Admiral David Beatty’s report 
to Admiral Jellicoe, particularly mèn- 
tions the work of the Engadine, Com­
mander Robinson, which towed the 
Warrior 75 miles during the night of 
May 31. He speaks glowingly of the 
splendid control drill which prevail­
ed aboard the British vessels. Our 
superiority over the enemy in this re­
spect was very marked; their effi­
ciency becoming rapidly reduced un­
der punishment, while ours was main­
tained throughout. Thë fortitude of 
the wounded was admirable. An A.B., 
first class, John Travers, of the Corn­
wall and Chester, , was mortally 
wounded in early action. He never­
theless remained standing alone at 
the most exposed post, quietly await­
ing orders until the end of the ac­
tion, with the gun’s crew, dead or 
wounded, all around him, his âge 
under 16% years. I regret he has 
died since. I recommend his case for 
special .recognition, in justice to his 
memory and as an acknowledgment 
of the high example set by him.” The 
report concludes with lengthy ex­
tracts from Vice-Admiral Beatty's re­
port of events preceding the battle 
itself.

RUSSIAN OFFICIAL.
PETROGRAD. July 6.

An official issued last night says: 
On the western front, in the region 
of Vulkagalouziskai, a massive ene­
my formation delivered a counter at­
tack, but was repulsed. During a 
hostile counter attack against the vil­
lage of KoStiukkovka one of our re­
giments, having allowed the enemy 
to approach within a hundred yards, 
its advance guards were annihilated. 
We took officers and 257 men prison­
ers.

THE MEXICAN SITUATION.
WASHINGTON, July 6.

The formal acceptance of General 
Carranza’s proposal that the differen­
ces between the United States and 
the ‘de facto’ Government in Mexico, 
be settled by direct negotiations, will 
be despatched soon to Mexico City. 
This was decided by President Wil­
son to-day at a conference with Sec­
retary Lansing.

EARTHQUAKES IN ITALY.
LONDON, July 6.

Following an earthquake in Sicily, 
there have been several reports re­
cently of seismic disturbances in It­
aly. The volcano Stromboli on the 
Island off the north coast of Sicily 
has been in eruption for several 
days, causing the inhabitants of the 
adjoining districts to flee. Relief 
ships have, been sent from Messina. 
Earth shocks occurred on Tuesday at 
Ancona, Rimini, Balvedere, Mafetti- 
mo and other Adriatic districts. No 
loss of life is reported. Caltanisetta, 
the capital of the Sicilian province of 
that name, is a city of morè than 30,- 
000 inhabitants.

PEACE CELEBRATION.
COPENHAGEN, July 6.

The Adelberg Nordjyctand says that 
the first year after the ending of the 
war a great international peace cele­
bration is to be held at Baebild Hills, 
near Adelberg. The initiative of this 
nftivement is said by this newspaper 
to have been taken by Dr. Max Hen- 
ius, of Chicago, President of the As­
sociation of Danish Americans. Re­
presentative persons of all countries 
are to be invited. According to this 
account Dr. Henius is to receive fin­
ancial assistance from Henry Ford, 
who is to pay the expenses of the two 
thousand Americans whom he will in­
vite to attend the celebration.

MAILS HELD UP.
NEW YORK, July 6.

The steamer New Amsterdam has 
reached here from Rotterdam, Kirkr 
wall and Falmouth. -, At Kirkwall, the 
captain said that the British authori­
ties seized 369 sacks of mail, leaving 
only one sack for the Dutch embassy 
at Washington, one for Montreal, 
and a package of parcel post for the 
Express Coy. of New York City.

THE END OF THE JUTLAND 
RATTLE.

LONDON. To-Day.
Concluding his account of the bat­

tle of Jutland. Admiral Jellicoe wrote: 
“At daylight on the first of June his 
battle fleet, being southward of Horn 
Reef, turned northward in search of 
enemy vessels for the purpose of col­
lecting our own cruisers and torpedo 
boat destroyers. The visibility early 
on the first of June was 3 to 4 miles 
less than on May 31. The torpedo 
boat destroyers, being out of visual 

touch, did not rejoin the fleet until 9 
a.m. The British fleet remained in 
the proximity of the battle field near 
the line of approach to German ports 
until 11 a.m., in spite of the disadvan­
tage of long distances from the fleet , 
bases and the danger incurred in 
waters adjacent to the enemy’s coasts 
from submarine and torpedo craft.

' The enemy, however, made no sign 
and I was reluctantly compelled to 
the conclusion that the high sep. fleet 
had returned into port. Subsequent­
ly events proved this assumption to 
be correct. Our position must have 
been . known to the enemy, as at '4 
a‘in. the fleet engaged a Zeppelin for 
about 5 minutes, during which she had 
ample opportunity to note and subse­
quently to report the position and 
course of the British fleet. The fleet 
was fuelled and replenished with am­
munition and at 9.30 p.m. on the sec­
ond day of June reported itself ready 
for further action.’’

GERMANS HELD BACK.
PARIS, To-Day.

Violent counter attacks by the Ger­
mans on the French lines on both 
banks of the Somme were repulsed 
with heavy losses to the attackers, ac­
cording to an official statement issued 
by the French.

WITH THE BRITISH.
* LONDON, To-Day.

