REVOLUTION IN RUSSIA.
LONDON, March 15.

A successful revolution is taking
place in Russia. The reactionary
party has been over overthrown. Re-
ports from Petrograd state that the
Duma, backed by the Army, succeed-
ed in overthrowing the Government
completely. The revolution centred
in Petrograd and Moscow. Promin-
ent reactionaries, including former
Premier Struma, have been imprison-
ed. The Government is mow in the
hands of a Committee of Safety. The
garrison at Pétrograd and Moscow
went in a body to the revolutionists.

Emperor Nicholas, of Russia, has
abdicated. Emperor Nicholas II. was
born in~1868 and succeeded his fa-
ther, Alexander III.,, Nov. 1st, 1894.

of Lngland The heir-apparent to the
Russian throne is Grand Duke Alexis,
who will be 13 years old in July next.

News of the revolution reached
London too late for the evening news-
papers, but it will not be altogether
a surprise to the public. The sudden
closing down of the Duma and Coun-
cil of Empire at Petrograd, the news
of which reached London on Sunday,
logeu}er with the news of food riots
in the Russian capital, which, accord-
ing to telegraphic reports were not
of a serious nature caused consider-
able suspicion here as to how events
were progressing.

The proclamation by the military
governor of Petrograd forbidding any
street assemblages and declaring that
any disorders would be  ruthlessly
suppressed, made it apparent that af-
fairs were graver than the despatchs
es allowed by Russian censors would
indicate. Then came two days of ab-
solute silence from Petrograd, which
extended even to official war bulle-
tins. Rumors began to circulate that
some kind of a revolution was hap-
pening. Although they were circula-
ted from Scandinavian capitals and
were declared to be groundless, sus-
picion remained.

On Saturday, how-
ever, appareutly without provocation,
the troops were crdered to fire on the
people marching through Nevsky
Prospert. The troops refused to fire,
and the police replacing them fired
rifles and machiné guns. Then came
a clash between the troops and the
police, which continued in a desultory
faghion throughout Saturday night

timation that the affair would grow
to the proportions of a revolution.
From then' until Tuesday morning
there was almost continuous fighting
in the streets. To-day the -city-
emerged from a week’s nightmare of
revolution and figuratively smiled
under a brilliant flood of sunshine
following a series of gray days ending
with a snow storm yesterday after-
non., Planks were pulled down from
the windows, and long-closed stores,
banks and business establishments of
every description re-opened
doors for ordinary activities, seem-
ingly having confidence in the new
temporary government. Little sleighs
for hire, the most widely appreciated
conveyances in Russian cities, began
to appear again on the streets, which
for six days had been absolutely void
of any means of private transporta-
tion. The newspapers with the ex-
ception of revolutionary publications
which sprang into life with the suc-
cess of the reveolt, failed to appear.
The street car service at noon had
not been resumed, but it was believed
the night would see the service run-
ning. The visible signs of the des-
perate clash for authority had tyrned
the ¢ity into a battle ground, were
the charred ruins of a jail which is
still pouring clouds of smoke sky-
ward. Here and there the remains

% i of other police institutions and homes
in the English papers, but from time |

of a few individuals who were re-
garded as offenders against the
rights of the people. In front of
other government institutions which
it was not seen fit to destroy, are
piles of, ‘charred embers showing
where wreckage of documents had
been dumped.

The Petrograd correspondent sends
the following despatch under date
14th: Your correspondent has been
in the streets both night and day the

ministers, except’ M. Protopopoff, had
resigned. The Imperial Palace, at
Tsarskoes Sets, is said to be in a
state of-siege, but thus far no firing
has been reported between the guards
defending the palace and the revolu-
tionist troops.
Michael Valeeriff, former chief of
staff had been offered a military dic-
tatorship on Monday, which was the
turning point in the battle between
the Government troops and mutin-
eers. All principal strongholds, ar-
senals, factories and barracks, includ-
ing St. Peter and St. Paul fortress
artillery headquarters, fell into the
bands of the revolting troops, and
the revolutionists were plentifully
supplied with rifies and ammuni{ion.
At the same time all prisons for poli-
tical offenders were thrown open by
the revolutionists, and prisoners
marched out to join in the battle
which spread from one part of the
town to another with the rapidity of
a thunder storm, and as the day pro-
gressed it became apparent that noth-
ing could stem the tide of the revolu-
tion which swept westward from the
neighborhood of the Duma and the
chief military barracks, up the
Nevsky Morskaya to St. Isaac’s Square
The economic and industrial life of
the city came to a complete standstill.
Two of the leading hotels which
housed officers were wrecked, others
gave restricted service to regular
patrons, and in response to an ap-
peal by the revolutionists’ committee
food to the
soldiers. The Duma was dissolved by
Imperial order, eflective March 11th,
the Imper.ai akase 1eadizg as follows,
“The sit‘ings of the Duma are ad-
owing tc exivacrdinary cir-
cuinstances until furiker notice. They
will be resumed not Jlater than
April.”” On Monday the Puma mem-
bers, except the rightists, met at the
executive session, notwithstanding
dissolution orders. Presilent Rod-
zianko, who presided, sent a telegram
to the Exmpercr informing him of de-
velopments and calling upon hihm to
listen to the voice of the people. The
hour has struck, he said, when the
will of the people must prevail. The
order dissolving the Duma was issued
by the Czar just before he left for the
front, recently. That trouble would
result was evidently anticipated. Re-
gidents of Tsarskos Sets were warned
1o make all arrangements and remain
in the suburbs for an indefinite peri-
od. The roads leading to the town
were guarded.

