Refrigeration in
New Zealand.

The fisheries of New Zealand, as

well as those of Australia, are in
course of development,
grounds being of great richness and
the demand for fish considerable and !
growing. it is also deSired that an ex-
port business be built up, especially
with the Far East, so far as concerns
the cheaper varieties of fish. One of
the chief things aimed at by the Fish-
eries Department is to establish fish-
ery- stations with cold-storage equip-
ment and ice-making plants at various
places along the coast. It is.proposed
officially that a State system of loans
should be inaugurated on favorable
conditions in regard to interest and
repayment. A short time ago a special
commission was appointed by the gov-
ernment to investigate the northern

fisheries of New Zealand. One of the |

results is the government scheme on
the lines mentioned for the provision
of refrigerating establishments.

According to a computation made by
the New York Times, from the most
authoritative of official: statistics, the
deaths directly due to the war or in-
directly inflicted by it number be-
tween 16,000,000 and 20,000,000 over
7,000,000 of which were military and

over 10,000,000 civilian. Of the civilian
deaths over 100,000 were directly
caused and nearly 10,000,000 indirect-
ly caused by it. The total casualties of
the Allies is placed at 20,901,435, and
of the Central Powers 12,492,217. Of
the killed the Allies contributed 11,-
076,715, and the Central Powers 12,-
812,5642. Great Britain is reported to
have lost 515,890 killed, Canada 60,-
383, Australia 54,431, India 28,000,
France 1,385,300 Italy 460,000, Russian
1,700,000, Serbia 322,000, the United
49,498, and Belgium 20,000.—Halifax

As a matter of fact, there was naver
a better way of teaching spelling than
the old-fashioned and now obsolete
method of the “little red schoolhouse,”
where the importance of spelling was
recognized—perhaps overestimated—
and pupils “toed the mark” and en-
gaged in daily competition. Those who
could not spell—and there are those
who have no sense of alphabetical re-
lationship in words—were always at
the foot of the class.

Bpelling and the multiplication table
defy new fashions; both are matters
of rote and memory.. The child of
twelve who spelled the name of her
street “Pencilvainyia” demonstrated in
‘her own way that symbolizing of ideas
and soundd is a dual function of the
written word, but that a purely phone-:
tic spelling involves a host of difficul-
ties. 4

, In the endeavor to mitigate {he ter-
rors of spelling, schelars have more
than once attempted philological re- |
forms. In 1873 a society of college
professors compiled . a list - of 3,000
words which were to be changed ia
spelling—if the public could be per-
suaded. In 1900 a sqciety for simplified
spelling became temporarily active,
and spent considerable money in at-
teration propaganda.

F. Sturgis Allen, gederal editor of
Webster's International Dictienary,
and a lexicographer of reputation,
tells the Yale Reéview that. che dif-
ficulties of our present spelling have
been greatly magnified and that it
will never be possible to spell cor-
rectly ‘according to any system with-)
out study, adding: “A little analysis
and computation show that the aver-
age educated man carries in his mind |.
without difficulty a4 million or more
of the words in his reading and speak-
ing vocabulary.”

It therefore takes neither years nor
tremendons mental effort to fearn to
spell. A difference in spelling is often
the guide to a distinction in meaning,
thus “thyme” and *“time;"~though pro-
nounced similarly, mean very differ-
ent things. -

We object to the use of symbols for
words that distract the attention be-
cause of their strangeness. Ability to
spell, “according to present establish-
ed gtandards, i§ essential in so many
émployments. the inability is so fre-
quently taken as an evidence of lack
of education, that the present genera-
tion should npt wait for a simplified
