An amendment of­
fered by A .R McMaster, of Brome, 
aiming to strike out any compulsory 
features, was previously defeated by 
a majority of seven.

Fortune Is smiling on the Lunen­

burg fishing men ■ this spring. With­
out unusual difficulty they landed a 

■ large catch on the early spring trip, 
and now, if the hews we hear Is jtrue, 

’they are going to get a big price for 
It In our last issue we said that the 
views of local buyers favored not more 
than 17.50 as the new season’s jirlce, 
but now it appears, that out of pure 
kindness of heart a Lunerburg buyer 

. has gone on record as being willing 
to pay $8.00; In fact he has paid this 
figure for at least one cargo. Against 
this, local exporters declare that as 
foreign markets are at present it 

: would be Impossible for them to make 
any profit on fish costing them $8.00. 
However, It may he that these mark- 

! ete will move np to accomodate them- 
1 selves to the new situation. Such 
things have happened before and may 

i likely do so again. The most In­
teresting thing in connection with the 
present situation, howevef, is not the 

: harassed feeling of the firms who ex­
pected to get supplies at between $7.- 
00 and $7.60 per qtt, and must now 
pay $8.00, but instead, what does this 
higher rice mean in profité to Lun­
enburg? The answer is an extra 20 or 
twenty-five thousand dollars thrown 
Into thé-lap of the tollers Of the sea. 
This Is of very considerable monetary 
Importance even in tiie richest com­
munity per capita in Canada. But 
it Is also Important from another 
standpoint—one ■ which we harp on 
at every opportunity—the psychologi­
cal effect. Every Lunenburg skipper 
and foremast hand must now be more 
assured tljan ever that the fisherman’s 
life is the life for him. What other 
Industry, aside from “rum running,”

It affords the Telegram much 
pleasure to be in a position to­
day to publish the reply of the 
Right Honorable Sir Robert 
Bond, P.C., K.C.M.G., to the 
citizens of St. John’s who some 
time ago preferred a request, 
at a public meeting, that Sir 
Robert address them from a 
public platform in the city. 
The reasons for being unable to 
undertake this, at the time, are 
given in the reply. Briefly Sir 
Robert was too ill to consider 
travelling and the strain that 
would naturally be placed upon 
a constitution enfeebled through 
sickness, in making an address 
at a public meeting place. Even 
at the moment Sir Robert is 
but slowly—though it is pleas­
ing to note, surely—recovering 
from a three months’ attack of 
pneumonia. The gist of the 
reply is based upon the orgy of 
expenditure indulged in by the 
present Government, and meth­
ods that should be adopted to 
check it if Newfoundland is to 
swing clear of the financial 
breakers that are ahead of the 
Ship of State. The iniquitous 
piling on of taxation and the de­
bauchery of squandermania 
which have characterized the 
Administration and marked 
them as incapable of dealing 
justly with the people are also 
dealt with. “There can be no 
reduction of taxation until a re­
duction is first made in the 
Civil Government.” There is no 
person who is so obtuse that he 
will not agree with this.
