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A ‘Colossal
Undertaking.

The announcement of the
nomination of an English Bar-
rister by the Secretary of State
for the Colonies to conduct the
investigation into the irregular-
ities which led to the downfall of
the Squires Administration
again diverts the attention of aIl
to our public affairs.

Beyond the fact - that a
thorough investigation has been
promised, little is known either
with regard to the constitution
of the Committee of Investiga-
tion, the extent of its powers,
the nature of the charges with
which it will have to deal, or
against whom they are made.
. There is no purpose served, so
far as we can gee, in withholding
this information from the pub-
lic, patticularly in view. of the
fact that as the Imperial Con-
ference takes place in October,
the Prime Minister will be
absent in all probability during
the early stages of the enquiry.

It I8 generally agreed .that
gsuch an undertaking 1is beyond

“the capacity of one man who has |.

no knowledge of the intricacies
of our cumbrous departmental
machinery, and that it would be
asking to6 much of anyone, how-
ever brilliant his qualifications,

to expeet him to become familiar:

with them in the short time at
his disposal. The a‘ppolntment of
two local men to the Commission
would help materially to make
the enquiry thorough, and would
assist the nominee of the Home
Government in arriving at a just
and satisfactory decision. Surely
it will not be confessed that we
cannot produce two men sans
peur et sans reproche.

There are many Departments
from which reports of leakages,
irregularities, or cylpable blun-
ders have emanated, and  from
revelations during the past week
it would appear that the warn
ing, whick should have been
sufficient to ensure a rigid su-
pervision in the public offices,
has not been seriously taken to
heart.

In the past there has been
great laxity in dealing sum-s
. marily with civil servants who
have been found guilty of mal-

practice. The law should be al-

Jowed to take its course, and dis-
missal from office shotild e the
inexorable rule of the service. If
respect for public funds is not
observed by some, then they
must be made examples of
promptly, in order that others
may see that such conduet will
not be tolerated. .

There is a wide field for the
investigators to cover, and every
facility must be given them,

Once again have the inteffial dis-
turbances-of thé esrth wrought havoc
and death and t6-day Tokio, the capi-
tal of Japan, Yokohama, the chifef
seaport afid several other towns have
been suddenly devistated, atd ac-
cording to the cabled message, 100,-
000 dead have been so far accounted
fof. Owing to the faect mt most of
the centres of the disturbance have
had all communication cut off, it will
be some time before full particulars
are known, but it would Appesr to
be one of the most appalling disas-
ters of recent times. :

The last disaster of similar dimen-
sions oceurred in Messing in Siecily;
