The shooting is said to be the result of an old feud between 
the two, Egan having arrested Christian on severa" different oc­
casions during the past two years. Christian is said • iave madey 
the remark at each and every time that it would be cly a short, 
time until he would “get” him. The shooting was mv t sensational' 
as the streets were crowded at the time with hundreds pedestrians. 
The wounded man was shot in the back about tour iches below 
the right shoulder, the bullet coming out of his side r.f - the top ot 
the stomach, inflicting a severe intestinal wound.

After being shot Egan walked a 
short distance and asked for a gun. He 
staggered a short distance, and just 
as hie was falling was assisted1 by a 
number of bystanders. who rushed 'him 
across the street, where medical at­
tention -was given. A few minutes 
later he was taken to the Galt hospital, 
where It was necessary to perform an 
operation Immediately.

Christian la Arrested.
Christian, after firing the shot, 

started off In an opposite direction, 
running Into the arms of Sergeant 
Kronimg of the police force, who pulled 
his gun and commanded: him to throw 
up Ms hands. Christian handed over 
hiia gun, and1 was escorted to the city 
police station, where be was locked 
up ten a separate ceB. where he talked 
of the crime.

"Egan tied: ordered me out of town 
on several different occasions, end at 
one time was Instrumental In having 
me sent up for stealing a watch. When 
he passed me on the street he applied 
a. vile name to me. and I promptly 
pulled out my gun and shot. I am not 
sorry that I shot him. and would do it 
again under the circumstances, as I 
will not take the name that 'he called

Victor^, B. C., Sept. >8.—The first 
semi-annual* meeting of the Canadian 
Mining Institute in session here, pass­
ed a resolution today urging thé Don* 
inion government to appoint a min­
ister of mines.

F\i*l details of the settlement have 
not been received by meal dispatchers, 
hut ft Is said the shorter work day will 
hot affect the present force at present, 
the men working the additional two 
hours per day and! receiving overtime 
therefor.

The shorter month, of 26 days will 
affect the force In that each man re­
ceives four days off per month.

The Increase of 12 per cent, will 
mean approximately $5 per month for 
each dispatcher, coupled, .with the two 
hours per day overtime; and 2,600 men 
are affected.

As yet no details have been received 
of the arrangements the company wUl 
make to meet the changed conditions, 
but the sentiment along the line is that 
the men work only a ten-hour shift and' 
got seek the overtime.

The settlement Is entirely satisfac­
tory to local dispatchers, who are 
pleased that the matter was adjusted 
without recourse to drastic action.

Mr. McGeougk’a Statement.
Chairman McGeough, 6>f the local 

committee at Saskatoon, explained that 
the increase will mean that the ma­
jority of the dispatchers will now be 
receiving $160 a month, Instead of $154, 
as formerly.

"For the entire system -it will mean 
something like an annual Increase of 
$300,00(L" said ^Chairman McGeough.
"Under the agreement, station agents 
will not only receive their Increase, 
but will have their hours reduced, as 
will .the dispatchers, from 12 to 10 
hour, a day.

War-rood, Minn., Sept. 18.—The In­
ternational waterways commission eat 
here this afternoon.

The trouble, however, nas 
hot beep with the automobile owners 
who keep their machines for rent at 
garages, but with those who remain 
at the.stand near the Canadian Pacific 
Railway- depot. These chauffeurs base 

i their charges on the cynical theory of 
“ail! the traffic will bear." In other 
words, a number of them have been 
accustomed to taking whatever they 
can get, and the amount of the charge 
has varied with the relative difference 
between the "nerve" of the chauffeur 

' and .the meekness of the victim.

Ten Thousand Odd Fellows 
Parade Winnipeg StreetsPer Ton

Winnipeg, Sept. 18—The big feature of the Oddfellows’ conven­
tion here today was the monster parade which took place in glorious 
weather. It is estimated that about, ten thousand members of the 
order walked in tlie procession with about thirty bands representative 
of all parts of the continent.

Headed by the Patriarchs militant they made a fine showing 
and the local lodges and those from Western Canada, which were well 
represented, we're loudly cheered by the thousands whto lined the route 
of the procession. The bands from the United States with a good 
grace caried with thme Union JaJcks in addition to their Stars and 
Stripes and their thoughtfulness brought forth many hearty cheers 
from the populace.

During the day fourteen special trains trought their comple­
ment into the city to take part in the procession and the streets were 
busy all day, even before the parade started. Good order was pre­
served throughout, despite the fact that it took about. an hour and 
three-quarters for the procession to pass a given point. The streets 
were all roped off and the crowd was at all times orderly and ap­
preciative of the music given by the bands, and played by the Kilties, 
of whom there were no fewer than four. In the evening the ball of 
the Patriarchs Militant was held at the Arena rink and was largely 
attended. The other sessions of the day were of a purely private 
nature and little of general interest was done. It is expected that the 
next session will be at Buffalo but there are strong rivals from Los 
Angeles.

Science of Aviation Will. 
Revolutionize Modern War

CANADIAN -PEACHES SENT 
TO BRITAIN

CAMBRIDGE, Eng., Sept. 18—The science of aviation ap­
parently is to revolutionize warfare. An official an­
nouncement was issued tonight that the army manoeu­

vres had been abandoned and that a military conference would 
be held here tomorrow morning to adjudge the results and ex­
plain the cessation of operations. This surprising situation has 
arisen from the fhet that the rival armies have reached a sort 
of stalmate. Owing to effective air scouting, entailing a con­
stant change of tactics, no broad plan of actioji has been pos­
sible. A series of minor engagements were fought today at 
various points, and when the day closed the exhausted armies 
were still in such positions that neither was able to claim that 
it had secured an advantage of the situation and they were so 
close together that thç only possible issue was a pitched' bat­
tle at the bayonet point.

