‘Was announced
yesterday by Mr.  W. E. Scott, deputy
Minister of ‘Agriculture.

This appointment may be sald to mark
an epoch-in the history of the adminis-
tration of agriculture by the government
of British Columbia. ‘With all the enor-
mous and repid qWelopmnnt that is go-
ing on there is th€ most pressing neces-
sity that no efforts shall be omitted to
ensure that' the progress of agriculture
shall keep pace with it, and add to the
stability  of the welfare of the whole
community.

The guidance and establishment ot the
fruit industry may be sald to have
passed the experimental stage and to be
running smoothly and well, but Mr.
Scott has felt for some time that, with
all the onerous duties that bis depart-
ment is already called on to cope with,.
sufficient attention to the promotion of
the breedmg of live stock has been im-
pessible, .

Mr. Bodwell explained that an op-
tion ‘on the Dunsmuir mines had been
given to Mr. R. T. Elliott of Victoria
to arrange a sale through a Mr. French
in /Portland at $11,000,000, Mr. French
in turn arranged with Mr. Z. Hamilton
of Victoria to g6 to New York and try
to sell the property there. Mr. Hamil-
ton first came over to Vancouver,
where he met Dr. Munro who agreed
to advance him a -certain sum of
money to go to New York and if he
put the deal through he was to allow
Dr, Munro a share of the commission.
At this time Mr. Hamilton through
communications he had had was aware
that Sir Willlam Mackenzie and Sir
Donald Mann were coming to the coast
and it was suggested that they might
buy the property. Mr. Hamilton men-

ter got in touch with Mr. Brown, who
being cnnected - by relationship with
Sir Donald Mann, was thought to be a
‘good person to sell the property to
him.

The Donovan mill in Aberdeen résumet
today with 40 men, of whom five are
Hindus.  Employment agencies n the
large northwestern ecities are trying to
send men, but the agncies are picketed
and the men notified that a strike is
in progress. Apparently the strike
agitation here will be kept up indefin-
itely. Only unskilled mill laborers and
longshoremen are involved. e

Pickets at the mills in this city to-
day were few. In Aberdeen crowds of
men and women stood at the mill en-
trances and. jeered the strike-breakers
as they went to and from their work.
