THEF COUNTY COURT CLERK DEAD,

Mr. Walter McKenzie Passes Away After
Holding Office Over 50 Years,

Another of Toronto’s old landmarks passed
away on Sunday, at his residence, ‘‘Castle
Frank,” Rosedale, in the person of Mr.
Walter McKenzie, clerk of the County Court.
Mr. McKenzie had occupied that position
since 1888, and during his fifty odd years of
service he was faithful, honest and tireless
in the discharge of his duties. Previous to
his appointment he took an active part in
suppressing the rebellion, and his influence
was tly felt throughout the whole com-
munity, At that time he lived on what is
now known as Yorkville-avenue.

Up to Jan. 10 last he had enjoyed excellent
health, but ort that date he was seized with la
grippe, which terminated fatally on Sunday
afternoon.

Deceased was of Scotch descent and was a
member of the Plymouth Brethren. He wasa
firm believer in own doctrine and com-
manded respect wherever he went. His wife
has been dead many years. He leaves one
daughter, Mrs. -Hoskin, wife of Mr, John
Hoskin, Q.C. His successor, pro tem., is Mr.
T. H. Bull, the well-known Clerk of the
Peace.

A CHANGE OF VENUE ASKED,

The Credit Foncier Franco-Canadien’s
Libel Suit Against Farmer Enoch Price.
At Osgoode Hall yesterday Mr. George

Ross applied to Mr. Justice Robertson on be-

balf of defendant for a change of venue in the

suit for $5000 damages for libel brought by
the Credit Foncier Franco-Canadien Com-
pany against Enoch Price, a farmer, formerly

'of East Garafraxa. His Lordship reserved

his decision until to-day or to-morrow.

In the course of the argument His Lord-
ship remarked that prima facie every action
arising out of Toronto set down for trial in
Toronto was wrongly brought here for trial,
and he would so hold until his decision was
overruled.

The claim for damages is based upon two
letters signed by defendant and inserted in The
Orangeville Sun and Dufferin Post, in which
he states that the Credit Foncier Compan
did not adhere to the agreement made wit
him, that its dealings were thoroughly un-
satisfactory, that thc:iy charged him %5 inter-
est which they should not have charged, and
insisted upon an insurance which they had
not mentionéd in his application. rice
concludes: ‘‘Atlast I became so annoyed and
disgusted that I paid $90 interest in advance
in order to get the mortgage discharged and
to get rid of the company. I would advise
farmers to give the company a wide
berth. If they do not they will no doubt
meet with the same treatment I received at
its hands.”

Plaintiffs claim that the check for the
amount of the advance was sent to Orange-
ville, where Price resided, and was not cashed
until a few days after its date and Price
complained that he should be charged in-
terest not from date of check but from the
time he cashed it.

Plaintiffs also contend that the letters
imply they were  dishonest and fraudulent in
dealing with their customers, hence the claim
for damages. .

Mr. Price enters a plea of justification.

THE LEADER-LANE AWARD

Ex-City Solicitor McWilliams Defends His
Connection with the Affair—-Mr, Justice
Rose and His Opinion.

At the meeting of the City Council last

Lnight, this letter was read, being addressed to

the Mayor and the aldermen:

‘“ GENTLEMEN,—In the City Solicitor’s
letter, dated May 20, 1890, appearing in
Report No. 9 of the Committee on Works,
which will come before you for adoption this
evening, I observe that the last clause but
one states that ‘in the opinion of Mr, Justice
Rose the bylaw is so drawn that the city has
no option to abandon the work’ It is a
matter of regret to me that the whole judg-
ment in full was not reported to the com-
mittee. Whatever may have been the inten-
tion, I am told that the effect of the letter is
to give me the credit of having placed the
City Council in what is regarded as an
awkward if not embarrassing position. Per-
mit me, in justice to myself, to say that
neither the facts of the case nor the learned
judge's judgment warrant any such in-
ference,

“‘Sec. 402 of the Municipal Act provides:

“In case the award relates to property to be
entered upon, taken or used as mentioned in sec.
801, and in case the by-law did not authorise, or
profess to authorise, any entry or use to be made
of the property before an award has been made,
except for the purposes of survey, or in case the
bylaw did profess to give such authority, but the
arbitrators find that such authority not been
acted upon, the award shall not be binding on the
corporation unless it is adopted by bylaw within
six weeks (after July, 1800, three months by 53
Vic., cap. 50, sec. 12), after the making of the
award, and if the same is not so adopted the
original bylaw shall be deemed to be repealed and
the property shall stand as if no such bylaw had
been made, and the corporation shdll pay the
costs of the arbitration,

“In this case the bylaw did profess to give
authority to enter upon and use the property
for the ug)oees of widening Leader-lane.
It was in the bands of the learned coun-
sel appointed to conduct the arbitration
for the city and he must be presumed to
have conducted the arbitration under the
statute and with regard to its provisions. In
his judfiment (a cogg of which I herewith en-
close) Mr. Justice says:

“] am asked to refer the award back to the arbi-
trators to find whether the authority to enter
upon the property contained in the glaw had
been acted upon, with a view to enable the city to
pay the costs of the arbitration and abandon the
froceed ani?s under Sec. 402 of the Municipal Act.

t is m est that such a course would work a
great hardship upon the tenants, the Simrms,
who have practically been prevented utilizing
their interest in the property since the proceed-
ings to expropriate commenced. It is not dis-
puted that the arbitrators were not asked to find
upon such question. nor was any evidence placed
before them to found a decision, but it is said that
the landowners and the city acted upon the as-
sumption that apart from any such finding the
award was one re(ilulrlnx adoption. am
not able to say ow that was; the
evidence is conflicting. There may have
been erroneous opinions formed, but
as in my opinion the bylaw did authorise an
entry before an award should be made, the award:
was one which would become binding without
adoption. I do not think sec. 402 of the Municipal
Act, cap. 184, R.S.0., throws any duty upon the
arbitrators to en?:ire without evidence being
specifically placed before them for adjudication,
and in my opinion the onus of procuring such
finding lay upon the municipality.

‘I must,of course, accept the responsibili
for mistakes (if any there were) made !g
me while I was city solicitor, but I do not
think that you, gentlemen, or an impartial
public, will find fault with me for jealousl
guarding my professional reputation.
think in this case, in fairness to all parties,
the judgment should have been reported in
full to the council. Had this been done it
would not have been necessary for me to
supplement the report.
