Grover Cleveland was yesterday elected 
President of the United States. The House 
of Representatives also remains Demo­
cratic, but with a Republican Senate. Mr. 
Cleveland’s platform of tariff reform will 
only stand a moderate show of realization. 
Only by a change wrought on the members 
of the Senate can that be brought about.

But in regard to the foreign relations of 
the states Clevsland as President will cer­
tainly not be so hostile to Great Britain 
and Canada as Mr. Harrison was under thcj 
auspices of Mr. Blaine.

Nor do we think that Cleveland, if he had 
any ideas in regard to recipjocity, will 
limit their application to countries south of 
the United States and excluding her neigh* 
bor to the north, and it just may be that 
Cleveland will bo disposed to establish re­
ciprocal trade relations with Canada benefi­
cent to both countries. •

AN ANARCHIST HORROR.

Six Men Killed While Making an Exami­
nation of an Infernal Machine.

Paris, Nov. 8.—An explosion occurred 
in this city to-day by which two policemen 
and four men lost their lives ana another 
was fatally injured.

The affair was undoubtedly the work of 
Anarchists seeking revenge against the 
Carmans Mining Company, whose long- 
continued struggle with their employes was 
amicably settled a few days ago.

The iufornal machine was discovered by 
the cashier of the Carmaux Co., who notic­
ed it lying in the entresol of the building. 
The cashier called the policeman, who, ac- 

panied by the company’s porter, took 
the bomb to the station. The clock work 
movement in the interior* of the infernal 
machine struck while the four men who 
were killed were standing over and ex­
amining it. Instantly there was a terrific 
roar and shock and the work of destruction 
was done.

Their Suggestive Nomenclature.
The dames that the Japanese give to 

these wonderful flowers breathe poetry and 
delicate suggestion, but unfortunately the 
names they give them in America lack sug­
gestive and descriptive qualities. In fact, 
about the only name of a variety at all rich 
in description is that of Mrs. Lsngtry, a 
beautiful white Japanese variety of good 
size, with lacy petals that shade 
purest white to a pinky gold. Tlje blooms 
are of a luxuriance that certainly might 
suggest the Jersey lily.

The difference between the Japanese spe­
cies and the Chinese species it that among 
the former varieties the petals fall away in 
a reflex fashion from the centre; while In 
the case of the flowers of the Celestials the 
petals curve in toward the centre and the 
richest of the coloring is hidden from eight. 
The Chinese varieties are very popular in 
England, bat on this tide of the water the 
free and gorgeous luxuriance of the Japan­
ese flowers i* preferred.

The Creme de 1» Creme.
The most beautiful of the Chinese varie­

ties is probably the Mrs. Dixon, a clear 
yellow flower, whose petals rise from the 
stem and curve up in the fashion of a grace­
ful cone, y Louie Boehmer 
deal of attention from its peculiarities, but 
it ii lees beautiful than curious. It is a 
large cabbage-shaped flower, purplish pink 
in color, and the under side of its petals, 
which only is visible, is frosted over by a 
series of minute and moss-like spines.

Byl Estate Fallacies and Facta.
The old-time difference between the 

•view» of a buyer and a seller—alluded to 
in one of the meet ancient of books—in re­
gard to the value of what Is being bargain­
ed for is the difference between what the 
taxer» of property assess it for and the 
taxed person who owns it. It is hope! 
to expect such diverse interests to be other­
wise than opposed the one to the other.

Resides this cause for a natural discord 
of opinion* there is another element. Men 
everywhere are divided into the hopeful, 
the sanguine, who always see a silver lining 
to every cloud, and the desponding and 
fearful, who see in all clouds presages of 
eomlng storm. There is a third class, the 
few who keep their heads clear, who, while 
never bidding the devil good morning when 
he is ont of eight nor blindly refusing to 
admit what storm signals predict, neither 
become fevered by over-confidence nor para­
lyzed by despair.

Just now the situation in Toronto is 
bringing oat tbs characteristic traita of 
those two msin classes. One set of our 
citizens deny the existence of any collapse 
in real estate values, another olass think 
the city is going to the dogs. We stand in 
with the minority, who keep their heads 
level and decline to “pine in despair,” nor 
■cream that all is well.

One of the classes named are like the 
faith-curiet«, who deny the existence of 
disease; others are" hypochondriacs, whose 
sickness, to use a classic phrase, is “all my 
eye." One writer telle us that valuations 
of property in Toronto are still too low. 
because they are not es high as those in 
certain American cities.