A British official statement issued 
at midnigjlt reads: As a result of 
violent bomb fighting we made fur­
ther progress at certain points of the 
main battle area. Low clouds inter­
fered with aeroplane work, but in 
Bapautnc area one of our machines 
dropping 300 feet successfully bombed 
a train from which German reinforce­
ments were alighting. In another 
area the British heavy batteries se­
cured direct hits on a German bat­
tery , and a battalion in column, in­
flicting heavy casualties. In other 
parts of tmr line the situation is un­
changed. Later details of the raid 
made by the Royal Welsh Fusiliers 
show that three enemy mine shafts 
were destroyed and that including 43 
prisoners brought back the enemy 
suffered about 150 casualties.

ALLIED STRATEGY EFFECTIVE.
LONDON, Te-Day.

The results of the staff conferences 
of the Allies at London in May and 
June arc becoming continually more 
apparent. The co-ordination of the 
Allied attacks on the Teutonic forces 
indicates evidence that the initiative

is passing from the Teutons to the 
Allies at nearly all points, as the 
French and British armies are now- 
engaged in reorganizing and prepar­
ing for a second phase of the .battle of 
the Somme. There is a comparative 
lull on the Western front arid Russia 
again takes the centre of the stage. 
To-day’s news from Petrograd is 
highly important in the light of the 
future development of the Somme 
battle. News that the Russians have 
captured 15,000 prisoners in the 
Dniester front appears to leave little 
doubt of the collapse of the Austrian 
forces between Buczacz and Stanislau 
which will greatly affect the army of 
General Von Bothmer, compelling him 
to retire northward, while the advance 
on Delatyn and the seizure of the 
railway cuts off Von Bothmer from 
his chief base of supply. The pro­
spects of Field Marshal Von Hinden- 
berg being able to make an effective 
diversion are believed here to be 
dwindling. While the Germans are 
desperately engaged in trying to meet 
the Russian offensive at Baranovitehi 
the Russian General Kaledines is de­
veloping a strong attack ôn both sides 
of the Kiev-Kovel railway. The ques­
tion arises ’among military men here 
as to how Germany can come to the 
assistance of her Austrian Allies 
without further denuding her forces 
on the Western front, and it is con­
sidered impossible for the Austrians 
to risk withdrawing more of her own 
troops from tire Italian front. It will 
be interesting to watch the reaction of 
the Western and Eastern fronts upon 
each other in the development of the 
battle of the Somme. There is a con­
tinued German offensive on the banks 
of the Meuse. Dissatisfaction is again 
being voiced by the British news­
papers at the inadequacy and vague­
ness of the British official reports, 
and the reticence or silence of General 
Sir Douglas Haig’s communications on 
important points, compared with the 
readiness with which tlie French and 
Russian commanders give details of 
operations, with greatly increased 
latitude permitted to special corres­
pondents on the Western front since 
the beginning of the battle. That the 
British authorities fully realize that 
their" hard task is far from ended is 
indicated by the steps which are being 
taken by the Ministry of Munitions for 
cessation of holidays for munition 
workers during July. The expendi­
ture of munitions at the Somme battle 
has been the theme of surprise of all 
correspondents at the front. The na­
tion is aware that nothing must be 
allowed to interfere with the main­
tenance of a full supply. The trans­
fer of Lloyd George to the Ministry 
of War has at last been officially an­
nounced. Lord Derby, who did valu­
able work in recruiting England’s im­
mense armies has been appointed Un­
der Secretary.

IT MUST HAVE BEEN A BAD ONE.
VIENNA, To-Day.

A defeat for the Austrians in which 
they were driven back nearly five 
miles mV the Delatyn-Kolomea road is 
officially admitted in a statement is­
sued by the Austrian War Office to­
day.

MEXICAN TROUBLE BLOWING 
OVER.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
The De Facto Government at Mexi­

co was informally notified through 
Eliseo Arcedondo, Ambassador desig­
nate, to-night that the United .States 
welcomed Carranza’s proposal to ad­
just all pending differences between 
the two Governments by direct diplo­
matic negotiations.

RUSSIA AND JAPAN.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

A Russo-Japariese political conven­
tion of two articles was signed to-day 
by the Russian Minister of Foreign 
Affairs, Sergius Sazanoff, and the 
Japanese Ambassador, Baron Ichiro 
Mpntono. The object of the conven­
tion is to unify the efforts of the two 
countries and to maintain a lasting 
and constant peace in the far east.

Pilot Missing.
DRIFTED OFF TO SEA.

Last midnight Messrs. Fred Lewis 
and Edward Malone, Master Pilots, of 
No. 1, went out to take in the S.S. 
Viking which cable here from Sydney 
with a cargp of coal. On reaching the 
steamer in the narrows Malone board­
ed her and in the customary way 
Lewis remained in the boat, which 
was tied on broadside to the ship and 
being towed along. The tow-line 
parted, it is assumed, and the pilot- 
boat was driven off. There was a 
motor engine in the boat, but this 
Lewis did not know how to operate, 
as Malone used to be his engineer. It 
was not until he had docked the Vik­
ing at Bowring’s South Side premises 
that Malone discovered the disappear­
ance of his associate and at once gave 
an alarm. The crews of Pilot-boat 
No. 2 spent all night searching for the 
missing man, but without succesà. 
Inquiries were rpade on the fishing 
grounds ■ and none of the fishermen 
there could give any information of 
Mr. Lewis’s whereabouts. This morn­
ing the tug D. P. Ingraham took part 
in the search, though up to 1 p.m., 
after cruising over a considerable 
yea, there were no tidings of the 
missing man. Mr. Lewis was one of 
our oldest pilots a resident of Coch­
rane Street, and a prominent figure in 
the East End.