London.—Andrew Bonar Law, the
Chancellor of the Exchequer, announ-
ced in the House of Commons to-
night that Emperor Nicholas had ab-
dicated and that Grand Duke Michael
Alexandrovitch had been appointed
regent. The soldiers sided with the
Duma, but there was no serious loss
of life. The Chancellor added it was

comforting tc know that the move-
ment was not directed at securing
peace by Russia. A telegram re-
ceived by the Naval Attache to the
Russian Embassy in Paris reported
that the railways and public services
of Petrograd had resumed work,. said
Bonar Law. Only to-night, he said, a
message was received from our Am-
bassador to the effect that a state-
ment from the Puma announced that
the Emperor had abdicated and that
Grand Duke  Michael Alexandrovitch
had been appointed regent. There is
some comfort for us in the compara-
tive tranquility with which this
change has been conducted. There
is also real comfort. that all the Gov-
ernment information shows that the
movement was not in any sense di-
rected toward an effort to secure
peace by Russia. On the contrary the
discontent was not against the Gov-
erament for carrying on war, but for
not carrying it on with that efficiency
and energy which the people expect-
ed. .

The wires will be hot for

some time with news of

the truly amazing events

that have occurred and

are occuring in Russia.
The events themselves we may call
more momentous than surprising, for
the causes from which they spring
have been common knowledge for a
long time; but that they should have
taken place and effected such results
with so little bloodshed and disorder
is little short of miraculous. The fact
is eloguent proof how deep-seated and
widespread they are. A revolution
has come which has in a few . days,
almost in a few hours, transformed the
face of Russia and affected, nobody
knows to what extent, the fate of na-
tions. It was expected to come some
time, but by none in the midst of war.
Yet it is the war that is at the bottom
of it, and has educated the people by
bitter trial up to a realisation of their
position.” The revolution is a victory
for the Duma in the contest that first
assumeg serious proportions last
summer, but much more is it a vie-
tory for the people.

For days past there has been omin-
ous silence from the Russian capital,
which the food disturbances were
plainly inadequate to explain, though
they seem to have been the match that
lit the train long since laid. The
flame, once lighted, spread with great
rapidity, and already the nation seems
to be recovering itself. The German
influences, suspected to be too strong
to. be eradicated, have bheen, swept
away at a blow in the_persons of all
the infected ministers. Report says
that the hated Sturmer and Protopo-
poff have both been killed; if not, they
must be in prison. The Czar has ab-
dicated, and the German-born Em-
press is under. guard; the vacated
throne is occupied by the popular and
anglophile Grand Duke. The new
ministers are all popular and close to

the people. There does not seem to
be the slightest ground for misgiving.
No comment from any capital has yet
reached us, and it will be impossible
to make any until the situation'is
quite clear. When it does come, that
which is dated from Berlin will be
perhaps the most valuable. They will
know there exactly what it means,
and whatever they may say it will be
easy to read between the lines. Des-
pite the present dangers that are cer-
tain to exist, it looks as if a great
victory for the Allies had been won, a
victory which will soon translate it-
self into military terms. Ivan is in
the war to win it, and he now has
leaders whom he can trust. His
enormous power will be able to assert
itself. Probably the world has no con-
ception how far the might of Russia
has been paralysed by German intri-
gue, or what, freed and unfettered, it
will yet.achieve. It is necessary in
these times to speak cautiously of
everything, but to us the news looks
almost too good to be true.

St. Thomas's M.B.C.