The king was again for many hours in the saddle, watch­
ing the operations, which were a disappointment from a spec­
tacular viewpoint.

The British army manoeuvres began on Monday and were 
scheduled to continue until September 20. On the opening 
day the manoeuvres were characterized by the brilliant work 
of the flying corps, one airship squadron and two areopUne 
squadrons being attached to each army. Both aeroplanes and 
airships did scout duly for hours and all the (movements of the 
rival armies were speedily conveyed to headquarters.

First Carload Now on Way; Others

Ottawa, Sept 18.—Canada has be­
come an exporter of peaches. A car­
load of selected fruit from the Niagara 
district is being sent each week to 
England- The business is the result of 
an exhibit at the Crystal Palace last 
year.

ICELAND DECIDES TO
"LICENSE A LOTTERY

Copenhagen, Sept. 18.—With the view 
of increasing its revenue, the Icelandic 
government has granted a concession 
to a lottery promoting syndicate. As 
the Icelanders have little or no money 
to spare for lotteries, the syndicate 
has obtained the right to sell tickets 
in Denmark, where a more profitable 
field is afforded for their enterprise.

Lotteries are increasing In favor In 
Denmark, and tbs Danish government, 
which already guarantees four such 
ventures, reaps a substantial revenue1 
from this source, and also from gam­
bling on race courses, of which the 
state gets a fixed percentage.

Chicago, Sept. 17.—Although it sold 
•100,000,900 worth of farm implements, 
the International Harvester Company 
last year made only •160,000 to profits, 
or1 fifteen-Hundredths of one per cent., 
according to K. C. HaMtins, the presi­
dent, who testified today before a spe­
cial examiner in the government’s suit 
to dissolve the corporation under the 
Sherman anti-trust lew.

Questions were asked by the govern­
ment attorney# to show that the In­
ternational Harvester Company of 
America was merely the selling agent 
of the International Harvester Com­
pany of New Jersey, and that the lat­
ter company wee to make aU the 
money.

•nice as to enable you to sell so. that 
yob will have neither a lose nor a 
profit?” asked Edward P. Qrwvencr. 
special assistant attorney-general.

commencement of the rise, subject al­
ways, of course, to ordinary market 
fluctuations and periods of “ups and 
downs,” but with the general tendency 
in an upward direction.

U msfoiV Churchilt^ggertddAdame scheme W 
local self government in the different districts' in 
Great Britain, which doubtless wilt be adopted 
shortly after the passing of the Irish Home Rule 
bill. Some such change seems absolutely neces­
sary if Britain is ever to get through or get to the 
vast amount of business that is piling up before its 
congested parliament.

Mr. Churchill intimated that he favored a num­
ber of smaller local parliaments. There-would be 
one for Ireland, one for Scotland, one for Wales, 
and a number for England. For instance he sug­
gested a parliament for York, another for Lanca­
shire, one for the county of London, and qpe for 
the Midlands.

These different districts, with the exception of 
Wales, are about equal in population, each district 
having about four million people, which is about 
twice the population of the province of Ontario.

The change suggested will be an important one, 
hut a very reasonable one. As the districts will be 
created after the central government instead of be­
fore, as was the case in Canada and the United 
States,- doubtless they will receive less extensive 
powers than the provinces or states did, which 
will not be disappointing or unfortunate.

The time has come for some internal change in 
the administration in Great Britain and the movç 
suggested by Mr. Churchill is a very reasonable 
one.

■trade has been the persisting fashion 
of the hobble skirt. The silk industry 
of the whole Lyons district was only 
worth, roughly, a little leas than 980,- 
000,000 in 1911, whereas since 1897 It 
has not fallen below that total except 
in 1905, when it was a few hundred 
thousand; dollars lees. Only two years 
agio it reached' over 980,000,000, and 
since Fashion issued her decree for 
skimping skirts It has cost Lyons • 
atktoit 912,500,000.

In technical language this less is 
attributed to the “crisis of yardage’’*' 
consequent on the prevailing style. 
Previously a dress required1 anything 
between 14 and 19 yards of narrow - 
width silk, whereas nowadays the 
minimum Is four and the nSextauum 
not more than riSven and1 a half. This 
alone would' be bad enough', but after 
all the quantity of silk dresses has Its 
limits. What Is perhaps almost more 
serious to that the "entravee" has al­
most efontneted underskirts, and- silk 
petticoats are no longer worn to any 
extent with tailor-mades— or Indeed 
with any costumes of today. There 
have been other contributory causes, 
such as political uncertainty, bringing 
about a general feeling of uneasiness 
In all trades, and, of course the in­
creased, cost of living, which has been 
more marked In France, perhaps, than 
anywhere else. This has prevented 
many from spending on luxuries, and1 
silk dresses and- underwear are not 
precisely cheap or necessaries.

But the principal cause, on which 
the Lyons tirade insists quite rightly, 
of the crisis In silk is the prevailing 
fashion, which does not seem at all like­
ly to weaken. Hawing once enjoyed 
the convenience and comparative 
economy of a short and close-fitting 
skirt, not to speak of its becoming ap­
pearance when not exaggerated, wo­
men are loth to accept any change. 
The heroic attempt to introduce “pan­
niers,” and thus employ a few quite 
auiperfloue yards of material, has alto­
gether failed, and a reasonably tight 
skirt looks as it It had come to stay, 
much to the despair of Lyons.