We fail to see the relevance of such an 
argument from comparison» of 
nature. A

value of his house, at current prices; he 
was told $10,000,which elicited the remark, 
“If you will put the property In a similar 
position at Boston I will give you $20,000 
lor it, spot cash.” Farther enquiry brought 
out the information that such a house at 
Boston valued at $20,000 was really no more 
valuable as an investment than the one in 
Toronto. Where then is the force of any 
comparison as to the assessments of the two 
cities!

It is forgotten by all who institute each 
comparisons that real estate I» immovable 
—it has only one market, its price or value 
therefore is regulated by the price» and 
vaines prevailing on the spot. Ice here is 
doled out to ue by the pound like tea, it 
would be absurd to argue, therefore, that 
the icebergs of Greenland are of enormous 
value. House property is worth according 
to its rentable income, and under like con­
ditions is,on this basis, no more valuable in 
large U.8. cities than in Toronto.

Toronto in this generation baa gone from 
a population of 30,000 to 190,000, an in­
crease of over 6000 a year; since 1881 the 
increase has been over 10,000 a year; in 
1881 it was 80,416; last year it stood 188,- 
914. The assessed property ip 1881 was 
$53,640,911; in 1891 it was $147,032,689. 
In 1881 the assessments per head of popu- 
Ution were $619; In 1891 the average was 
$777. This increase of 25.62 per cent, in- 
the assessments per head is doubtless very 
Urge, but it is to be borne in mind’ that the 
march of" improvement in house building 
end in our stores and warehouses has been 
exceedingly rapid in recent years.

People are not content to occupy such 
dwellings as they did some years ago, and 
the competition of house builders has 
raised very largely the cost ot all classes of 
residences, and the same influence has 
added considerably to the average value of 
ell other classes of buildings.

We are disposed to think, then, that an 
advance of 25 per cent, in average values 
per head in 10 years it not excessive, 
though doubtless it is so in regard to those 
of the low and moderate class.

4 In house-building there ie at all times 
the same difficulty of adapting supply to 
demand as in other lines of business. The 
enormone advance made in the amount of 
capital available for building h 
the aopply of accommodation, being at 
present too large, the rate of increase in 
eur population some few years having mis­
led builders, who supposed what was 
necessarily only a temporary rate of ad­
vance to be one that would be the annual 
normal rate. This will correct itself, just 
as overstocking by a merchant is corrected, 
by hie reduction of purchases for a time.

As to the extension of the city, the area 
in 1881 was 5236 acre», in 1891 10,400 acres. 
That ie, ten years ago there was a per­
centage of 16.60 of people per head for each 
acre, whereas laat year the percentage was 

•” 18.16; the population, therefore, is more 
crowded at present than it was ten years 
ago. While this is so, it is none the less 
true that the expenditure upon “oow 
pastures” has been extravagant. The 
present situation calls for patience; we 
have been too hasty and sanguine and our 
ambition has o’er-leaped itself; bat swift 
racers always go past the goal.

Many Important ^ndgmente.
Ttte Court of Appeal eat yesterday morn­

ing and delivered judgment in the following 
cases: Gillespie v. City of Toronto was an 
appeal by ratepayese from the order of 
Chief Justice Galt dismissing an application 
to quash a local improvement bylaw of the 
defendant corporation to provide for bor­
rowing money by the issue of debentures 
for the construction of a macadam and 
•tone-set roadway in Bloor-street west, To­
ronto. The appeal was allowed and the by­
law quashed with coele.

Mowburn v. Maokeloan—An appeal by 
the defendants, G. L. Mackelcan and R. L. 
Gunn, from the judgment of Chief Justice 
Armour, who tried the action without a 
jury at Hamilton in Sept., 1891. The 
court dismissed the appeal with costs.

Bed nee (l the Verdict.
Danoy v. 'Grand Trunk Railway Com­

pany—The defendants appealed from the 
judgment of the Queen’s Bench Divisional 
Court in favor of the plaintiff in an action 
to recover damages for the unlawful and 
forcible ejection of the plaintiff from a train 
of the defendants. The action was tried 
in 1890 at Goderich, and the jury found a 
verdict for the plaintiff for $1000, which 
the court below refused to interfere with. 
When ejected from the train the plaintiff 
was traveling from Sarnia to Goderich on a 
return ticket issued by defendants marked 
“Via direct line.” There are three 
ways of going by rail from Goderich 
to Sarnia and return bv the de­
fendants’ railway, and the plaintiff 
was not returning by the shortest way, 
but by one of the logger routes. It appear­
ed that when the plaintiff bought the ticket 
at Goderich the agent of the détendants 
there gave him to understand that he might 
travel by any Ine of the three lines. The 
court below held that the provision "via 
direct line” was unintelligible without ex­
planation and that the company were bound 
by the representation of their agent in rela­
tion thereto, and also that the word» “via 
direct line” were inapplicable to the con­
tract and should be «truck out.