There was another large gathering
of men at St. Thomas’s Men’s’ Bible
Class last night to hear the address
by Rev. Dr. Jones on the subject:
“Some things we are proud of in the
Church.” The reverend lecturer be-
gan at the signing of the - Magna
Charta, and showed how proud we all
are of it, the foundation really of all
our liberties, religious as well as po-
litical, and pointed out that notwith-
standing what is said sometimes, the
Church of England has always been
on the side of.the people; he showed
that the Church of England was al-
ways independent and was proud of
the fact; and of the stand the Bish-
ops had taken all during the Reforma-
tion; was proud of the breadth of the
Church, the only condition demanded
of those who wished to associate
themselves with her was the accept-
ance.of the Apostles’ Creed. There
were no set rules, only those based
on the Bible and the Ten Command-
ments; everyone is allowed liberty
of conscience, and he was proud of the
loyalty of the Church to the Throne of
England at the present time, and
stated that 46 per cent. of the enlist-
ed men in Canada are members of the
Church of England, and this notwith-
standing that denominationally the
Church of England in Canada takes
fourth place; it is stated, too, that
70 per «cent. of England’'s new . army
from all parts.of the Empire, the ma-
jority gf which are now fighting in
Fra. >®and Flanders, are members of
the Chuirch of England. These ad-
dresses are proving highly interesting
and instructive. Next Thursday even-
ing the subject will be “Some things
we regret in the Church.”—Com.

press and the pulpit, there is still
room for further consideration of the
subject; and it is eertain that before
the purpose be accomplished a big-
ger move will have to be made, and a
stronger agitation created than we |
hitherto have had.

It would someétimes seem that the
proper amthorities do not look upon
this question as being really vital,
for if they did, they should long ere
this have attended to it. The au-
thorities, no doubt, have a better un- |
derstanding of the situation than the
general public, and they have the Tre-
ports and statistics of past years to
go by, and they know what the num-
ber of our, juvenile offenders really
is, and how our records compare with
those of other cities of our &ize.

That the number is not Very large
we .are ggateful to note, and New-
fou_ndla..d ¢an well feel proud of her
record. But even at our best we shall
always find that a few lads will fall
away, and a few will wander into
forbidden paths. It is for the good
of this few_that we make our plea, for
few though they be, they are worth
the .attention of .the. State; but not
in the manner in which they have
hitherto been dealt with; and this is
why a Reformatory is needed, and
why those interested in social reform
have persisted in their claims.

The advocates of social reform are
sometimed severely criticised, and
very often they are charged with per-
sonal and narrow motives; but suchy
is fot the case: their chief desire is
to help the unfortunate and.to” uplift

be true reform. At the same time it
must be admitted that nafrowness
sometimes exists, and that a desire
to’ progelytize may sometimes be pos-

1 tion of our wayward lads and a house

gible. These are the weaknesses of
human nature; but they do not domi-
nate the intentions of those who truly
desire the welfare of the fallen fel-
lows.

There “are several important as-
pects of this question, but from what-
‘ever angle it may be examined, the
importance of the verdict is the same,
whether,. from the financial aspect, the
moral aspect or the community as-
pect. But the “value of the lad him-
self should not be lost sight of. To

As
a State question it should be above
all party prejudices, and beyond all
sectarian intentions; and unless it be

taken up and conducted on this broad
basis, it cannot become & successful

institution. But if started properly,
and placed under a Board of Control,
the movemeht should grow and flour-
ish and become the agency by which
many an . otherwise wayward life
should become an asset to the State
and a blessing to itself.

BRITISH GAIN.

LONDON, . March 15.

Another important gain has been
made by the British troops between
Peronne and Bapaume, according to
an official statement issued to-night.
Trenches on a front two and a half
miles running from south of St. Pierre
Vaast Wood to north of the village
Saillisel have been occupied. South-
east of Arras the Germans entered
British trenches. .

- HUNS- WILL NOT DEVIATE.

WASHINGTON, March 15.

Information which former Ambas-
sador Gerard laid before the State
Department refutes various state-
nients that Germany might be con-
templating altering her campaign of
ruthlessness, to avoid war with the
United States. From the evidence
Gerard brought, and that gathered
from other sources, President Wilson
and the State Department officials
expect that Germany is fully deter-
mined to continue her submarine
warfare in violation of international
law and in the face of the fact .that
such a policy will probably lead to
war with the United States. Wilson
will continue with a plan for putting
the United States in a state of arm-
ed ncutrality.

STRIKE CALLED.