The sfl'k industry always has had, 
and always will have, to reckon with 
Fashion. It is Its slave, and to meet 
the wihtms of such a mistress calls for 
great Ingenuity, skill and forethought 
on the pert of manufacturers, quali­
ties for which the great Lyons houses 
have always been famed. This time, 
however, they are in a fair way to he 
defeated.

Pekin Government as Yet Un­
able to Impose-Its Will 

Upon Provinces
Cultivation of Poppy Brings Up 

Problem Presaging Many 
Difficulties

Shanghai, Sept. 17—The inability 
of the Chinese Government in -Pekin 
to Impose Its will upon the various 
provinces has been again exemplified 
m a remarkable manner, and the time 
when the powers will be able to rec­
ognize the Republic of China is farther 
off than ever. It is reported that 
there is a recrudescence of the culti­
vation of the poppy throughout the 
province of Hunan ; and the people 
of that province, on being remon­
strated wlffli, telegraphed to Pelun 
stating that they were “vehemently 
opposed to the suppression of the 
cultivation of opium under the Man- 
chu government, and that compliance 
with the Imperial Edict was only 
gained by the adoption of forcibe 
measures.

Recently there have been many 
instances in Hunan of the defiance, 
and in some cases the murder, of the 
deputies sent by the government to 
destroy the poppy crop. The prov­
incial authorities plead that they are 
powerless to resist the popular im­
pulse, and there can be "no doubt that 
the province is drifting back to the 
cadditions that obtained a few years

MOVE RAPIDLY
Efforts to Supplant 01d Regime 

With Modern Source 
of Friction

Some Difficulties With Which 
Reformers A re. Confronted 

in Flowery Kingdom
P«kin, Sept. 18.—The Republic of 

China has been having its tro-Jbles. 
The younger set, of the student class, 
seem not content to let the reforms 
work themselves out, but clamor in­
cessantly for a complete turning ove 
of government and social principle; 
to whiqh their fathers and grand­
fathers, thousands of them still living 
have for generations been accustomed. 
They insist upon hurrying the regen­
eration of the gigantic empire. They 
cry for the impossible and grow liot- 
ous when it is not accomplished. In 
addition to this the long state of un­
rest has made it impossible for the 
government to attend properly to its 
finances. The lot of president Yuan 
Shi Kai is by no means an enviable 
one. He seems, however, destined to 
make a success of his efforts because 
he has the support; not only of the 
more sober and enlightened of the 
radicals, but also of the discerning and 
patriotic leaders of the old order of 
.things. This was never more appar-

I

ent than during the recent outbreak at 
Pekin, when the new army, so well 

ago jvith regard to^poppy cultivation.; equipped and disciplined, grew restive 
* " r * ~ * and threatened to cause trouble. AnThe atrogance of the province has 

now reached a very dangerous point. 
The Cantonese openly defy the Pekin 
authorities; recently a scheme was 
formulated for the establishment of 
ah' opium farm at Yunnan to meet 
the local demand foMhe drug and for 
export to Tonking." Chekiang also, 
when taken to task for the non-ob­
servance of the treaties with Great
Britain set at defiance the order of actual pillage and massacre, although
the Government, and its determinat­
ion is certainly not weakened by the 
recent heavy crop of opium that has 
been harvested. Notwithstanding the 
treaty obligations of the Government 
and it’s instructions to the provinces, 
at the moment the poppy is being 
cultivated in Kweichau, Shansi, Sze­
chuan, Chekiang,- Kiangus, Fukien 
and Yunnan.

In Yunnan smuggling has been ex­
tensively practised for some time, 
while the opium divans, which are 
closed, are being gradually opened in 
spite. of. the law. The system of 
granting permits to» smokers which 
was in vogug was continued under the 
new Republican regulations, but the 
number of permits has been reduced 
from thousands to hundreds. In 
spite of this prevalence of the habit 
has not declined; in fact, instead of 
people openly admitting that they 
smoke, they conceal, so far as possible 
their addiction to the drug; that is the 
only change that has been effected. 
With Yunnan defying the Govern­
ment and inaugurating an opium farm, 
it is not surprising that the farmers inr 
Hunan should seize the first oppor- 
tuity of returning to the cultivation 
of a profitable crop, 
f ft may be argued, quite legitimately, 
in these circumstances, tljat until the 
various provinces have decided indi­
vidually to fulfill the treaty oblige­
rons which have been entered into on 
their Jtçhalf, AO weight can be attached 
to the promises made by Peking. Day 
by day the provinces are asg^ming 
more definitely the position of a num­
ber of States without any agreement 
as >t,o federation, but entertaining 
hopes of the arrangement of some 
SefiSTEe plan iff the more or less dist­
ant future. The Central Government 
does not govern; it is busy making 
laws (hat will not be obeyed. Mean­
while President Yiian-Shj-Kai has 
frankly admitted that he is unable to 
control the actions of the eighteen 
province's, and at the same time asked 
for the patience of the Powers to en­
dure for a further season the violation 
of treaties and the neglect of moral 
obligations on the part of China.

G. Dixon, state commissioner of 
health for Pennsylvania, who an 
nounces that he finds that the diph­
theria death rate recently had been 
reduced 50 per cent, by. administering 
larger doses of antitoxin to patients.