Order made that the verdict be reduced 
to $500 if the plaintiff »o consents, in which 
case the defendants are to pay the costs of 
the trial If the plaintiff will not consent 
to this a new trial is ordered on payment of

A Promissory Note Case.
Plummer v. Caldwell — This was a»

action arising out of a promissory note. 
On the 5th of November, 1890, the plaintiff 
at the request and for the accommodation 
of Charles Lowe endorsed a promissory 
note payable in three mouths for $205.50. 
Lowe discounted the note with John Fieken 
& Co., and it was subsequently renewed by 
the same partie*. When the second note 
became duo |it was not paid and Fieken & 
Co. began an action to recover tbe amount 
thereof. Another note was prepared for 
$230 and endorsed by the plaintiff for the 
express purpose of being discounted and 
the proceeds applied in payment ot tbe 
former note. This note Lowe then took to 
the defendant Caldwell to have it discount­
ed, and Caldwell retained the note to see 
if it was genuine before discounting 
it. Having satisfied himself of the 
genuineness of the note, he took it to 
Charles Millar, who discounted it, and 
while the proceeds were still in the hands 
of Caldwell his firm garnished the money to 
satisfy a judgment held by C. P. Reid à 
Co., clients of theirs, against Lowe for 
$110. On return of the garnishing 
mous an order was made for payment over 
by Caldwell to Reid & Co. of that amount. 
The balance Caldwell paid into court, Lowe 
having refused to accept it. Plummer 
issued a writ against Caldwell and Millar, 
alleging a partnership for the purpose of 
discounting notes, asked to have them re­
strained from negotiating the note and for 
delivery of it to him. At the trial Mr. 
Justice MacMahon dismissed the action. 
The Chancery Divisional Court reversed 
this judgment, ordering the note to be de­
livered up to the plaintiff, and the Court of 
Appeal upheld this judgment and dismissed 
the appeal therefrom with costs.

of Rçg. v. Edwards and Reg. 
v. Lynch, in which special cases were sub­
mitted to the Court of Appeal by the 
Police Magistrate of .^oronto, as to the ad­
missibility of evidence in cases for 
breach of the Liquor License Act, the court 
dismissed tlye cases, holding that the qu 
lions were not such as qouid be so submit­
ted for the opinion of thé court.

TRUSTEES OF OUR SCHOOLS.
From the Publie end Other Educational 

Institutions of Ontario—The Asnosl 
Business Meeting.

The Ontario Public and High School 
Trustees’ Association began their sixth 
annual meeting in the Toronto Publie 
School Board rooms in York-street yester­
day afternoon. The attendance it larger 
than it hae been at former meetings.

The first report was that by Rev. J. 
Somerville, Owen Sound, of the committee 
appointed a year ago to Investigate the 
general work of county model schools. 
Thie committee had been appointed became 
it was believed that the instruction of the 
teachers in training interfered with the gen­
eral work of the public schools they attend. 
Complainte were made by the echool boards 
that their local schools had to be inconveni­
enced by the presence of the teachers-in- 
training that they could gain experience to 
be used in other schools. The committee 
thought that 25 or 30 model eçhools were 
enough for thie province. Another neces­
sity was a separate building for the model 
school, to be only in those town» where there 
were enough pupils to make so many 
claases that but one will be experimented 
upon in the model school each half day. 
Tbey considered that the model school 
master ought to be a university graduate of 
no less than five yeari’experienee as teaohsr. 
They wanted the annual Government grant 
of $9000 to be divided among the model 
•ehools and that any balance required for 
their maintenance be levied from the eev- 

The committee thought 
there ought to be two terms of four months 
in each year.

eral counties.

Aftendieuuselon the report wae practical­
ly adopted and its provisions referred to 
the different school boards of the province.

Reciprocal Greetings.
Mr. S. B. Sinclair of Hamilton and In*

spectors Hughes and Chapman waited on 
the meeting to represent the Ontario Edu­
cational Association. The deputation ex­
tended the greetings of their association 
and invited the trustee» to form a trustees’ 
department of the Ontario Educational As­
sociation. That association at present has 
six departments—university, high school, 
public school, model school, inspector and 
Kindergarten. Rev, G, G. McRobble of 
Shelburne, President of the Trustee»’ Asso­
ciation, promised a careful éonsideration of 
the proposition. A committee wae appoint­
ed to enquire into the merits of the ques­
tion.