The
Brotherhoods’ President, at a confer-
ence of railroad managers, made a
demand that”the provisions of the
Adamson law be put into effect at
once. The railroads declined and
submitted a counter proposition. The
counter proposition of the rajlroads
was. that- the entire controversy be
submitted to  Goethals’ Eight Hour
Committee. This proposition was re-
jected by the Brotherhoods and the
announcement was made that the
strike would go into effect. It was
semi-officially = announced that all
freight émployees of the New York
Central System, Baltimore, Qhio and
Erie, would cease work at 6 0’clock
Saturday afternoon.

PROTEST OF WOMEN.

GLASGOW, March 15.

Lively scenes were witnessed here
to-day when a procession of women
organized by the Socialists marched
to the City Chambers and protested
against the alleged holding up of the
potato supply. Most of the women
‘were of the artizan class. Several
banners were displayed, including one
reading, “no potatoes, no sugar, what

next?”

SUNK WITHOUT WARNING.

WASHINGTON, March 15.
The British steamer Vemnon, from
Dakar, frica, was sunk without
warning March 12th by a submarine,
presumably German, according to re-
ports from the State Department to-
qjg.y from the Consul at Liverpool.

FRANCE’S NEW WAR MINISTER.

LONDON, March 15.

Admiral Lacaze, Minister of Ma-
rine in the French cabinet, was to-
day appointed Minister of War pro
tem, according to  a despatch from
Paris to the Exchange Telegraph Co.
Admiral Lacaze succeeds General Ly-
autey who last week tendered his re-
signation.

SUPPLEMENTAL VOTE.

LONDON, March 15.
Andrew Bonar Law, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, to-day introduced in
the Commons a supplementary vote of
credit for sixty-four million pounds

! for the current year. The Chancellor

said this brought the total voted for
the year to £2,640,000,000, and since
the war began £3,792,000,000. Bonar
Law said it was a disagreeable sur-
prise that two hundred million pounds
sterling voted Feb. 12, was not suffi-
cient to carry on to the end of thd
financial year. He said £18,000,000
were required for wheat from Aus-
tralia, 23 million pounds for advance
to Britain’s allies and her Dominions,
and the balance for additional ex-
penditure on munitions. The Treas-
ury, said the Chancellor, expected 18
million pounds for wheat from Aus-
tralia would be paid during the next
financial year, and that the other
item, 23 million pounds for advances
to Britain’s Allies and Dominions did
not mean much. Advances are going
to be on a larger scale than had been
anticipated, and to simplify the ques-
tion, he added, they were paying the
money now instead of taking it out of
the vote of credit for next financial
year. The balance of 23 million
pounds had to do with munitions, the
requirements of shipping by the con-
troller and the acquisition of addition-
al vessels. With regard to munitions,
Bonar Law said the necessity for pay-
ments now was a satisfactory indica-
tion that deliveries were being made
more rapidly than in the past, on
which the Treasury based its esti-
mates for time payments. It was not
desirable, he said, to indicate how
much of the 23 million pounds was
for munitions or how much for ship-

ping, but he was able to say with re- |

gard to ships that the work had been
concluded at an earlier date than had
been expected.

He
found himself ill at ease in his posi-
tion, being unable to adopt himself to
political life.. He wished to resign.a
few weeks ago on account of the op-
position which developed in Parlia-
ment- to hig bill. requiring that men
rejected as soldiers on account of
physical defects be again examined
and pré_yiding for the incorporation of
priests._im. fighting units.. In handing
his resignation to" the .Premier the
Geéneral said his decision was ire-
vocable. " 'After he left the chamber
he went directly to the War Ministry,
despatched the pending business and
announced his resignation to his
staff. )

FRENCH OFFICIAL.
PARIS, March 15th.

East of the Oise a surprise attack
wlhich we made. in the region of Mou-
lin Sous Toutvent enabled us to take
prisoners, says to-day's official state-
ment. There was rather spirited
artillery fighting without infantry ac-
tion in the region of Maisons de
Champagne. There is nothing to re-
port from the remainder of the front.

FORCING THE WITHDRAWAL.

LONDON, March 15th

Brigadier General Frederick Maw-
rice, Chief Director of military operas
tions at the British War Office, to-day
stated that the withdrawal ‘of the
Germans from the Bucquoy line on
the Somme front was taking place
faster than anticipated and that the
new line might soon be on the reverse
side of the Bapaume ridge.

SECURING THE FORCES.
LONDON, March 15th.