When taking office Dr. Dixon re­
duced the death rate from 42 to 8 per 
cent, by distributing free antitoxin. 
The doses as administered were of 
3.000 units each. Thé doses have since 
been increased to 5,000 units, and thd 
rate as shown by the latest figures in­
dicates that instead of 8 per cent, the 
rate is now 4 per cent.

MARRIAGE IS 6EC0MINC 
UNPOPULAR IN ITi

Rate Is, Now Lowest Since the 
Establishment of Civil Reg­

istration in England

Every 'Year Women Take a 
More Active Part in Life 

of the Nation
(By W. Hamilton Rhodes.)

London, Sept. 18.—According to the 
official figures in «the Registrar Gen­
eral’s returns, marriage is rapitMy be­
coming unpopular.

During the first three months of 1912 
the marriage rate fell to 9.8 per 1,000 
of the population, which" is 1.5 below 
the manriage rate of the ten preceding 
first quarters and is the lowest re­
cord of marriages since the 'establish­
ment of civil registration in this coun­
try.

These alarming figures are rendered 
more significant by a corresponding 
decline in the birth rate of 2t9 per 
1,000 below the mean birth rate in the 
ten preceding first quarters.

These figures.are causing considera­
ble discussion among scientists, and the 
belief that the falling marriage rate 
is due to the increasing love of pleas­
ure and independence among young 
women is rapidly -gaining ground in 
many quarters.

"I think the increasing unpopularity 
of marriage is undoubtedly due to the 
growth of 'Independence among mod­
ern women, and I am sure there will be 
a still greater, falling off in the mar­
riage and birth rates in the future,” 
said Dr. Ezekiel Boyd.

“Every year the. women of Great Bri­
tain are taking a more active part in 
•the business life of .the nation. They 
are becoming perfectly capable of earn­
ing their own livelihood, which means 
•that they have pleasures and pastimes 
of their own. This independent exist­
ence has its attractions, which are mis-' 
sing after marriage.

This disinclination to marry has 
awery seri-ous aspect for the women, 
for they arrive at middle age, finding 
it increasingly difficult-to provide for 
themselves, and 'past the age when it 
is easy for -them to £Lnd husbands.”

The official hints for the improve­
ment of London’s telephone service has 
been received with hilarity of a de­
cidedly bitter nature by those who have 
had reason to complain of the defects 
of the system. It Is not likely, how­
ever, that much betterment is the pre­
sent conditions can be attained until 
the promised new exchanges ha^e been 
established and placed in working ord­
er. Some five new centres ate in con­
templât! on—four in the west and one 
in the city. The Post Office authorities 
hope ih ‘this way to" get -rid of the ex­
isting congestion of business, with the 
annoyance and delay now experienced 
by subscribers. At the same time, no 
responsible person is Inclined t'o believe 
that' the service, even under present 
conditions, is so very ba4 as some of 
the newspapers here represent It.

A quaint example of the irony of 
events is furnished by the plight of 
the Amalgamated Society of Railway 
Servants, which has in its day been re­
sponsible for many strikes am& strike 
threat's. It is now faced with a threat­
ened strike among its own clerical 
staff. The men concerned are all ex- 
railwaymen, tyho have been dismissed 
by various -dam-panles on the allegation- 
that they are -too prominent in stir 
ring up 'Strife. Several of these mal­
contents were taken Into the employ­
ment of the A.S.R.S., and a« -their wag­
es do not come up to the approved 
trade union level they threaten to make 
trouble.

At the beginning of October, when 
•tramps return to London from ‘the 
country, and the 'homeless poor In 
crease in number,* a new departure is 
to be made in dealing with these in­
dividual social problems. A scheme 
has ^>een arranged by which anyone 
w1ho is without the price of a night’s 
lodging, which may be fJxëd at 10 
■cents,, -can obtain shelter and food 
Hitherto the police have hesitated to 
proceed against those -sleeping out in 
view of -the absence in many cases of 
suitable accommodation. A commis 
sio-ner of police has now offered to ar­
range that police con-stables on night 
duty shall carry tickets to be handed 
to homeless persons whom they may 
come across on their beats. The tick­
ets are presented at an office to be 
opened d-n the Strand, which is to act as 
a kind of clearing-'house for vagrants,

Mme. Sarah Bern-har^t wll-1 be fulfil­
ling an engagement in this country at 
the time of her next birthday, October 
23, when she. will be 69. A number of 
her English admirers have decided that 
£n address of congratulation shall be 
prepared and presented to her -on the 
occasion, the signatures to be obtained 
from representatives of literature, f6e 
drama and art, and of the social life of 
the country generally. Blank sheets 
for signatures to be attached to the 
memorial are to lfe available at places 
of public resort, including theatres’ and 
clubs. The address, with the signa­
tures, will afterwards be engrossed on 
vellum and bound as a volume.

Rumor ascribes to the Kaiser an In­
clination to come "to England In a short 
time on a private visit in the hope 
t-hat the change of air will effectually 
complete his recovery.