The Kindergarten.
The secretary, -Mr. G. A. Ayleeworth o 

Newburgh, presented the report of the 
committee appointed a year ago to enquire 
into the question of kindergarten school». 
It contained a number of letters from those 
boards in the province which have establish­
ed kindergartens. Mr. J. I. Mac- 
Cracken of Ottawa made a little 
speech '• in favor of kindergartens. He 
moved that the association declare in favor 
of the establiehment of a class between the 
kindergarten and the primary claases in the. 
public schools. After a lengthy discussion 
this motion was carried.

High Schools Grant.
The next topic was the Legislative grant 

to high school Mr. S. F. Lazier of Ham­
ilton, who opened up the «abject, and most 
of the speakers following regretted that the 
amonntTof the grant to individual school» 
should continually decrease owing to the 
multiplication of high schools. A num­
ber of representatives of public school 
boards opposed the increase of the high 
echool grant, but when they proceeded to 
give their reasons the chairman ruled 
them out of order on the ground that thoees 
reasons applied rather to another topis^ofi 
the program, “The workings of the High 
School Law of ’91.”

A resolution favoring increased grants 
wae finally passed.

COW LIFTIXO RITE AT MIMICO.

A Morse Also Is Spirited Away-Cettle 
Are Here to Trace.

Patrick Mcllroy, who was apprehended 
Friday by Constable Gibson on a charge of 
cow-stealing, was liberated on $500 bail for 
court by Justice Wingfield yesterday after- 

noon.
The story of the case is rather a compli­

cated one, and when it comes before the 
Judge doubtless some interesting revela­
tions will be made involving the confeder­
ates of the prisoner.

Henry Smedley, Mimico, the owner of 
the cow, had for some time past been en­
deavoring to sell it to Batcher Rutledge of 
Port Credit and only a few days ago of­
fered it to him for $30. The animal disap­
peared suddenly off the commons where it 
grazed and Smedley immediately paid a 
visit to Rutledge’s slaughter house, there 
finding and identifying the horns of his 
cow, which he recognized 
drilled through near the base.

Rutledge explained that the cow had 
been purchased by him for $15 from Mc­
llroy the night previous,and a warrant was 
accordingly sworn ont for the cow-lifter’s 
arrest.

Mcllroy told a very plausible story to 
Justice Wingfield yesterday afternoon, 
elating that be had received the cow in a 
trade "tor some hay from a milkman named 
Graham, who represented himself as being 
from the Junction.

TOR THE CITY’S GOOD.

Discus* the Assessment system 
—Exemption to Be Abolished.

The attendues at the meeting of the 
Ratepayers’ Association last night in St. 
George’s Hall was rather slim, though the 
members present showed intense interest in 
tbs work they here taken in hand.

Under the head ef communications ex­
tracts from e letter of Alderman John 
Hailam were read by the chairman, ei- 
Ald. William Carlyle. Honest John stated 
iu his communication that as Col. Denison 
and a number of his witnesses in 
the Revision Court had sworn that 
property had depreciated from 30 to 
60 per cent, it was advisable to reduce 
assessments and at the same time to reduce 
the salaries of municipal official*.

He deprecated the mushroom growth of 
the citv on what he thought a mere specu­
lative boom. He also advocated e reduc­
tion of rents in consequence of this greet 
depreciation in the value of property.

Dr. Barrick introduced his 
"Should councils of cities over 
empowered to have the assessment made 
by experts and when made and confirmed 
to be undisturbed for three or five years ?

Experts, he thought, should be employed 
in making the different valuations on build­
ings, land, merchandise, etc. The ad­
vantages which would accrue from the aon- 
disturbing of valuations for five years would 
be multifarious, the most important being 
the saving of the salaries of assessors and 
the danger, when the assessments jumped 
up during a boom, of the City Council mak­
ing extravagant outlays ef the funds, wnich 
when the boom dropped would hamper 
their movements for years.

Malcolm Gibbs foUowed Dr. Patrick and 
confessed himself n convert to the doctor’s 
motion with the exception of the part call­
ing for the appointment of experts. He 
thought that experts invariably charged 
very high terms for their time. The com­
missioner, be thoorjot, could easily have a 
staff sufficiently t-onted in valoating to serve

Ald.w!c*v iyle-followed.ndvisingthe care­
ful conside. ation of the motion before its 
passage. He is trying, ns chairman of the 
kerisTo i Court, . to keep up the assess­
ments ii the city’s beat interests, 
feepc nsibility of the valuations should be

He then spent some time in justifying 
the course adopted by the members of the 
Revision Court in their decisions.