Duma has despatched  telegrams to
the commanders of the Baltic and
Black Sea Fleet and Chiefs of the
Armies ofi the Northern, Southwes-
tern, Western, Roumanian and Cau-
casus ffonts, requesting the Army
and Navy to 'preserve absolute calm,
to be sure that the struggle against
the foreign enemy was not suspended
or weakened even for a single mo-
ment. The Committee issued a state-
ment pointing out that at the present
moment when facing an enemy who
wishes to take advantage of the tem-
porary weakness of the country, it is
absolutely necessary to make every
effort to maintain the power of the
Army. The blood of the Russians
who have died during the past two
and a half years of war has pledged
the peoplg to do this. .The officers of

the Petrograd garrison at a general |

meeting unanimously agreed to re-
cognize the authority of the execu-
tive committee of the Duma until the
formation of a permanent Govern-
ment.

THE MILITARY SITUATION.

LONDON, March 15.

Reviewing the military situation of
the past week, Brigadier-General
Maurice said: As I stated last week
the Germans are withdrawing from
the Bucquoy line even faster than I
expected. Probably they soon will
give up entirely the forward slope of
Bapaume ridge, and retire to the re-
verse slope, where they are not so0
exposed to our artillery. The month's
roll of German prisoners already to-
tals a thousand. 'Much-loose talk has
been heard lately regarding aerial su-
premacy. Such supremacy can only
be gained by actual battle. We won
by such medns during the Somme
campaign, but the test. of this year
has yet to come. The Germans at the
close of the Somme campaign were
finding their air service in bad shape.
They have . been economizing since.
While we usually had - five machines
to their one, maturally our losses have
been small. At the same ' time the
German figures must be taken with a
grain of salt. Every time they-drive
one of our machines down, they re-
gard it as a corps.

NEW PUBLICITY CHIEF.

John Buchan has been appointed
chief of the Foreign Office Publicity
Department. He will be able to co-
ordinate and invigorate a department
which (like every other department in
these days) has not escaped outside
and inside criticism. Mr. Buchan,
who is till under 42, has had a volume
of experience that would satisfy many
men for a life record. I believe that
before he was eighteen he wrote—
and, what is much . more, he got a
responsible firm to publish—a book
about Lord Bacon. When he was at
Oxford, where he won the Newdigate
and the Stanhope Historical Essayand
was President of the Union, he found
time to write several romances and
to “read” for a well-known publisher.
He was 26 when called to the Bar,
and in the same year he went out to
South Africa as Lord Milner’s private
‘secretary. After the war he joined
the firm of Messrs. Nelson, where he
proved that a practical grasp  of
business affairs could go with schol-
arship and romantic writings. He
was, I believe, the begetter of the
sevenpenny novel, which the Nel-
sons published and other firms imita-
ted, and also of the idea of cheap for-
eign editions of contemporary Eng-
lish books, and he is responsible for
Nelson’s “History of the . War.”
About six months ago he was gazet-
ted as a second lieutenant, but his
work was of a responsible and in-
teresting character. In entering the
Foreign Office he joins a service with
which he has already had some
familiarity.

SPAIN AND iR ALLIES.

It may be accepted as one of the
signs that Spain is more and more
inclining to work in association with
the Allies that, according to advices
which have been received in an au-
thoritative quarter here from Madrid,
an Italian Mission, representative
particularly of the Ministries of
Foreign Affairs and Commerce, is ex-
pected to arrive in the Spanish cap-

tain that the United States has long
had such a compact with the South
American Republic in the event of
Germany provoking a breach. A
gentleman recently in Brazil tells
that when Portugal came into the
war there was a surprisingly strong
feeling there that the Republic
should support her cousins on the
Tagus. That, of course, is only the
element in the decision of a nation,
but the anti-German feeling in these
Republics has grown very much, I am
told, in the past year. The tremen-
dously enthusiastic reception which
the members of the Shackleton Ex-
pedition received as they passed
through the Afgentine and Chili much
surprised them. It was the first op-
portunity- that the -South Americans
had had to show their goodwill to-
ward the Allies.

HERB CULTIVATION FOR DRUGS.

This country being so largely de-
pendent upon foreign source for its
supply of drugs, shipping develop-
ments are being carefully watched by
operators in this market. Compara-
‘tively few of the medical substances
of vegetable origin are produced in
this country. Since the war we have

been largely dependent upon neutral

countries for augmentation of- sup-

plies. Slowly but steadily we are_

becoming more independent as re-
gards chemicals used in medicine;
but we cannot hope to be self-
supporting so far as vegetable drugs
are concerned, although there is a
possibility that in due time every
item of four vegetable materia medica
will be grown on a commercial scale
within the British Empire. The
‘needs of the moment, however, must
be considered; and since it is com-
mon knowledge that such drugs as
bella donna, digitalis, henbane, pep-
permint, and a score of others can
be grown to perfection on British
soil, it is really surprising that the
medical herb-growing movement has
not made faster progress. I am