LOOKS LIKE DELAY IN THE 
REDISTRIBUTION DILI

Government Has a Great Deal 
of Work on Hand and Out-, 

look Discouraging

Hard Session Is Certain and 
Borden Is Ill-Prepared to 

Break New Ground

Ottawa, Sept. 18.—There Is a prob­
ability of the redistribution bill being 
delayed for a year by the government 
Instead of. being brought down at the 
coming session of parliament as ori­
ginally intended. Since the reassemb­
ling of the premier and his colleagues 
and their preliminary look around at 
the general political situation eCh'd at' 
the immense amount of work ahead, 
both In , catching up with arrears in 
departmental administration and in 
preparing the legislative programme 
for the coming session, they have de­
veloped a 'decided scare. They realize 
that a “hard fighting session is before 
them, and as yet they are ill prepar­
ed either to recover lost ground or to 
break into new.

The tariff and naval questions, 
transportation problems, the banking 
act, trade , matters, etc., will all have 
to be dealt with this year, and on 
none of these has the government 
yet reached any final or definite pol­
icy.

The voice of the West is also troub­
ling the sleep of the ministry. Un­
der all these circumstances there is 
now a growing feeling among the 
members of the government that the 
next year will not be a good year 
for an election. The tide which 
(Swept them into power last year has 
already receded too far.

If a redistrttbution bill were passed 
this coming session, that and the in­
sistence of the west for an early el­
ection, coupled with the promise of an 
appeal to the people on the naval 
issue might well justify the Liberals 
in forcing an appeal to the country 
by following the same tactics as were 
adopted last year by the Conservative j 
opposition. The postponement of 
the redistribution bill until the follow 
ing session might lighten the burden 
of Vork ahead of the coming session, 
and would most certainly prevent 
an election being forced upqn tpa 
Government unwillingly.

It could, moreover, be reasonably 
postponed on the score that there is 
no urgency, and that other matters of 
legislation are more Imperative.

On the other hand, the habitual 
tramp obtains short shrift. After 
spending the night at the poorhouse 
he suffers the uauai period1 of deten-, 
fion and gets the allotted' task. Fi­
nally he Is given the “way ticket," so 
that he has no excuse for begging. 
Very soon the poorhouse masters be­
gin to took askance at the man. who 
persistently presents the ticket, and 
his Journey from village to village and 
from poorhouse to poorhouse in the 
counties where the system prevails is 
not made any too smooth. The tramp, 
finally seek» a county where ’ this 
method does not prevail, so these 
sanctuaries are beginning to adopt the 
system ee self-defence.

The system only becomes successful 
when the householders co-operate.

The NowTraffic Men Are

Montreal, Sept. 18.—The presence of 
a number of western traffic men 
among those who 'have come to the 
city for the joint conference of the C. 
P. R-, G. T. R., and C. N. Rt traffic men 
regarding- western freight rates, indi­
cates that the chief point of Interest 
at the meetings will be the western 
protest against high freight rates.

iE IN THE GAS 
BILLS

Assistant Manager Harrington 
of Western Canadian Nat­
ural Gas Co. Denies'Charges

Says a Few Complaints Due to 
Mistaken Readings Have 

Been Rectified

That there has been any general In­
crease in the gas bills of consumers, 
or that they even approximate the bills 
under the old system of artificial gas. 
Is denied - by the Western Canadian 
Natural Gas, Heat, Light & Power 
company of Calgary.

"We have had no complaints of over­
charging,” said Assistant Manager 
Harrington of the company yesterday, 
"except In a few instances where mis­
takes were Made in the reading of 
meters, which since have been recti­
fied.

“I might cite my. own bill for the 
last month as an example. My bill 
for the natural gas, under precisely 
the same conditions that we formerly 
used artificial gas, was $2.60, whereas 
In previous months, using artificial 
gas, the smallest of my bill»” was 
$13.14. If you care to compare our 
bills for last month with the ledgers 
of the old company you wll find the 
same differences right down the line. 
For instance, a certain restaurant on 
Second evenue east had a gas bll last 
month for artificial gas of a trifle over 
$4, while the same restaurant found 
that the previous month, using artifi­
cial gas, the bill was- $16 and some 
cents.

Tendency to Use More Gas
“There is a tendency in one direction, 

however, that must not be overlooked. 
I suppose I have visited personally 
3,006 kitchens in Calgary, and In a large 
majority of them found both a gas 
range and a coal range. In other 
words, the artificial gas was used spar­
ingly and the coal bill was high. With 
the natural gas, consumers are doing 
away with the use of the coal range 
and as the coal bill goes down, the use 
of gas increases. «-

“For a good many years I was con­
nected with a gas cbmpany In Duluth, 
^hich charged at the rate of $1.75 a 
thousand feet for gas. The gas plant 
finally was taken over by the city, and' 
the price cut to $1.65, then to $1.50, 
$1.35, $1 and finally to 76 cents. A 
year after the last price went Into ef­
fect, a careful examination of the bills 
of consumers showed that they were 
practically the same as when the old 
company was charging $1.76 a thousand 
for the gas. But, of course, the use 
of the gas for all kinds of purposes 
had increased immensely.

Pressure Makes No Difference
"As to the question of mose gas be­

ing forced through the pipes by hl£Her 
pressure, that Is impossible for two 
reasons. The first'is, that if It were 
so, the bills of all consumers would 
show the same average Increase In­
stead of the decrease which Is appar­
ent. In the second place, the gas to 
flowing through the same meters and 
If you understand the bellows system 
by which the meters work, you will 
see that an Increase- of pressure would 
Make no difference In the rate that 
the meter feeds the gas to the service 
pipes In the house. Then again, our 
gas Is natural gas, but it 1s supplied 
by artificial pressure, so that there 
to practically no difference in the sys­
tem of applying the pressure."

The sending of special agents from 
Washington to Canada to enquire Into 
the causes for the emigration of the 
people northward is conclusive evi­
dence that the movement has assumed 
such proportions as to call fo-r action 
even froifn the optimistic Uncle Sam, 
writes T. St. Pierre in 'the Winnipeg 
Free Press. ,

Although the showing made in the 
last Canadian census did not quite 
meet the expectations to which the 
reports of the immigration officials 
had given rise, there is accruing other 
information which' demonstrates that 
during the last decade a great and 
favbrable changé occurred in the 
movement of population In this coun­
try.

The most pleading part of the in­
formation is to be ftotmd in the statis­
tics which have just been compiled in 
Washington giving the birthplace of 
the inhabitants of the -republic. The 
appearance of these tables after each 
decennial census has long -had a spe­
cial interest for Canada.but $t was 
a melancholy feeling to which they 
g-ave rise in the breast of every pa­
triotic Canadian, because eaéh census 
showed a rapidly, increasing ' number 
of natives of this country Who had 
gone -to live under the Stars -and 
Stripes. At last the pendulum -has 
started to swing back; and 1f there is 
some satisfaction in attracting 
large number of Immigrants from -the 
four corners of «th* world, there muet 
be greater rejoicing at finding that 
Canada is now well on the way to be­
coming Indeed the country for the 
Canadians.

157,000 In Year 1850 
The emigration of native Canadians 

from the older provinces of Canada to 
the south and western states has been 
a plague to our rulers almost since 
•the origin of -our government. The 
first American census In which the 
birthplace of the people was reported, 
that of 1859, showed 157,900 natives 
of Canada living In the United States. 

Jj Then the building of ral-l-roads across 
•the boundary, the opening of the Mis­
sissippi valley to agriculture, the 
creation of an American manufactur­
ing Industry, the discovery* of gold In 
California, even the war of secession, 
would contribute to increase - t'he flow of 
population southward. The National 
Policy of 1879, as everybody knows, 
proved a diismal failure in stopping 
•this lose of Canadian blood, and even 
the building of the Canadian Pacific 
was without any appreciable Influence 
In settling the country. There never 
was a larger annual Immigration from 
Canada to the United States than dur­
ing the years 1880 to 1999.

The extent of this loss cam only be 
measured by reflecting wel‘1 on the 
following figure®: There were dn 1900 
1,183,225 natives of Canada in the 
United States, with 1,719,412 children

But 
it is evident now that the policy of 
national development pursued be­
tween 1900 and 1910 has produced an 
Impression. For the first time in sixty 
years the number of native Canadians 
In the State» hoe not materially In­
creased during the elapsed decade. Its 
actual increase has been Only 2.2 per 
•cpnt,; and we must consider in -con­
nection with this fact "that now the 
loss Is far more than counterbalanced 
by the Immigration from the United 
States to Canada. Another significant 
fact is that while In 1990 Canada sup­
plied 11.5 per cent, of the foreign born 
population of the republic, our pro­
portion in 1910 was reduced to 9 per 
cent. I

Still we now find 1,198,999 native 
Canadians living In the States and 
the field for the repatriation of these 
•wanderers I« an inviting one. The 
distribution of the Canadian -popula­
tion between the aeverafl states ils of 
great interest In that connection. The 
following table shows, by states men­
tioned, the -distribution «f natives of 
Canada, distinguishing between Eng­
lish-speaking and, French-speaking 
Canadians, a distinction which was 
first introduced in the American enu­
meration In 1890, upon the suggestion 
of the writer -of this article.

The following table «hows the num­
ber of natives of Canada, living In the 
United States, and the etatee named, 
distinguishing between English and 
Frendh - speak! ng.

(These figures are subject to re­
vision as those given f or the individual 
states would show a larger total then

Oregon, 12,090; Montana, 13,999; Col­
orado, 9,900; and Idaho, 5,000. The 
state showing the smallest Canadian 
born population was South Carolina 
with only 278. Between Florida and 
Colorado, Texas and Oklahoma show 
the largest Canadian population, each 
having about 3,090.

Many In New York.
Of the Canadian Born population of 

New York -state one-'half resides in 
and around Manhattan Island and not 
less than 16,-990 in Buffalo and 9,000 
In Rochester. Chicago’s Canadian 
population is on the decrease, but 
there is an increase in Boston, De­
troit, Cleveland, Providence and es­
pecially Seattle, Spokane and Portland. 
In foot the -present emigration from 
Canada to the States must he explained 
by the attraction of the American cit­
ies for the English-speaking sons of 
Canada. There is also a trace of the 
inability of the Maritime provinces to 
hold their population In the increase of 
the number of Canadians in Maine and 
Massachusetts. The French Canadians 
have shown the greatest readiness to 
be -repatriated, there being a n-otable 
decrease of the number of natives of 
Quebec In all the leading states, even 
such centres as Fal-1 River, Lowell and 
Worcester, showing -the falling off. /

The most significant fact is that the 
central states—Ohio, Illinois, Michi­
gan, Minnesota, Wisconsin and Iowa— 
lost their attraction for Canadians, 
when the great Canadian west was re­
vealed. U 1» from these great agricul­
tural communities that Canada will 
now continue to draw. -

under date October 6, 1890, Sir Henry 
Lucy quotes in the Comihill Magazine 
a thrilling ghost story told him by. a 
lady bearing a name highly honored In 
the United States.

She was pro­
foundly startled, but arguing with her­
self that it was only a dream, «he de­
termined to go to sleep again, and suc­
ceeded.

Again she was awakened with the 
hand nervously stroking her face and 
the Mood-curdling cry, "Oh, mother! 
mother!" It mas no use trying to sleep. 
She got up, half dressed, lit a candle, 
got a book, and sat In the armchair till 
daybreak, nothing further happening. 
As soon as she heard the servants mov­
ing she rang the bell, and the chamber­
maid came in with a startled look. To 
her the visitor related her experiences.

'Wes, marm,” said the chambermaid, 
"I told them they ought not to have 
put you In the. room. He was only 
carried out an hour before you came."

"Who was carried out?" said the lady.
"Why, the young man who has been 

lying here for a fortnight in delirium 
tremens- and died a couple of days ago. 
He was always stretching out his 
hands, feeling for something, and cry­
ing in heartbreaking voice, "Oh, moth­
er! mother!"

New York, Sept. IS.—The financial 
community was rather more interest­
ed today in the visit to this city of 
a representative of the treasury de­
partment than In the movement of 
stock. It is understood that the treas­

laying exact facte before Secretary 
MacVeagh.

Our banks suffered a further loss of 
cash and call money which opened at 
5 per cent, hovered around t)iat point 
for the greater part of the day. Time 
rates were unchanged from yesterday 
but the supply was decidedly more 
scanty. Reports -that some of the 
banks were demanding better collat­
eral 1ri loans were discredited.

The stock market opened with some 
Indications of a resumption of yester­
day’s activity and higher movement. 
Most of the leading issues, particular­
ly the anthracite shares, H&rrlman 
and Hill issues and numerous Indus­
trials and special stocks were up from 
substantial fractions to a point, some 
of these gains being extended In the 
very busy forenoon.

PURE BRED RAMS FOR 
FARMERS OF THE COAST

They Are All Prize Animals, and Co6t 
From $15 to $36 Per Head

Torontç, Sept. IS—For the exten­
sion of the sheep ranphing industry tQ 
all parts of the Dominion, a whole 
train load of pure bred rams aqd 
grade ewes all raised in Ontario, 
something like 2000 head, is being as­
sembled at the Union stockyards, 
Weet Toronto, this week and will be 
shipped to British Columbia and the 
maritime provinces on Friday and 
Saturday. ’

The work of buying and arranging 
for the distribution of the sheep has 
been under the direction of <JpI. B: 
MoCrac, of Guelph, Col. R. McEwen 
of Byron, and R . H. Herding, of 
Therndale, who compose the commit' 
tee appointed by the Dominion Sheep 
breeders association last winter.

As much a* thirty dollars per head 
has been paid for some of the rams, 
one farmer stated today that he had 
sold rams to the committee at prices 
from fifteen to .thlrty-slx dollars per 
head. The ewes averaxed ten dollars 
per head- Some were prize winners 
at the Canadian National Exhibition 
this year. The plans fqf establishing 
the Industry in districts adapted to 
sheep raising where few sheep or 
none now exist are subject to the ap­
proval of the department of agricul­
ture. The scheme Is being financed 
by the Dominion Government which 
gave the commissioners $16,000 to 
carry out the Idea.

ULSTER’S SOLEMN PLEDGE 
«GIST* ROLE

Signing of the Covenant Is Set 
for Ulster Dayt Sep­

tember 28

On That Day Thousands of 
Men Will Pledge Themselves 

Against Home Rule
(By Timothy J. O’Connor)

Dublin, Sept. 19.—Arrangements for 
the signing of the Solemn League and 
Covenant cm Ulster Day, September 28, 
In Belfast, are complete. In every 
quarter of tbe province of Ulster the 
Protestant cummunKles will raise tael 
protest against home rule. In the 
sparsely populatedi districts, as well as 
in the busy commercial and Industrial 
centres of the North of Ireland the 
day will 'be set aipart for tire duty of 
subscribing to the pledge to refuse to 
recognize an Irish parliament or to 
obey Its Jaws, and 'hundred* of thou­
sands of men will covenant to resist 
the domination of a Nationalist gov 
ernmient In Dulbtinv In the whole 
series of conventions and enormous 
political gatherings held In Ireland In 
the last thirty years. It Is doubtful 
whether they wtil equal in magnitude 
or In effect the extraordinary program 
to be carried through on Ulster Day.

The scheme which has been dT$uwn 
up by tbe Unionist leaders In Ireland 
Is that services shall be attended by 
Protestants in the Church of Ireland, 
Presbyterian and Methodist places of 
worship, and that the congregations 
shall afterwards sign the covenant. 
Oh home rule there Je no Une of di­
vision between, member* of the Church 
of Ireland and Nonconformists. They 
stand solidly against It. and In order 
■that they may show tbeir complete 
unanimity In whet they sincerely be­
lieve to be the defence of their faith, 
they will forget all differences on re­
ligious questions aipd) will join together 
at service* conducted1 by ministers of 
other denomination* than that to 
which they belong. In the country, 
Church of Irelandmenand) women will 
go to Presbyterian or Metbodtst chap­
els and vice-versa, but in the towns 
the people win go to their own 
churches or chapels and afterwards 
meet at appointed rendezvous to ap­
pend their names to the covenant. In 
Belfast there will be a service in t> e 
cathedral, at which ministers at all 
Protestant denomination* will take, 
part.

The Ulster Day committee have ap­
plied to tbe Belfast corporation for 
the use of the city hall for the purpose 
of enabling the çltlzena to sign the 
covenant on Ulster Day. The Im­
provement committee held Its weekly 
meeting recently and the fourteen 
members of that body who were 
present unanimously resolved to rec­
ommend' the corporation to accede to 
the request. The corporation will 
meet to a few days, and there Is no 
doubt the members «n take the same 
view as the improveroebts committee. 
A large number of business men are 
signing a requisition to the lord mayor 
asking htol to declare Ulster Day a 
bank holiday. If the city hall is used 
on September 28 tt to probable that Sir 
Edward Carson, who wHl be the first 
to stgn the "covenant, will go to the 
vlvlc headquarter* to append his name 
to the document. The other Ulster 
Unionist leaders wHl follow, and when 
the signatures of the meet important 
men In the city are published the peo­
ple to Énglamd will realize how deep- 
seated is tbe fear of the commercial 
community of the Mbnth that home 
rule will bring ruin and strife Into the 
.province. There to an earnest desire 
among the workers to sign in the same 
piece a* Sir Edward; Carson. Doubt­
less they would tone to put down their 
names at the same time. That to im­
possible, tout If, as to not unlikely, 
tables are arranged round the corri­
dors on the ground floor and first 
floor, a hundred men can sign every 
minute.

The government are alarmed at the 
preparation* being made By Unionists 
to defeat the home rule bill and’ to re­
sist the parliament It proposes to cre­
ate. Dublin Castle hàa already tried 
to keep down the number of rifle clube 
in Ulster. The chief secretary’s office 
has eeked for the names of members 
of these clubs to foe submitted1.

The government are also doing their 
best to stop a movement of Which the 
lord mayor (or Mr. R. J. McMordle, 
M. P.) is president. It to proposed to 
form a body called "The Young Citteen 
Volunteers of Ireland," the Idea being, 
a* the lord mayor himself eald, that 
boy scouts and lads In boys’ brigades 
might continue their Interest in-drlll 
after they have reached the age when 
they have to leave those organizations, 
wrote to the war office asking on, 
iw-hait terms rifles of no use for service 
could be obtained for drill' purposes. 
The reply received is not encouraging, 
but it to said that It will not prevent 
the organizers from procuring old 
weapons suitable for drilling. ■The 
reply wee a* follows:

They were not to 
bo deterred by a paltry threat to Im­
prison tbe leaders. If Sir Edward 
Carson and Mr. Borfar Law were im­
prisoned tomorrow, fresh leadens would 
arise In every town and village.

In several of the rural districts of 
Ulster the Insure ore Act to being Ig­
nored; but up to tbe present no prose­
cution has 'been instituted There Is, 
however, ample evidence to show that 
the commtorionems ere meeting with 
numberless more difficulties In admt»- 
totsring the act than they antotpated 
Apparently not a single farmer or 
agricultural labourer basis good word to 
say for the legislation, andi ft several 
meetings resolutions have been adopt­
ed demanding that the act be at onoe 
amended til the direction of exempt­
ing the agricultural districts. Perhaps 
the greatest hostility to the act to 
Ulster Is yt 'be found In the northwest 
of the province, where at least one 
association has been formed for the 
purpose of resisting its enforcement. 
Ope farmer, giving tile own experience, 
stated that during the past twenty 
years he he* not toad a workman or 
servant off ill for a. week at a time, 
so he did not ee* why toe should pay 
a tax to meet a contingency Which wa* 
not Hkely to arise. a second farmer 
stated, t hat If taxe* went on, I narrating 
as they had been «Inc* - the present 
government ejeme into office, farmers
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might e* well hand) over their farms to 
the government. A* It stood, the In­
surance Act would kill agriculture In 
Ireland, and by Increasing unemploy­
ment cause more emigration.

A largely attended meeting of stock

Mr. W. Field, M. P„ Who presided, 
said that owing to the existing re­
striction* tbe prices of cattle had fall­
en. Unless tat cattle could be re­
moved from the pastures the men 
who bought cattle to flatten would be 
unable tq purchase stores. The money 
Involved in the fat cattle trade 
amounted to $22,500,000, and In. the 
stone cattle trade to $55,000,000. They 
ask for facilities, such as were granted 
28 years ago. when cattle end sheep 
were allowed Into the taira, and. after 
inspection; could be sent to the mar­
kets.

The lord mayor of Dublin said that 
the limit had1 been reached so far -as 
remaining quiet any longer was con­
cerned. He moved a resolution asking 
that the English ports should be open 
to Irish live stock under the condt- 
tiers which were to operation* 28 
yeans ago, and that the injected areas 
should he made as small as possible, 
tout should be subject t6 the * most 
stringent regulations. . The resolution 
also contained an expression of the 
opinion that it wee an Injustice to 
cattle traders and fanners In the south 
and west of Ireland that the exporta­
tion of stores from ports In those dto-

tricts was not allowed, end that flat, 
cdttle were only exported tor imme­
diate slaughter ait foreign wharves.

HEALTH SHOULD BE DEALT 
WITH BY DOMINION

Toronto, Sept 18.—"Health ts not 
only a matter far municipal and pro­
vincial consideration.” said Dr. C. A. 
Hodgetts, medical adviser of the **•-« 
mission of conservation, in Ms address 
as president of the Canadian Health 
Association today. "It also should be 
dealt with by each national govern­
ment."

A national government would have 
at its command greater resources for 
the study of the relation of tie people 
to their environment animat* and In­
animate, than the provinces or munici­
palities.
